1Doctors Tell of Efforts to Save President McKinley’s Life •—*• Family

Plea of “ Guilty ” Changed.

Pittsburg, Sept. 23.—The Associated Press 
has secured an advance copy of the state­
ment by President Shaffer, of the Amalga­
mated Association, giving a history of the 
late strike of steel and tin workers and the 
terms of the settlement.

shot wounds. The other organs of fhf 
body, n<xt affedted by the wounds, 
in a normal condition. On croef»-ex,ainina- 
rt ion, witness said the autopsy was 
formed nine days after the wound*
•been caused. The process of healing of 
the wounds in the stomach had begun. 
Tlhe tissues beyond the stomach had been 
affedted by gangrene. The kidney» showed 
changes which could have been c&uaed 
only by a wound during life. The wound® 
in the stomach, said Dr. Gaylord, wer# 
not necessarily the cause of death. The 
fundamental cause was the changes back 
of the stomach. The actual cause was ab­
sorption of the broken down matter of 
the pancreas. There was nothing known 
to medical science which would have ar­
rested the progress of the changes caused 
by (the passage of the bullet through the 
pancreas.
As to Antiseptics.

“Is it or is it not true that antiseptie» 
are used to prevent inflammation?” w*e 
asked by the counsel for the defense.

“lit is not,” was the answer.
Judge Lewis closely cross-examined Dr. 

Gaylord on the question whether anti­
septics were used to prevent inflamma­
tion. The doctor explained that inflam­
mation resulted from bacteria entering the 
wound and that antiseptics were used to 
kill the germs. Judge Lewie tried to g#| 
Dr. Gaylord to say thialt antiseptics were 
used to prevent inflammation, but be d#* 
dined to admit it.

On re-direct examination, Dr. Gaylord 
explained that inflammation is a popular 
term which is applied to changes in the 
tissues. Antiseptics are applied to pre­
vent these changes in itihe tissue* which 
are broken by the enlfcran.ee of organisms. 
The cause of the breaking down of the 
malts of the pancreas, in the first place, 
was the injuries produced, and, secondly, 
by the escape of the secreftio» ia the pen- 

The function of the pancreas jp 
to secrete a fluid which pe»efc out isLo 
the stomach and intestines for aid in 
-digestion.
Told of the Operation.

Dr. Herman Mynter woe the next Wit­
ness. District Attorney Penney took the 
witness in hand and questioned him close­
ly regarding itihe operation performed on 
President McKinley at tihe exposition hos­
pital immediately after the snooting. Dr. 
Mymlter said the surgeons found the bullet 
wound in the left upper aide of the ab­
dominal cavity. The persident agreed to 
an operation at once, which waa abso­
lutely necessary to save his life. Dr. Mann 
was selected with Dr. Mynter to perform 
the operation.

The abdomen was opened. Dr. Mynter 
said it was difficult to get at the wound 
in tihe back of the Stomach. The stomach 
was turned over and a bullet hole wu 
found in the back of that organ. They 
could not follow the further course of the 
bullet and as the president's temperature 
was rising it was agreed by the physicians 
that no further search for it was advisable 
at that time. The stomach was replaced 
and tihe opening closed with sutures. On 
the advice of tihe physicians, tihe president 
waa removed to Mr. Milbum’e house.

Dr. Mynter then described tihe period 
of favorable symptoms shown by tihe 
patient, his relapse and death. Dr. Myn­
ter described the result of the autopsy, 
saying that it proved, first, that there 
was no inflammation of the bowels; sec­
ond, there was no injury to the heart;

lit is not probable that any defense will 
be put in, owing to tihe character of the 
prisoner and his refusal to aid his at­
torneys in any way to procure evidence 
which tilioy could use in his favor. The 
idea of an attempt to enter the question 
of his sanity 'is not thought of in view of 
tihe reports of tihe two alienists who have 
recently examined 'him and there is 
ground for the belief that the trial will 
be concluded with a session of hut one 
day more.

