‘THEY SANK TO DEATH

Loss of Jap Cruiser With

360 Men Last December

Now Made Public

Vessel Struck a Mine and Was in a Sinking Condition in

Few Minutes---Men Lined

Up on Upper Deck When All

Hope Was Gone, Sang Songs and Smoked Cigarettes as
if They Were On a Holiday. :

(Correspondence of the Associated Press).

Tokio, June 30—The story of the Joss of
the Japanese cruiser Takasago in Decem-
ber last, only published since the destruc-
tion of Rojestvenekys fleet, is a military
classic.

Aftsr the Takaeago struck a mine and
began’ to sink the crew assembled in per-
fect order on the upper deck, there to
agvait the battle with a stormy sea and
death.

Capt. Ishibaehi ordered every man to
use a lifebelt and directed that no omne
jump overboard until the ehip actually
sank.

The crew then joined in singing the na-
tional anthem, cheering the emperor, and

=fastly they eang Gallant Sailors, their 500
voices ringing out above the storm. After
that, as a relaxation, the men were allow-
ed to emoke, and thus they went calmly to
their deaths,

Of 500 men who went down with
Taknaren, enl- 133 weos rraned,

An officer who was ahoard gives the fol-
Jowing account of the disaster and the re-

markible coolnces and bravery of the cnew:

“]he Takasago, fresh from the Kure
dockyard, where she had been undergoing
repairs, steamed straignt to the mouth of
the Pechilli gulf at the beginning of De-
cember, and on Dec. 11 ghe was ordered to
wait for a collier at a point off Port Ar-

the

ur.

“The collier, however, did mot put in an
appearance, due to the rough weather. On
the 12th the sca was still high and there
were no eigns of the collier. During the
day the cruiser drifted with the waves and
at night cruiced slowly at the entrance of
the Pechill gulf. She was not accompan-
jed by any other vessel. At 9 p. m. her
crew were \a.l)owed to take a recess and
Lad o e SRS SN
uniforms.

“It was an intensely cold night, with
a gale and snow. At 12.02, when at a
point 25 mautical miles south of Port Ar-
thur and on the eastern side of the Miao-
ta0 jedands; ehe struck a mine on her lar-
board eide and a terrible explosion ocour-
red, the sea leaping high above the ship.

“The erew took up their emergency posi-
tions. The mine had made a breach about
six feet in diameter, in the middle of the
waterline on the left =ide. The water
ruched in with_ tremendous force and the
ship listed to the left. Capt. Ishibashi
was on the bridge and Commander Naka-
yama beside him.

Orews Efforts in Vain.

“I'he crew worked hard to stop the in-
rush of the swater, but in vain. ¥n order
to right the vessel, coals and other heavy
articlos on the left side were thrown over-
board, but the ship continued to list more
heavily. There was no veesel in sight, €0
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that the fate of the ehip, as well as that
of the crew, seeiped sealed.

“Fifteen minuties after triking the mine
all the electric Jights on beard were sud-
denly casinguished and everything was en-
veleped in darkiness, with the exception
of ‘a light on' the bridge and the
glare of the rockete telling the disaster. |

“Owing to th: list the boats on the star-
board could ne# be launched, with the ex-
ception of one boat. Of thcee on the lar-
board, a eteam launch wes destroyed and
only a cutter amd a boat were available.

“At 1242 a. p. the vessel communijcated
the disaster to our squadron by means of
winreless telegraph, and the crew had noth-
ing to do but :o await the sinking of the

| a part of constitutional system as the prime
| minister. A strong opposition is an ef-
fective adjunct to good government. The
Jeader of the opposition was called on to
give up a very large share of his time to
| his parliamentary duties and it was unfair
| that he should serve free. Under the cir-
| cumstances Canada is rich enough to pay
| for the undoubted services that the op-
| pesition leader performs.
Mr. Fielding said that one time he was
| one of those who thought it novel to recog-
nize the leader of the opposition in the di-
rection mentioned. But there were pre-
cedents for this. Ontario, however, had
voted an allowance to the Jeader of the
opposition.

He (Fielding) agreed with the first min-
ister that this was another evidence of

Hon. Mr. Power Claims $2,000,000!
Would Fit Intercolonial for Traffic
for Next 50 Years—Others Back!

