UNITED BTATES.

The Maine Legislature passad a bill
giving authority to the St. Croix and
Penobscot R. R. Co., to extend their
road from Princeton to Bangor.

He has emitted a pamph-
let entitled, ¢ Of What Religion is Mr.
Gladstone?” the object of which is to
prove that the Premier is a Jesuit in dice
guise—a kind of political Father Rodin,
we presume. A clever man, doubtless,
might write an equally convincing pamph-
let to prove Mr. Gladstone to be a poly-
theist of the Antique Grecian type, or to
show that he has leanings towards South
Sea idolatry.

Considering the deservedly high repu-
tation of Germans for honesty and indus-
try, it is strange to read, in a pamphlet
recently issued, that out of the 833,000 in-
habitants of Berlin 125,000 are paupers;
that the poorer classes of the German

capital have to pay half their income to
landlords for rent; and that but few lodg-
gers in apartments can afford the luxury
of fuel. Under such circumstances the
opposition of the Imperial Government
to emigration appears unjust and tyran-
nical. If Germany cannot support her
poor they should be allowed to come
where honest industry will readily secure
comfortable living and independence.

The Aborigines ot New Brunswick.

[From the Montreal Gazerte ]

On Thursday evening last Mr. C. Robb
delivered an interesting lecture, with the
above title, in the hall of the N atural
History Society. The space at our dis-
posal will only permit us to attempt a
brief abstract of some of the salient fea-
tures of the lecture, with the addition ¢f
such details as seem to be of most general
interest. The lecturer began by express-
ing his opinion that ethnology was a sub-
ject which came legitimately within the
scope of the Somerville course of lec-
tures, and that it was desirable to pre-
serve the records of the early history of
the country. On this occasion a descrip-
tion would be given, as far as could be
gleaned from authentic sources, of the
social and political condition of the.In-
dians of New Brunswick, not at the’pres-
ent time, but at the date of the occupa-
tion of the country by European races.
The writers who had been consulted were
mostly the early French historians, such
as Cartier, Champlain, L'Escarbot, Denys,
Charlevoix, and the French Jesuit mis-
sionaries. All the American Indians are
supposed, on good grounds, to beleng to
one variety or family of the human species.

ome ethnelogistsbelieve in the existence

much older races than those which o¢-
cupied this country in the time of Colum-
bus.. ‘Among these are the Aztces;
the builders of the pyramids and buried
cities of Mexico, Peru and Yucatan; the
i. 0 ind-builders of the Mississippi Valley ;
the ancient denizens of Indiana, and the
miners of the Lake Superior region. Dr.
Latham thinks that the Red Indians may
have originated from a Mongolian stock,
and that they may have migrated from
Asia by way of the Aleutian Islands. In
support of this view, there are certain re-
semblances to be traced in the physical
confirmation, as well as in the langunage,
of the two races. A brief description
was then given of the distribution of the
various tribes of Indians on the continent
of North America, and a more detailed ac-
count of those which inhabit French
Acadia. The section of thé Algic, or
Algonquin, stock which inhabits New
Brunswick and the Maritime Provincesis
collectively termed by ethnologists the
Abenakis. This again is sub-divided into
the Micmacs (literally fish eaters) who oc-
cupied the sea coast from Gaspe to Port
Royal or Annapolis; and the Etchemins
(this name being derived from some fruit,
probably the strawberry) who inhabited
the remainder of the country. The Mic-
macs lived altogether on the sea coast, at
least in summer, while the Etchemins
chiefly aff.cted the rivers and forests,
some tribes or families claiming to them-
celves the exclusive right to one or other
of the great bays and river valleys. Thus
we have the Melicete (or ugly feet) Indi-
a; 8 of the St. John River; the Quoddy or
Acadian Indians of the St. Croix or Schoo-
dic; the Penobscots on the Penabscot or
Stony River; and the Kenibas, Kenne-
becs or Sarratines, on the Kennebec or
Snake River.

At the date of the first visit of Euro-
peans the Abenakis could muster about
1,000 fighting men ; while the Algonquin
tribes as a whole were estimated at 90,-
000 souls. ‘It seems surprising that over
such a vast extent of territory the popu-
lation, even in what was reputed its best
days, and before the supposed era of de-
generacy commenced, should be 80|
sparse.” It appears to be a stereotyped
and generally accepted sentiment at the
present day that the Indian races on this
continent are gradually dwindling away
and becoming extinct. There ar¢ many’
facts which can be adduced to disprove
the theory, but only those will be men-
tioned here which hawve reference to the

| Indian population of New Brupswick. In

1861 the cemsus returns showed an Indi-
an population.of 1,211 in 1851, 1,116; in
1841, 1,377. The number in 1851 shews,

