PROHIBITION THE REMEDY.

AXEL GUSTAFSON.

Prohibition means to forbid or pre-
vent. The phrase is ordinarily used
concerning legal enactments.

Prohibition, therefore, comes to mean
forbidding or preventing by law what
otherwise would be lawful.

The justification of prohibition is that
it aime to prevent wreng, and thereby
secure right,

Says Blackstone; ¢ Law is the rule of
action presctived by the supreme pow-
ers of State, commanding what is right
and prohibiting what is wrong.’

Wrogg, therefore, calls for and justities
prehibition.  An-lof course the charace
ter and extent of the wrong defines also
the character and extent  of
tbe  prohibition of  that wrong ;
and therefcre, prohibition—whether it
it shall ‘be partial' org~absolute -
depends wholly upon what is "hgcessary
to remove the wrong that such
hibition is directed against.

As regards the liquor traffic we are
told that its prohibition is wrong, for it
violates inviolable personal rights. If
this be true in principle, ¥ it is claimed
then partial prohibition in the shape of
license regulation and restriction is as
wrong as complete prohibition ; and, to
be consistent, these friends of personal
liberty should agitate for - absolute free
trade in liquor.

Now these personal liberty men are
chiefly the liquor sellers, but they are
deadly foes of free trade, for it would
ruin the business. We see, thercfore,
that the plea is a sham and a fraud.

Those, if there b2 any, who advocate
aud urge free trade in liquor are exceed-
ingly- few in mumber. Practically,
society and State are unanimous that
the liquor traffic must be controlled.

Why? Forthe protection of public
good.

Now, if this be sc, and if the publie
good is  considered full justification for
any interference with the liquor tiaffic,”
then such interference is justifiable and
due tv whatever degree or extent such
interference is found to be
the interest of pulilic good.

In Canada to-day the liquor traffic
is interfered with, that is it 1s subject to
partial prohibition. Prohibition, there-
fore, is the law of the land. And, indeed
from the way in whiZh brewers, distiliers
and saloon-keepers are hedged around
with restrictions and peraltics, one might
well feel inclined to pity them and he
ready to help them out of such bondage.
However, they do not want to be thus
helped. If these restrictions were with-
drawn they would lose their monoply,
and hence also the enormous profits
gained in the business,

No, they da not fight for themselves,
but for ths poor tyranized pablic! They
thewselves are willing to be martyrs for
the cause, it only the public be left frec
0 waste money, health and morals in the
drink.

And, tharefore, they cry that prohili.
tion is unjust, undemocratic.

A proverh says: ‘Give a dog a bad
name and you may as well hang him ;7
and Dean South declared that it is an
ancient artifice of fraud to prepossess the
mind by representing a good thing as had
and a bad thing as good.

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Editorial Notes.

The difticulty between Siam and
France has for the time being been
settled, and the blockade of Bangkok
has been raised, yet according to cable
adyices dated Aug. 1, there is ‘rouble in
the intericr and severe flghting has
occurred. A special cable to the
Montreal Witness says:—

Bangkok, Aug. 5.—While matters are
very quiet iu this city owing to the
raising of the blockade yesterday by
Admirable Humanpn, disturbances are
occurring throughout the provinces and
some severe fighting has taken place.
M. Pavie, the French Minister to Siam,
is expected to return to the city at
once.

Congress assembled a; Washington at
noon on Monday. Crisp of Georgia,
(Democrat,) was elected Speaker, re-
ceiving 2I4 votes; Reed, of Maine,
(Republican,) 122 votes; and Simpson,
of Kansas, (Populist,) 7.

