“The Queen Elizabeth, with her 15-inch gumns, is creating
great destruction, blowing forts down like ninepins,” the writer
says.

SPLENDID PROGRESS MADE.

“Our fleet is making splendid progress. We have already
reached the ‘Narrows.” This is the most difficult part of the
Dardanelles. As soon as this part is passed, it will be ‘all up’
with Constantinople.

“The most difficult thing to contend with are the mines, but
our mine-sweepers are doing splendid work, and great credit is
due them. They run enormous risks on their sweeping duties,
as they do their work right under the eyes of the forts, and
they do it as unconcerned as if there were not a fort to be seen
for miles.

““The forcing of the Dardanelles is the biggest undertaking
ever known in history,’’ the writer says.

GERMAN PRISONER

Cousin of Captain W. N. Ashplant, 33rd
Battalion, Was Captured.

Capt. W. N. Ashplant, commander of
“D” Company, 33rd Battalion, has just
received word from South Africa that
his cousin, Lieut. Harold Till, of the
Transvaal Guards, is a prisoner in the
| hands of the Germans who are trying
to cause trouble in South Africa.

Lieut. Till has been missing for three
months, and from the informa.ion re-
ceived by’ Capt. Ashplant had his leg
shot off when a party of troops with
which he was riding, was ambushed.
Every man in the party was shot down
and after being left for dead twelve
hours some Germans came across
Lieut. Till and took him to a hospital
Every time the German forces have
retired they take their sick, wounded
and prisorers with them in an effort
to lead the British troops following
away into the interior of the country
and prevent them from sending rein-
forcements to the men fighting in
France. All efforts to effect an ex-
change of prisorers has failed.

My Dear Mother:

No doubt you know by this time
we are taking part In the biggest
and bloodiest battle of the war, and
| am sure you are anxious.. It. has
been raging for a week now, and at
present the survivors of our battal-
fon (Canadian Scottish) are a few
hundred yards behind the firing line,
acting as reserves. When the enemy
broke through the French we were
rushed up to stem the tide of thous-
andg of Germans who were sweep-
Ing along at a great rate. The Can-
adian Scottish (16th Battalion) were
the first to arrive on the scene, and
the 10th arrived 3 few minutes later.
The enemy had taken up a strong
position In a wood, and as their re-
Inforcements were coming up in
hordes it was up to us to drive
them out as soon as possibie, it
was after dark and when we got
within 500 yards we discarded
packs and overcoats and charged.
We had to advance against a mur-
derous fire from machine guns, which
fire 600 shots a minute, to say noth-
Ing of the thousands of rifles and
bombs they threw Into us as we
came up. It was terrible! We were
mown down like corn, but a handful
of us reached the wood and drove
them out at the bayonet point. 114
they had remained to give us fight,
we would not have stood a chance,
but they ran like sheep, and we did
awful execution.

Your prayers for my safety were
surely answered, mother, for . al-
though my rifle was shattered in my
hands, | recelved only a slight
scratch. To cut a long story short,
we held the position for two days
withoug food or drink, until rein-
forcements relieved us. We lost
nearly all our officers and, good-
ness knows how many brave men.

Wood was some forty miles from Kin-
sale he received a wireless call from
the Lusitania for immediate assist-
ance.

The call was also picked up by the
steamers City of Exeter and Narragan-
sett. The Narragansett, Capt. Wood
said, was made a target for submarine
attack, a torpedo missing her by a few
feet, and her commander then warned
Capt. Wood to not attempt to reach the
Lusitania,

‘“The sinking of the Lusitania,
coming as a climax to former inci-
dents of a simllar nature, together
with the badly-advised comments
on these incidents in German news-
papers, resulted in excesses against
Germans in England and the col-
onies, as well as in the United
States,” Herr Bernstein writes.

Very Regrettable.

“These excesses are regrettable
bceause they are directed against
persons not responsible for what has
been done. They are also regrettable
from a political viewpoint, because
they form another step on the omin-
ous path which leads to nothing else
than multiplication of the already
deep wounds which the war causes.

Never Win Wars.

‘““Advocates of reprisals will find it
extraordinarily difficult to pointtoa
single case where wars between civ-
ilized peoples have been won by such
methods. Thp voices we hear from
other countries which hitherto have
been outside the war territory leave
us in ng doubt that in the measure
in which one or the other side among
the belligerents outdoes the other in
reprisals, that side wins for itself the
stronger opposition of those coun-
tries.

“Last night hell broke loose and be-
fore sunrise this morning the British
army had stormed the German lines at
Festubert and Richebourg L’Avoue.
After the failure on the 9th the sit-
uation was reconsidered and it was
finally decided for good and sufficient
reasons to risk a night attack.

“jt was ‘Tnecessary for General
Jrench to act in order to support his
allies, and as he was unable to emu-
fate their example and smash the Ger-
man parapets with high explosives, it
was to the British bayonets that the
task of overthrowing the enemy was
confided.

““He had not only to provide troops
for the projected assault, but to hold
2 long length of trenches and consider
thié situation at Ypres, where the Ger-
méan guns had been causing us heavy
iosses. In the late afternoon General
French rode out amongst the troops
to wish them good luck, addressing to
all a few inspiring words.

Too Dark For Shooting. :
_*The night was not very dark, but
there . was no moon and scarcely any
wind. All (he dispositions were made
silently .after dusk. We were anything
from one to three thousand yards from
the enemy’s front trenches and many
nasty obstacles had to be overcome. We
had to depend on bayonets and gren-
ades.. It was too dark for shooting.
. .“Our left attacked at 11:30-o’clock-and
sycceeded. in storming the German line
and. overthrowing the defenders. Be-
fore long our left centre was dashing
in. with cold steel. It penetrated two
limes of German trenches and killed or
wounded most of the defenders and
made good a front of about eight hun-
dred yards in the German position.

“Our extreme left attack was less
fortunaté, as a maxim fire on this flank
was severe ang accurate.  But the In-
dian troops on this side eventually
penetrated through the opening made
by the left centre and soon began to
, outflank and break down the defences

in front of the original left of our at-
tack.
Artlllery Fire Good.

“As the morning dawned a severe
fire was opened from supporting posi-
tions in the rear of the German line,
and against these our heavy guns re-
plied as soon as-the light served us,
thus greatly aiding our advance. Our

artillery . work was . better  than that
of last week. .

“At 3 o’clock in the mommg a fresh
and formidable line of British infan-
try» advanced from our right against
the German trenches in the direction
of Festubert. The men stormed the
German lines with the utmost gallan-
try and soon made themselves masters
of a front of 1,400 yards. They over-
whelmed the second line and then pene-
trated the reserve frenches, causing the
enemy heavy -losses. By 11 o’clock
this attack had penetrated for a mile
Mnto the German lines, and promised
to extend round the Germans who still
held on to their front trenches between
our right and our centre attacks. We
had, in short, by noon, overthrown al-
maost completely ther Germans on our
front, and when I left the scene there
seemed good hope. that the inevitable
German counter-attack would prove
costly’ and ineffective.”

