THE COUNSELS OF PERFIC-
TION.

A ““Catholic ” informs us that a
certain Anglican clergyman recently
referred to the Catholic
“ Works of Supererogation " declaring

doctrine on

it to be ‘“ arrogant and vainglorious,”
andasks for information as to the mean-
ing of the term, and a statement of
Catholic doctrine on the subject.
Answer. Works of supererozation
signify such good works as the saints
of God do beyond what is required for
their own sanctification.

That there are such works is evident
from many passages of Holy Scripture.
Thus in St. Mat x, 16; St. Mark,
x, 17 : St. Luke, xviii, 18, we are in-
formed of a certain rich young man
who came to Christ asking Him, ““What
good shall I do that I may have life
everlas

sting 27 Jesusanswered. “*Thou

knowest the commandments;” after
which He enumerated the principal
precepts of the decalogue. The in-

quirer after eternal life answered:
““All these things have I kept from my
youth: what is yet wanting to me?
Jesus saith to him, If thou wilt be per
fect go sell what thou hast and give to
the poor, and thou shall have treasure
in heaven ; and come, follow me.”

Now it is clear that the giving up of
all that he possessed, and the entering
into the Apostolic community with
Jesus, without earthly goods, are not
required as means necessary to salva-
tion, and Jesus does not say they are
so. He at first what is
necessary, and after being told by the
young man that the latter had ful-
filled all this, He gives the counsels
of perfection, to sell his goods for the
benefit of the poor and to enter into his

If such were its object it would
probably be better received, but, like
the cases of heresy teaching which are
attracting so much attention, and ex-
citing so much commotion on this side
«f the Atlantic, it is an attack upon the
divine authority of Seripture, and
the whole fabric of Christian truth.

It does not appear probable that
Professor Harnack will prevail so far
as to secure the adoption of his views,
for nearly all the clerical conferences
have declared against them, and the
Protestant press generally take the

same view. Thus the Evangelical
Lutheran Conference expressed its

views on the subject in the following
terms :

‘1. Every effort made to deprive
the Church of the Apostles Creed is a
blow aimed at the face of the Church
of Christ.

2. The time has come when our
students of theology should be taken
from the influence of teachers who
subvert the foundations of our faith
and disturb our conscience.

3. That the Son of God was con-
ceived by the Holy Ghost and born
of the Virgin Mary is the ground itself
of Christianity ; it is the foundation
stone on which worldly wisdom shall
be shattered.”

This is one of many pronouncements
to the same effect, and we are pleased
to find that the efforts of the so-called
scientific eriticism, which has spread so
widely among German Protestants, has

throughout God's dealings with man.
But the Protestant doctrine, which
has always denied the utility of good
works, is the one which offends against
reason, and represents God as acting
against all the principles of justice.
We are commanded by God to fulfil
the law, which is to do good works,
yet we are told by Protestants that our
obedience is useless for salvation. We
may add that this doctrine is opposed
to the declaration of Christ recorded in
St. Matt. xxv, 34, from which it appears
that heaven will be awarded on ac-
count of good works done. Christ will
say on the day of judgment, ‘ Come
yve blessed of My Father possess the
kingdom prepared for you from the
foundation of the world ;" and this re-
ward is given to the just because of
their good works: ‘‘ForI was hungry
and you gave me to eat ; [ was thirsty,
and you gave me to drink, " etc.

If there is arrogance anywhere it is
to be found in the denial of the efficacy
of good works, which is almost the
only teaching which has characterized
all the sects of which Protestantism is
made up.

LATITUDINARIAN PROFIESSORS
OF THEOLOGY.

The Latitudinarian party among the
German Protestants are just now mak-
ing strenuous efforts to modernize the
Luthero-Calvinistic faith by abolish-
ing the Apostles’ Creed and substitut-
ing for it a new and brief formulary
in which *‘ the Gospel as brought out
by the Reformation shall be more
clearly and accurately expressed.”

The movement to this effect is led by
Professor Harnack, the occupant of the
Theological chair in the Theological
college of Berlin.  The Apostles'Creed,
besides being recognized officially as
part of the faith of the Protestant
Church of Germany, is used frequently
in the liturgy, in the ceremonial of
baptisms and other rites, the clergy,
andjespecially all theological professors,
being bound to swear in their profes-
sion of faith that they will uphold and
teach it.

The chief point of attack in the
Creed is the article which declares that
“ Jesus Christ . . . . Ouar Lord”
was ‘““conceived by the Holy Ghost,
born of the Virgin Mary.”

