“When,” says a contemporary, *“the followers of Robert Owen in
England, Go years ago, declared for ro hours as a day’s work instead of the
12 to 14 thenrequired in shops and factorics, the London Times declared
such a scheme to be ¢ preposterous, revolutionary and ruinous to British
industriecs.' This glowing prediction was not realized, and at the presont
time a working day of ten hours or longer is the exception a . ! not the rule
among the mechanics in England.” The above paragraph is more than
emphasized by the almost universal domonstrations of the 1st May. There
is no mistaking tho signs of the times. An eight hour day of labor, if the
workman so wills it, is far nearer of accomplishment to-day than was a ten
hour day at the time mentioned. ’

The Minister of Agriculture has asked Parliament for an appropriation
in order that extensive experiments in forestry may be prosecuted in the
North-West. TFour stations are to be established this year and hundreds of
thousands of troes, which have already been found to be sufliciontly hardy
to survive in that climate, will be planted. Those trees will be grown
almost wholly from seed, it having been found, contrary to the popular rotion,
that in the course of say ten years a tree which has leon grown frum the
seed will make more progress than one which has been transplanted. In
other words, the transplanted tree will lose more in the process than the
diffe-ence between the sced plant and the tvo-yoar-old tree. The experi-
ment, which, if successfully carried out, will alter the whole face and

|| climatic conditions of the ** great lone land,” will be watched with the deep-

est interest, and will probably stimulate a like proc.ss to counteract the
rapid dopletion of the forests in other parts of the Dominion.

tioas, is proo.” positive that it is not a party organ, and henceit is bad taste
upon the part of our liberal cuntempurarics to endeavor to place the party
stamp apon vur publication, and by implicativn to attribute an independent
upinion to what they are pleased to designate as frum a Tory source.

The Short Line delegation from the Board of Trade, Halifax, have had
an interview with the Government. but nothing definitz in r-gard to the
subsidy to the Grand Trunk and Temiscouata Lme was clicited. The
DeBertram Syndicate, according to Sir John Thompson, is in the fizld with
an ofter to build cither of tho Shurt Lines upon Leing granted a subsidy of
810,000 per mile. To entertain this offer, or to delay for another session
the cunsideration of a grant towards the buiidieg of a Shert Line, would be
a severe blow to Halifax, If the Grand Trunk cunstracts tne branch line
there will be a certainty that with {ts through cuancctions the supply of
freight will test the capacity of the road and greatly inctease the business
of this city. If an independent syndicate securc the construction, the
whole mattor is liable to degenerateinto a speculation in which the interests
of Halifax will have litile or no consideration. However, it is wcll to hope
for the best, and to await as patiently as possible the appearaace of the sup-
plementary estimates, which may provide for the coastruction of the
Edmuaston and Moncton branch without further delay.

An important liquor law decision has baen recently rendered by the
Supreme Court of the United States, which may possess an cven more
extended and gencral interest in view of the persistent attempts at probibi-
tory legisiation of those who believe in compulsory morality. Iowa is a
State in which the sale of liquor is prohibited. Iilinois brewers sent there
soaled kegs of beer, which were offered for sale by tho consignee in the
oniginal packages. He was prosecuted fur illegal sale, and judgment given
against him in the Supreme Court of Iowa. That of the United States,
Lowever, on appeal, over-ruled the decision, holding that Congress has the
exclusive right to regulate inter-state trade, and that the right of transportation
implics the right of the consignee to scll unbroken packages. As there is no
limit to the size of packages, the thirsty man uf Iuwa mill probably be able to
procure in this way any small quantty he may {rad conscnient or desirsble.
What steps the Prohibition States may take, or waat Cungress may coucede
remains to be seen, but at present it would seem that in some matters the
several'States of the Union are even more liable to check from the Federal
power than are our Provinces by the Dominion Parliament.
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Among other localities Prince Edward Islind has been singled out by
the pessimists as an example of the **exodus” which is assumed to be
going on at arate which threatons depopulation.  School statistics, however,
fail to confirm the desirod showing. Tha school population which in 189;
numbered only 16.000 now cxceeds 23,000, an-increasce of nearly 5o per
cent. in twelve years, Tlus may not appear to be a very rapid advance,
but it is inconsistent with the * depopulation by exodus” theory. ‘The
exodus howl will bo found to abate its volume of w.il as the census year
draws nearer and nearer,

A hill is now pending in the American Senato which exceeds instrin-
gency against the Chinese anything yet enacted. Canadion legistation as
yet, to the credit of the Dominion, falls a good deal short of that of the
United States in its distegard of the intornational rights of Chinamen, and
it is to be rearetted that wo have given way to following so unconscien
tious an example even at a long distance. Tho recent spectacle of au
unfortunate Chinaman kicked from pillar to post, and actually kept on the
Niagara suspension bridge for a number of houts, was scatcely creditable
to the christianity, or even dGecent hospitality, of cither nation.

