ARCHEBISHOP MHALE'S WORKS.

INTERESTING LECTURE BY REY, JTAMES
CALLAGHAN,

The seventeenth public conferenes of the
Cutholic Young Men's Society wus held on the
5th i:mt. in the hall of the Literary Academy,
in the presence of a large assembinge of
ladies snd yentlemen. Mr. J. McCarshy
occupied the chair. The programme was
a8 follows :—Reading, Mr. . 4. Me-
Cuffrey : song, Mr. C. Huamblin; essuy,
Mr. J C. Curran ; song, Mc. E. Clark ; de-
clamation, Mr. J. Kelly ; song, Mr. T. C.

T. C. Emblen. Tho Rev, James Callaghan,

Mr. P. MeCaffiey, representing the Catho-
lic Yuung Mean's Society, showaod the progress
of Cutholic young men's societies in tbe city
within the last two yenrs, but Ls regretted to
have to say that they were not yet in propor-
tion to the pumber of Cutholic English speuk-
ing young men. Such sccictiea afforded
young men opportunitics for speaking in
pulidic, which they could not otherwiss ob-
tain, and means of cultivating those talents
which they enjuyed.

Effart to arbitrete the (uestion
wad reivgtute the white inborers failvd jo
vvery instance, The Mallory company was
anyicldiog sud the preseut strike is a gigntic
* boyeott” of that conpany., Being unable
w0 vbiain possession of the company’s wharves
tere, the Knighta of Labor determined to
* boycott” nil the companies doing busineys
xith the DMullorye. The strike, however,
affects many interesta in no way counected
with the steamsnip lines. Over twelve
wrge foreign  steumers lying in  port
were deserteda by the serew men, nnd no cotto..
van be loaded untif the strilte is ended. Work
at the Mullory wharves was continued ax
ususl, The strikers congreguted in large
numntiers ou the streets, and though order pre-
vails, the signs are portentous of trouble. The
Typographicnl vnion lust night decided not to
abgerve the order from the Trudes Assemcly
w0 strike.

 of the Weelly Register,the then Rev. Dr, New

man says : ‘] beg leave to call your attention
to a paseage in your admirable review last
week of Dr. Pusey’s work. It is there as-
serted by implication that the ‘statement that
the Church of England 18, in God's hands, the
great bulwark against infidelity in thia land,’
w s ‘Friginally enunciated by Dr. Newman,’
I have written in my lifetime & great
deal mor¢ than T can  remember,
but I neither kvow where I have made this
particulsr statement nor coun T conceive I ever
made it, whether in print, in private letter or
in coaversation.  And I um sure I should not
have made it delibesately.

Will Riel bs executed ? is the question which
the Canadisn people still put, evea in face of
the gallpws erected at Regina. The fate of
the half-breed leader is in the hands of the
Dominion Government. They have given no
visible sign of what their intentions are to-
wards the prisomer. The jury that found
Riel guilty of the charges luid at his door ac-
comypunied their verdict with a strong recom-
mendation to mercy, Will this appeal fo the

exccutive for the exercise of clem-
ency in  behalf of the  defeated
rebel go unhceded?  Will it fail

to meet with any consideration from the
Cabinet and to -oxercise its legitimate in-
fluence over its conncila and in the determi-
nation of its line of action? We cannob see
why this axtenuntion of the verdiet should be
ignored and should not be made o chief factor
in the settlement of Riel’s fate. If the ver-
dict of the jury is the power that gives the
euthorities the right to set the mechin
ery of justice in motion agninst the
liberty . or the lile.. of a prisonen
then the nuthorities should only use snd
avail themselves of thet right to punieh with
death or imprisonmoent, sccording to the
meaning of the verdict and within its limita:

In repiy to the question whether Riel
should be banged, His Lordskip DBishop
Grandin, of the North-Weunr, euid that he
would neither haug nor liberate the prisoner,
fory continued the worthy prelate, ““tho troutle
isthat should he be hnoged the Metis wiil con-
tider him o vwriyr. Notonly the Metis of the
North- West, but the half.breeds who touk no
part in the rebeltion, wauld louk upon him as
8 murbyr and this is whut he would like, He
would like to be a hero even ut the cost of
bie life, ho loves fame so much. He
woull like to be remembered, He
would rather be a dead hero than a live
huli-breed. But should he he pur in
prison, inu very short time the half breed
Peopls will come to see how foolish he wae,
and would despise him for his folly. Under
the circumstances it would be o folly to hang
and o misfortune to lct him have his liberty.
Tae man is o dangerous man at liberty and
bis same would be dangerous if he were
hanged,”

We sincerely truss tnat for the iuterests of
all concerned, and especially for the welfure
%od barmony of the Confederation, the Gov-
¢:nment will, beforc it is too Iate, open their
€jes to the wisdom of a policy of clemency.
Lot them remember the verdict of the jury,
whieh recommended hisl to mercy,

Instend of rowing
at angles agaivst the hewvy curreat, they
rowed straight across the river, and it wus
plainly to be seen that they were entirely
ignorant of the treacherous waters. The
swift current soon had them drawn down upon
the rapids, When balf way across the river
they were not more thau 100 yards from the
rapids ood, as if seoming to realize their
perilons position, they turned their boat
around and attempted to return to
the American side, Dut in a few minutes
thoy wero drawn into the rapids. By
this time quite a number of people lgud
gnthered to seeths poor unfortunates being
swept uver the fulls, but were powerless to
render them wny assistance whatever. They
weregeen clinging to their boat until within
a short. distauce from ihe falls, when the
boat capsized snd the unfortunute men were
ourried over the Horse falls and nothing mote
wis geen uf them,  Qae of their coats and »
pieco of tha boas was gieked up shortly after.
wards in the river ueiow tne falls. Their
bodies, ne doubs, wili b2 found in the courso
of & fow days iu the whirlpool,

Father Giacomo, according to the friends of
Counnt Cavour, was aimost a saint. The fact
that he consoled the lawt hours of the dying
Count in the astimaiinn of the Liberals muade
Xim worthy ¢f an ante-mortem canonizition
Father Giscomo ia represented a8 o charituble
eonfescor who did not hbother Count Cuvour,
but belped bim 10 die as & Christian, It is,
moreuver, well gnowa among Catholics that
1o absolution can be granten lawfully to o
penitent who is uwier cbligations to muke
restirurion for ill gotien goods or for public
disnbedience to the laws of the Chuvrch, unlers
he shows himself willing-to comply witn his
duty. Count Cavour und Victor Emanuel
co-uperuted to despoil the Church and viok &
her rights, and Father Giacomo kpew it. By
neglectiog the fulfilment of this condition he
kecume guilty, and deserved the punishment
whicn he gor from Pius IN. in the andience
of Augnss, 1861  Furber Giacomo had very
littie to say to the Pope, aud bumbly sub-
mitted to the epiritusl chastisement and sus-
peosion which the Pope inflicted npon him.
The ltalian Goveronient, however, did not
heeitate to reward Iswther Giacomo very
Yiberally for the ubsolution he granted to the
creator of Italian upity He received a large

ensi n tulten trom the funds of the Mauritian
S:dur, a punsion which Fatber Giacomo en
joyed to the last,

was granted 1o Chaphin Apzino, who as
sisted the dying King Victor Emaenuel, and
