MAY IT PLEnS Youn EXCILLENCT

We, Her Mîýjesty's dutiful and loyal subjects, the Senate of Canada, in Parliament
iaenbled, respectfully thank Your ExceUency for your gracions speech at the opeaing
of this Session.

We thank Your Excellency for having convoked Parliament at the earliest moment
consistent with the delay entailed by the recent dissolution.

We receive with satisfaotion the announcement that our attention Will be invited,
during the present Session, to measures having reforence to the Reprmeutàtion Of the
People in Parliament, embracing the system nov prevailirg in Great Britain and in most
other countries enjoying oonstitutional government, of taking votes by Ballot, and to
the establishment of a General Court of A ppeal ; and that measures will be subnitted to
us for the amendment of the Lawa relating to Oontroverted Elections, the Militia and
Insolvency.

The enactrent of 1872, respecting the Canadian Pacie Rilway, having failed
to meure the prosecntion of that preat ente rie, we asue Your Excellency that we
shal be ready iost earnestly tooonuider what p vill best and moit apeedily provide the
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means of trans.continental communication with British Columbia. We shall receive
with pleasure the Report of the Chief Etigineer of th: Canadian Pacifie Railway, showing
what progress has been made during the past year in the surveys connected with tho
proposed linq, which Your Excotlliency in pleased to say, will be laid hefore us, though we
regret that the destruction of the Railway Offices by lire involved a serious lois of maps,
plans and papers, the possession of which would have iade the Report more cocn plte.

We are gratiâed to learn that the Canal and Harbour improvements are being
vigorousily prosecuted with a view to ensure adequate accommodation for the rapidly
growing trade of the country.

We thank Your Excellency for the assurance that the Report of the Chief Engineer
of the Department of Public Works on the proposed (anal between the Gulf of St.
Lawrence and the Bay of Fundy will be submitted for our conside' ation.

We arg pleased to learn that from the progress alroady made in the construction of
the Intercolonial R iiway, it may be completed in another year; that a report in-
dicating its actual condition will be laid before Parliament, and %hat a measure will be
introduced to vent in the Departnent of Publie Wurks the powera now exercised by the
Board of Raidiay Commissioners.

We rejoice to learn froin Your Excellency that the question of compensation due to
the Dominion fot. the Fishery privileges conceded to the United States by the 'rtéety of
Washington, han given rise to a renewal of negotiations tending to widen recipromaI tide
relations with that country ; and that at the instance of Your Excellency's Government
the Imperial athorities have given directions to the British Minister to disotsa the whole
subject with the Administration at Washington, and have asociated with him foi this
purpose a Canadian Commnissioner.

We rejoice to learn that the combined efforts of the Dominion and Provincial Govern-
ments to promote Immigration have met with a teasonabl measure of success, thius adding
a considerable number of desirable persons from oher countries to our industrial popula-
tion.

We réceie with satisfaction the intimation that notwithstanding the commercial
depresslon*hioh, through exceptional causeï, prevailed to some extent during the past year,
the general prosperity was not thereby seriously affected ; and rejoice in being assured of
Your Excellenoy's convictiôn that as the great natural resources of the Dominion become
more widely appreciated, the resulta will be a lealthy stimulus to the enterprisv and energy
of our people and a still larger accession to our numbers.

We trfst, wita Your Excellency, thut our deliberations may be directed by wisdom
and alded by Diveu Pruvidence.

