he now having about $700 in book debts to figure off ht#W 
he can, with it, pay about $3,000 of debts and his 
ffeeS. The creditors range, geographically, from Minnea­
polis td Montreal, tahirig in many intermediate points.

A shdrt time dgo William Ë; AtitChell, a confectioner and 
fruit dealer; failed, With liabilities df about $2,500, and 
assètà barely sufficient to pay privileged claims 
sign; e’s expensès. A reiatiVe purchased the estate ffolH 
the assignee; and the debtor is again alt the old stand.

Joyce and Mayhew .grocers, withitl the last feW months, 
also bit the dust, with the usual result to the creditors, 
their liabilities being about $5,600. They purchased the 
estate back at 35c in the dollar, and retired from business 
after selling it.

The Sdo Co operative Company (Limited), general gro­
cers, also, a few Weeks ago, called in the assignee to their 
assistance! the >state is supposed to be able to pay ten 
Cents Otl $6,000 df liabilities.

Since the spring a few more business failures occurred, 
which all combined caused many people to mentally pon­
der over the apparent incongruity of so many business 
failures occurring in a town that is supposed to be, cot 
only a boom-town, but a paradise for men of mercantile 
aspirations. The conclusion arrived at was so manifest 
that people wonder; d that it had not put in an earlier 
appearance—namely, that the town has been overdone in 
retail businesses.

There is a fine agricultural district surrounding this 
town, hut it is almost entirely undeveloped and unknown, 
owing to the mistaken impression that prevails that it is 
chiefly of a rocky formation. For a distance of seven miles 
north, east and west the land is exceptionally productive, 
and easily tillable when cleared of timber, which consists 
of pine, liurd wood and mixed. i.A few i nberprising farm­
ers from tli; east have rec ntly settled on some of the 
lands with excellent financial results. They have In the 
town a ready cash lnorket at much higher prices than pre­
vail in any town in Ontario for all their products, especial­
ly milk, butter, eggs, poultry, hay, oats and all garden 
produce. So insufficient is the supply of these commodi­
ties, however, that most of the agricultural products 
Slimed in the town are Imported from the older sections 
of the Province or from Michigan, 
pect exists here for the farmer than in any other place 
in Ontario, owing to a ready market at the highest cash 
prices, and yet the territory, in this sense, is almost a 
terra incognito. Very few towns in older Ontario have a 
radius of seven miles uf good agricultural lands exclusive­
ly tributary to them, owing to the proximity of other 
towns. It is true that the St. Mary’s River and the U. S. 
territory cut off the southern semi-circle, but. to offset 
this disadvantage, the river affords commercial benefits 
that go far to make up for the loss of the agricultural.

None but those who haVe tiVefl to a town supported by an 
agricultural community know t?hé èffèàdtoess arid1 solidity 
thus imparted to it.

This brings me to the observation that the 6'atifpanies,. 
promoted by Mr. Orgue, fulfil the same office for fïri# j 
town that an agricultural community performs for many 
•owns in older Ontario, namely, in selling the natural pro- 
duets, 6fid distributing the proceeds around the town. 
There are a ft0tuber of these companies, which I shall 
fécrit of more specifically in a future letter, that (together 
a re1 pOfifriarrly known as the “Allied Companies,” although 
they are fif/t allied in the strict legal sense. This popular 
term I shall use 1ft future in speaking of them. These 
Companies export at a distance the products of nature in 
a mot# or less finished1 form. The proceeds of the sales 
are paid to fhefr employees of all grades and classes.

These in turn ekpVmd, or are supposed to expend, their 
wages or salaries, as the case may ba, in the town, end 
tfifts support it. It becomes manifest that if there are 
more piaffe# of business in the town than are required to 
supply these employees with commodities, with profit to 
those carrying them on, some of the latter must come to 
grief; in other words, the town cannot profitably grow 
faster than the companies, and it was in consequence of 
ignoring this self-evident proposition that the concerns 
above noticed cafffe to grief.

It would be cruel, therefore, to advise anyone to start 
another retail establishment here, especially in staple lines 
tff goods. Nevertheless, there are splendid opportunities 
for mafiftfactorles of certain lines of products, by reason 
of the many ïntadrvds of horse-power furnish td by our 
power canal, which are now lying idle, and the exceptional 
facilities’ for shipping tihat our geographical position 
affords. The Allied Companies are, by their agreement 
with the town, obliged to have soon completed an addition­
al canal of 40,000 horse power capacity; which is also to 
be taken into account by enterprising capitalists looking 
for a place of operation.

Although, as I said before, the field of retail enterprise 
L quite occupied, yet, as Mr. Clergue pointed out in a re­
cent letter to oar Board of Trade in reply to an inquiry 
from it, there are splendid openings for manufacturers in 
such lines as furniture, sash and doors, blinds, boxes, 
c ment and flour mills. He might also have added, iron 
and structural steel, and brickmaking. The fact that one 
of his own companies is engaged in the last line, probably 
accounts for his not including this in his list of desirable 
industries, but the fact remains, that in this land of wood 
and clay, wood for fuel, and lumber, and brick for build­
ing purposes .are more difficult for contractors to obtain 
than they are in any other town in Ontario.