Frederick Hal'ler, assistant district at­
torney, began the presentation for tihe 
prosecution at 2.48. He reviewed the 
assassination of the president, his illness 
and death. The prosecution would en­
deavor to prove, said he, tihalt the de­
fendant had been for several days prior 
to the shooting informed of President 
McKinley’s movements; that he entered 
the Temple of Music at the Pan-American 
grounds with a weapon concealed beneath 
a handkerchief in his hand; that he ap­
pealed before the president to dlioke 
hands with him and tired the fatal shots 
that resulted in the death of the chief 
executive.

Samuel J. Fields, a civil engineer,

visited the Temple of Music on tihe day 
of the crime to (take measurement# of 
the positions of articles at the time at 
occurred.

Buffalo, Sept. 23—Leas f\ Czolgosz waa 
placed on trial! itlh'is morning charged with 
the murder of President William Mc­
Kinley. He entered a plea o<f “guilty,” 
which was subsequently changed to “not 
guilty” by direction of the court. All 
the events of the day tended to indicate 
Uniat the trial will be. «short. Court con­
vened at 10 o'clock and before two hours 
eight jurors had «been secured. It was 
noticeable «that every man wlho acknow­
ledged that lie had not formed an opinion 
on tihe ease was excused by the district 
attorney. Men who had formed an opin­
ion or stated tihoifc they were prejudiced 
but wore willing to acknowledge their 
opinion could «be changed by evidence, 
were accepted «by each side.

Justice Trueman C. White, one of the 
oldest and most experienced of the 
Supreme Court justices, waa on the 
bench. Immediately after the opening of 
tihe count and after the prisoner had 
pleaded, ex-Justice Loran L. Lewis, senior 
counsel for the defendant, announced 
that, -together with his colleague, former 
Justice C. Titus and Mr. Carlton E. Ladd 
they were ready .to act in behalf of the 
prisoner.

“I though it best,” he said, “for my 
colleagues and myself that I should say 
something regarding out presence here as 
attorneys for tihe defendant. At the time 
my name was suggested I was out of the 
«city and knew nothing of what was tran­
spiring here with reference to the selec­
tion of counsel for thé defendant. When 
tihe circumstances of my selection were 
told me, 1 was exteremdy reluctant to 
accept.

“But the duty has been imposed and I 
considered it my duty in ail tihe crircimn- 
stances to defend this man.

“I ask that no evidence be presented 
lucre—that the court will not permit the 
acceptance of any evidence—unless it 
would be accepted at tihe trial of the most 
meagre criminal in the land.”
Judge's Reply to Counsel.

“I am familiar with these circum­
stances,” said Justice White in reply, 
“and 1 wish to «say that I will give you 
every assurance that the prisoner will 
have a fair and impartial trial and that 
during tihe progress of tihe trial he will 
receive such treatment as the law de­
mands iin any criminal case.”

Before the day was over tihe entire 
panel had been sworn, and were seated 
in tiltc box and had listened to a descrip­
tion of the Temple of Music rthere tihe 
alleged crime occurred, had seen photo­
graphs of tihe interior of that structure 
and had been told by the surgeons what 
caused tihe death of tihe president and the 
result of the as^tvirin’s shot upon the 
various organs of tihe body. They hod also 
learned why tihe fatal bullet bad not 
been located.
The Government's Case.

The presentation of tihe government s 
began shortly before 3 o’clock when 

Assistant District Attorney Holler began 
to address the judge. His talk consumed 
five minutes.