Ottawa, July 17—(Special)—In the een-
ate today Hon. Mr. Power reminded the
house that the original scheme for the
transcontinental railway did not provide
for any line from Quebec bridge to Monec-
ton, but this line was provided for in the
other house. It was alleged that a line
could be built between those points which

would be very much shorter than the In-
tercolonial. Ome estimate was that the,
line would be 150 miles chorter but the
more probable reduction was 90 miles. The |
legislation was paesed with the expecta- |
tion that a great eaving would be made. !

Within the last few weeks there had!
been published an interim report which, |
in his judgment, showed that the expecta-
tions would not be realized. He quoted
Mr. Butler as confirming his contention.
He noticed the engineer estimated the cost |
at $33,000 per mile, or about $16,000,000 in |
all. He thought it would amount to $20,-
000,000 and this would be expended in prac-
tically paralleling the I. C. R. The con-
sequence would be that the new road,
being leased to the company, weculd take
the cream of the traffic and the I. C. R.i
deficit would be increased.

Urged Grovernment to Pause.

Under 'the circumstances he thought the
government ehould pause and consider be-|
fore going any further. He contended that |
the present standard gradients would be
obtained on the present I. C. R. He sub-|
mitted that a wise course would be to have |
surveys made of the I. C. R. and if the|
gradients can be obtained at a reasonable |
cost they ehould be made and the I. C. R.|
lecased to the company.

\ WITTE HAS NO POWER
MORE MONEY ALL AROUND T( MAKE PEACE TREATY

Czar’s Chief Plenipoten

tiary Talks on Coming

Conference

Says Japan’s Terms May Be Too Harsh for Russia to
Accept and in That Case the Country Would be United to
Continue the War for Years---He is for Peace, But Not
at Any Price---Says His Country is Far From Being
Crushed But Internal Conditions Are Bad.

St. Petersburg, July 17.—M. Witte, the
senior Russian peace plenipotentiary, re-
ceived the correspondent of the Associa-
ted Press 4t his villa on Yelagin Island
at 9.30 o’clock this morning. In according
the honor of an interview to the Associa-
ted Press he s1id he expressly desired it
stated that he had declined all previous
requests of journalists for interviews and
would decline all future requests. He fur-
ther said that he made an exception in
the case of the Associated Press as it was
the representative of the press of the Uni-
ted States and as he was about to become
the temporary guest of the United States,
and also as a mark of the particular sym-
pathy he felt toward that great country.

After greetings, which were cordial, the
conversation gravitated quickly to the high
mission with which the Russian states-
man is charged and ‘the disposition of the
foreign press to interpret his appointment
as an indication that Russia had declined
to make peace at any price.
~ “No,” said his excellency, straightening
up in his chair and speaking slowly and
distinctly, as if weighing the value of each
| word. “In the finst place, 1 have been
| designated by the emperor as his ambassa-
| dor extraordinary for pour parlers with
i the Japanese plenipotentiaries to ascer-
tain whether it is possible to conclude a
treaty of peace. My personal views are
of secondary importance, but my ideas
are in entire accord wth those cf my
friend, Count Lamedorff (foreign minis-
ter).

“In eerving my emperor, I have re-
ceived precise instructions from his ma-
jesty and shall follow them.

Many Vessels Start on Voyages and
Then Are Never Heard Of
or Seen Again

MYSTERY IN THEIR WRECKS

Orews, Too, Disappear and Va-
rious Are the Reasons Assigned
--Instances Are Cited.

There are few things which are so full ol
mystery or which nake such a powerful ap=

LAD’S BODY MANGLED :
- AND LIFE CRUSHED OUT
IN HURRYING T0 FIRE'

Richard Ldgan Jolted from Sloven is Run
Over and Instantly Killed

Almost Double Fatality Near Newman’s Brook Bridge, Otis\

Mullin Escaping With Severe Bruises--Boys Jumped on

Team to Get Quickly to Fi

re in Response to Bell Call--

Sudden Start Threw Them to Roadway--Widowed Mother
Brought to Side of Her Dead Boy. ~

Richard Logan, aged 11 years, of No.
110 Harrison street, son of Mns. Alexander
Logan, was instantly killed in Adelaide

street about 5 o’clock Monday afternoon,
and Otis Mullin, aged 15 years, son of Geo.
W. Mullin, No. 143 Main street, received
serious injuries. The boys, in company
with several others, were riding on a heavy
lime sloven driven by Peter McAllister, of
Murray street. All were going to a fire
that had broken out beyond Newman’s
Brook bridge, and until the bridge was
reached the pair of horses were being
driven with considerable swiftness, but in

croesing, the speed was greatly moderated.
Terribly Mutilated.