| it is true, a diminution from that of 1841,

but on the other hand, the population of
1861 was greater than in 1851, The lec-
turer expressed a doubt whether the aver-
age number of Indians in New Brans-
wick was ever greater than it is to-day.
In 1726 a French writer estimated all the
warriors on the St. John riyer to be only
100 and im 1736 all the Abenakis tribes
together conld only furnish 400 fighting
men when the English advanced against
the arms of New France, About three
fourths of the Indians at present existing
in New Brunswick, are Micmacs, or salt
water Indians, who still oecupy, for the
most part, the same §pots as.their ances-
tors did before them. An acconnt was then
given of the physical characters and of
various features in the social life of this
tribe. Although the Abenakis were for
the most part hunters and fishermen,
tley were also farmers to a small extent,
When Cartier landed, he found that they
cultivated a kind of miilet or corn, which
they called kapaige; also beans, which
they called sahee, anl sometimes called

 the Melicetes

.and neither Bismarck nor his wife

and Lamothe Cadilla in 1689, states that
had fine flelds of corn.
The Kennebec Indians wese specially
poted for théir attention to farming.
They either deadened the trees with their
stone axes, or else first girdled and after-
wards burnt them. The spaces between
the burnt logs ~were then planted,
and in the Sping the squaws collected
their neighbors, broke up the fallow land
and burnt the weeds. A kind of wooden
hoe was used instead of the plough, fish
offul or king crabs were brought for
manure on a sort of hand sted or barrow,
and he ground being ready, three or
four grains of corn were planted in little
heaps, at regular intervals of two or
three feet, and the crop was expected to
be ripe inthree months. In each hill a few
scarlet flowering beans were also planted,
as well as a kind of squash, and the plant
called potum, which may have been
tobacco, but at any rate its leaves were
smoked by the Abenakis in their stone
pipes.

In early times the medium of exchange
in Acadia consisted of wampum, which
was usually a polished piece of the inside
of a peculiar kind of sea clam, or else of
some univalve shell. The pieces were
rounded and strung, like beads, upon a
thread or cord of deer sinew. A fathom
of wampum was considered to be worth
a dollar in trade with the New England-
ers. It was also equal in value to one
pound of best beaver, or an otter’s skin,
or three sable skins, six minks, ten mus-
quash pelts or six pounds of feathers.
One eagle’s tail, for arrows, was consid-
ered to be worth two beaver skins. The
bead and quill work of the present day
is the substitute for the wampum of the
aborigines.

There are some notable peculiarities in
the languages or dialects used by the
various tribes of the Abenakis. Thus the
Melicetes, Micmac and Penobscot In-
dians who live so near each other, speak
nevertheless very different languages.
Even in their simplest words, such as the
numerals,one can scarcelytrace thefaintest
resemblance. In the dialect of the Melicete
tribe there is a distinct and regular dual
number to their verbs; for example we
(two) you (two) they (two). are hungry.
They would use quite different suffixes for
the same words when applied to nnmbers
greatér than two. Principal Dawson, in
the appendix to the last edition of his
Acadian Geology, has pointed out some
curious features of resemblance between
several words in the Micmac and Melicete
language and the ancient Greek, to which
may be added this Melicete use of the dual
number.

The lecturer conéluded by saying:—
The nature of the Indian, in the re-
proachful sense of the word, seems to be
incapable of eradication, and, to use their
o vn phrase, ‘ducks will be ducks for all
old hen he hatch ’em.” But the watch-
word of humanity is still onward and up-
ward, and the march of civilization is
ever in the same direction. Meanwhile
let us bless God that ‘he has brought a
vine into this wilderness ; that he has cast
out the heathen and planted it, and that
he has caused it to take root and over-
spread the land.” ~Our most ardent aspi-
rations are that the progress of the new
race who have supplanted the old may be
marked by all manly qualities of virtue,
honor and integrity, as well as by material
prosperity.

It is Attributed to Poisoned Letters.

St. Lovuis, Mo., Feb. 16. — The Demo-
crat to-morrow will publish an extract
from a private letter from Berlin, ‘which
says the report is quite prevalent that
Bismarck’s continued indisposition is
owing to the number of poisoned letters
he has received.

Justice’s Justice.

There is a kind of English justice which
the London papers are in the habit of
calling ¢ justice’s justice.” It is that
sort of justice which is now and then
meted out by the county magistrates—
who are not lawyers, but local mag-
nates—to the offending poor of their
neighborhoods.

The Carnival of Crime.

The statistics of crime for 1872, in
Italy, show such lawlessness and cheap
regard of life, especially in Rome, that
the blood-stained streets of New York
and Chicago seem avenues of peace and
virtae in comparison. The Eternal City
showed for the year a record of 2,672
cases of cutting and wounding, or more
than seven per day, a state of things
which in “the centre of civilization and
religion,” the Procurator-General points
te with horror, = Cheap and poor wines,
hot blood and a laxness of law is the cause
of all this. Out of 1,094 cases of blood-
letting, whose origin was investigated,
mere than half took place in public
heuses, cafes and wine shops. For

the committal of these 1094 crimes there
were used 420 knives, 199 pistols or re-
volvers and 114 guns. Fifty-nine daggers *
were employed, 55 kitchen spits and nails,
30 hatchets or axes, two razors. Ninety-
five persoms sere attacked with sticks
and eighty with stones; five were pois-

Building Operations in St. John.