Ia reference to Cleveland's presiden—
tial message a St. John Globe despatch
dated Washington, August 7 says :—

It is probable that the President’s
message will not be sent to Congress
until noon on Tuesday. Frcm sources
believed to be well informed it is learned
the message will not be more than two
columns inlength and that it recorzmends
the unconditional repeal of the Sherman
Act. Pro-silver Domocrats express
themselves as agreeably surprised a
what they understand to be the modera-
tion of the President’s recommen dation.
He recognizes that silver is one of the
money metals of the country which mast
be maintained, but points out that with
the present attitude of European
countries the properratio between gold
and silver cannot be maintaiued by this
country alone. Therefore he does nct
favor coinage of silver unaer the present
conditions  except for subsidary
purposes. He is in favor of silver on
a parity with golg, and stands by hls
platform ot 1892, but says that the
platform cannot be carried out, for the
reason that a fixed  parily cannot be
maintained.

Restigouche Liberals.

The Liberals of Restigouche County
held a convention at Charlo on Tues lay
of last week, for the purpose of nomi-
naticg a candidate to rur in the liberal
interest at the next general election for
the dominion parliament. Two names
were before the convention, George
Haddow, Esq., a former representative
to the dominion parliament, and Wm,
Marray, Esq., late member for the
county in the house of assembly. The
latter, however, not being present it
was contended his name could not be
considered, and the convention so ruled.
Mr. Haddow was the choice of the con-
vention and accepted the nomination
aud expressed his determination to do
all in his power to succeed. The plat-
form of the liberal party was unani-
mously eadorsed by the convention. Mr.
Haddow was twice elecled to represent
Restigouche in thedominion parliament,
and as a man is respected wherever
known. Whether he will succeed in
turning the county over from a conserva-
tive representative to a libeial one is
doubtful, but time will tell the tale. A
report to the Sun says *‘ there is some
talk of bringing out Mr. Murray any-
way.” Suach a course would certainly
secure the election of the liberal con-
servative candidste.

Camp Adams.

MEB. CRAWFORD 0¥ NEW YORK BREAKS THE
RECORD WITH 4 THIRTY=SIX PCUND
SALMON.

(Correspondence to the Sun )

CaMr Apams, Main North-West
River, July 25.—And still the record is
being smashed, broken and knocked to
pleces. First it was Master Clay Adams
with a fifteen pound beauty; next Mr,
Armstrong with a twentv, and now Mr.
Crawford of New York smashes all
records by landing a thirty-six pounder.
Within the last few years it became
evident that the run of our flsh was
Jerger, some going 29, 26, 19, 17 and so
on, but the ** King” of all was taken by
Mr. Crawtord. Just imagine a thirty-
six pounder, and tempted by the smalle
est of little flies, and but seldom used, a
¢ gilver doctor.” Messrs. Crawford,
Hill and Armstrong arrived yesterday
from their up-river trip, after spending
five days. They epjoyed themselves
fully, absolutely, -agreeably and success-
fully, catching in that time five salmon,
twenty-six grilse, lwenty-two trout,
and losing four salmon and some few
grilse. They canoed a distance of forty |
miles from Camp Adams, The
Crawford camp, brilt tnder the super=
vision of Armstrong of Newcastle at a
cost of some $600, is distant from
Camp Adams some eleven miles, and
from :here to the *“ forks” of the river
some nine miles, so they hkad full enjoy-
ment and a glorious outing.

Mr. Armstrong is the head and front
of this new movement, and by the erec-
tion of -this new club house additional
attraciions are offered to the many
visitors who now make this their pleas-
ant summer resort.

Mr. Crawford, under all circomstences |
takes first place now in our ranks of fly
fishermen, as it is believed no such
sized salmon has yet been caught by fiy
on our Miramichi waters. Ie was
feted and congratulated over his good
luck. Iu this conoection it might be a
matter for speculation as to whether or
not such & cl: ss of fish is not the result
of the travsplauting of the Restigouche
fry to this river. This has been done
during the last five years, and now and
again we are treated to an exceedingly
large run of big sized tish. " Mr. Craw-
ford hsd also some large trout among
his catch, running from four to seven
pcunds. 1lis emoked tish will be ex-
pressed to his club address in New
York according to his orders.

o Deficit this Tear.