WHOLE VILLAGE
FORTIFIED, TAKEN
BY THE FRENCH.

PARIS, May 17.—10:20 p.m.—The
official ‘“‘eyewitness” with the French
army; gives a description' of the at-
tack on Neuville St. Vaast.

“Whﬂe the men stopped to braathe
the artillery came up in the rear and
with the same precision as in manoeu-
vres, although under a heavy machine
gun fire, placed their pieces and
opened . on. the. enemy. - Startled by
cries, our -men -diseovered - a detach-
ment of Germagy light cavalry in.con-
cealment, with- seven--3-inch guns and
500 -shells. . - They were taken prison-
er and sent. to the rear. There were
German dead -everywhere in. the
trenches,- and while the Infantry was
finishing the .destructive work of thé
artillery, piles of dead were gathered
and buried.

“In the succeed!ng da.ys our efforts
were directed at conquering Neuville.
Here, the large deep cellars of the
houses were ndt sufficient for the ene-
my’s fortifications; they covered the
tops of the cellars with material three
feet thick and dug new. Shelters in
the cellars themselves, strongly pro-
tected, to which they fled during the
bombardment. From one end of the
village to the other these cellars were
connected by underground passages,
through which the Germans circulated,
rising up, like woodchucks, here and
there where least expected. \

Every House Armed. :

“Every house was armed with ma-
chine guns in these reinforced shelters,
but in the face of theése defences, from
Monday to Friday, our infantry con-
tinued -the assault without cessation.

“On Saturday at nightfall, we held
the greater part of the village, and
the progress we had made outside the
place resulted in strengthening our po-
sition.

“During the night of May 11 violent
counter-attacks occurred to the east
of the "village. Our troops allowed
the Germans to advance to within
twenty yards of their trenches and
then with machine guns and rifles
mowed down the first line.
the infantry leaping out of the ceme-
tery in pitch darkness, threw them-
selves upon the remaining force of the
enemy and those who were not bay-
onetted were brought in prisoners.”

FRENCH WAR OFFICE

SAYS BRITISH TOOK
THOUSAND PRISONERS.

. PARIS, May 17.—10:35 p.m.—The of-
ficial ' ‘communication ‘issued by:- the
French war office tonight announces
the capture by the British troops of
several additional German trenches to
the north of LaBassee, together with
a thousand prisoners.

In ‘an engagement at Vitle-Sur<Tour-
be the Frénch took four hundred pris-
oners, and in an attack at the Ailly
wood carried several German works
and captured 250 prisoners.

The text follows:

“In Belgium the enemy, threatened
by our successful attacks of ‘the pre-
ceding days, with a complete envelop-
ment, - evacuated last night the posi-
tions which he had occupied to the
west of the Yser Canal. = We have,
on our part, maintained ail our gains
on the east bank.

“To the north of LaBassee the
British troops, who were very strong-
ly -counter-attacked during the night
of Sunday-Monday, are victoriously
continuing the fighting. Today they
carried several German trenches and
inflicted on the enemy very heavy
losses. :

“One contingent of several hundred
Germans, caught between the fire of
the British machine guns and that of
their own artillery was almost entire-
ly exterminated under the cross fire.
Our allies have taken a thousand pris-
oneis and some machine guns.

*“To the north of Arras a thick mist
has prevailed all day, preventing any
important action on either side. Never-
theless the struggle continues very
actively, on the slopes of Lorette es-
pecially. There we have repulsed a
the German counter-attacks.

“At Ville Au Bois near Berry Au
Bac, the enemy made an attempt on
our trenches which was immediately
arrested. The number of unwounded
prisoners taken by us on Sunday in
the affair at Ville-Sur-Tourbe was 350,
besides fifty wounded.

*This morning at break of das, we
carried out an attack in the Ailly
wood, occupying several German
works; we also took three machine
guns and 250 prisoners, among whom
were several officers.

“In the outskirts of the forest of
LePretre two German battalions made
three attempts to sortie from their
trenches, but our fire held them up
sho y e

|Many Men Have Given Up
Splendid Situations To Serve
Country in Hour of Need.

Why d0 men fight for their
country? In the case of Canadians
The Advertiser tried to find out the
Teason by asking some of the men
who should know better than any-
one else, the men who have given
up good positions, home and fam-
ilies to enlist with the forces Can-
ada is sending to the aid of the
Motherland in the present crisis in
her history.

Most of the men interrogated re-
plied lightly, many of them refusing
to admit that anything more potent
than a desire for thrilling experi-
ences and adventure was the motive
power behind their enlistment; but
reading between the lines, one is
able to realize that it is simply an
indication of the Anglo-Saxon horror
of dramatics or display of any deep
emotion which prompts the giving
of such a reason. The real fact is,
though few of the men will admit it
even when pressed, that true patri-
otism and love of country are be-
hind their offer of service and pos-
sibly life.

Gave Up Good Positions.

Many of the men of the 33rd
Battalion now encamped at Queen’s
Park gave up splendid positions in
the business as well as the
social world in order to en-
list. Did they make the sacrifice
simply for the sake of getting
excitement and adventure? They
could have got their fill of these in a
thousand ways without running the
risk of terrible injury or death
which war involves.

A typical case in point is. that of
Lieut. J. A. Taylor, of the 33rd Ma-
chine Gun Section. A son of the
president of the Taylor-Forbes Com-
pany of Galt, one of Ontario’s mil-
lionaires, he voluntarily forfeited all
the comforts and pleasures which
life at home offered to go a-soldier-
ing. Surely he could have adven-
tured in ways less dangerous and
equally exciting,

Country Needed Him.

Another man who gave up a posi-
tion in Chicage which he had won
through years of devotion to busi-
ness to join the 33rd is Sergt. H.
Finch. His explanation of why he
enlisted is that, as every one of his
brothers already had joined the
colors, he just hadn’'t the nerve to
stay behind; but none of his comn-
rades, even those who advance simi-
lar reasons for their presence in the
ranks, believes that this is the true
reason. They are convinced that he
enlisted because he felt that his
country needed him.

Q.-M.-Sergt. Ralph W. Locheed,
also of the 33rd, tried severa] times
unsuccessfully to join units which
were being recruited for service
with the first contingent, and fin-
ally decided to take an officer's
course, for which he put in six
weeks of training in Toronto, re-
linquishing a position in London to
do so, and spending a considerable
amount of money for the purchase
of the necessary equipment. When
he had qualified there was no place
for him on the active service con-
tingent. Determined to go to the
war in some capacity or another,
however, he accepted non-commis-
sionegd rank as a sergeant-major,
and later was promoted to his pres-
ent rank.