It is one of the tendencies of the Pro-
testantism of to-day to attempt to de-
prive the Blessed Virgin of the respect
which is due to her by reason of her
prerogative as Mother of God, and on
account also of her perpetual virgin-
ity. One of many evidences of this
was the warmth with which the Baptist
ministers of Canada honored Justin D.
Fulton not long since immediately
after, and in consequence of the dis-
vespectful terms in which he spoke of
the virginity of Mary.

But the controversy in Germany
does not turn upon this point. It is
really aimed at the personality of
Christ Himself, as the Redeemer of
mankind: It is founded wupon the
weakening faith of Protestants in the
divinity of Christ, and consequently
in belief in Him as having died to atone

It wouldappear
that by a singular fate nearly all the
theological seminaries succeed in plac-
ing into their Theological chairs pro-
fessors tainted with the neo-theologi-
cal views which aim at the destruction
of Christian faith.

This has been the case at Edinburgh,
where the Free Kirk General Assembly
itsclf sustains such a theological pro-
fessor. In New York and Cincinnati
professors of this kind are not sus-
tained, apparently, by the highest
authority of the Presbyterian Church,
but they are nevertheless able to
threaten a serious schism in the
Church should they be finally con-
demned ; and even in Canada, the
Methodist Victoria College found it
necessary only a few months ago to
deprive its theological professor of his
position on very similar grounds

It has long been the proud boast of
the Church of England that she isa
bulwark of Christian faith among
English-speaking communities ; but it
is well known that Free-Thought has
made great strides among her clergy
and laity also, so that there is a dis-
tinctly defined Broad Church party
within her fold. Bishop Colenso made
one of the most formidable attacks
upon the inspiration, and even the
historical truth, of Scripture which ap-
peared since the days of Voltaire ; and
the celebrated ¢ Essays and Reviews,”
which had the same purpose in view,
were all the work of distinguished
Anglican clergymen, some of whom
were afterwards even clevated to the

episcopate. A few wecks ago the
Rev. Mr. Brownjohn resigned his

office as chaplain to the Bishop of
Bath and Wells ‘“on the ground of the
discrepancy between the Church for-
mularies and the conclusions of modern
science.” This might not amount to
much in itself, as he has ceased to be a
clergyman of the Church, butin giving
his reasons for his action he states that
“‘geveral of the leading prelates have
renounced their belief in the historicity
of Adam, and have relinquished the
basis on which the doctrine of the Fall
as heretofore taught by the Church can
alone be maintained ;" and there is
very good reason to believe that he is
correct in his statemant.

It may be said indeed that the entire
Churches in these cases have not
reached the bottom of the down grade,
but they appear to be dangerously far
advanced on the incline, as the late
Rev. Mr. Spurgeon stated to be the
case with the Baptists also.

At this rate what will Protestantism
be half a century hence ?

THE EPIPHANY.

The word Epiphany is from the
Greek, in which language it signifies
a ‘‘manifestation.” The festival of
the Epiphany, celebrated on the 6th of
January, commemorates Christ's mani-
festation, or making Himself known to
the Gentiles.

The promise of a Redeemer as found
frequently recorded throughout the
Old Testament was made for the bene-
fit of all mankind, not for any special
race or nation. Thusin Jacob's pro-
phetical blessing of Juda, the patriarch
announces that ‘¢ the sceptre shall not
be taken away from Juda, nor a ruler
from his thigh till He come that shall
be the expectation of nations.” (Gen.
xlix, 10). Similarly the announce-
ment which God made to Abraham,
at a still carlier date was that ‘‘in
thee and thy seed all the tribes of the
earth shall be blessed.” (Gen. xxviii.
14.)

In contradistinction with this prom-
ise, the chosen people of God, before
the coming of Christ, were the Jewish
nation. The Gentiles, including all
nations outside of the Jews, gave
themselves to the service of false gods,
and the Jewish nation was chosen by
God to be the special recipient of His
favors, and the only people to whom
was given the gloriouslight of a divine
revelation.

From this time, though the nature
of Christ's mission on earth was not
fully known, it was understood that
God the Father designed him for the
accomplishment of an extraordinary
work among men.

But in the designs of God, Christ's
mission was to be made known to
others beside the Jews, and therefore
God made it known in some way to
several wise men of the East, that the
Saviour of mankind had been born in
Judea.

We are not told by what means
Almighty God informed these wise
men of the nature of the wonderful
event which had happened ; but it is
probable that the information was con-
veyed to them in a manner somewhat
similar to that by which it was given
to the shepherds of Judea; that is to
say, by a direct miraculous announce-
ment made to them.