It is by ho means au infrequent occurrenco to us to notice in the columns
of some of our country contemporaries our editorial notes, {c., inserted
without acknowledgement of any kind. We are but litle disposed to cavil
in ordinary cases—small fault-finding and over-punctiliousness not being at
all to onr taste—~but we cannot refrain from hinting to a northern contem-
porary which is, morcover, so good a paper that it can well afiord to claim
no credit but that which rightfully belongs to it, that it is scarcely fair
juurnalism, not only to appropriate a pearly entire letter of a apecial,
regular and particularly bright contributor to Tag CriTic, without the slightest
acknowledgment of its source, but to alter the heading of a contribution
written cspecially ané exclusively for this journal.

As might have beeu auticipated the indefensible aclion of General
Middleton has produced its natural result in an opposition motion for the
repeal of that section of tho Militia Act which prescribes that the Com-
mander of the Canadian Militia shall be an Imperial Field Officer. We
expressed our opintan on this point last week. Sooner or later the country

looks for General Middleton’s resignation, which, however, will hardly con-:

stitute atonement for the slur his itl-advised course of action has brought on
Imperial officers.  Of course well-informed people know that there aro
more Outrams, Havelocks and Gordons in the Service than there are men
who allow cupidity to over ride the truo military sease of honor, but there
are some people who are aut well-informed.

Dr. Goldwin Smith secms to have his counterpart in Australia. in the
person «f Sir Charles Lilley, the Chief Justice of Queensland, to whose
separatist utterances we had recently cccasion to refer, but which appear to
have been received with the general condembation of Australian public
opinivn. ** No practical statesman,” says the Australasian, *‘no man of
average common sensv, can believe in the prophecics of Sir Charles Lilley,
who bus 1aken w the busiuess of the seer 100 late in life to have any hopes
of creating a body of faithful adherents, His imagination is lively but
uncontrolled— it wants fix ng to the ground like a captive balloon.” Taking
to the seer busi: oss too fare 10 life has been also the err..r in judgment of
the ematic and discontented ex Oxford professor, and the same indifference
to his vaticioations seems to atiend him as that which is meted out to his
antipodean coadjutor in disaffection.

It is difficult to resist the irpression that there is something spasmodic
in the freqient manifesioes and apparent new departutes of the German
Emperor ; and the sprech of the new Chancellor, General Von Caprivi, at
the opening of the Prussian Diet seems to reveal the fact that the Kaiser
and his Minister fail to gra<p the tendencies of the Empire to constitutional
libsrty of spcech, The new Chancrllor—and it cau scarcely be without
Imperial prompting—announces his determination to curtail instead of
enlarge the sphere of newspaper information, and even intimates that the
Government will retain newspapers in its own interest for the purpose of
influencing public opinion abroad It is not easy to imagine a system
nlore calculaled to foster discantent and the radicalism which the Imperial
power so dislikes, and of which it stands in wholesome dread. Its effect
will undoubtedly be the still more rapid spread of democrstic ideas, and
seems dirccily to provoke rebellion against a star-chamber ministry and a
muzzled press, .

The accommodation of the Provincial Museum, the Iastitute of Science
and the Art School in one central building is an idea that meets with very
eneral approval amoog the citizens of Halifax. A petition to the City
ouncil to grant a site for this building en the southern end of the grand
parade has been very largely signed by the business, professional and
working wen of Halifax, snd will no doubt receive due consideration at
the bauds of the City Council. That a handsome building upon the site
named would improve the general appearance of the parade goes without
saying, but it has been urged that the occupation of this site would in a
measure close up one of the lungs of the city. To speak of lungs in a
crowded metropolis and to acknowledge the need of them is justifiable, but
to raise the point in Halifax is superfluous, seeing that our city with a lenygth
of three miles has an average breadth of little more than half a mile, that
it ia flanked on the cast by the open harbor, and on the west by the Citadel
Hill and an ex'ensive comuwon. Such a buildiog as that proposed should
occupy & prominent snd conveaient site, and the one suggested is excelleut
and deserves the hearty endorsation of progressive Halifaxians.

Sonc of our discontented compatriots—if any compound of the word
patriot can be legitimately applied to our unpatriotic pessimists—seem every
now and again to derivre n measure of comfort and consolation from the
blatancy of o few Australian secessionists. Siys Sir Arthur Hodgson,
whom we have quoted in another note,.** Our colonies have nothing to gain
but everything to lose by secession—an absurd idea limited to the addled
brains of a few young and inexperionced Australian politicians fired by the
perusal of impassioned post-prandial eloquence.”

It is reported that the increasing and apparently inourable deafness of
the Princess of Wales has become a source of great anxiety to the Royal
Family. 1f other reports which have been recently circnlated are ot all
correct it is to De feared that the state of the Princess’ health altogether is
far from satisfactory.  Should it, unhappily, not improve it would be a
matter of sinceiz sorrow to the people nmoung whomshe is so popular. There
are also continuous rumors of the incressing infirmity of Her Majesty the
Queen, which, it is to be hoped, is not so serious or decided as would
appear, . ~

We are continually hearing of the enormity of the debt of Cauada,
which amounts, let us say, to $250,000.000. It is instructive to take note
in this connection of the following passage from a paper read before tho
Royal Colonial Instituter by Sir Arthur Hodgeon, a vetoran Australian
politician :—*The borrowing power of our Australian Colonies would
appear to bo unlimited, amounting to the almost incredible sum of £1y0,-
000,000 sterling—all raised by debentures in England on Colonial securities,
endorsed by the British flag ; butin theevent of a possible secession—which
is too ridiculous to conternplate--to what serious extent would the value
of these debentures be effected?” £170,000,000 would represent a sum of
noarly $800,000,000 for a population of 3,000,000.