The 'riniple of awaiting the suggestion, or the exercise of the authority of th,
Crown, in relation to the voting of public noney, is not confined to the annual grants, but
Rpplies to Petitiens asking ?granta of money. By a standing order of the Iouse of
Commons, of the 20th March, 1866, it vas provided « that this House will receive no
Petition for any sum relating to public service, or proceed upon any motion for a gran4
or charge upon the public revenue, whether payable out of the Consolidated Fund or oe
of money to be provided »y Parliament, but what is in any case not recommended from the
Crown,» and this rule is eâtended by the uniforni practice of the Riuse to any motion whioh,
though not directly proposing a grant or charge upon the publie revenue, involves the
expenditure of public noney. When a Petition, praying for compensation or other pou.
niary aid, is duly recommended, it is either referred to a Comnuittee of Enquiry, or direotly
to a Committee of Supply." That is a standing ruleof the louse of Commons; but I have
failed to fnd any vnle ot the Senaite or House of Lords applying th. same principle to the
practioe of the Senate of the Lords. There is no ruie or usage of the Senate to forbid
the presentation, discussion, or reference to a Select Committee of a Petition for pecuniary
aid,, redres, or compensation. Petitions may also be reeoived asking for the constructien
of publio works and involving the expenditure of publie money, or asking grants of money
for partieular institutions. This principle prevails in the usage of the House of Lords.
I have looked a'the Index to the Lors Journals, under the beading" Petitions," running
fron 1837 to 1868, and find a number of Petitions in that Index, which have been
received by the Lords, of a character aimilar te that now sought to be presented to th.
Senae. In looking into "l Ianard," I notice that a nuniber of those Petitions Wee
not only presented to the Lords, but acted on. In referring to " Todd," who was quotet
b the Saator who prusented this Petition, I ind this statement.: " the practice of the

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of a Petition for pecuniary redress or compensation, provided it be couched in general
terme; and although the House of Lords have no right to initiate measures of taxation,
or propositions for ùicreasing the pecuniary burdeis of the people, yet they are'not consti-
tutionally debarred froni instituting inquiries by their own conimittees into financial
natters, or iito questions which involve the Q:Xponditure of public money. The consent

of the Lords is indispensable te every legisla.tive measure, whether of supply or otherwise,
and it is desirable that they shoubt be preparel, by full inivestigation and free inquiry, to
give or withhold their assent intelligently." I have iioticed the terms of this Petition, and
quite agree with the Senator to my left (the Hionorable Mr. Botoford) in the application
of the principle named by " Todd," tiat it is couched in general ternis. It is true
that the Petition asks for an appropriation for a particular object, but it does not ask for a
specif #un of money 1 am, therefore, of opinion that, as we have no ride of our own
which forbids the presentation of Petitions of this character, au, as we have a rule
providing that ii all unprovidcd cases, referenco shall be had to the usage of the Rouse of
L-.rds, and since that usage permits it, it is quite regular to present this Petition. I
timrefore decide that t1le Petition is in order, and nay be received.

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The Committee regret to find that, notwithstanding this rule, several Members
of Parliament, at different, times, have retafned in their hand%, after thie close of the
session, an excessive number of books, and bave kept the same for an indefinite
period, although circulars, reminding them of the rffe, have been ment to them by
the proper officer. The Coinmittee earnestly request the attention of Members to this
subject, and solicit a strict observance cf the rule in future ; otherwise the utility of
the Libray, to ail who may consult it during the recess, must be materially impaired.

The dmxmittee are glad to perceive that considerable progress has been made to-
wards finishing the new Library during the past year; and they wCuld urge upon the
Go,vernment the importance of pressing forward the work that remains to he done upon
the premises with all possible <espatch ; inasnuch as the apartmenits now occupied by
the Library are quite overcrowded, and a large portion of the booki therein are
exposed to serious injury froin the inconvenient places in which, for the present, they
are unavoidably deposited.

Anticipating the completion of the new Library at an early date, the Committee
would also direct the attention of Governiment to the propriety of providing a resi-
dence a.djlcent to the Library for a responsible otticer in charge. This was unani-
mously reconniended, for reasons set forth in their Report, by the Joint Committe. in
1861, when the plans for the construction of the present building were first discussed.
The Committee, upon again considering the inatter, do not desire the erection of a
separate and detached house for this purpose, but are of opinion that it would conduce
to the public advantage that suitable accommodation should be provided for the
Librarian in the north-west angle of the proposed extension of tho westerit Departiental
Block, in the Parliament Square.