Another business failure occurred In September last, 
when the Canadian Electric Chemical Company (Limited) 
went down, under an accumulation of woes represented1 by 
various actions commenced against it by itlhe Tagona 
Water and Light Company, the Algoma Iron Works Com­
pany, the Lake Superior Power Company, the Sault Ste. 
Marie Pulp and Pap r Company, the Algoma Commercial 
Company and the Algoma Central Railway Company, all 
to recover sums aggregating $75,000. This created much 
surprise, as it was supposed to be one of the best paying 
nf the .Allied Companies’ enterprises; but when these writs 
appeared it was learned by the general public for the first 
time, that ft was not bone of the bone, nor flesh of the 
fl sh of the Clergue industries. The fact of its having 
been located in the midst of the cluster of the Allied Com­
panies’ buildings, gave countenance to the belief that it 
was one of them. Rumor has it that it is soon to be re- 
n wed as one of the industries of the combination.

The immediate business outlook of the town is not 
altogether quite rosy; and everyone is bracing himself 
fur a more or less .protracted period of business depression, 
owring to th” shutting down of the steel rail industry of 
the companies, this with the immense curtailing of activi­
ty in their other branches. With the exception of the work 
of completing the charcoal and smelting furnaces, and the 
operations in the hi mb r-camps of tbe Algoma Commercial 
Company, which appears to be the construction company I 
of the allied concern, there has been a somewhat general I 
suspension of operations all along the line; but notwith- I

policy shall cease,” general agents 
have no power without its consent to 
extend the time for the payment of any 
premium. And where such agents, by 
virtue of a custom of ,n ir office, of 
which the company has knowledge, 
not to continue the policy in force by 
agreement to extend the time for the 
payment of premiums, but to accept

FUR INDUSTRY OF SIBERIA.d.
The chief centre of the Siberian fur 

trade, including that of the Peninsula 
of Kamschatka, is Irkutsk, 
greater part of the fells here collected 
from hunters and trappers are bear, 
glutton, lynx, elk, reindeer, stag, muck- 
deer, fox, sable, marten, mink, ermine, 
polecat, squirrel, Alpine wolf, blue and 
silver fox and one or two kinds of 
wildcat, indigenous to Kamschatka. 
The Siberian black hare is noit now 
so often found on the Irkurtslc market. 
All kinds of furred skins have advanc­
ed in value during the last few years. 
A blue fox fur now brings about 90 
rubles at Irkutck, and -that figure is 
enhanced wh n a pair of perfect skins 
are offered, the price running up to as' 
much as 300 rubles for the two fells. 
From Irkutsk the furs are, in the first 
instance, chit fly distributed between 
the two fairs at Kirt-nal and Vercho- 
lensk, and thence they find their way 
to the principal fur marts of Western 
Europe. Many of the English, French 
and German furriers send buyers to 
Irkutsk. It has lately been shown, 
however, that one seldom buys at first 
hand even in that Siberian centre. The 
most valuable furs, bought at Irkutsk 
from merchants who profess to retain 
their own hunters and trappers, have, 
is a matter of fact, comie through two 
or three pairs of bartering hands. It

A man who has 
secured possession of mineral wealth 
Is not likely leave it undeveloped for 
the good of posterity. lie will want 
to enjoy the benefits of his property. 
But the policy that may be best or 
most satisfactory for the individual 
jwner may not be most advantageous 
for the general public. Whenever the 
development of mineral wealth is pro­
fitable it is proof that tin re is an eco­
nomic demand for it. But no policy 
could be more at variance with the 
public interest than to subsidize the 
exhaustion of such stores. The owner 
of minerals whieh are still of no value 
owing to difficulty of production, dis­
tance of markets, or other causes, 
would no doubt be pleased to have the 
general public make good the loss on 
development by bonuses or other sub­
ventions. But such a policy, from a 
public standpoint, would mean not only 
the direct loss of the amount paid, but 
the exhaustion of minerals which might 
ultimately become valuable. When a 
bonus is required to make good a loss, 
the premature development is not giv­
ing employment. The aid granted must 
be taken from other enterprises, thus 
reducing their scope in the aggregate 
to an extent greater than the artificial­
ly established industry. If the so-call­
ed development of mineral wealth en­
tails any obligation it is on those who 
appropriate it, and not on t'he gt neral 
taxpapers. The duty of conserving 
such wealth ik not fully appreciated, 
much that is now valueless will soon 
be in good demand owing to the ex­
haustion of other sources of supply. 
The laws should be so framed that min­
erals not in demand should revert to 
the Government, that they may be bet­
ter preserved and the public interest in 
them more effectually safeguarded.