“We siiall show,” said he, “that, for 
f»ome days prior to tihe shooting this de­
fendant triad premeditated the shooting 
.of tihe president. He knew that on the 
(Still of September the president would 
receive the populace in tire Temple of 
Music; tiliat on that day he went to the 
exposition, got into line With itihe people 
and approached the president so that he 
Iliad a weapon concealed «in .his hand and

at “attention,” with pike poles in hands 
an'd headed by the sturdy foreman, Wliis- 
sell. Nearly a dozen or more freshly cut 
pine logs were piled on a rollway, well and 
.truly laid after true shanty fashion. A 
team of horses, with driver arrayed in 
the holiday costume of his calling, stood 
ready to dra-w the next lot of logs into 
position. Tike poles, cant dogs, polished 

and sinning saws lay around as if 
for every day use. 
solemn pines, cathedral-like in the stately 
regularity of their trunks, waved the:r 
soft branches in the September wind and 
sent forth tihe unrivalled balsamic odor 
or nature’s incense. Nothing could have 
«been conceived more entertainingly repre- 
senltiaitive of the industry for which the 
Ottawa Valley is famous the world over. 
If appealed to tihe royal visitors as prob­
ably no other form of loyal entertainment 
Which the capital of Canada offered could 
have done, and their royal highnesses so 
expressed themselves to the reception 
mittee, who met them at the shanty 
grounds.

\Tlhe operations of felling a stalwart pine, 
cutting it up into saw logs and skidding 
tihe logs—all performed to the accompani­
ment of shan't y songs—were then gone 
through, and the luncheon in the sweet. 
sme'lUng log cabin concluded this portion 
of tihe day’s entertainment.

The royal party were entertained to a 
dish of pork and beans, served in true 
■shanty style. A big fire blazed on the 
hearth and around were scores of tab’.cf 
laden with provisions.

After the • royal party had partaken of 
tihe shanrtymen’s hospitality, they entered 
the large marquee nearby, where a splen­
did luncheon was served. The tables 
beautifully decorated. A partition separ­
ated the royal party from the remainder 
of the guests. At the head of the marquee 
were two tables. Their royal higjh.ics.-e.s 
and Lord and Lidy Minto sat at one of 
the tables. __
Laurier, Lady Mary Lygon and Lord Wen- 
lock sat ait the other.

^ Ottawa, Sept. 23—(Special)—The Duke 
end Duchess of Cornwall enjoyed thorough­
ly the trip over the slides today, and as 
they got into the canoes when tihe Ottawa 
River was readied, they could be heard 
expressing their appreciation of the trip to 
Mr. J. R. Booth and others. _

None of the party got wot in the least, 
although «there was one wave that washed 
jpver the crib aboult half way down the 
elides, and, had it not been for the plat­
form erected on the crib, there would 
have been some very wet feet.

The water of the Ottawa was unusually 
low and one of the cribs on which there 
were some newspaper men was sent down 
tihe slides first, in order to see if the 
slides were in first rate working order.

I tens way down, a couple of ladies, related 
to one of the lumbermen aboard, jumped 
down on the crib, a jump which was fairly 
venturesome for a man, unhampered as he 
would be by ski its.

The Indian canoes, in which the party 
paddled down from the landing place to

brought from Lattawa. They were made 
entirely of bark and solidly built. They 
were also touched up with red and looked 
decidedly gay. The canoe for the royal 
party was named “Duchess,” and was 30 
feet long. It accommodated 10 of the 
royal party. The seats were comfortably 
fixed up with .fura, and there was a crew 
of some eight men in the royal bark.

The canoes were in charge of Colin 
< Rankin, the chief factor of the Hudson 

Bay Oom*i)any. He had with him in the 
various canoes some 14 Indians and half- 
breeds from the Abiibtbi post, on the 
height of land northeast of Mattawa.

In the royal canoe B. MocKenzie, the 
well-known woodsman, was in the bow, 
and John Poison was steersman. Chief 
Waba, of the Algonquin reserve, was one 
of those to wield the .paddle in the royal 
canoe. He comes from the Algonquin re­
serve at North Tcmiscamingue, and is a

splendid specimen of the once fiery red 
The “Okima” canoe (Okinia is themen.