As soon as the other side was reached
the horses again started forward, and the
sudden movement of the sloven threw both
boys off. Mr. McAllister was unaware of
what had happened until his attention was
called to it by another of those riding on
the sloven. The team was at once stop-
ped, and it was eeen that the Logan boy
rvas dead. His death had evidently been
instantaneous. ”

1t could not be determined Monday night
if he had fallen between the forward wheels
but his appearance indicated that he had
been caught in the spokes and had liter-
ally been torn to pieces. The limbs were
broken, the spine and shoulder crushed,
the neck broken and head horribly gashed
and scratched.

The Mullin lad received a deep cut ex-
tending from ankle to knee, and his face
was also painfully scratched.

In Chief Kerr’'s wagon the body of young
Logan was taken to Geo. W. Hoben’s drug
store at the corner of Main and Douglas
avenue, and Kenneth McKenzie, of the
North End fire department, carried the
body into the rear of the store. He was
ass'sted by a young man named Daley.
Previously the ambulance had been tele-
phoned for, and in it young Mullin was
conveyed from Dr. W. F. Roberts’ office |
where the physician had administered
treatment. *

News of the fatality rapidly spread, and
at first the report was that the boys had
been struck by one of the fire department !
teams, . |

Bereaved Mother Sees Boy.

Among the first to learn of the accident
was the dead boy’s mother, and almcst
frantic with grief she ran to Mr. Hobeifs
store and was readily admitted. The last
time she saw her son was about two hours
previously when he informed her that he
was going out to sell more tickets fcr an
entertainment to be given under the aus-
pices of Douglas avenue Christian church.
When the news came that a boy mamed
Logan had been killed she hoped to the
last that the unfortunate was not her boy,
for the North End contains a good many
youths named Logan.

All doubt, however, was swept away
when she was permitted to look on the
twisted, blood and mud smeared little form
that she had last seen so,full of life. She
was assisted to a seat in the store and a
neighbor, who had accompanied her, tried
vainly to comfort her.

Her husband died a little more than a
year ago, and she has seven remaining
children, four of whom are soms. The
eldest is aged twenty-one years, and he is
at present working in a Labrador lumber
camp. The ages of the other boys, all of
whom reside here, are thirteen, fourteen
and seventeen respectively.

Th dead lad was a pupil in Miss Dale's
room, Bentley street school. Of late he
had not been having the best of health,
although his condition did not occasion
any alarm for he was able to play about
the streets.

The physicians who examined the body
were Drs. Melnerney and Pratt and with-
in half ar hour after the body had ,been
brought to the store it was placed on a

sloven, said he was unaware that the boys
had fallen off until a man who was driv- '
ing with him called out that the boye

were under the wheels. He pulled up as

quickly as poswible, but by that time all

was over. The two horses, he gaid, were
spirited and powerful, and one, black ‘in |
color, started forward as the bridge

was pacsed, but he was urging the pair

along.

The boy’s funeral will take place at 11 |
o'clock Wednesday morning from Portland
Methodist church, Rev. Samuel Howard
to officiate.

In the bereaved home Monday night many
neighbors were assembled and rendered
all the assistance they could, prior to the
arrival of Geo. Chamberlain, undertaker. °
When the salvage corps men first arrived
at. the house the body was borne into one
of the front rooms and placed on a quilt
on the flocr. The marks of the accident
were scarce discernible, when the body
was later prepared for burial.

The Driver’s Story.

Peter MecAllister, the driver of the
sloven, told a Telegraph reporter he is in
the employ of Alex. Clark as driver, and
that he was Monday engaged in haul-
ing lime from the quarry to Portland Roll-
ing Mills. !

“I have no idea,” said he, *how the

boys happened to fall off. I do not remem-
ber seeing them once. I only. know that
there was a big crowd of men and boys
on the sloven, and that we were all driv-
ing out to look at the fire. I went slowly
across the bridge, but the horses went
faster, after .once across. 1 suppose we
were 20 feet away from the bridge when
a man on the team yelled for me to stop,
saying some one had tumbled off.
\ “I pulled up, looked back and saw a
boy lying in the road. I haven’t the leass
ided as to what part of the sloven the
boys fell from. After the body of Logan
was taken in by the chief’s team, I drove
little Mullin to Dr. Roberts’ office, where
the ambulance arrived later.”