A walk around tlie city shows that im-
provements are going on despite the cold
weather. There are a number of stores
and houses now in progress of erection,
and many more under contract, to be
commenced in the spring. None of our
mechanics will have to complain of want
of work, as soon as the season opens—
indeed, the great complaint is want of
men— and there will be no occasion for
them to seek work in other places, owing
to a dearth of employment.

In almost every part of the city there
are new buildings going up, and several
of these are deserving of mention.

At the corner of Britain and Germain
streets, Mr. James Miller is putting up a
large four story brick building with
basement and mansard roof. In the
lower story, on Britain street, there is a
large store extending the full depth of the
building ; opening on Germain street is
another smaller store, with a large room
on the rear; between the two stores, on
Germain street is the entrance which
leads. to the dwelling house. Up stairs
we find each flat divided into two tene-
ments, each capable of accommodating
a small family very comfortably. This
house is ome step in the direction of
providing comfortable apartments for
those who, with small families, do not
feel inclined to occupy a whole house, &
want long felt in St. John and to which
capital can be very profitably applied.
The house is very conveniently arranged,
the plans having been provided by D. E.
Dunham, Esq.; the brick work was done
by Thomson & Co., and the wood work is
being done by Mr. Butcher.

Immediately opposite this building is a
large wooden structure erected by Mr.
Quinn, intended for & factory, but which
will be used as a warehouse, being large
and commodious.

On Charlotte street, between St. James
and Britain, Messrs. J. & T. McAvity are
erecting a large double house of wood,
Mr. Daniel Smith being the contractor.

On Sydney street there are two large
wooden buildings that will be finished in
a very short time.

On Elliott Row a handsome wooden
terrace has been built, containing four
very nice dwelling houses. These, we
understand, have all been let, and are to
be ready for occupation the first of May.
This terrace is owned by B. Price, Esq.,
and is an ornament to that part of the
city. There are several other buildings
in this direction being erected, as well as
some that are being renovated.

Pursuing our walk through Erin, St.
Patrick and Brussels streets, we also see
marks of improvement and enterprise in
the number of new dwelling houses under
way.

Several new hotels will be added to
those already in St. John in the Spring.
The finest looking building is one owned
by B. Price; Esq., next the Park hotel, on
King Square. It is a five story brick
building, nicely ornamented, and looking
out over the Square. It will make one
of the best hotels in the city if it gets in
good hands.

Next to this is Mr. Crawford’s new
brick building, not yet completed, but
containing & great deal of room. If
strangers visit us as they have done for
the past few years, any one having these
buildings need not fear losing money.

On Union street Captain McLean is
erecting a large four story brick building.
In the lower story are three large stores
running through the building with a back
and front entrance. The stores are to be
ready in a very short time. It is not yet
decided what will be done with the three
upper flats ; they would make fine rooms
for any manufacturing business, or a very
roomy hotel, if well laid out.

We must also notice the large new store
built by the representatives of the John-
ston estate on King street, which is rapid-
ly approaching completion, and will soon

be occupied hy one of our leading firms. -

The Scannel Murder Trial.
NEw YORK, Feb. 18.

The Scannel murder trial was formally
opened yesterday, after a delay of over a
week in getting a jury, and everything
now points to a spendy termination of
the case so faa as judge and jury are con-
cerned. The case has begun to attract a
good share of public attention in the city,
and excites quite as much curiosity as did
those of the condemned criminals who
are the leading attractions of the Tombs.
An excited crowd gathered in the court-
room yesterday, when the case was
opened, and evinced the deepest in-
terest in the proceedings. A whole bevy
of roughs, who were the old comrades
of Scannell, got seats within the railings
and eagerly scanned each witness as he
came upon the stand as though they had
something important at stake in the mat-
ter. Scannell was flashily dressed and
looked as careless and unconcerned as
ever. He kept his eyes steadily fixed on
the audience, and never looked at a wit-
ness during the proceedings. The family
and relatives of the prisoner sat near
him throughout the day, and manifested
the utmost interest in the testimony. The
jury is composed of very intelligent-look-
ing men, notwithstanding the attempts
that were made to sift the brains out of
the box, and there is every reason for ex-
pecting a just and proper verdict. Dis-
trict-Attorney Phelps opened the case for
the Government, reviewing .the circum-
stances of the case and carefully avoiding
any questions which might be the subjects
o~ cavail or ang1y dis -ussion. The pric=
oner was represent .u by Messrs. William
A. Beech, Charles 8. Spencer and assist-
ants, and from their cross-examination of
the witnesses who were put on the stand
by the Government, it became clearly ev'=
dent that the detence is to be the old
dodge of insanity.