The correspocdent of the Montreal
¢ Gazette” writing from Ottawa under
date of August 6th says:—

Probably there is not a happier or
more gatisfled man in Ottawa to-uight
than the Hon. John Haggart, Minister
of Railways and Canals, and he has just
grounds for his [eeling of satisfaction,
and every reason to be proud of the
cause of his happiness. Last session
when Mr. Haggart was making his
annual statement with regard t» the
Inteicolonial railway, and explaining
the various changes he had made and
contemplated making, he modestly sug-
gested that he ‘ hoped to make both
ends meel” by the end of the flscal year
and get the Intercolonial on a paying
basis. He has done this, The days of
defici's on the Intercolonial are over,
and at the close of the fiscal year, on
the 30th June last, it stood as one of the
revenue earning investments of the
Dominion. True, the excess of revenue
over expenditure is not very large; but,
to turn a deficit of $492,935.03 into a
surplus of $20,181.59 in one yesr is a
task of no light magnitude, and Mr.
Haggart deserves no small praise for its
successful accomplishmeat.

The figures for the two last flscal
years are as follows: —

Earnings $2,945,441.97 $3,065,499.09
Working ex-
penses 3,4%9,377.00 3,045,317.50
Profit $20,181.59
Loss $493,935.03

It will be noticed that the revenue in-
creased during the year $120,057.12, and
the expenses decreased $394,059.50,
showing that the reductions of staff,
rear-rangement of trains and other im-
provements introduced by Mr. Haggart.
instead of lessening the revenue earning
power of the road, have increased it, as
proved by the substantial increase in the
earnings, which are the largest ever
known in the history of the road, the
next largest being $3,012,789.80 in 1889-
90. The working expenses are the low-
est since 1886-87, when they were $2,-
922,369.62 and the earn‘iugs were only
$2,660,116.93. The profit on lass year’s
operations is the largest ever made by
the road, the next highest being $10,-
547 83 in 1882-83. Altogether the In-
tercolonial has shown profits in five out
of the seventeen years it has been in
operation. These profits aggregate $47,-
838.55; while for the remaining twelve
years the excess of working expenses
over revenue has been $4,614,485.93, of
which $1,655,638.53 occurred in the
three years of the Liberal administra-
tion after the whole road was open.
The beaviest deficis in any one year was
$716,083.53 in 1878-79—the memorable
year in which the people of Canada
declded that they had had enough of
Liberal misrule and mismanagement,
and sent the party into that retirement
ian which it has since rempined. The
prospects of the Intercolonial are now
bright and good, and there is every
probability that under the careful man-
agement of Mr. Haggart the earnings
will yearly show larger and larger in-
creases over the working expenses.
The returns for the year from the Prince
Edward Island railway have not yet
been rececived, but they wlll show a
very considerable reduction in working
expenses.

Well, Mr. Editor, it may seem presumptu-
ous and pedantic on my part to attemp! a
criticism of the great Elegy which has been
recited with enthusiastic admiration by all
classes, from the veriest schoolboy to the most
prefound scholar, but I beg your readers to
resaemuber that ‘“man’s best actions are full of
imperfections,” and that it is merely with the
JSorm and not the spirit of the poem I aum
quarrelling.

In tha first place, then, the line

¢ Each in his narrow cell furever laid”
is incorrect, as man’s hady is nof laid in the
‘narrow cell’ forever, but only for all time,

At least that is the Christian belief and I
orestme Gray was a Christian. I koow the
plea of poetic license, but then no one, not
even a poet, has any license to pervert the
truth., Would it not have Leen better form
and truer truth for Gray to have said:

Each in his narrow cell for all fume laid, as
the line in this form is not really weakened.
[ am aware, tco, thav in deeds.and such
documents the word.*forever’ is meant for
all time, but that does not alter the fact that
it is incorrect, since the word focever means
Jor eternity.