Couldn’t Stay at Home,

Asked what induced him to enlist,
Tocheed declared that he felt that,
as a single man, without encum-
brances, it was his duty to do his
share in helping to keep the old
flag filying. With typical independ-
ence of spirit, he said: “Why should
I stay at home while others were
fighting for my safety? Itis hard to
imagine how any man can feel com-
fortable when he realizes that
every privilege he enjoys is bought
in the blood of his more courageous
countrymen.”

Enlistments in the 33rd are be-
coming more numerous all the time.
It is a significant fact that men
have come forward in greater num-
bers than at any previous time since
the receipt in Canada of casualty
lists econtaining the names of Cana-
dians who fell in the Empire’s cause.
The knowledge that Canada is at
war has been brought home to
Canadians with tremendous force in
the last few weeks by the knowl-
edge that her sons have yielded up
their lives in her behalf, and that
knowledge has stimulated recruiting
as nothing else could have done.

Naturally, in view of the many
promises that have been made as to
what the L. and P. 8. R. would do,
the financing of the road is an in-
teresting question for every rate-
payer. This same financing is a
problem in accounting that promises
to eclipse anything in the city’s his-
tory. It is almost a perfect cycle.

City’s Dual Position.

In the first place, the city occupies
a dual position in connection with
the road. It is at one and the same
time a creditor and a tenant. It has
an interest account of more fhan
half a million dollars against the old
road, an interest account that is car-
ried on the books for bookkeeping
purposes solely, for it was written
off as an asset years ago. However,
this is just the start of the circle.
Transactions that concern the road
are something in the nature of
transferring money out of one poc-
ket and putting it in another.

How the Circle Runs.

The city leases the road from
London and Port Stanley Railway Com-
pany and the London and Port Stanley
Railway Commission leases it in turn
from the city. The commission pays a
rental of $20,000 per year to the city, and
the city pays over this rental to the
company and gets it back again “on
account of unpaid interest.”

Bonds Not Yet Sold.

Declaration Text
On Asphyxiating
Gas Use In War

Germany Signed It But Has
Proved Liar in Not Living
Up To Pledged Word.

Following 1s the text of the inter-
national declaration respecting as-
phyxiating gases, signed at The
Hague July 29, 1899. It is taken from
the Manual of Military Law, 1914, in
the possession of Col. L, W. Shannon,
commander of the first division, with
headquarters at this city. The dec-
laration is signed by Germany, and
all of the other powers now at war.

It shows that Germany has deliber-
ately broken her pledged word, in the
use of gases in the present war.

The text of the declaration is as
follows:

“The undersigned plenipotentiaries
of the powers represented at the In-
ternational Peace Conference at The
Hague, duly authorized to that effect
by their governments, inspired by
the sentiments which found expres-
sion in the Declaration of St. Peters-
burg of November 29, 1868, declare
that:

“The contracting powers agree to
abstain from the use of projectiles,
the object of which is the diffusion
of asphyxiating or deleterious gases.
The present declaration is only bind-
ing from the time, when, in a war
between contracting powers; in the
case of a war between two or more
gf them. It shall cease to be binding
irom the time, when, in a war be-
twegn contracting powers one of the
velligerents shall be joined by a
non-contracting power. The ratifi-
cation of this declaration was made
at The Hague.

“In the event of one of the high
contracting parties denouncing the
present declaration, such denuncia-
tion shall not take effect until a, vear
from the ratification made in writing
to the Government of the Nether-
iands, and the communication to all
the contracting powers.” :

The declaration was signed by the
follqwing powers: Belgium, Denmark,
‘pain, Mexico, France, Greece, Mon-
tenegro, Netherlands, Persia, Portu-
gal, Roumania. Russia, Siam, Tur-
key, Sweden, Norway, Bulgaria. The
following afterward acceded: Great
Britain, Germany, Austria-Hungary,
China, Italy. Japan, Luxemburg, Ni-
caragua, Servia, Switzerland.

The writer tells of an accident on the
Dartmouth which has not before beem -
published. An explosion on board '
killed eleven men, seven of whom were
British and four Maltese.

But One Leave of Absence.

Since the beginning of the war only
once have the men on board the Dart-
mouth been given leave of absence.
This was when the Dartmouth went
into docks at Malta, after a world-
girdling cruise, and before she was
commissioned for the Dardanelles
fleel.

The writer 1left Bombay on the
Dartmouth on August 4, 1914 to pat-
rol the trade route between Aden and
Bombay. “Then we escorted the In-
dian expeditionary forces to Franece.
went to Karachi, in N. W. india, pick-
ed up another convoy for Mombassa,
in British East Africa, where we join-
ed with the Chatham. Then we re-
celved orders to search for the Ger-
man cruiser Koenigsberg. Our patrol
was on the line from Mozambique to
Delagoa Bay, including all of the
Mozambique Channel and 200 miles
farther south. We searched every
cruiser possible, but nothing could we
see of a German ship.

“We were compensated by meeting
the German tugboat Adjutant, which
had stores on board, presumably for the
Koenigsberg. We took the crew pris-
oners of war, amongst whom were fome
naval reserve officers. These were sent
to Nairoba in British East Africa.”

Chased Koenigsberg,

The writer tells of chasing the Koe-
nigsberg, in company with the Chatham,
up the Refugi River, in German East
Africa. The river is lined with Jungle
shrubbery and palms, and the Dart-
mouth was unable to get an observation
of her enemy. Her escort the Somali,
which was carrying stores for the
Koenigsberg, was struck by the Dart-
mouth’s shells.

The writer says: *She heeled over
after catching on fire. The Koenigsberg
escaped up the river, but we bottled her
up by sinking an old collier, the New-
bridge, across the mouth of the river.
The Koenigsberg iz now stuck in the
mud of the river, and there
she is likely to remain for the
rest of her career.” The writer
of the letter thus explains what has
become of the notorious German cruiser.
which had mystified the world by its
disappearance. .

From South Africa, the Dartmouth
cruiseq south. and then it was suddenly
ordered to St. Helena, then sent to
Brazil and India, looking for the Karls-
ruhe, which was later sunk. St. Vin-
cent, in the Cape de Verde Islands, and
thence to Gibraltar, concluded the cruise
of the Dartmouth. :

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IF ITALY WARS.