Some have sup-
posed from this that the wisemen of
the East who came to adore our Lord
at Bethlchem were astrologers who by
such means as we have here indicated
knew of the birth of the Messias. But
the Hebrews, Chaldeans and other
Oriental nations applied the term
magi to philosophers who were skilful
in the real sciences, especially astron-
omy. We have not any reason, there-
fore, to suppose that the wisemen were
men who had devoted themselves to
the superstitions of astrology. They
were rather men of piety and science,
as far as the sciences were known in
that age.

among the princes of Juda ; for out
of thee shall come the captain that shall
rule my people Israel.’

King Herod, therefore, sent the wiso-
men forward to enquire concerning
the birth of the child, saying : ““Go
and diligently inquire after the child,
and when you have found him bring
me word again that I also may come
and adore him.”

EXTREME UNCTION.

Our correspondent ** Enquirer " asks
us some further questions on the sub-
ject of Extreme Unction.

In reply to a former question we
mentioned that Extreme Unction is a
sacrament instituted for the spiritual
strength and comfort of the dying or
those in danger of death by sickness.

‘“Enquirer " points out that St.
James (v. 1b,) ‘“‘expressly mentions
the healing of the sick as a necessary

result in every case of the ceremony
to which he refers, and it
why this (restoration to physical health)
should not always be produced equally
with the health of the soul " when the
sacrament of extreme unction is ad-
ministered ?

There is no doubt that a frequent
effect of the sacrament of ex-
treme unction was the healing of
the  sick, especially in  the
early agos of the Church's existence,
when it was the divine will to use
miracles extensively for the purpose of
convincing the world of the truth of
the Christian religion. This fact is
clearly proved by ecclesiastical history.
We know, kowever, that God does not
operate so many miracles at the present
time. We can easily imagine why
this is the case. His Church has been
established on a firm foundation, and
the proofs of her truth are now so
clear that new evidences in the
miraculous order are not needed as
they wore in the beginning. The
miracles themselves are part of the
evidence by means of which the claim
of the Church of Christ to be divine is
proved good and valid. When once
miracles enough had been wrought to
establish this claim, they ceased to be

80 frequent,
necessary for God's purpose,

The power of working miracles is,
however, very positively given by our
Lovd to His Apostles, and even to true
believers, in general terms.
Thus: *“ Aud these signs shall follow
them that believe: In My name they
shall cast out devils : they shall Sp:‘.’li&
with new tongues: they shall take up
serpents ; and if they shall drink any
deadly thing it shall not hurt them :
they shall lay their hands upon the sick
and they shall recover.” (St Marlk,

FIVE-MINUTE SERMONS,

The Epiphany.
FOLLOWING GOD'S GUIDANCE,

Be ye therefore, followers of God, as most
dear children. (Ern.v. 1)

My dear brethren, these are not
words of counsel or good advice ; they
are words of command, written by
St. Paul. This command is to follow
God, and to follow Him as most dear
chitdren, obediently as the Magi did
of old. What is it to follow God ?
It is to do at least as much as we do
when we follow any one great man.
How do we act then? We seek to
be with him a great deal. We listen
to his every word. We do as he does.
We adopt His views of things. We
repeat what he teaches. Neither do
we dare to differ from him, fear
that people will say that we have no
sense ; nor do we venture to act in
any manner opposed to his ways of
doing. In a few words, 4 man who
is followed is the leader in fashion,
in taste and style. Everybody
approves his ways, and imitates them.
His friends have also the friendship
of the world, simply because they are
his friends. Any one whoem he
approves and recommends is listened
to and followed because he has re-
commended him. If we want to follow
God, He does noc really require, out-
wardly, any more than men require
of us to follow them.

But how can we do this?

First : Seek to be with God a great
deal. Where is He, that we may find
Him? God is everywhere, and is
always found by looking for Him and
seeking for Him diligently in prayer ;
for prayer keeps us near to God and
God near to us. And He is always
on the altar ; hear Mass not only on
Sundays, but now and then on week
days ; visit the Dlessed Sacrament,

Secondly : Listen to His every word.
God speaks to our souls in prayer,
not with a voice like the voice of a
man, but in His own sweet and quiet
way. We must listen attentively to
hear the gentle words of God, not with
our outward ears of the body, but
with the ability to hear that is within
our souls—the ability of the soul to
hear the voice of a spirit speaking to
our spirit. God also speaks to us
through His Holy Word in the Sacred
Seriptures, in the Epistle and Gospel
set apart for each Sunday of the year,
in the writings of holy men and
women, in the teachings of Christian
parents and friends. But the most
important way in  which God has
tauzht, and continues to teach us all,
is by m:ans of His Church. When
we listen to her words, in sermons and
other instructions, we hear the word
of God.