The retail prico of camphor has, we loarn, advanced this spring to
double its former cost, first because of its comparatively limited supply,
and secondly by reasen of the number of naw uses in arts, science and
manufactute which have of late been found for it. The camphor forests
of Japan are at present the only source of supply in any considerable
quantity, and, although better and less wasteful processes of collecting the
gum bave recently displaced the old Japansse methods, there is every
prospect of a great scarcity. Among the causes which are exhausting the
available supply, celluloid, which is every day coming into more widely
extended use, and is composed of camphor aud gua-cotton, absorbs a con-
tinually increasing proportion, but it appears that camphor is an important
constituent part of the new smokeless potwder with which all Europe is now
trying to fill its magazines, and the demand for this purpose will cast into
the shade that of any othor manufacture: Unloss, therefore, the powder
concoctors succeed in discovering some other substance to take its place
thero will soon be no camphor in the world available for its old-time uses,
and as the scarcity will be a reality even the cheinists will not make their
usual proportionate profits out of it.

We have had the pleasure of an interview with 2 gentleman of the
Newfoundland delegation wbo has had access to the text of the treaty of
1713, and to all the original documents connected with and bearing upon
it. This gentleman is thoroughly posted on the Freach fisheries question,
and we gather authoritatively from him that the privileges accorded by the
treaty wero merely permissive—te catch fish and to erect stages and
temporary buildings for their curing. As usual, undue concessions were
on the point of being mado by the English diplomatist entrusted with the
negotiation, but they werc fortunately nover formulated. The British
Government has, therefor:, an undoubtedly clear case,. and it is one
which it will be a lasting disgraco to the Empire, apart from other
serious considerations, to fail in upholding with the sternest resolution. It
is beyond s11 question that no such thing as lobster-packing ever occurred
to the parties to the treaty for the simple reason that no such process was
then, or for mure than a century afterwards, dreamed of, and it is_cqually
beyond question that no concessions ta France were contemplsted which
were calculsted to interfere with the natural rights of the people of New-
foundland, little as the Colony and its industries were valued at that now
remote date. .

The Mississippi is, among the great rivers of the world, unique. Instead
of deepening its bed it lifts up, by the continuous depomt of silt by itself
and its great tributaries, its whole valley higher and higher. It has done
80 through the past ages, and continues to do so with unfailipg vigor snd
effect. The more immediate effect of the process is the averflow of its banks,
more especislly in the lower portion of its course. Sixteen hundred miles
of *“levees” have been the result of the conmstant endeavor to confine
the everrising wate.3 and obviate the damayge and .dsngers of the
overfiow, and 1t is now evident that the ** levees ” must be extended and
built greater than ever. “ A river,” says the Montreal Witness, ¢ whose
tendency is to loiter on its way and build its bed still higher, must be con-
tracted, forced into a narrow way and sent hurrying to the sea with its Joad
of sediment, and the broad and fertile valley, which is in many instances
lower than tho surface of a river prone to enormous fluctuations in volume,
wmust be saved from being deluged. The Mississippi Commission of the
United States, a body of experts who have control of the Federal Govern-
ment's ioterests upon the river, are strougly in favor of a perfect levee
system under which the channel of the river will be so contracted that it
will be forced to scour ont its channel and to carry alt its sediment to the
Gulf of Mexico.” The expense will, of course, be both continuous and

It is proposed to continue the road into the
Saanich settlement, so that the famers can take advantage of it to come into
the city. Freight traflic would also be handled. A scheme is also on foot
to build electric tramways conuecting Vancouver and New Westminster with
agricultural settlements in their districts.

RUSSIAN STUDENTS AND NIHILISM.

indor ordinury circumslancos any attempt to obstruct oducation and
enlightonmont would coustituto aa act of almost senseless barbarism. Without
accopting, it may Lo usoful o recount the arguments officially put forward
in Rusgin at the present timo in defonco of the retrograde policy of imperial
administration. The object which the latter proposas toattain by restricting
access to the universities and high sehools is to diminish tho vast number of
collego graduates, who, being unable to obtaiu employment which they con-
sider worthy of thoir scholastic attainments, hecomeo discontented with their
lot, embittered ogainst both Guvernment and society, and form the kernel
and backbone of the Nihilist movement, Amongtbo sudden and advaunced
reforms inaugurated by the Cuzar after his accession to the throne in 1856
was one which practically rondered education, even in tho highost hranches
of scienco, almost entiroly free, As the oxponse was merely nomioal, liber-
ated sotfs, petty tradesmen and poor artisins made it a point to seud their
sons 10 the college und university with tho conviction that successful studics
would necrssarily involve lucrative and iniluontial appointients ju the ser-
vico of the Governmont,