The Petitions which have been referred to your Committee number 993, and have
attached to them 349,294 signature, being ten times the number of thos. of lat year ;
14' of the petitions are fromi Municipal Councils, and 9 freom other representative bodies,
each acting for a considerable number of persona; it la therefore obvious that the
aggregate number of signatures mentioned would have to be largely increased, probably
to 500,000, in order to convey an approximate ides of the vast number of individuals who
p ed for a prohibitory law. Among these representative titions there is one <rom the

' lative Assembly of New Brunswick, signed by 83 mem e, and one from the General
Assembly of the Canada Presbyterian Church, which claims a oonatituency of 226,000
church members, and it must not be forgotten that the Legislative Asembly of Ontario
joined lait year in the prayer of these petitions.

Tht the desire for legislative prohibition is pot of a merely local or even Provincial
character, is shown by the petitions coming from all the Provinces of. the Dominion:
ther. are from Onfødo 638 pe#gt4nj, with 302,090 signatures ; from Queb.c 103
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petitions, with 14,038 signatures ; fromn New Brunewýik 92 petitions, with 16,335
ignatures; from Nova Scotia 119 petitions, with 13,622 signatures ; from Prince
Edward Iieland 43 petitions, with 3,174 signatures; from Britii Columbia2 etitions,
(municipal) with 34 signitures; and, from Manitoba 1 petition (Presbyterian Church),
with 1 signature.

Your Comniittee regard the vast and annually increasing number of petitioners, and
thoir unanimity in the statements and prayer of their several petitions, as indicating the
immense and pressing importance of the subject to which they cal the attention of the
Sonate, and the profound and wide-spread feeling of the need of such legislation as shall
at once check, and eventually extirpate from our land, the vice ef intemperance, which
has so long been, and still is, a prolifie source of crime and misery, disease and death, and
a blight upon the fair prospects of our young Dominion.

The whole of the petitioners join in asserting that the vice of intemperance is fear-
fully prevalent and increasing, and that it results mainly froi the facilities afforded by
law to the traffic in intoxicating liquors. Your Committee have no means of testing the
accurracy of the statement, but their own personal observation, and the facts brought to
view in the official Returna of Customs and Excise, shewing the enormous quantity
consumed in the Dominion, lead theni to place full relianco on the assertion.

The Returna show that for the year ending 30th Jun-, 1873, the quantity of
Intoxicating Liquors imported into Canmda and entered for home consumption was
2,910,304 gallons, valued at $2,075,089, and the quantity minufactured in addition
thereto, after deducting exporta, was 16,308,625 gallons, valued at 89,785,164. They
also show that 121,762,347 lbs. of valuable grain, principally Indian corn, wheat, bwley
and rye, were used in their manufacture: these quantities and values are in excesa of
those of the preceding year.

The petitioners further assert that the traffic in intoxicating liquors is shewn, by the
mont careful inquities, to be the cause of probably not les than thre..fourths of the
pauperis, inimorality and crime found in this country; the evidence gathered by the
Committee of the House of Commons and reported last year, ia strongly corroborative
of this assertion; but your Committe. are of opinion that more full and extended official
information on this very important branch of the subject than can possibly be proeured
by Parliamentary Committees during the time the Rouses are in session, should be
obtained by the Government and laid before Parliment.

A third assertion i made by the petitioners, vis., that tho history of legislation upon
the liquor traMo shows conclusively that the evils resulting from intemperance cannot be
suppressed so long as the trac is licensed and protected by law ; this statement i proved
by reference to the Statutes, both Imperial and Provincial, and the unquestionable increase
of intemperance while license laws have been in force ; thes law have indeed signally failed
in their professed object of so ourtailing and regulating the traffle as to repress that vice.

The petitioners, with one accord, pray for a law to prohibit the manufacture and
sale of intoxicating liquors, evidently believing that such entire prohibition, and nothing
short of it, will prove efeotive in removing, or in materially lemsening the evilu of which
they complain ; they do not assign their rosons for this belief, but they are doubtless
based upon the failure of the licensing, syhtem, and on the experience of other countries
where prohibitory laws have been enacted, as shown by tho testimony to the beneficial
offects which have resulted from uch legimlation, which was obtained and appended to
their report last year, by the Committee of the Rouse of Commons.