Indian for king) followed tihe royal canoe 
close behind. The prime minister and 
some members of the royal party were in 
it. In it also were some of the 48 red

$

men and half-breeds whom W. C. Edwards 
brought from River Desert. In all, 120 
rivermcn and Indians were at the foot of 
the slide to take the men down to the 
canoe club house.

As the canoes, all close together, pulled 
out over the waiter, the Indians and the 
Frcnich-Oanadians at tihe ' paddles, made 
tihe river ring with tihe beautiful French- 
Ganadian songs that only rivermcn can 
sing, while hearty cheers arose from the 
bank. All the way down the river, these 
songs were kept up, and, apparently, the 
experience was a very novel one to the 
royal party. As the canoes passed under 
the Royal Alexandra bridge there was a 
large crew waiting for tihe royal party, and 
they ware greeted with one of the liennti- 
ciifc cheers that has been extended to them 
since they came to Canada’s capital.

Their royal highnesses were received at 
the club house by Peter White, ex-*speaker 
of the commons, and W. C. Edwards, M. 
P. From tihe Club house, tip through 
Rockliffe Park, the royal party passed be­
tween lines of soldiers and policemen 
standing at salute, while all along the 
route crowds of people cheered. All this 
was picturesque and striking, the troops 
in scarlet and rifle green, with glittering 
aims presented, making a pretty contrast 
to the •sylvian surroundings. But it was 
when the little eminence was reached on 
which the appurtenance*, of the lumber 
business were establishetf that tihe scene 
was best and the show of loyal effect 
bravest.

In the centre stood» a typical lumber

The Texas’ Part in Battle Off Santiago Was 

the Basis of Monday’s Proceedings.In Court tin Indictments in Con­
nection With New York Bank 
Failure.

Washington, Sept. 23—The part played 
by tlliie battlckiirip Texas in the naval 
bat tie off Santiago July 3, 1808, in which 
tihe Spanish Heelt under Admiral Cerveru 
■was sunk, was tflie basis of the greater 
part of today’s proceedings in the ^Schley 
naval court of inquiry. Of the four wit­
nesses examined during the day, three had 
«been officers on the Texas during the 
battle and two of them were new wit­
nesses. These were Commander Geo. C. 
Heilner, who was navigator on tihe Texas, 
and Commander Alex. B. Bates, who was 
tihe chief engineer on that battleship. Com­
mander Harber, executive officer, and the 
chief surviving officer of the slhip since the 
death of Captain Fhiljip was recalled. The 
fourth witness was Commander Seaton 
Schroder, executive officer on the Massa­
chusetts and now governor of the Island 
of Guam.

The day closed with another animated 
controversy between counsel as to the 
policy of bringing Admiral Sampson’s 
naane into the trial.

Delightful Surprise for Those at the Function—Throne of 
Duke and Duchess the Piece de Resistance.

Wm. II. Kimball, of tihe failed Seventh 
National Bank of this ciity; Gamalise S.

W. H. Kimball, former president of the 
bank, and Frank B. Poor, junior partner 
of tihe firm of Henry Marquand & Co., 
for alleged conspiracy against the United 
States under section 440, revised statutes.

The second indictment was against W. 
II. Kim-bull, president, and Gamaliel S. 
Rose, paying teller of the Seventh Na­
tional Bank for alleged unlawful certifica­
tion of tihe checks of Henry Marquand & 
Co.

Ihe third indictment was against W. 
H. Kimball individually as president of the 
bank for receiving fictitious obligations, it 
is alleged.

Mr. Baldwin asked that Mr. Poor's 
bail be fixed at $10,000 and Mr. Rose’s at 
$5,000, and that Mr. Kimball’s bail be 
fixed at $20,000, $5,000 on the first indict­
ment, $5,000 on the second and $10.000 on 
flic third. Judge Adams said he thought 
the bail asked was reasonable and so fixed 
it. The bail bonds were soon afterwards 
signed and the prisoners released.

The Autopsy.