The Mullin Boy Tells of the Acci-
. dent.
The visitors at Geo. W. Mullin’s home
were many, Monday night, for Otis is widew
ly known and well liked. Early after sup-

!per he fell asleep and precautions werae

taken to have him remain undisturbed.
His mother is in the country, but will be
home today. He managed to tell his father
some facts ccnnected with the accident.
He said he did not know young Logan,
nor did he remember seeing any boy fall i
between the wheels. He himself jumped
on the sloven when it was travelling ,
swiftly toward the New. an Brook bridge
and already crowded with men and boys.
Soon after the bridge was passed he was
thrown off his feet by the sudden start-
ing of the team, and fully half a dozen ;
persons fell with him. He remembered
that he fell between the rear wheel and
framework of the sloven. He was cut, his |
clothes were ripped, his face was gashed
and gravel was ground. into the wounds,
but not once did he lose consciousness.

He recovered his feet as soon as the team
had passed but hardly felt equal to walk-
ing back to his home. As he waited, Chief
Kerr’s wagon drove up, on the way back
from™ the ftire, and the body cf young !
Logan was put in it. ;

The boy was conveyed to Dr. Roberts’
office by Mr. McAllister, driver of the |
sloven.

Before young Logan’s body was placed
in G. W. Hoben’s drug store, there had !
been several efforts made to procure a
physician,for though the boy was to all ap-
pearance dead, it was thought best to
scenre as speedily as possible, medical at-
tendance.

TOWED BACK TO ST. JOHN AFTER
FIERCE HAMMERING IN STORM

Schooner Lyra, Dismasted Off
day—Terrific Thunder and

Machias, Brought Here Sun-
Hail Storm Struck Her—The

Rebecca W. Huddell and Other Vessels Also'Damaged---

At Least One Life Lost.

The St. John schooner Lyra, Capt. Ellis,
was towed into port by the tug Lord
Wolseley about 9.30 o'clock Sunday from
Miachias (Me.), off which port on Saturday
noon she was struck by a eevere thunder
and hail storm and had foremast head
and main topmast carried away. The Lyra

A reporter boarded the disabled ves-
gel last night at Rankine’s wharf and the
steward gave the following story:

“We left this port on Tuesday last in

drifted all that day and Wednesday; on
Thursday we put into Starboard Creek,
about four miles the other side of Machias
and at the mouth of Machias Bay; we lay
there all day Thursday, and e it was not
fit to go to sea on account of fog, and as
it- is necessary after forty-eight hours in
an American port to enter, we decided to
make Machias and enter there.

“We did very well until Sunday noon,
there was not a breath of wind at the time,
when a terrific thunder and hail equall
broke on us; it came up so quickly that
before we knew what had happened our
foremast head and main topmast, together
with the fore=ail, went by the board.

“The wind was terrific and hail stones
were falling as big as, your thumb nail;
the vessel listed to starboard, the water
being half way up the deckload, and at the
time the equall struck we were carrying
only our foresail. It was simply impossible
for a man tg keep his feet on the deck.
The mate was blown against the foremast
and for seme minutes could not move.

“The storm lasted about half an hour
and after it died down the deckload was
covered with hail stones three inches deep.
The mate said that in all the fifteen years
he had been to sea he had not seen any-
thing to beat it, even off Cape Hatteras.

Railway Commission Gives
Decision Re Fairville and
Milford Crossings

BELL AND LIGHT AT
THE LATTER PLACE

Must Be Done ‘‘Forthwith,” but Ques-
tion of Maintenance Has Yet to he
Argued--Paves Way for Street Car
Extension Through Fairville.

The railway commissioners have decided |
! that the C. P. R. must place gates at the

railway crossing in Main street, Fairville,
and an automatic electric alarm with light
atachment at the Milford crossing. The
question of maintenance is to be argued
later.

Messrs. Currie & Vincent, who repre-
sented the municipality at the hearing of

' the case before the commissioners, have
'reecived a draft of their decision and a

notification ‘that the board are desirous
of ‘hearing at an early date the arguments

of counsel as to which party ehall bear

the expense of maintaining the gate
keeplers, etc.

‘Ihe' judgment explicitly states that the
gates and electric alarm are to be installed
“forthwith” and that the appliances must
be such as will meet with the approval of

| the engineer of the board.

There is no mention in the draft as to

what form of autcmatic bell is to be used |

at Milford crosing but it is mentioned
that the light, which is also to be aunto-
matic, is to be placed on the top of the
bell post. .

Several kinds of apparatus were discues-
ed before the commissioners at their meet-
ing here and it is expected that their en-

| gineer will see that the best is secured,
the crossing being regarded as an 'mport-|

ant cne.