Ishall not pursue that line further, but
pass on briefly to other inaccuracies in the
great poews. Nor shall I notice the expression
* has broke’ ic the 6th stanza furtner than to
remark that the necessities ot rhyme seem to
bave occasioned this gross violation of the
seventh rule of syntax, and moreover, that

English ‘as she was spoke’ in those days
differed materially fromn the Epglich spoken in
these days.

Again, the line:—‘ Fair science frowned not
on his humble birth’ would sesm to imply
a contradiction, for if fair seience frowned
nof, then she must have smiled, and this is
evidently not the Poet's meaning.

Finally, the lasi stanza ‘The Epitaph
seems to be Jabored and hard to render intelli-
gently, as it stands in our schoolbooks. Would
it wot have been better to substitute the
werd ¢ where ‘for ‘there in the third line,
and dispense with tiicie abominable brackets,
thus:

No further seck his merits to disciose,

Nor draw his frzilties from their dread
abode

Where they alike in trembling hope repose—

The bosom of his father and his God.’

Something About Berries.

A very large business has grown up
in this province in the way of providing
berries for the Boston market. That in
strawberries has been finished for this
season. The raspberry exportation is
at its height and arrangements for the
blueberries are being made. Besides
those berries, which are shipped for
table use, a very large quantity of the
uative production are sent in bulk for
preserving, syrups and similar uses.
Of the wild strawberries the Dominion
Express Co. and the Iaternational
Steamship Co. handled from this city,
this year, 1,600 kegs, each keg contain-
ing 100 pounds of berries al five cents
per pound, or $8,000 worth. Of rasp-
berries, there have been shipped through
St. John about 2,000 kegs, of 100
pounds each, at three cents per pound,
or $6,000 worth. The raspberry busi-
ness will be much more extensive than
this, perhaps four times as large.
The ‘Dominion Express Compaay has
shipped 6,000 empty kegs to Edmuun-
ston ind that part of the province, from
which most of the berries come, and are
sending mora dai'y. The blueberry
busiuness has been on the increaee for
several years past, and it is expectea
that this season it will greatly exceed
former years. As yet it has not be-
gun.-—Telegraph.

This
knowledge will enable the young
farmer to detect quickly the presence
of auy foul seed 1n the supply which
he may happen to purchase.

DOES POULTRY PAY.

Mra. Geo, R-gers in The Practical
Farmer gives the foilowing concise
answer to this question :—

Yes, poultry pays. We keep two
scparaie flocks, an even number of
Wjiandottes and Brown Loghorns.
We have no mongrel lot, but flocks
careful y selected of pure bloods, I
bave found it best to keep hens from
one to three years old. This winter
the Wysaodouttes have laid the most
cggs (biinging us from 25 to 28
cents per dozen), but taking  the
whole year into consideration the
Brown Leghorny lay the largest
number. We keep the Leghorns,
because we think them the best
lagers, and the Wyandottcs for
and for sitters. The
litile Wyandotte chicks are tough
aud hardy and do not require such
close attention as the Leghorns.—
The way ve make them pay is by
taking good care of them, and sceing
that all their wants are supplied. In
the worning, we give a warm mash
consisting of wheatbran, middlings
and meal in cqaal parts and table
scraps mixed through the mash.—
On the floor ¢f our hen house we
kecp a littef of straw, hay, ete.,
(such leavings as come from the
cows’ mangers) : at noon we scatter
tizrough this chafl, wheat, buckwheat
and whole grain. This keeps them
busy and at night corn is given. I
see that they Lave fresh water every
morning also & pan of milk and keep
the drinking ve.sels clear. A box
of road dirt is kept for dust bath.
Our ben house is warm, sloping to
the South and well lined with buiid -
ing paper. The perches are built
movaole, so that they can be taken
down often and washed with, kero-
seue emulsion to prevent lice.