T IS not surprising that Germany
for months has been moving heaven
and earth to keep Italy neutral, for
should she enter the conflict it will so
greatly increase the hitting power of the
Allies that the Teutonic alliance should
be beaten down to - the surrendering
point much sooner than is now expected.
Italy’s main effort will, of|course, be
made against Austria, the anclent en-
emy. Eyen if necessity did not demand
this, the Italian nation would. Italy 's
as keen to recover the provinces lost
to Austria as are the French to once
more possess Alsace-Lorraine. But as
a partner of the Allies she will be
open to attack from the armies of
* Franz Joseph anyway, and it is on
that point she will do her principal
fighting. Students of military matters
say that when on even terms Italy has
the advantage of Austria Cer-
“tain it is that going fresh into
the conflict, Italy has a tremendous ad-
" vantage over an enemy exhausted by
nine months of the heaviest and most
" disheartening kind of battling. Italy’'s
" entrance will at once remcve some ol
the pressure on the Russians, permit-
ting the latter to come back across the
Carpathians. That Austria can stand up
‘long against enemies on three fronts,
Russia, Italy and Servia, does not seem
possible. Just now Austria appears to
Le making some headway against the
Grand Duke Nicholas, but it has been
niainly because of German aid. Now
+ tha§ French and Joffre are driving hard
at the Prussian line in Flanders and
France, to spare many ccrps for the
backing uvp of the Anstrians would mean
a risk that the Kaiser dare not take.

1t does not seem as if the Italians
would be needed in the western zone of
the fighting, but they may send a force

" to help iii the subjection of the Turk.
This would be a good move, considered
politically, as Italy is vitally interested
in the future of the western Balkans
and participation in the smashing of the
Moslem power in Europe would win for
her a say in the final settlement.

Still ,nozher strong card for the Allies
by the entrance of Italy into the war
wquld be the handing over of the Adri-
atic to the Italian fleet, thus releasing

for service in the North Sea or Mediter- |

ranean a large section of the French
fleet. The Austirian squadrons nave not
been much of a menace, bottled up as
they have been since the war com-
menced, but it requires ceaseless watch-
ing, and the thoroughly up-to-date fleet
of Italy is well able to attend to this.

Italy is well prepared for war. It is
believed that at the present moment she
has close to 2,000,000 men under arms,
and for nine months she has been stead-
ily accumulating vast stores of food-
stuffs and war material. Huge contracts
for army equipment have been filled,
and immense reserve stocks gathered.
And for months she has been elaborat-
ing a Red Cross service that is second
to none, while -her civilian population
frfm} prince to peasant has been train-
ing itself to take over and run the af-
fairs .and business of the country while
the fighting men are at the front. Italy
is ready to the last and most insignifi-
cang detail, and behind this splendid
readiness is a blazing enthusiasm, a
combination that the Austriang are like-
iy to find invincible.

But
there are some opposed to war exports
who are sincerely neutral and who be-
lieve that if the warring nations could
not get material from the States, they
would soon have to stop fighting. But
that is a mistake It might rather pro-
long the war, For the nations at war
are all manufacturing peoples, and they
will make what they need. They will
continue the contest to the bitter end,
and that end will come sooner if the
sypply of arms is kept up. Cutting off
the American supply will not stop the
war, though it would doubtless have
an injurious- effect on the Allies, and
postpone their day of victory.

INVADE ENGLAND.
XPECTING to invade British coun-
tries, the Germans issued a knap.

duty in English-speaking parts of the

A - British combatant, who was en-

lowing thrilling of the pur-
suit and punishment of the natives.

“You may have heard of the native
rising here. But for the very prompt
and drast 1

ing January 24, when we had orders-to
report at headquarters at eight o'clock

in the morning. I was in my bath at
the time. -

“It appears that in the night the
natives had broken into the African
Lakes Store and had stolen all the
guns they could find. They then dug
a hole under -the ammunition store
and took about 700 rounds of am-
munition, in addition to shotgun cart-
ridges. They attacked the store man-
ager's house, and but for a wonderful
bjt of luck he would have been shot.
As it was they shot his watchman dead
This was about three o'clock in the
morning. Some people were then just
coming home from a meeting and pass-
ed very near to the rebels, who un-
doubtedly thought they were discovered
and bolted. - - -

Women Captured.

We were on patrol duty on Sunday,
and at midday we heard the brutes
had raided Magamero (a place some
20 miles from Blantyre), and Kkilled
thr‘ee" and severely wounded another
white man. They cut the head off one
of these fellows (a man I knew very
well), and stuck it on a spear, and
until we captured it it was their mas-
cot and was always carried in front.
They then carried off four women
and five children.  All this had hap-
pened on the Saturday evening at about
nine or ten o'clock. You can well im-
agine the shock it gave us. Well, we
got all the women and children to-
gether, and the men patrolled Blantyre
all that Sunday night. I did 36 hours’
continuous duty.

On Monday I went out with a few
others to the Boma (Government
office), at a place called Chiradzulu,
where these rebels were supposed to
be — and were — hiding in force. On
the Monday evening we captured the
women and children, who were all for-
tunately unhurt.

On the Tuesday it was decided to at-
tack the natives in their village, which
contained the church of the fellow who
organized the rising, We started away
from the Boma at daybreak-—about 30
white men and 100 mative police—and
marched to this village. We made a
detour and attacked the place from the
farthest side from the Boma. We had
a most exciting march expecting every
minute to rush into ambush.

A Bayonet Charge.

We forded rivers, and after about
four hours we turned into the bush
and made straight for the place. When
'we were within about 800 yards of the
church our outposts informed us that
they were hiding in the bush just in
front of us. We were ordered to
fix bayonets and charge, and we did!
We charged for about 100 yards and
then let them have a volley. They
returned the fire an@ then fled for the
church. We then had to cross an open
space, and very fortunately the brutes
must have been retreating or they
would have put a good many of us
out of action.

We were then given the order to
volley again, and by this time they
were in the church and firing at us
from there. One had the nerve to
get into the church tower and fire on
us. At about this time I spotted two
of them trying to slip away. I hap-
pened to be on the left wing and alone
at. the time. I had a good sight of
them -and shot one dead. I thinke3d
got the second as well, as two bodies
were found in this spot later on.

We were by now on the edge of the
clearing in front of the church, and
when we rushed the church you can
imagine our disgust when we found
they had fled. We smashed up every-

Just as
the advanced guard were marching in,
the enemy, who were on the opposite
hill, opened fire on us with Maxims,
getting six of our men—fortunately
no white men. We, of course, opened
fire, and four shrapnel guns dispersed
them.

The enemy having retired, we left for
Tinto, forty miles away, after having
fortified the place, arriving there three
days later, without incident, being un-
able to find the Teutons. Stayed there
two days, and then heard that they,

The Globe, in an editorial published
today, before the letter of Sir Edgar
had been made public, complained that
neither Sir Edgar nor Sir Ernest Cas-
sel, both privy councillors, had made
public ‘“‘their detestation of Germany's
crimes.”