Thirdly : Do as God does.  Try to
be like Him, and Him alone. Take
care to do always the thing that is
right. Try hard to be loving, merci
ful, forgiving, and geatle to all, even
vour enemies.  When we have any-
thing to do, we must say, would God
do this way or that way? When we
meet with cruel treatment from others,
with ingratitude and base injustice
from those we love, we must say at
once, how does God treat those who
do these things? How does He treat
me notwithstanding my many, many
sins ? I shall go and do to these bad
people as He has done to me. I shall
even bless them, as He has blessed
me.

Lastly : If we want to follow God,
at least as well as we follow a great
man whom we have made a leader
among us, we are sure to honor his
friends, and obey those he sends to usin
his name. Who are these? Not
only all good people, but especially
our pastors and spiritual directors.
The pastor or parish priestis a man
sent by God to mike sure of the
success of God's work in his parish.
Any one who follows God in that
parish unites heart and soul with his
priest to help him carry out his plans.
If any one wants to get the greatest
amount of merit for his good deeds,
he is sure to get it by following ffrst
these plans; for the priest stands
as a father among his children. He
knows the good and the bad, the rich
and the poor. He knows what is best
for each. He is the best adviser as
to what ought to be done, and as to
the way it is to be done. In charities
he is certainly the best leader. Private
works and charities are good, it is
true ; but the first duty, after one's
own necessities are cared for, is to
follow the order of God, in aiding the
parish work through the pavish priest
and his assistants. We may safely
say that one act done for God, in
union with those put over us by Him,
is worth in heaven, and here also,
many good works done simply because
we like to do them our own way.

To follow God, then, is to follow as
dear children. We must consent to
be led by God in all things connected
with duty, just as little chiidven are
led by their fathers and mothers.
We must take care, at least, that we
follow His lead, and not show more
honor to others than we do to Him.

Important Letter from the Grand
Presldent.

Office of the Grand President,

Brockville, Dec. 25, 16892,
To the Members of the C. M. B. A.in
Janada :

Bromuers—I notice in the last issue
ofthe C. M. B. A. Jowinal that a report
is in circulation that **a compromise
has been reached, which will allow of
two Grand Councils in Quebee.”

Let me assure you that there is
not a particle of truzh in such report.
No compromise of any character what-
ever has been made with any Council
or person in reference to this matter,
and no such compromise as suggested
can or will be made. There is no
authority vested in any person or
persons to make such a compromise.

It is also said in the same article that
statements are being made by Supreme
Depatics and others favorable to a
Grand Council for the Province of
Quebee, that a  charter has heen
granted, and a telegram just received
by me from Supreme President Me-
(i'urry confirms this statement.  The
matter has now been brought to a focus
by this breach of our agreement by the
Supreme President, and it now remains
for us to settle the difficulty in a court
of law.

This charter has been granted in
direct opposition to the expressed
wish of the vast majority of the
membership and branches  in the
Province of Quebec—in opposition to
the protests of this Grand Couneil
in contravention of the terms of our
reemont  with the Supreme Coun

contrary to the advice of the
Supreme Solicitor given in his letter
to me, and repeated by him to the
Sapreme  President and Trustees at
Rochester  this month — contrary
to the opinion of the Supreme Com-
mittee on Laws—contrary to the ad-
vice and opinion of every member of
the Committee of lawyers appointed
by the Grand Council of Canada to
deal with this question—and in breach
of the promise made by the Supreme
President to me at Rochester, that he
would not grant such a charter on the
petitions already presented, and that
in any event no charter would be
granted until after Slst December
instant.

Such being the case, the duty of the
executive of the Grand Council of
Canada jaite clear.  We have no
doubts whatever as to the correctness of
our position, and consider oursclves
in duty bound to take every step neces
sary to protect the interestsof thisGrand
Council and the majority of the Quebec
membership who have loyally stood by
their votes at Hamilton, and their
determination to preserve the unity of
the Canadian brotherhood.  The ma
jority of members in Quebec who have
expressed their desire to remain with
the Grand Council can rest assured
that no effort will be spared to prevent
this breach of our compact with the
SupremeCounciland the attempt to rule
a majority with a minority. Those
branches which have decided to re
main with us cannot be compelled to
enter a Grand Council so formed.
The Grand Council of Canada will see
to it that their rights are preserved to
them,