Unfortunstely, tho Governwent was, and has contivued to be, crowded
with tho sons of tho wealthier and more aristocratic classes. It was cutirely
closed to Jews, and utterly unablo to moet the multitudinous dewands of
the candidates for employment. Ilussia is a8 yot so poorly developed as
regards trade and wanufacture—agriculture coustituting tho principal
pationsl industry—that tho students could find no carcer open to them.
The absence of any technical training at the university rendered their ser-
vices upavailable in connection with the progress of Russian industry, and
they were too proud of thair classical and sciontific accomplishments to con-
descend to follow the humble pursuits of their fathers. Without profession,
without regular means of existence, and dangorous on account of their nsem-
ployed learning ond kuowledge, they bLecame the nuclous of the Nihilist
party, with tho object of obtaining through au overthrow of the oxisting
order, both of government and of sociely, the means of livelihood which
are now denird to them,

At lonst 90 per cent. of the Nihilists brought to trial during the last fif-
teen years have belonged to tho student or college graduate class, and in
~lwost every case thoy havo heon the tons of either some poasant or petly
tradesman. ‘The late Count Lolstoi was tho firat to realize the peril to the
monarchy which was constituted by this vast body of higbly educated wen
without employwent or means of existence, and held that it was unreason-
abie for the Government to afford gratuitous instruciion and training to the
very persons who wero destined to become its wost dungerous obemios.
Duripg the reign of the late Czar he attempted in vain to restric tho edu-
cational system. so far as the higher branches of science wors concerned. 1t
was not until two years ago that he was able to enforce hig ideas, and to
issuo an impetial decreo debarring the masses fiom access to the universities.
It was projected at tho time to ovrganizo for the lower classos a system of
technical and trade schools for instruction in tho various forms of manual
abor. But theso bavo not yet been established.

Sinco Count Tolstoi's death last year his policy bas been continued with
undiminished vigor oy the present Minister of Public Iustructiun, Count
Delispofl. Decrees destinod to regtrict education follow in rapid succes«ion,
ard havo led to the present student riots, which the Ceir has takon as o
pretext for closing all the universities of the empire.  Mile. ‘Fchobrikova. iv
ner recont public lettor to the Imperor, likened the new educational policy
of Russia to that practiced by the Spsrtaus when they deprived their slaves
of their oyesight, and stigmatized it a3 beiog equally barbarous. The cow-
parison is a good one, ‘The distressing statn of affairs whizh has been made
hin excuse for svch reactiocary measures on the part of the Russian Govern

ment is truly deplorable.

The works are quite extousive, the
buildings cover 160 x 55 foot divided into 6 compartmonts, viz: fouudry,
wachine shop, blackswith shop, woid and pittern shop, and finishing and
psint shop, all most commodious. ‘The pattorn aud machine shop aro fitted
up oqual to anything of the sizo in the country, and thoy claim to have as
fine if not finor ret of circular saw mills, cylinder stavo sawing machine,
self-feod lath machine, shingle aud heading sawivg machine, and heading
turper patterns as can be fouad iu the Dominion. The machine shop is
filled with tho best and lateat improved tools that can be fouud, and is
propsrod for heavy work. Tho foundry will be at work very soou. They
aro waking spocinitios of Mumford’s improved shinglo machine and circular
saw mill. Tho shingle machine has boen upon the market for some yours,
and they aro now solling on tho fifth hundred ; the machine has sv often
beon improved that they are now vorkiug off tho fifth sst of pattorns. The
incresso of manufacturing intorests in this valley is as it should be, for wnere
thero aro numbers thoro are patrons drawn to look for advautages in pur-
chasing. We loarn that all out foundries and machine shops are doing woll.

The Oxford Manufscturivg Cowpany, Woollen Manufacturers, Oxford,
omploy about 50 hauds. They have rocently mado soveral iwmprovements,
mainly in the lino of excellenco of productions, Their pattorns are more
attractive than ever, while tho quality of the cloths if snytbing is an
improvement over past years, in which—covering uearly a quarter of o
contury—~ the Oxford goods havo carned and maintained their high roputa.
tion. Inside tho mill, howaver, may be seon some lato additions in
machinery, viz., automatic feéding machines in the carding rooms, the object
of theso being to give an ovennvss of texturo to the cloth which cinuot bo
had by the old method of hand{ooding of wool on to the cards. Iu the
finishing mill is & handsome steam press, the use of which eflects a saving
of gome 36 hours in the finishing of a picce of cloth, Tho work being
done now in one hour occupied 1% days formerly. The output of the mills
runs up to about 190000 yards annuslly, beeides a lerge quantity of
yarn, ‘The quantity of wool consuwmed is about 125,000 1bs., and no
shoddy is used, The waste from the mill is exported, and no doubt
often returns in imported shoddy clothing. They have shipped soveral
lots of cloths recently to the L’acific coast. The bulk of the demsnd,
thereforo, is itoported goode of finer grades of wool than this country pro-
duces. They havo lately introduced some styles containing small proportions
of imported wools which have been favorably received, but consider it more
to the interest of our own country to uso the wool we produce than to sond
their monoy abroad for foreign waols, which give perhaps a finer eftect, but
not the same durability and satisfaction to the consumer who wants his
clothing to stand bard wear and bo within tho resch of moderate means.