As it ha alroady been offioially announced in Parliament that the prayer of these
petitions cannot be granted at this prosent Session, your 5ommittee refrain from sub-
mitting any opinion or recommendation as to immediate legialative action ; but they con-
sider that the time bas arrived when the earnst attention of the Government and of the
Legislature should be given to this important subject, with the view of discovering and
applying the but remedy for the gigant4c evil, that afects so seriously the peace and pros-
perity of the Dominion.

Your DsCmittee, therofore, recommead that steps should be taken, without dlay, to
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teut by o0cial investigation, the several statements of the petitions, aud, alsobto amoertain,
authoratiVely, hoW far the attempts to remove the evilm of intemperance by legislative
prohibition of the tiafflo in intoxicating liquors in other comntries or states, have rusulted
eitUer in suocess or failure,-in order that Paliamenxt at its next Susidn, may be in pes
session of all the information necessary for its guidance in determining whether the legis
lation prayed for should be granted or withheld ; and as this cmnnot, at this uesion, be
dône by your Committee, they recommend that an humble addres be premnted to Hi.
EHeellency the Governor Generai, respectfully requesting hiLi to procure the required
information without unnecessary delay, and to cause the same to ber prmted, and, if praoè
tieble, oopise. thereof furnished to each member of the Senate and; of the House of
Commons, not later than one month before the next annual Session of Parliament.

REPORT OF TRE CLERK.
CoxMrrrEE Room,

26th March, 1874.
To the Chairman and Members of the Joint Committee of both Houses on the Printing

of Parliament:-
Gentlemen,-I beg to subinit the Parliamentary Printing Account Annual Balance

Sheet, which shows the cust of the Printing services of Parliament for the fiscal year
onded 30th June, 1873, to have been $40,727.61.

The Books and the Accounta, together with the Vouchers verifying the same, are
ready for the Audit.

The Committee will perceive that the cost has been greater than usual, but on
reference to the last Annual Report it will be seen that an increased expenditure was
anticipated, fron the causes therein stated. In addition to which the authoriSed advance
in the printing rate of 27 per cent, must also be taken into account.

The Binding is an improvement on that of the pravious Session, and no time has
been lost by the Binder in the binding of the several volumes after the sheets were
delivered by the Printer.

The Printing Paper has been furnished as required.
The Storage accommodation asked for by the Committee has been provided, and is as

good as the space in the Vaults would allow.
The English portion of the Printing up to August lat progressed favorably, and in

accordance with the recommendation of the nmmittee " that the work muet be proceeded
with without intermission during the Recess as the Clerk may direct," but in that month
there was a collision between the Contractor and his Employés, resulting in the closing of his.
Establishment, which, though temporary, caused delay ; and the employment of new hands,
unacquainted with Parliamentary work, led to much confusion and trouble. However, when
Parliament met, in October lat, we were enabled to place a complete set of the Journals
and Sessional Papers in the English language, in the Library for the use of Members.

The French portion of the work, as complained of by the French Translatora, was no
much in arrear, and especially in anticipation of a then early Meeting of Parliament,
that I felt it my duty to draw the attention of the Contractor to that clause in his contract
which provides " that should the work be at any time backward, the right was reserved
to send it elsewhere," and suggesting that it would be much better for him to get outaide
assistance than for me to do so. He pleaded his inability to obtain the necessary Fv'nch
Compositors to work in Ottawa, but sent a portion of the work to Montreal, and the
arrears are now nearly completed.

In accordance with the instructions as contained in the Tenth Report of the Com-
mittee, dated the 21st of May, 1873, I inserted advertisements in the several newspapers
as designated, calling « for Tenders for the Printing Services of Parliament, such Tenders
to be sont in not later than twelve o'clock noon of the first day of the next Session of
Parliament." In answer to which, I received several Tenders before the Meeting of
Parliamept lait October, but no Committee having been appointed during that Session,
the Tenders remained unopened in my hands. I now submit them to the Oommittee. I
transmitted, in the usual form, to the Minister of Finance, an Estimate of the sums
which would probably be required for the Printing Services of Parliament during the
next year commen0ing on the lit July, 1874, amounting to $40,000, subject to the
approval of the CommIttee.