Dr. Harvey R. Gaylord, of Buffalo, who 
was then called, testified that he perform­
ed the autopsy upon tihe body of Presi­
dent McKinley. He described the loca­
tion of the wounds in the stomach and 
the direction of the bullet. Back of the 
stomach, he said, was a “track into whicu 
I coiuld insert the tip of my fingers. It 

filled with a dark fluid matter.”
The search for the bullet was not con­

tinued after the cause of dealth had been 
ascertained. The cause of death was gun-

The staff of his roÿâT highness stood to 
one side of tihe royal party, and outside 
tihe building was the guard of honor of 
tihe 43rd Regiment.

As the royal party entered tihe room the 
band played the national anthem and the 
guard presented arms. The duke took his 
place on the dais and then the ceremony 
began. Lord Wenlock read the proclama­
tion from the king giving tihe Duke of 
Cornwall and York authority to confer 
titles and decorations.

The decorations were placed on a little 
'table in tihe rear of the room and a space 
in the centre before the dais where the 
duke sat was cleared.

Captain tihe Viscount Crichton first took 
the decoration to be conferred and the 
honored man stood up beside liis lord- 
ship. The decoration was placed upon a 
cushion for presentation to the duke and 
both Crit-chton and the man to be decor­
ated bowed and advanced half way to­
ward his royal highness, when both bowed 
again. A third bow was made immedi­
ately in front of the duke and the decora­
tion was handed -to his royal highness and 
the decoration was conferred.

The Rath is senior order and the three 
commanders were first decorated. They 
were Col. C. W. Drury, R. C. A.; Col. 
W. D. Otter, R. C. R. 1.; Col. F. L. Les­
sard, R. C. D.

The decoration consists of ‘an enamelled 
cross hung from a red ribbon bearing a 
silver clasp.

Then Lord Crichton took tihe ribbon red 
and blue, and star of tihe Knight Com­
mander of St. Michael and St. George, 
and, placing it upon the cushion, stood 
beside Lieutenant Governor Jette. They 
advanced to the dais and, after making 
the custiomery bows, Lieutenant Governor 
Jetite knelt before tihe duke, who placed 
about his neck the ribbon and star of the 
order.

The com­
mander-in-chief, General Bruger, surround­
ed .by his staff, led the march-past. Be­
hind, in four heavy columns, marched a 
whole division of infantry with fixed 
bayonets. General Bruger and his staff 
on reaching the front of the dais, saluted 
President Loubet and the Czar, and then, 
wirtih -tihe foreign attaches, took up a posi­
tion facing the dais. Each division was 
preceded by tihe regimental standards, 
which were lowered as they passed the 
dais, and each time the Czar and Czarina 
and President Loubet rose and saluted, 
tihe Czar bringing his hand to the peak 
of his red and white cap.

I would be always 
inclined to seek a prior break rather |L, 
than consider the bee guilty. ,1 am a : 
believer in bees and frequently sug­
gest bee keeping in large orchard areas.
1 think their work in securing a set of 
fruit far outweighs the little mischief 
they may cause on ripe examples. And 
after all if lack of suitable food Is real- , 
ly at the bottom of their raid, why not 
#eod the bees? Deliberately sacrifice a 
few juicy fruits to them or a few 
pans of- sugar water or diluted mo­
lasses, or plant a clover patch where 
they can get it or buckwheat or what­
ever else may be In honey yielding 
condition when the fruits ripen, but 
keep the bees by all means. The trees 
need them, says Professor J. B. Smith 
of New jersey in Rural New Yorker.

frentmeut For These Pests—How to 
Make Dip Mixture.

Two insects may be included under 
the caption sheep ticks or lice—thé 
sheep tick (Melophagus ovinus) and the 
sheep louse (Trldiodectes sphaeroceph- 
alus)—says Professor Herbert Osborn 
In American Agriculturist The formci 
Is a wingless, somewhat flattened crea­
ture, with a large abdomen, which 
pierces the skin and sucks the blood, 
the latter a small reddish louse which 
feeds on the epidermal scales and ex­
cretions of the skin. Both may be 
treated by means of dipping, and the 
use of sheep dips is effectual against «’ 
ther.