It was charged by the Globe that be-
cause they were of alien origin Sir
Edgar and Sir Ernest were only permit-
ted legally to hold their seats in  the
privy council by an amendment in the
naturalization act, which passed unno-
ticed during the turmoil of last August.

Sir Edgar Speyer also has resigned
the chairmanship of the London Under-
ground Electric Railway Compauy,
which ‘controls most of the city’s sub-
ways and omnibus lines, and has re-
tired from the boards of directors of
various hospitals and art galleries.

GERMANY WILL NOT
BE DISTURBED IN
HER “SACRED DUTIES”

How Lokal Anzelger Forecasts Reply to
United States Note.

[Canadian Press.]

BERLIN (via London), May 17. —
11:20 p.m, — The American note to
Germany has not yet been officially
given out. The afternoon papers, how.
ever, print the version of the docu-
ment as telegraphed here by the Havas
Agency. With the single exc‘tion of
the Lokal Anzeiger, all refrain from
comment.

The Lokal Anzeiger says:

‘“The German Government certainly
will not delay long with the answer
requested, and probably will reply that
in occupying itself with its sacred
duties’ it is not to be disturbed from
any side.

“That the American Government
should consider the Lusitania as a
harmless packet-boat, without taking
notice of the fact that it wag really an
auxillary cruiser, and an ammunition
steamer of- the British navy, appears
to us scarcely believable. But the Ger-
man answer to Washington wil] make
it comprehensible to Mr, Wilson, in
language as polite as it will be clear,
that we must cgonduct the war as we
are conducting it, and can conduct it
with a clear conscience.”

Petrograd, May 16—Via London, May
18—(Delayed in transmission.)—That
the United States should refuse further
to represent Germany in diplomatic
dealings with her adversaries because of
the Lusitania tragedy is the editorial
opinion expressed by the Outro Rossie,
of Moscow, a daily paper widely read by
businessmen and bankers. It is pointed
out: that while hundreds of the Lusi-
tania’s passengers, including many
Americans, were lying at the bottom of
the Irish Sea, United States diplomatic
representatives were investigating the
condition of German prisoners in Russia.
The paper closes its editorial by saying:

“Elemental sentiment, which is part
of international relations, demands an
immediate refusal by the Government
of the United States further to repre-
sent Germany before European coun-
tries warring with her. Friendly ser-
vices hardly are suitable for the United
States to give in face of the cry ascend-
ing to heaven for the victims of the
I.usitania.”

SENATE ENLARGEMENT
PASSES BRITISH HOUSE

LONDON, May 17.—The British North
America act of 1867-1915, which is de-
signed to amend the original constitu-

fion of Canada by the additions of nine
members to the Senate representing ths
western provinces of Manitoba, Alberta,
Saskatchewan and British Columbia,
was passed through all its stages in tine
House of Commons tonight, and sent
up to the Lords.

In moving the second readlng Lewis
Harcourt statea that the bill came to
the Imperial Parliament with the unani-
mous approva]l of both' parties in Can-
ada, and he expressed the hope that
it might receive royal assent before
the whitsuntide recess. “The present
strengthening of the senatorial repre-
sentation,” he said, ‘““was due to the
great developments of industry and
population in the western provinces
since the act of 1867.

Conduct an Inspiration.

about 8 feet apart and 25 yards in-
tervening between the two platoons.
One platoon would- dash about twen-
ty-five yards and drop, then the -
ond line wouid rush. The casualties
were. slight at first, but as we got
closer the German rifle fire became
more destructive. When half way
across the open space, Lieut. Smith
dropped with a bullet in his knee,
which ecame out his foot.
Men Were Joking.

“Everybody was perfectly cool,” add-
ed Lieut. Smith. *“It seems strange, but
the men were joking and quite light-
hearted as we. lay down between
charges. The stretcher-bearers and A.
M. C. watched the action from & wrecked
building, and two hours later 1 was
picked up. The ambulance which came
up on Friday was literally blown to
pleces by shell fire. Saturday morning
two more ambulances arrived and took
away thirty wounded men.

“It is freely admitted in England that
nothing could - have excelled the hero-
ism of the little band of 200 Canadians
at St. Julien woods. It was almost cer-
tain death, but the men faced it as a
matter of course and fought to the last
man. It .is stated on good authority
that this little band consised of tw?d
Toronto companies from the Bodyguards,
Queen’s Own and Grenadiers.”

Road an inferno.

Lieut. Arthur Ryerson was with the
brigade ammunition column when the
French were forced back at St. Jean.

' «We were ordered to take ammunition

to St. Julien,” said Ryerson, in telling
his experiences. *It wasn’t so bad at
first, but when we returred later with
supplies it was pretty hot. The road
ahead was a perfect inferno. So I told
my men to pike for shelter, and we beat1
it across the flelds. My horse had the
end of his nose shot off, and my ser-
geant had his horse shot from under
him. The Germans got to the rear of
us,” he went on ‘‘and so we were abso-

lutely cut off. We moved back towards
Ypres, the Germans got behind our pc-
sition, and the 10th Battery had to turn
their guns right about. The guns were
saved only by moving them by hand. The
boys stuck to the guns with bulldog
tenacity during a perfect hell of fire.
« Even Cooks Fought.

“It was awful, but they stood up like
real Canadians, didn’t they? The situa-
tion was critical. Everyone who could
be mustered was rushed to the rescue—
cooks, engineers, anybody who could
carry a rifle. The Canadians saved the
day, but the cost! I saw the line wav-
ing like wheat in a windstorm, and men
knocked down like tenpins, but the boys
kept on while everybody wondered how
anybody could live through it—shells of
all sorts, machine gun and rifle fire.
They fell, but the thinned ranks pressed
on. Think of it! In the face of such
odds they forced the Germans to give
ground. Nobody can realize what they
went through; but they saved the day.

Hit in Stomach.

“I guess 1 had too much luck the first
day. We were taking up more supplies
and had to take shelter in a house at
Wieltze. Men and horses were falling
all around us. [ tried to close the
shutters of the house. A shell burst, and
I didn’t see the other fellows again. 1
was hit in the stomach with a piece of
shrapnel. The house was riddled with
bulléts before this happened, and T saw
wounded men everywhere. I noticed one
poor fellow crawling away with an arm
shot off.”

Ryerson added that the shells were
poisoned, and the wounds had to be
treated with anti-tetanus serum,

“I wilj be back in the line in a couple
of weeks,” he added hopefuily. “All of
our fellows are anxious to take a fall
out of the Germans.”