Mr. Rhodos, of Rhodes, Curry & Co., arrived horo on Wednesday week
with a numbor of carpentors to work on the Pust Office building. I'he walls
are now woll up and the socond floor will bo laid downabout thefirst of tho
week, ‘lhe firm and their cnorgetic foroman, r. Horne, deserve great
credit for the way they have rushed along the work.—Annupolis Speclator,

Messts, C. C. Ricbards & Co., druggists, ete., of Yarmouth have vecontly
put into their conveunient store an $800 soda apparatus. Thoir laboratory
for tho manufacture of Minard's Linunent isa building 60x30 ft. Thoy
cmploy 12 hauds continually in this branch of their business, and keep tw.
double teams on tho 101d all the year. Their weekly output is stated to hu
about 10,000 bottles, including an Oantario business thoy began last year.—
Annapolis Spectator.

We seo that the total amount of ice cut in Now Brunswick tbis winter
will amount to about 175,000 or 130,000 tons, Tho shipmeants for the pre-
sont aro probably aboutal an end, as the ico houses in New York are nosrly
filled.

It is not so genorally
known that a few iiles further cast nt Lawrencotown there aro two fine
sand boaches, ono over a milo 1n length, whore surf bathing may be enjoyed
coupled with tho greatest privacy. Brst of all suporior accommodations are
to beobtained in the commodious homestoad of Charles McDonald, whero por-
foct cleanliness provails, and whero well-cooked meals, comfortable beds, and
large, airy, well-furmshed rooms leavo littic in the way of sreature comforts
to bo desired. Tho house stands in a commanding position overlooking tho
ocean, and the viow soaward over the tumbling breakors is simply superb
Good fishing and shooting nre to bs had almost at the door, and the drive
of fourteen wiles from Ilalifax over fairly good roads is a most enjoyable
one.

Tho two funerals, Mrs, Forest’s and Mr, Secton’s, took place on Sun
day afternoon and wore largely attended. The grave in which the remains
of Mis, Forrest wore placod was lined with moss and Mayflowers. Many

ladios and childron wore present.

The past winter has DLeen a decidedly musical soason, ths number of
successful concorts being greater than usual. And the end is not yet. Noxt
week tho Orpheus Club will give their opera season, which promises to be a
treat. Tickets have been sclling briskly and good houses are assured for the
12th, 13th, 15th and 16th of the month., The * Bohemian Giri” is so well
known that a different sclection would have better ploased a large section of
the patrons of the Orpheus Club.

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PARLIAMENTARY REVIEW.

Dosnistox.—~Whilo our peoplo are engaged in discussing political ques-
tions of a provincial character, our representatives in Ottawa are busily
omployed in sessional woik, and as yet there aro no indications of adjourn-
ment. The Hon, Edward Blake, whose abilities as a speaker and a thinker
are recognized on both eides of the House, is no longer a political recluse,
and is apparently again prepared to shoulder bis share of parliamentary
responsibilities. In order that thoe opinion of the judiciary committee of the
privy council should be obtained on important questivns without unnecoss-
ary delay, he has framed a measure which gives the government authority
to submit all questions to this committes without having to obtain the spec-
ial anction of parliament. ‘I'bis abolishes much red tapo, and enables tho
government to obtain decisions in a comparatively short time. In a discus-
sion as to the branchee of the L. C. Railway, the questivn as to tho right of the
government to sell out this road to a private company was dealt with at
length. The Hon. Peter Mitchell took the ground that this railway was oue
of tho guarantees of confederation, but the government held that the condi-
tion was fulfilled when the I. C. Railway was completed, and that itg opera-
tion was quite another matter. Mr. Lisenhaur is keoping tho sawdust
question well to tho front, but in tho absonce of the Minister of Marine no
point can be gained. The consensus of opinion appears to bo against allow-
ing the sawdust to Le turned into the river, but it does not yot appear why
the LaHave should be kept strictly within the lettor of the law, while ¢ther
rivers are oxempt. The Maritime Provinces havo beon sending doputation
sfter deputativn to urge this or that railway enterprise, but so far nothing
definito has resulted. Tho deputation from the Board of Trade favoring the
building of the link of the G. T, Rsilway between Edmunston and Monc-