The treatment is best applied at time 
of shearing, as then the dipping solu­
tion most readily reaches the insects 
and can be applied with greatest econ­
omy. Wool clipped from infested sheep 
should be stored far enough away from 
the pens to make sure that no insects 
can possibly find their way back to the 
sheep. It is also safer to turn the dip­
ped sheep into a new inclosure and not 
place them in the pens they occupied 
before the treatment for at least a 
week or ten' days, long enough so that 
any Insects that have been secreted h- 
litter, cracks or posts or other retreat* 
will have died.

For dipping there are a number ot 
valuable solutions. Some of the prep­
arations on the market are doubtless 
excellent, though more expensive than 
when prepared Horn ingredients pur 
chased at commercial prices. Kerosene 
emulsion made by boiling one-halt 
pound hard soap ia one gallon water, 
adding this to two gallons kerosene 
ond chaining for eight or ten minutes 
till thoroughly emulsified and diluting 
With eight times its quantity of water, 
makes an effective dip. This would 
give 24 gallons of mixture. About 50 
gallons is said to be sufficient for 50 
sheep and 75 gallons for 100 sheep. 
This is considered perfectly safe to 
sheep and wool. The tobacco dips, 
zenners zenolcum and the carbolic acid 
dip are also considered valuable.

RAPE FOR BROOD SOWS.MONCTON.
Uneqaalert ns a Succulent Food—Good 

For Growing IMgi.
My experience with Dwarf Essex 

rape last year may be of Interest tp 
some of your readers residing in-this 
state, writes C. B. Jones of Minnesota 
in I’rairie Farmer. I selected a rather 
low piece of meadow land, composed of 
timothy sod, plowed it about six inches 
deep, then harrowed it until 1 had it 
fine enough for au onion bed and so It 
would retain the moisture, as the first 
of the season w.as very dry and hot. I 
sowed the rape seed in drills, about two 
feet apart, at the rate of about 2Vi 
pôtinds to the acre, using the Dwarf 
Essex seed. I think the drill should be 
from 2Vi to 3 feet apart. The better 
the land the wider the space should be 
between the drills, ns rape, like most 
other plants, grows morè rank tin heavy 
sqiis than on thin.

As 1 stated in the beginning of this 
article, the soil was dry when 1 sowed 
tlie seed. I put it in about an inch 
deep, then rolled It until it was firm. 
The seed, which resembles ruta baga 
seed, came up in a few days, the young 
pljiuts resembling ruta hagas verytmieli, 
but 1 never saw ruta bagns or any other 
plants make such a growth. After the 
rains came it grew about 2% feet high 
and covered the space between the 
drills completely. 1 commenced feed­
ing It as soon ns it was a foot high and 
fed it until Oct 20. principally to bogs 
which I had in a lot near by.

They ate it greedily nnd made a rap­
id growth. I also fed some to the milk 
edws in the fall, but they did not seem 
to relish it as the hogs did, owing pos­
sibly to the abundance of other green 
fqjcd at that time. 1 do not think it a 
désirable forage for milk cows, ns it 
Iiiparts to the milk that undesirable 
fiiivor that turnip tops give it. I have 
mjver found its equal as a succulent 
food for brood sows and growing pigs. 
It Is necessary to keep the ground well 
cultivated between the drills until the 
plants are a foot or more high.

sonably sure to stay in place if proper­
ly laid, they are not as efficient aa •: 
round tile. The-reason they are'net as 
efficient is shown in the cut; If but a ■ 
small stream of water is flowing.' It 
spreads out over the entire flat surface 
of the horseshoe tile, and there IS not 
depth enough of water to cause the re­
moval of silt or sediment which may 
accumulate. It is far more difficult to 
lay horseshoe tile and do good work 
than to lay round tile. If the round ?, 
tile does not make a tight joint with its 
neighbor, it may be turned until a 
place is found where the joint is rea­
sonably satisfactory. If the horseshoe ‘ 
tile does not fit with its neighbor, tbèn