Since the above was written, Lieut.
Ryerson’s mother, who was on her way
to England to nurse him, was drowned
on the Lusitania, and it has been an-
nounced that he has been given a three-
months’ furlough

GERMANY ADVISED
10 GONCEDE MUGH

Not an Act of War, But a

[From the Outlook of May 19.]
_The sinling of the Lusitania was not
an act of war, it was a erime — the
crime of murdér.- :*“War ‘is ‘a public
armed contest bétween nations, under
the - sanction of. international law, to
establish justice. between them.” In
the sinking of the Lusitania there was
no armed contest, and the fundamental
moralities of intérnational law were
violated. . War is cruel; but it is not
lawless. It is killing; but it is not
murder. No such wholesale massacre
of uharmed and defefnceless victims has
been perpetrated in imodsrn warfare
since Bonaparte's massacre of defence-
less prisoners on the shores of the
Mediterranean Sea at Jaffa.

Has America any duty to disown
this crime against itself, against the
civilized world, against humanity?

_ We have seen American men mur-
dered and American women -violated
in Mexico, and dorie nothing. We have
sean the neutrality of weak nations
violated, private property destroyed,
defenceless cities bombarded, churches
and hospitals, -which . civilized warfare
has always regarded as sacred, demol-
ished, and have said nothing. We have
seen one American ship .on the high
seas bombarded from the air, and an-
other torpedoed from the sea, and have
declared that if another American life
is lost we shall call the assailant to
s strict accountability.” Now more
than a hundred American lives are lost.
What shall we do? What ought we to
do? ‘ ,

Calls For National Action,

Does America owe any duty of pro-
tection to its citizens in foreign lands
and on the high seas? Patient waiting
has done nothing. Protesting words
have done nothing.  In the presence of
wholesale assassination. The Outlook
is not neutral. We believe the time has
come for national action. In such a
crisis courage is a duty and timidity
a crime. <

We need not wait for official inves-
tigation. The murder is exultantly
{avowed. We need not wait for judicial
investigation of the defences offered.
The war zone? No nation has a right
to put an invisible fence around a sec-
tion of the open sea and warn all neu-

-peril of their lives. Warning given?
When did warning of an intent to com-

mit murder serve as an excuse for the

murder perpetrated? The Lusitania
was armed? She.was not armed; but
she had a right to be. The .constitu-
tion of the United States: recognizes
the right.of peaceable citizens:to bear
arms; international law recognizes to a
similar reasonable degree -the right of
peaceable vessels to -bear arms. She
might be sunk; but not until the safe-
ty of her erew and passengers was as-
sured. Great. Britain is starving :Ger-
many; therefore Germany -has a.right
to - murder ~ American - citizens? A
strange logic!  But: Great ‘Britain is not
starving Germany. The laws.of: war
forbid the murder-of the unarmed, but
they also declare in explicit tetms that
“jt is lawful to starve a hostile-bellig-
erent, armed or unarmed, so" that it
leads to the speedier subjection of the
enemy.””  The invention of airships and
submarines has changed international
law? . John Bassett Moore is our auth-
ority for saying that it has not chang-
ed ‘international law. Certainly it has
not changed the ten commandments.
The use of a novel instrumeht does not
change the nature of the crime. Mur-
der is still murder; and killing unarmed
non-combatants in cold blood the con-
science of all civilized mnations still
condemns as murder.

. Outlines a Course.

The time for words has passed; the
time for national action has come.
What action? Any action which vig-
orously and effectively disowns all fel-
lowship with a nation which eommits
wholesale piracy on the high seas. The
action which we hope will have been
taken by the United States Government
before this number reaches our read-
ers is this: .

We would have our Government at
once call upon Germany to disown and
repudia‘e her present practice of sink-
ing: merchant vessels withott warning
and without regard.for safety of pas-
sengers and crew, and notify Germany
that so long as she continues to disre-
gard the rights of neutrals and the fun-
damental principles of humanity the
United Sta‘*es will have no intercourse
with her. We would have our Govern-
ment give the German ambassador his
passport and call home from Germany
the American amhassador. We wouald
publicly request by cable all the neu-
tral pov-ers of the worid to unite with
us in this action; if they decline, we
would still take the aciion alone.

LOYAL BERLIN PEOPLE
CLAMOR FOR REGISTRAR

B[RMAN ATTACKS

Al Counter Moves of Enemy
Prove Fruitless—Many
Taken Captive.

[Canadian Press.]

Paris, May 18—2:35 p.m.—The French
war office this afternéon issued the fol-
lowing statement on the progress of hos-
tilities: .

“On the terrain to the west of the
Yser Canal, conquered by us yesterday
and the day before yesterday, the Ger-
mans left about 2,000 dead and a great
number of rifles. :

“During the course of the engage-
ments of yesterday we made some fur-
ther prisoners.

“To the east of the canal we have
consolidated the positions recently
 taken by us.

i  “During the night the Germans un-
aertocok a particularly violent counter-
i attack, preceding this action by a bom-
bardment with artillery and bomb-
throwers. They were repulsed.

i “In the region to the north of Notre
| Dame De Lorette, on the road from
Aix-Nouleite to Souchez, we checked
completely ‘by our fire two other Ger-
man counter-attacks.

“As for ourselves, we¢ captured, as a
result of a night advance, a group of
houses near the cemetery of Abtain.
Along the front, to the north of Arras,
the artillery fighting is continuing by
day and by night. The Germans have
bombarded Arras wnth particular fero-
city.

“In the region of Ville-au-Bois, near
Berry-au-Bac, the enemy yesterday un-
dertook 2 fresh attack, but he was
easily repulsed.” :

Canadian Supply
Column Splendid

Not a Cartridge or Sheli Reached Guns
One Second Late.

[Canadian Press.}

London, May 18.—‘*This is the great-
est artillery battle in the history of the
world; the expenditure of ammunitien is
fabulous,” writes an obsérver from be-
hind the British lines at ¥Ypres, deserib-
ing the fighting of April 25 and 26, which
resulted in. consnderable gains for the
Germans.

After describing the. almost continu-
| ous cannonading that had been going
i on for twg days, with literally thousands
of guns in almeost continual action, thea
| observer suggests that the mtensity of
the firing may be judged by the fact
tha; at one small bridge across the
Yser twenty German guns fought eigh-
teen English and French guns all night,
until finally the German guns were
silenced. ‘“The French 75’s,” he notes,
“were fired so rapidly that they sounded
like an endless roll of thunder multiplied
by a thousand.”

Touching briefly on the Canadians’
part in the battle, he says: “One of the
most notable incidents of the battle was
the work done by the Canadian supply
column. Not a cartridge or shell was a
second late in reaching the man behind
the gun, and when the black fumes
blew across the section of supply men
and they fell, others rushed in and kept
the fighting line replenished until the
wind blew the fumes away.”

STARVATION THREATENS
AMERICAN MISSIONARIES

Russians Continue to Ha\)e
Successes Between Wierz-
bnik and Opatow.

DISLODGED AT ONE POINT

Admit They Were Pursued
by Enemies to New
Position.