ton, was recoived most cordislly by the membors of the government, butthe
prowisos of aid are as yot vague augd uncertsin. Tho tariffon the I C. rail-
way has beon re-adjusted and tho farmers along the line of railway can now
ship produco at reasonsblo rates. 'Tis a pity that tho ssmo could not be
said of tho tariff on the W, & A Railway, which in its shortsighted policy
disoriminntes agaivst Halifax. Our iron industries should now flourish, as
parliamont has ngroed to give a bonus of two dollars per ton for all pig iron
wanufactured in Canada. Tho goveramont hss determined to pursuo a
lively inunigration policy, and its efforts in this direction are worthy of
public commendation. At length we aro to have a bureau of labor statistics,
and as this is o liberal movement and in the best interest of working mon,
wo sincerely trust that the bureau may be conducted with ekill and ecffici-
ency.  Wo have ou our office shelves the printed roports of a similar bureau
established somo years ago in tho United States, and if the information col.
lected and compiled in Canada is as roliablo and as useful as that gathered
by the Washington suthoritics, our working men will indeed have causo to
congratulate thomsolves upon this new dopsrturo. The Hon. A.G. Jones
is endeavoring to lesson the hardebips and risks of our dory fisherman by
makivg tho owners of bankers supply these frail craft with an extra allow-
auce of foud and water, as well as a compass.  Yor the presont this move-
mont has beon quashed, but bumanity domands that it shall receive the
attention of our logislators at an early dato, which no doubt it will. In the
United States tho time balls which drop from the top of high masts at noon,
give to cities and towns oxictness in time which they otherwise would not
cujoy  Halifax has its time honored 12 o'clock gun, at the sound of which
every citizon takes out his watch to noto whether tho gun is ahead or behind
time, but its unreliability as a time guide is too well-known in the city to
require commont. The Ottawa authorities have beon endeavoriug to arrange
with the telegraph companies to have tho time ball system introduced into
Canada, but we understand that tho Canadian companics demand pay for
the work, although the American compaunies perform it gratuitously.

COMMERCIAL.

The weok under roview has developed no chango and business has moved
along without any noticeable alteration in tho position. On the whole the
volume continues moderate, but, of courso, there is some accossion of orders
as tho season advances, though thoy are, genorally spoiking, for limited
quantities for which the purchaser hes a reasonablo outlet in tho immediate
futuro. In fact, as we have noted from time to time during tho spring,
caution predominates in all branches of trade. A roasonable amount of faith
in the futuro of course oxists, but the majority of traders scom determined to
avoid all quicksands. This policy, though it rostricts business to compara-
tively decroased limits, is viewed with satisfaction by everybody, for it usu-
ally induces a sound trade condition. Our reports of the differont branches
of business this week roveal the samo features, the most noticeablo boing the
stiffening tendency of the leather market, consequent upon the advance in
hides, and a fairly active feeliug in some lines of grocery specisltios.

Tho Newfoundland seal fishery has closed for the season and the result
is, in the main, satisfactory ; for, though the catch this year was only 207,000
as against 307,000 last year, the soals taken this yoar ave farsuperior to those
capturd during several years past, and their value will average 30 to 50 por
cent. higher than those of last year. This is attributed to the fact that they
were not laken before the 24th of March, when the seals were well grown,
Tho woathor having been favorable thoy were unususlly lirge and plump.
It is probable that, despite the diminished numbors, the cish returns will
oxceed those from last year's catch, even without any onhancement in the
prices for fat, oil or hides which are sold by woight.

It is ovident that a very large cattle business will bo done this year
between Canada and Great Britain.  About forty steamers aro booked to
leave Montroal during the present month with cargoos aggregating nesrly
20,000 hoad of cattle  If the exports continuo at tho same ratio until the
close of navigation the exports from that port will exceed 100,000 head.
Hslifax and other ports will contribute their respective quotas, so that wo
shall not bo surprised to learn at the end of the shipping season that Cin-
ada hae contributed abaut 200,000 hoad of cattle to the food supply of the
‘““old country.” It mry be doubted whethor this country csu supply so
many beef creatures, but, if the markets contiuue good on the other sids,
beasts will be found forthcoming from whore it is not genorally known that
any exist. Much could and ought to be done here in the way of affording
ample facilities for providing water and food for the animals whilo waiting
shipment hence, and wo trast that the authorities who have such matters in
hand will fully attend to this important duty.

Dry Goops.—The week has not shown any material change, and trade
has been a little quieter if anything for tho roason that the recent weather
has been unfavorabloe 10 the movement iu the country. On the whole trade
is modorate and wholesale men seom determined to discount the large stocks
of fall goods which are known to have been carried over from last season by
ordoring fall supplies in a very cautious way, 28 evidenced by tho action of
buyers on the other side, and reports from the mills throughout Caunada
which state that, though orders are boing placed, they are in less quantity
than lest year'a, Spring goods have been"protty well broken into, and sort-
ing orders covering general lines aro coming in more frooly from quits a
nuwber of sections, Complaints regarding remittances are, however, num-
orous, and msny country worchants are being carried by our wholesalo
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houses until times improve. Cotton goods aro steady and a good trade
thorein is confidently snticipated during tho .oming season. Woollous aro
quiot, Still a fow moro sortivg requiremonts havo beon noticod of lato,
especially for Canvadian cloths which aro gradually supplanting foroign
manufuctures.