'If every dairy farmer will plan to 
iqake an effort to establish a seeding 
of' alfalf.T anil will try soy beans, 
cpwpons, Canada peas, crimson clover 
anil any other nitrogenous1 plant suit- 
aide to his climate and farin' opera­
tions" we shall see the beginning of the 
solution of the protein problem and a 
relaxation of the squeezing of the 
trusts controlling the protein of com­
merce, says a Pennsylvania correspond­
ent of Hoard’s Dairyman.

Then the farmer who knows it Is 
best and wisest to balance his ration 
will do so from the fullness of his own 
harvest. With the experiment station 
of New Jersey, where they do possibly 
as little guessing on practical farm 
matters as at any station in the coun­
try, authority for the statement that 
over six tons of alfalfa, almost equal 
tej as many tous cf good wheat bran, 
were produced last season per acre, no 
progressive dairyman has an excuse 
for not having at least a trial patch of 
alfalfa.

Three tons of cowpea hay can be 
raised per acre on good ground, and if 
oge must have meal to supplement tlie 
silage-the cowpea hay may be ground 
into meal and make as much milk as 
itfe weight In best wheat bran.

Ten tons of soy beans can be cut 
gfjoen to mix with the coni in the silo 
from an acre or from 20 to 30 bushels 
of seed harvested. This seed ground 
to meal will give about three times as 
much digestible protein as is found in 
the same weight of wheat bran and 
three times as much fat as in corn.

By devoting less range of pasturage 
to the vows and practicing summer 
soiling, or, better, substituting tlie sum­
mer silo, a fair proportion of the laud 
heretofore used for pasture can be 
utilized for the growing of some of 
these protein crops and next winter’s 
ration not only lie balanced, but the 
operation be performed without an un­
due unbalancing of the farmer’s bank 
account.

Sorghom an Fodder.
We plow the ground in the spring 

nfter corn planting, says a Kansas cor­
respondent in Prairie Farmer. The lat­
ter part of June Is soon enough, be­
cause If you sow too early It will got 
ripe and you will have to cut it in the 
warm weather of August. It is better 
to plant so you can cut It just before 
frost. It will keep bettor and is not 
liable to sour, as It might do if cut in 
tlie warm weather. We sow it broad­
cast, about two bushels to the acre. Be 
sure and sow It thick or it will grow 
big. rank stalks, which will be bard to 
handle and stock will not eat so well. 
We aim to feed It out before Christmas 
or before it freezes too much. Of course, 
if It Is fine, say like millet, it will keep 
just as good as any hay. We usually 
cut it with a mowing machine, rake it, 
put it In big shocks and feed from the 
shocks just as needed, as it will keep 
jukt as well as if stacked, for If it is 
coarse and rank the stalks will have 
lots of juice in them and will not 
keep if stacked. Sorghum fodder is 
splendid for all kinds of stock. Hogs 
will cat it with a relish; cattle ani} 
horses like it also.

BOSTON FISH MARKET.

The latent reports from the mackerel fleet 
are that several good catches have just been 
made off Is-le Haute, Me. Capt. Sol Jacobs’ 
vessel was at this port yesterday morning 
with 500 barrels, and another vessel had just 
landed the same number of barrels at Glou­
cester. These are the largest catches that 
have been made for some time, and among 
the largest for the season.
'are no wbedng reported from that section, 
and about 80 sail of the mackerel fleet are 
left fishing in that direction, 
of the fleet has hauled up, on account of 
poor catches and poor prospects.

The last sales of mackerel, out of vessel, 
were -at figures that indicated about $12.50, 
but those here and unsold are held at some­
what higher figures. The jobbers and dealers 
are quoting mackerel at: Medium, 3s, $12 to 
13; large, 3s, $12 to 12.50; early 2s, $18.50; 
extra, 2s, $15 to 16; shore Is, $17.50 to 18.50; 
bloaters, $18 to 19.