[Canadian Press.]

Petrograd, May -18. — Via London,
8:2¢ a.m.—An official statement issued
by the Russian general staff admits
that Austro-German columns “pursued’”
Russian troops which moved to a new
position between the Pilica and the up-
per Vistula.

It is contended, however, that attacks
against the recently-occnpied front in
the direction of thne Stry and Dolina
were fruitless, as were assaults along the
Pruth.

The communication follows:

Favorable to Russlans. -

“Since the morning of the 16th in the
Shavli region the battles have continued
to develop favorably for us. Our troops
crossed the Dubissa and attacked the
Germans, gaining possession of their
trenches and capturing saveral hundred
prisoners.

‘“Between the Pilica and upper Vis-
tula enemy columns pursued our troops,
which moved to a new point.

“Near Ghilineff and Russkibrod our
sudden counter-attacks inflicted severas
losses on the enemy’s advance guard.

Driven Six Miles.

“In the district between Wierzbnik
and Opatow, as well as south of theo
latter impetuous attacks by us on the
16th drove back the enemy’s -leading
columng more than ten versts (six
miles).

“On the San there has been violent
artillery fire from south of Wislok to
Przemysl.

“In the direction of the Stry and Do-
lina, the enemy delivered fruitless at-
tacks against the front which we re-
cently occupied, losing several hundred
prisoners. .

“On the Pruth, on the 15th, the enemy
delivered repeated attacks in close for-
mation,
Kolomea. We repelled him successfully,
capturing four more heavy guns and
throwing our advance guards beyond the
river.”

| letter, “we were going down a road
with some wounded when a shell burst
a short way ahead of me and took off
four of our men.

“If you have never seen a battle you
cannot realize what it is to have shells
and bullets dropping -around you like
hailstones,” stated the ‘soldier.

Moisse, in conclusion, says that ‘in
all battles in which Canadians have
fought the boys from Canada gave a
splendid account of themselves and
showed they were made of the right
kind of stuff.

THOUSANDS WATCH BIG
U. 8. A. NAVAL -REVIEW

President Wilson Given Salute of 21
Guns by All Warships. -

{Canadian Press.l
New York, May 18.—The big fleet of

the Hudson River for ten days steamed

out to sea at 11  o'clock today with
President Wilson reviewing the five-
mile line as it. passed the Vla\flower off
the Statue of Liberty.

Headed by the superdreadnought.s \V\ -
oming, Admiral Fletcher’s flagship, .the
sixteen big hattleships and their train of
lesser fighting craft steamed past the
presidential yacht at the smart speed
of fourteen knets, each ship with its
sallors and marines standing at the raii
at attention. As each craft neared the
Mayflower, her six-pounders, fore and
aft, let loose white puffs of smoke, and
over the harbor there roared the thun-
der of a presidential salute of 21 guns.

Tens of thousands of persons flocked
to vantage points to view the great
marine procession. Traffic on the Hud-
son River was suspended between the
Manhattan and New Jersey shores hali
an hour before the fleet sailed. Ferry-
boats, excursion steamers, tugs and
other river craft lay at dock with many
thousands of persons who had .come to
watch the departure.

Leaving New York, the fleet made for
Newport, the rendcfxvous from' which
will be directed manoeuvres in the war
game along the Atlantic coast. The
President and meost of his party had ar-
ranged to return to Washington aboard
the Mayflower.

FIGHT FOE AND DEATH
ALL IN ONE SHORT WEEK

18th Battalion M—a_:\;r—;tes of Stream of
Wounded Arriving From Battie Front,

How a . soldier may leave England
at the beginning of the week, burning
with an intense desire to meet the ene-
my and how, within a few days, after
serving in the trenches, he may ,be
invalided home across the Channel,
wounded and nearly dead, is tolg in
a letter received by friends in this
city of Corp. H. Tripp, of *“C” Com-
pany, 18th Battalion, now at Sandling
camp in England with the second Can-
adian expeditionary force. Corp.
Tripp enlisted here with the 18th, com-
ing to this city from Sarnia, where he
resided previous to the war.

Corp. Tripp tells or seeing twenty
large trainloads of weunded British-
ers arriving directly from the front,
and mentions one sergeant who left
England on Monday only to be inva-
lided home on the following Thursday,
badly wounded.

His letter in part follows:

“Just a line to let you know that
I arrived O.K. last night (April 30).
We came over on the Grampian, and
had a fine trip. There was another
boat—the Northland—accompanying us.
We had the cruiser Cumberland as far
as Queenstown and three destroyers
the rest of the way as escorts. We
were ten days at sea, and just two
weeks in making the trip.

“We landed at Avonmouth, near
Bristol, and went the rest of the way
to camp by train. This country can't
be beat for scenery. It certainly is
beyond description. Also the railway
service has us “skinned” a mile, even
if the cars are small.

“Our camp is five miles from Folk-
stone and one and one-half miles from
Hythe. We can see the Channel fine.

“Last night we could hear the boom
of hea‘{y guns all night long. We
saw by the paper this morning that
the fleet has bombarded Zeebrugge
again. They are very strict about
‘showing lights at night on account of
Zeppelins. There are camps all over
the country.

“When we got off the train here, 1
saw twenty large traluloads of wound-
ed soldiers coming up from Shorncliffe.
They had just landed from France ard
had been wounded the day before.
There was a sergeant from an English
regiment who went over last Monday
and he landed back Thursday, wound-
ed, so you can see we are not far,
ll:elng about fifty miles from the firing

ne.”

DEVELOP CHILDREN,
DON'T “STUFF”’ THEM

E. R. Dennis Addressed Rotary Club
Members at Luncheon.

An address on ‘“The Business Aspect
of Modern Education” was given by
Mr, E. R. Dennis, chairman of the in-
dustrial school committee of the board
of education, at the weekly luncheon
of the Rotary Club yesterday at the
Tecumseh House, k

Mr. Dennis’ paper was full of the
new jdea in education, an education
that until the last few years had not
progressed since the time of Dr. Eger-
ton Ryerson, which today was forging
to the front and developing children
rather than #stuffing” them. One
class of citizen wanted a return to the
early education of Ontario, another
wanted the present system left alone,
while the third class was progressive.
One point that struck home was the
explanation of why London was today
faced with large expenditures for
schools. Mr. Dennis explained that un.
til the building of the Alexandra school
there was no new -building of schools
in this city for 23 years, and that some
of the buildings were insanitary and
almost all overcrowded.

The speaker told tof the boy who
sickened of schooling as he reacheq the
Collegiate. Usually he went into some
non-educative branch of work, running
an elevator or driving a horse, and
realized a few years later that he had
no earning capacity except as a manuaj
laborer. The industrial school strove
to fit boys and girls with the equip-
ment that would make them a living.