Tnox, HARbwaRrE AN MuraLs.—Tho dull and casy feelivg to the iron
market is unaltered, snd the only developmens aro in the way of lower val-
ues. With only n moderate jobbing movement in progress aud very little
businoss for forward delivory, the markot is a very quiot ono. ‘Tho foeling
is downward and, though no actual chango esn bo cited in pig as fur as
slocks on hand hore are coucerned, lower figures for future delivery aro con-
fidontly anticipated by the trade. Ta bar iron tho woak fone that we noted
as churacterising the situation last week still continues, and from what we
2an learn values are shaping towards a lowor ba-ig, and u reduction of 10¢. to
15¢, is spoken of as u certatuty,

Breapsturrs,.—The flour warket continues very strong with a fuir local
trado passing, Stocks hoto aro roported to bavery high. Doeorbohm’s cable
roports wheat firn and corn e«sirr.  On May lst stocks of wheat «ud fliur
(in bbls.) wore estimated to bo tho seme ason April Ist, swhile there wero
60,000 quarters less of corn on hand than on the st of the provious month.
In Chicago whoat was very strong, and an advanco has occurred of 3%c. lor
July and 4c. for May. At New York wheat advanced 2fc. for May and
3c¢. for Decombor options. At St Louis wheat advanced 2¢ for cash in My
and 3c. for July and Aungust. In Toledo wheat was active and advanced
about 3¢ Wheat in Duluth has advanced 5e.

Provistoxs —The local market continu~e without feature, only a small
loce! trade being dope at unchanged pricos. Tho Liverpool provision market
has developed no change, though prices are rathor firmer, July pork at
Chicago advanced snother 30c. Ilogs woro stronger as wero slso cattle.

Burren.—The butter market remains the same, and wo hear of no addi-
tional feature of importance. In new buuler—which, by-the-way, comes in
very slowly—thore is a business moving in a jobbivg way, such as a small
lot placed hero and there for immediate requirement. Trom Montreal it ia
reported that, now that the scason of navigation isopeuned, there has been
sorno enquiry on Newfoundland account for old butter, and purchases have
heen made of selections of Westorn at 11c., while soveral lots grading lowor
changed hands at 7ec. to 8c. Now that this is comwmoenced dealers there have
hopes of disposing of tho supplies, but buyers do all tho dictstion in the
matter according to all accounts.

Cuegse.—Tho cheese market continues uninteresting, and there are no
points on which to basa anything. The cable is unchanged at 5is.  Very
little now cheeso has as yet como to hand, and what has arrived pissed out of
receivers’ hands at ouce to local grocers,

Fruir.—The fruit mirket has continued firm on the whole with a quiot
wovemnent in greon, whilo dried has been somewhat restrictod [yr tho reason
that it is firmly held and the domand is small at.this so:s0n, The strong
position that raisins have occupied for some time back is unaltered and they
aro a8 firm if vot firmer than previously. The available stocks in London,
New York, Montroal and eleowhero are very light. In’currants there is
nothing particular to note. Sowe new aro daily oxpocted but, ewing to the
high prices ruling in Greece, tho consiguwents will bs small. The Califor-
nia Fruit Grower says :—* Dealors and brokers are on the still kuut for
dried fruit, prico being a secondary counsideration to quality aud quantity
Choice steck when offered is snapped up at sellers’ pricos, Some stock
romaius in dealers’ hands, but the lots ara small and not of choice quality.
The business for somo weeks has been a pick-up one. Our ationtron has
just been called to the statement mado in last week’s Fruit Grower that this
market was woll cleaned up of dried fruits, yet the railroad’s report show a
movement of 611,020 pounds in March.  This may soem strange at firat
glance, but these aro facts novertheless. The bulk of thesw shipmests
reported on April 12th wore made during the ecarly part of Mareh, soms
forty days ago, and include a lsrge quantity of prumes, as well as ten or
twelvo curs of dried grapes  Tho freight rates on all theso articles bring
81.40 per hundred pounds, vory many shippers class ontire shipment as
dried fruit ; henco their difficulty in trying to keop statistics regarding ship-
ments straight.”

Sucan AND MoLAssES.—A good steady business has been transacted dur-
ing the weok in sugar at firm prices for both yellows and granulated.

Rervont o the CodaitTek oy Mines AND MiNverarz.—The Committeo
on Mines and Minerals of the House was composed «f the following
members :—James A. Fraser, T. I, Black, . L. Black, Allen Haley, Jeflroy
McC.1l, Dapiel McNeil and Wi McK4ey. Tney had to exsmine iato the
merits of threo potitions that had been preseuted for dimages alleged to
have beeo incurred through errore in the I)epartuient, and aftor a careful
investigation they wade an unusaally abls report which wo should like to
print iu full, but owinx 1o its leugth huve to opitomize. No, 1 was the
petition of James 1, Homoon of Queens County, and related to uiuo nreas
on Molega Darrons, Qaeens County, taken up by Mr, Nathsn Hammet on
April 5th, 1887, in which tho petitioner was interested.  Ua tho Srd dvy
of October of the same year a senewal liconaoe was applied for and grauted.
Mr. A. M. Memeon, M. 2.1, called a: the Mines Office on April Gth, 1888,
with tho object of cither renewing the licenses or obtsining lsases for Mr.
Heincon, and * was informed by Mr. Carman, a clerk in the offico, that they
had been taken tho preceding day under prospecting licenso by Messrs.
Wado aud Mnguire.” Tho pelitioner wrote or caused to bo written to the
Department letters of inquiry about tha «reas, hut no answers wero received
16 these alleged letters, and there appeats to bo no record of their receipt by
the Department.  Afterwards on Sept. 19tb, 1888, and October 18th of the
samo year, the Mines Departinout wrote to Mr. J. L. Heancon and stated in
tho latter lotter * that what was told A. M. Hemeon, M. P.P, ou April Gth,
1888, 1o tho cffect that tho licensn under which the arcas in question bad
been held by the petitioner had oxpired on tho 4th Apnl, two days before,
was mitloading, inssmuch as the prospocting license under which the aress
were then held did not expire until April 6th; that Messrs. Wade and
Maguire did ot acquire a legal title, and that Mr. Hemeon, M. P.P., should
bave been told to como agsin on the following dsy, Ayril 7th, whon the
ground would bo vacant.” ‘The Committee find that the petitioner is not
cutitled {o tho arcas, s be failed to act on the advics of the Department,
the Messrs, Wado and Maguiro now holding under a legal title taken out on