For the week the fleet has landed about. 
1,800 barrels of salt mackerel, bringing the 
catch for the season up to 60,926 barrels;

tifne a year ago, 80,636 barrels; same 
time in 1899, 16,464 barrels; in 1898, 13,300 bar­
rels; in 1897, 8,160 barrels.

The importations of new salt mackerel for 
the season to date hare been 16,612 barrels;

time a year ago, 10,758 barrels; same 
time in 1899, 12,291 barrels; in 1898, 7,367 bar­
rels-; in 1897, 4,911 barrels.

-Salt codfish are reported steady in prices, 
w-iith a fair demand, and a firm market. Job­
bers and dealers quote: Large shore and 
Georges $6.50 to 7; medium, $6.25 to 5.50; 
large dry bank, $6.25 to 6.50; medium, $5 to 
6.25; large pickled bank, $6 to 5.25; medium, 
$4.50 to 4.75; pickled pollock, $3; slack-salted 
pollock, $3.50 to 3.75; hake, $3 to 3.26; had­
dock, $3.50 to 3.75; bonel-ess hake, 4Vs to 6c; 
boneless cod, 7 to 10c.

Barrel herring are not in full supply, and 
the market Is firm: Nova Scotia, large split, 
$6 to 6.50; medium, $5 to 5.60; large spit, 
$6 to 6.50; medium, $5 to 5.60; round shore, 
$5 to 6 ; pickled alewives, $3.60 to 4.

CANADIAN TRADE OF THE WEEK.

Spruce Market.

Ve^f favorable reports from Quebec re­
garding the spruce market have reached us. 
(Stocks are everywhere short, and at the 
lower ports stocks are very much reduced, 
and some of the mills are shutting down 
for want of logs. The stock of spruce in 
London is gradually working - down, 
though the figures in the last dock returns 
exhibit an increase on last year’s quantities, 
we believe the proportion of good class wood 
Is below the average, the bulk of the dock 
stock being made up of common stuff, prices 
for which, when put on the market, must be 
very disappointing. In the meantime, 
buyers here are getting anxious about their 
purchases, as some considerable delay has 
been experienced in filling up the orders now 
in hand. The requirements for the «admi­
ralty have been filled at higher prices 
than last year, and boat builders have had 
to pay considerably more for stuff suitable 
for oars than a year ago. From the position 
of stocks at Quebec and the other spruce 
ports, we do not think there is the least 
probability of an overstock on this side of 
even the inferior class.

Liverpool.

The movements of timber, deals, etc., are 
difficult to trace now the trade is so greatly 
spread about; but wherever we go on our 
tour round the docks there we find it dis­
appearing. With regard to spruce deals, 
there is no change in the market from last 
week. Notwithstanding the low rates of 
frieght, little is coming forward, for the 
simple reason shippers have little to offer at 
present, and do not want large steamers, 
which naturally have only a limited range of 
ports. With the exception of a few small 
sailing vessels, the chief imports from St. 
John, N. B., so far this month, have been 
confined to two steamers—the Everingham 
1,700 standards, and the Semantha which, 
judging from the enormous deckload she has, 
will bring a similar quantity.

The Canadian pine goods market ehowns no 
variation from the attitude which it has 
presented for several weeks past. The im­
portations are principally by the liners from 
Montreal, made by the regular shippers— 
Robert Cox Co. and Watson & Todd. The 
farmer have the usual run of their goods 
landing, whilst Watson & Todd, by the 
Lake Superior and Tunisian have some 395 
standards of their pine deals and boar do, 
which includes some 135 standards of red 
pine deals and boards. About 30 standards 
of similar goods have gone direct to Man­
chester by the -Manchester Trader, from Mon­
treal.—From the Timber Trades Journal, 
London, Sept. 14.