“Some say that it is. better to think
of making a- life than of making a
living,” he said, “but -there is not much
of a life ahead of anyone who cannot
make a living.” :

After ‘an hour’s debate the council
last night deferred action on a 22-foot
sheet asphalt on Waterloo street from
Bathurst street to South street, the
probable cost of $17,775.02.

This is the pavement to the hospital
which the council has been consider-
ing for some years. It has been pe-
titioned for by the doctors of the city
and others. It has been turned down
once already this year, but was re-
considered last night. Pending a de-
cision by the city solicitor on the
clause of the local improvement act
under which the city may pay a por-
tion of the cost that would ordinarily
be charged to the ratepayers, nothing
was done.

A. M. Graydon appeared on behalf
of the ratepayers on the street. He
admitted that the street was in bad
shape and also that the street to the
hospital should be a permanent one.
He, however, blamed the incinerator
for a considerable part of the bad
roads. He claimed that the ratepay-
ers should not pay the whole cost of
the work and suggested that the city
pay 25 per cent of the amount charged
to the ratepayers. :

The City’s Share.

Ald. Wilson made a motion to this
effect. Controller Moore declared that
if the city paid 50 per cent of the
whole cost, including exemptions and
flankages, would be sufficient. He de-
clared that he was in favor of the
city paying part of the cost. Ald.
Haney .made a further amendment that
20 per cent be paid.

Controller Moore pointed out the le-
gal question concerning the city pay-
ing part of the cost, and pending the
city solicitor’s advice, was postponed .

The council was apparently in favor
of making a special case out of this
road.

In reply to an inquiry the mayor an-
nounced that the conference with the
Bell Telephone Company re the fran-
chise would be on May 26. In con-
nection with this question Ald. Ash-
plant suggested that free phones for
all aldermen and controllers be in-
cluded as part of the agreement.

Civic Improvement Commission,

Ald. G. Hf Haney introduced his no-
tice of motion for the creation of a
clvic improvement commission, which
has been explained at some length
in these columns, and it was, at the
mover’s request referred to the leg-
islation committee. In explanation of
his motion, Ald. Haneyv declared that
it was  primarily for the purpose eof
having a comprehensive scheme
town planning for London, but that
it would also deal with the removal
of the fair grounds to more suitable
quarters, the building of the new city
hall, and also pavement and general
improvement programs of the future.

Ald. H. C. Simpson, who takes the
place of the late Ald. Neil Cooper on
the council, was officially placed on all
committees on which the late alder-
man served, with the exception of the
special subway committee on which Ald.
S. R. Manness will now serve. Ald.
Simpson also goes on the London and
Port Stanley board, but a new vice-
president will have to be elected there
to take the place of Ald. Cooper.

When the $500 appropriation for the
entertainment of delegates to the of-
ficial opening of the London and Port
Stanley was brought up for considera-
tion, Ald. C. H. Merryfield, chairman of
the special joint committee in charge
of arrangements, announced that the
public utilities commission and ‘the
board of trade would each bear one-
third of the cost. He declared that
he did not believe the full $500 would

appropriated.

Body Found on G. T. R. Tracks West
of Hyde Park That of David Willlams.

The remains of the elderly man,
found by trainmen Sanday afternoon at
the bottom of a 50-foot ravine, near
the Grand Trunk tracks at Hyde Park,
were ldentified yesterday afternoon by
Coroner Dr.. Mitchell, of Delaware, and
a jury, as having been David Williams,
of North Russell street, Sarnia, missing
from his homg for three weeks,

Identification was established by a
postcard, found in an inner pocket and
addressed to .the dead man.

According to Coroner Mitchell, death
was probably due to g stroke. There
were no marks on the body that would
indicate that any act of violence had
been responsible for death. The re-
mains were found in the attitude of a
man who had fallen asleep under nat-
ural conditions. ;

After viewing the remains the in-
quest wag adjourned until June 1, umtil
further information is obtained.

When discovered the man was wear-
ing a suit which, though somewhat the
worse for wear, showed marks of tidi-
ness. A soft hat was found beside
the body. A pipe, tobacco pouch and
a knife were all that the pockets con-
tained when searched.

Over the long distauce telephone last
night The Advertiser confirmed the
Sarnia address. It was stated that the
man had started for Watford ahd had
not been heard from since It was also
learned that two sons survive, one of
whom is Lieut, A, D. Williams, of the
34th Battalion, stationed at Guelph.
When The Advertiser attempted to get
-.into communication with Lieut Wil-
liams last night it was stated at mili-
tary headquarterg at Guelph that he
had left for thig city, presumably to
care for the remains of his father,
which will likely be brought here,

BLAME LUSITANIA
SINKING ON BRITAIN
PLAN OF GERMANY
Correspondent ;ays Reply On Thurs-

day To U. S. Note Will Charge
She Carried Ammunition.

Paris, May 18.—Germany's reply to
the American note on the sinking of
the Lusitania will be sent Thursday,
according to the Matin’s Amsterdam
correspondent, who says he is informed
it will justify the attack on the ground
that the submarine commander has af-
firmed in his report that only one tor-
pedo was fired, which convinces him
that the second explosion was due to
the fact that the ship carried muni-
tions of war. The report is said to state
that the torpedo was fired in such a
way the Lusitania would not have sunk
if she had not had explosives aboard.

The Matin’s correspondent says it is
reported in Amsterdam that Germany
will throw the responsibility for the
disaster on Britain and on the Ameri-
can authorities wio permitted passen-
gers to embark on a ship carrying
explosives. It is believed in Holland,
he asserts, that Germany will decline
to modify its methods of submarine
warfare.

UNFORTUNATE MOTHER
IN WOODSTOCK TOILS

Authorities In Quandry Through Tech-
nicality of Law.

WOODSTOCK, May 17.—Shivering ‘in
the unseasonable cold, half-clad, and
with her 18-months-old baby in her
arms, an unhappy woman sits in the
Woodstock jail, waiting for the Child-
ren’s Aid Society and the local police to
straighten a tangle.

The unfortunate prisoner, who is
barely nineteen years old, was caught
with three men in a shack in the
brush, just on the edge of Tillsonburg,
at three o'clock in the morning. Hastily
conveyed to the Tillsonburg lockup, ang
arraigned, she was sentenced to six
months in jail; handed over to the care
of the Woodstock authorities, carrying
her baby with her. As a sentence for
more than two months, upon such an
offence, automatically operates as a
commitment to Mercer reformatory for
not less than two years, it is obviously
impossible for the police of this city
to deal with the disposition of the baby.
Therefore they have appealed to the
Children’s Aid to take care of the hap-
less kiddie; but, at a Jate hour tonight,
it and the mother were still in the Jail
here, and the whole legal aspect of the
case is in a sad muddle.