October 18th, 138§, tho disputed areas romaining vacant from April 7th of
that year.

. No. 2 was the Detition of James Thompson, builder, of Halifax, and
Kinsman Rendolph, merchagt, of Bridgetown, and related to mining areas

a
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takou up in Mount Uniucke District. 1In this caso there was a mistako in
tho boundaries of the property, and a re-aurvey mado by Mr. Christie proved
that they had sunk one of their shafta on property that really belouged to
VWithrow and Hartlen, ‘Tho first survey had heen made by B. Bloia, a
crown land surveyor, sud from the boundaries as laid aut by him Mosars,
Thompson and Randolph had sunk tho shafts on their own property. Mr.
Christio’s ro-survey proved that sn ertor of 39 feot had been made, und that
as A consequence mast of the work done by Messrs. Thompson and Randolph
was on the Withrow and Hartlen property. Io this case the Committeo
find that Messrs. Thompson apd Rundolph have a just grievance, and
recommend thst the Commissioner of Mines have their claims examined
into by an bxpert, and the damnges if sny assessed awarded to them.

Petition No. 3 relates to areas in Feum Secum taken up under prospect
ing license by John Cameron of Melrose, in Guysborough Counly, on tho
29th August, 188S. Oun tho 10th of May, 1889, after tho peotitioner had
devoloped tho property to some oxtont, had found a gold bearing lexd and
had sold interests to various pirtive, he was informed by the Iuspector of
Mines that the aress were held under leass by the Pitt-burg Company
The Pittsburg Company suld to John Yorston azd Peter Grah«m of Pictou,
which firm dispossessed the petitioner, snd as s consequence he claims from
the Department damsges amounting to $2,416. Tho Committes on exami
nation find that the fagts as etated by the petitioner sro substantially true,
and recommend * inasmuch as the petitioner was misled by reports from the
Mines Dopartment, and was in consequenco put to considerablo exponse and
loss of time, and was also deprived of voluablo propeity which he had
reasonable excuse to suppose was hiz own, that he bo paid by the Province
the sum of five hundred dollars, eaid sum of fivo hundred dollara to include
the monics psid by him for licenses and ronowals thereof.”

“ Your Committee aleo beg leave to report that during the investigation
concerning the petition of John Cameron aforessid it camo to their notice,
and was afterwards found to bo t:ue, that Mr. Carman, a cletk in the Mines
Department, had been acting as sgent for the Pittaburg Co, that as such
agent he procured the {ransfer of certain atess at Ecum Secum, among them
being those given under the said prospecting license to the petitioners to
the said Yorston, and that it was on account of mislesding dufa furnished
by the sid clerk that the said areas were given to the petitionws in thu
first ivstance, and that from a letter writton by the siid clork to John
Yorston, which was produced and read before your Comuwittee, it appeared
that tho said clerk was at onco misleading the Department of Mines and
the Pittsburg Co., for one of which ho was confidential clerk, and for the
other he was acting as agent.

Your Committeo deeply regrol to find a person cmployed in such an
important department as that of miues, and in wkich he is a very prominent
official, acting in a double capacity, they therefors decw it their duty to
bring the matter to the notice of the Legislature and also to that of the
Government."”

On ail these matters the Committeo camo to a unauinious opinion, but
on the question of scparating the Depaitment of Public Works from the
Mines Department, which is the closing recommendation of their repost,
Dr. McKay, M. P.P., dissented.

SrorMoNT —Oun the 31st of March, work upon tho Palgrave Co’s proporty
on Hurricane Ialaud, was closed down indefinitely. On Friday morning at
9.30, under the personal direction of Mr. H. K. Fisher, tas president of
the company, the work of removing the euntire surfaco plant was commenced,
and by 7 p. m. that day the entire pumping and hoisting plant, with all the
buildings, bad been removod. On Saturdsy the old mining leases were
surrendered and new ones obtained, aud before midnight thas day Mr. Fis-
ber hai effected services of arbilration notices on = majority of tho parties
claiming surface rights on tho island.

This action was the result of a prolonged litigation as to thoe ownership
of the surface rights, otc., aud is, wo belicve, tho quickest piece of dismant-
ling work on record in Nova Scotia.
