aud root, directs our whole bodily frame.”
The gentle-souled Wordsworth gives ex-
pression to the samo thought In the oft-
quoted words :

and sixty words when time wes ealled.
In theee few words he declared that it is
high time that intoxicating wine were
banished from the sacramental service,
He very properly declared himself op-
poeed to the use of the vile concoctions
which eome have substituted for wice,
It is stated indeed that one minister
uses zoedone, but Dr. Parker says that
plain water should be employed, This
wouid be all very well if the sacrament
were merely a human fancy ; but in this
cese might it not be aboliched alto.
gether 1 We would not be eurprised to
hear of some clergymen taking this
course, whereas all may follow their own
fancies, However, as our Blessed Lord
instituted the sacrament with bread aud
wine for its essential matter, the Catho-
lic Church will always fcllow the original
institution, It matters litile what may
be the fancy of those who have not the
sacerdotal succession from the Apostles,
for even if {hey used the proper matter,
it would still be merely bread and wine,
aud noi the tiue sacrament of Qarist’s
body and bleod.

for tobacco, o clatges it with tes snd
coflee as “'cocthing, care-breaking lux
uries,” and after socma para
devoted to the sustainiag qualitie
coca, “ihe great Pernvian uarcotic stimu
lent,” he adds : “ Noxt, perhaps to coos,
in its power of replacing ordiary food,
wo must reckon tobacco,” (p. 137.) He
details the case of an old soldier, who
ueed neither tea nor coffce, and whose
only fecod *ior a greal number of years,
congisted in some gin and water, a
daily fragment of bread and a fow pipes
of tabeeco,? and he adds, it will b
understood thet in my epinion the to-
bacco materinlly assisted w suppory

Thie stimulation most assuredly 18 not
succeeded by depression, Oa the con-
trary, the smoker feels lighter and mors
checrfu!, and the pulse maintains its
firmuess in many cases for an heur or
two snd even then yields {0 no morbid
depression, Where depression is pro
duaced it ccours carly and is & sure sign
that the smail dose is too much for the
smoker’s coostituiion and that he had
botter not emoke st all.”  (pp. 148 149)

authorily that the moderate use of
tobasen tends, in the majority of cases,
10 greatly reiieve fatigue of body or
mind, and [ think this is all you aeserted
tor it, and rhat as a consequenca, your
remacks were quite correct aad pertectly
justifiable,

who eclaim that smoking & pips or cigar
after their meals favor digession, s is
said to cause incresced secretion of the
gustric as well as ol the salivary glands,
and heuncs tho digestive power is in-
creased,

Of ecourse, 95 your correapondent says,
tobacco in excess, or its aclive principle,
is & poison, Wnat does that prove !
Common salt in great excess is an active
icstant poison, but that does not pre-
vent its universal use. And what good
thing is there, whioh, being abused, may

London, Oct. 4 —All other toples of
public futerest in the British [slands have
been dwarfed by the uews of how Amer-
fea, with characteristle energy, has eet to
wotk to raise money to figit famine ia
Ireland, LEvery one you meet talks about
it and Is moved by it 1n some way—to
wrath if he 1a an adm!rer of My, Balfour's
aud to joy 1f he lkes bumnnity better.
Bat Ameriesns are not concerned with the
censure of the one or the approbation of
the other. Thay need to be assured npon
two polnts, and upon both of thewe 1 have
been put {n & positlon to spesk with ex-
ceptlonal authority.

First, there is a cortainly of an abso-
lute fumine in sections populated by
fully 80,000 people, and of great distress
and ecarcity of food throughout a belt
of country having 200,000 roule, Ia
some few places the potatoes are already
entirely conguwed, In most districis
included in the former category the
snpply of potatoes will be exhsusted by
November 1, and thoee they are now
eating are so bad that dysentery and
typhoid, or famine fever, are becoming
grievously prevalent, No Irishman’s
tendency to overstato things could exag.
geraie tho misery and danger of the
outlook, In facr, to most Americans
the situation @spnot be painted in
gloomy enough tints to realize the truth,
because thoy cannot know how wretch
edly this people live in ordinary years,
By a cruel rony of {ate, tha pessnuts in
Denegal have sulicred a double blow,
Not only are the potatoes and other
crops destroyed, but McKiniey’s Bill
has wiped out tbe major part of the
cottago industry which has baen planted
there durlog tho  vpast  deeads, I
the eingle purish of Kilear, where only
three weeks of poiawoes remsain, over
four hundred families have baen kepton
Indian weal doring the sutamer by the
labor of their women in epringing linen
for the Delfast makers. Tre passage of
McKinleg’s Bill has put an abruph siop
to this industry, plunging tho country
intojucute despuir,

But no more n2ed be eaid ag to the
notunlity of the distress and the urgent
need of alieviation, Taere ia & second
point which presses for carnest conaidor-
ation, This relief fund which goenoerous
America is gathering together may prove
a great and permanent blessing to Lre-
land. On the other hand, it muy be the
worst thing that has bhappened to her
since the Phwnix Park murders, In
speaking thus strongly I reflect a con-
viction at which the best men in Ireland,
after anxious pondering of the whole
queation, have arrived and which they
will put 1nto words at Monday’s iseeting
of the [rish Parliamentary party in Dub.

Onr esteemed contemporary the Inde-
pendent did a very handeome thing in
an ing the Churchman's tirade against
the suthority of the Pope as exercised
in this country becsuse it is a foreign
authority. The Independent very properly
says the objection brought agsinst the
Pope lies with equal weight agnainst every
missionary society which has established
missions in foreign countries and con-
tioues to e xercise jurisdiction over them.
Tae example of Bishop Riley, who was
ordained by the Protestaut Episcopal
Bishop of this country and sent to con-
vert the benighted Papiste of Mexico,
was cited ss s very good csse in point,
This good Bishop came so far short of
fultilling their sanguine expectations in
regard to bis euccess that it was found
necessary to discipline bim from head.
quarters although be was in a foreign
country, The Independent very properly
remarks that the Catholic Caurch in the
United Sta‘es is a missionary Church in
partibus infidelivm, and the natural in.
terence is that it would be just as absurd
to objoct to the foreign jurisdiction of the
Pope as it would be to object to the
jurisdiotion of the Protestant Episcopal
Bishops of the United States or of any
of the missionary organizations over
their several miessions in foreign coun-
tries,

Of course, our friends, the bigots, will
try to make out that there ls an important
dist!nction between thelr jurlsdiction ard
that of the Pope, and they will attempt to
divert the argument to some other point
—some elde lssue, and will endeavor to
show that the cases are not parallel,. We
acknowledge they are not parallel ia every
particular, but we beg our frlends not to
overlook the fact that the point which
they meke, and on which they ring the
chsnges us something ex:remely obnoxlous
snd davgerous, is that the control exer-
cleed by the Pope is a forelgn coutrol. It
ia the fact that the Pope of Rome stretches
his arm acroes the eea to exercise diaclpline
over men In a forelga country elmply be.
cause they have chosen to thick and act
for themeselves. But did not the Protee-
tant Episcopal bishops stretch their arms
into the foreign eountry of Mexico, to
exerc'ss jurledictlon over Bishop Riley
slmply because in some things he chose to
act upon his own private judgment?
Aund does not the A, B C. F. M. stretch
its arm acroes the sea to China, to Japan,
to Indla, in the exerclee of necessary dis-
clpline over both mative preachers and
native laymen? 8o too of the Baptlats,
the Methodlsts, and-all other miessionary
organizations,

But there is one consideration that our
frlends are apt to overlook in dlscussing
this subject which shows conclusively that
Catholics have much more reason for the
exerclse of the foreign jurlediction of the
Pope than Proteetauts have for the exer.
clse of tke forelgn jurlediction of their
mlsslonary board. The jarlsdiction of the
Pope Is rendered necessary by the very
organization of the Oatholic Church,
Protestant Churckes are separate and dis-
tinct bodles, voluntary socletiee—:sircum-
scribed by local and national boundaries,
The Catholic Chuech s a divinely organ-
ized body, embracing, as its name Indi-
cates, the whole world, with its central
government In Rome. The Pope of
Rome is the successor of St. Peter, to
whom our Lord gave the power of the
Keys by pre-emiuence. Hels the Head
aund Centre of Unity, He Is the Supreme
executlve—the Presldent of the whole
Church, Natlonal churches have each
thelr own separate organiazatione, but are
subject to the authority of the Central
government—the Curla in Rome. In ad.
minlsteriug the affairs of the Church the
Pope does not act alone. He has indecd
cerialn epecial prerogatlyes granted to
him by the great Founder of the Church,
but even fa the exercise of the prerogative
of infalllbly deciding questions of falth
and morals he does nos act alone. He
does not presume to give merely his own
private oplulon, bat he speaks as the
mouth-plece of the Church, He bas his
court of learned spirltual judges whom he
consults on all occasions. In all great and
lmportant questions he consults the hisr
archy of tne Church efther in General
Councll, or dispersed throughout the
world by correspondence, and the ques-
tlons are declded in accordance with the
anelogy of falth aud the great principles
of law and justice. The Catholic Church
1s pre em!nently a Church of 1aw and it is
perfectly absurd and rid!culous for intelll-
gent men to talk of the spiritual tyranny
of the Pope who, to the great consterna-
tion of ignorant enthustasts and weak-
minded bigots, in the language of the
Churchman, * reaches out his arm across
the sea and brings down to temporal ruin
and dlegrace 2 man who lives under the
laws of the Ualted States.” The Pope is
not going to interfere with any man un-
less he renders himself amenable by the
violation of the laws of the Church,

He i3 not golng to conflict with the
laws of the United States unless those
laws confllet with the rights of coneclence,
In that case the Oatholic Church will do
preclsely what Protestants will do under
similar clrenmstances, they will protest
and refuse to obey, appeallng to the
‘“higher law” of consclence, that law so
constantly and persistently {nelsted upon
by the New Eogland Puritans,
aud Il asked for thelr authorlty
they will do as the Purltans do, clte the
case of the Apostles who, when brought
before temporal rulezs and commanded to
do what they consclentlonsly could not do,
boldly declared that they ought to obey
God rather than man., That s good
Scriptural doctrine and we clain that it {s

a8 good for Cathollcs as it is for Protest-
ants,

bia luterior dispositlone, even through iife.
Much lcss ean we eay that such a one hae
dled lmpenitent, for we csenot kuow
what has paesed between God and the
goul, or how enrnestly contrite that
coul may heve been during the lnst
moments while it was in the body.
St. Augustine syes in his work on
¢ Caro for the Dead :” “It s better to
abound la those things which will neither
hurt nor profit than to lack In those
which will be of bevefit.” Farther, as
ovr Liord rays of the Sabbath that it wes
mede for man, not man for the Sabbath ;
80 ths sacrarents of the Church and the
Eucharlsiic eacrifico aro instiluted for the
eake of man, and are sdministered for his
bevefit when there is a resscnable hope
that they will be profitable to him. For
dleciplivary reasons, however, Masaca are
not « ff:red up with public solemuities for
those who died notorlously in ein, nor for
those who dled nototlously in the profes-
elon of heresy,

Our corrcepondent asks us whether we

is only those who are invincibly ignorant
of the true religion who can be excused,
even on the plea of iguorance, Thore

who are vincibly iguorant are not ex-
cused thereby.

We do not pretend to decide how many
are In thle condition of unwilfal or of
wilful igneranes of what they should do,
Bat certsin it is that all ehould mzke pro-
per use of the means within thelr reach to
know the true rellglon; and if they
negleet those weane of knowledge, they
are traly colpuble for remsinirg outslde
the Uathoile Church, which elone s the
Church to which Christ commlisted the
suthority to teach all natlovs, All otber
Churches are confessedly’of human origln,
History tells us how men attempted to
improve the one Church whick Gud estab-
iished to teech His tzuth forever,

Those Caristlazs who desire to know
the truth, and who make uce cf the
means wilhin their reach to kuow It, are
properly included by the Church within
her pale, il they sre otherwise virtuoue,
They are sald to belong to the soul of the
Church, even though to all outwsrd ap-
pearance they are Protestants, or called
by ray other neme. Wedo not affirm
the number of such to be elther
great or small, God koows them,
But our correspondent, * Reader,” will
seo that there Is mo Inconslstency in our
admittivg that in some cpecial case there
is & possibility of a certain individual
belug cf the number, even though he be
called a Protestant ; and this is why there
is no difficelty ror mockery in offerlng up
for euch & cune the grest eacrifice of the
New Law.

THE POPE AS ARBITRATOR,

A statement wae recently sent by
cable that the Pope had expressed &
willingaess to arbitrate between France
and England on the eubject of I'rench
claims in Newfoundland if both countries
would accept his arbitration, While 1t
is perfectly true that the Holy Father
would be an excellent arbitrator, whose
decigion would be just, and most likely
satiefactory to both countries, it is very
improbable that he has made any such
offer, as it does not appear that either
nation bhas atked him to arbitrate,
There can be little doubt that the dee-
patch is one of those foundationiess sen-
sational rumors which the concocters of
the despatchee send to the associated
press from time io time, when the Holy
Father or the Catholic Church is in ques-
tion.

That many of these rumors are with-
out any foundation in fact, we have con-
stantly abundant evidence. Some very
recent instances of this have occurred.
A late deszpatch stated that the Francis-
cuns had been expelled from Jerusalem
by order of the Sultan, Thiz was found
to e a poeitive untruth, The Very Rev,
Father Vesain, the IFranciscan who oc
cupies in the United States the position
of Commissary of the Holy Lsnd, re-
ceived from the Superior of the order in
Rome a telegram which denies the state-
ment as entirely false, The Sultan pro
tects the Christians of the Empire, not
withstanding that minor ofliciels are fre
quently guilty of sidicg with the Ma-
bemetan mobs who are always ready fer
piliage and murder, The relations
which exist between the Holy Sce and
the Tukish Government are quite
friendly and the Cstholics have impor-
tant privileges throughout the Empire,

Aunother iustanco of false news con-
cerning the Pope was the repori that
three Archbishope, namely, Arclibishop
Walsh of Dublin, Archbishop Egsre of
Edioburgh, and Archbiskop Keurick of
St Louis, besides Mgr, Stoner, were ap-
pointed to the Cardinalate,

No doubt is thrown upon the merits
of thege diatinguished prelates, yet it is
now perfectly well known that the state.
ment was altogether premaiure, We
have no hesiiation in saying that the
supposed ofter of the Pope to arbitrate
on the Newfoundland diffisulty is equally
premature. This being the case, it is
a picce of wanton impertinence for the
Atheistical and anti Cathclic press to
sneer at the Holy Father in connection
with the matter, as some have been
doing, They ridicule him, that, having
lost kis temporal power, he should pre.
sume to aci &8¢ a peacemeker among
nations,

It is true, as thay eay, that the Pope’s
temporal authority has passed away,
for the preeent at least, but it does nof
require that he should be the ruler of a
vast emspire in order to give a just de.
cision in matters of dispute between
powerful mionarchs, TI'he Popes have
always been the protectors of national
liberty, they have been oppozed to
tyraony and oppression, end have judged
the actions of kings, equally with those
of private individualg, according to the
standard of God’slaw. Who, then, could
be more fit to arbitrate between nations,
if it be advisable that there should be
such an arbitrator recognized instead
of appealing to the sword, as is now the
custom{ Would it not be more in
accordance with the principles of Cuoris.
{ian obarity if some such arbitrator were
chosen? And if so, there is no one
whose authority in Christian morals is
80 universally acknowledged as the
Pope. Tnere ig, therefore, no absurdity
in supposing that he might be recognized

in that capacity as he was recognized in

Europe from the 11th to the 14th
centuries,

It was not, however, froma motives of
ambition, but from the circumetances of
the times, and from a rense of duty that
the Supreme Portiffs during the middle
agog ocevpied such a poeition in the
midet of a Catholic community of natiovs,
But though circurostances have g0
changed that they cceupy it no longer,
it doee vot follow theat 1t would be dised.
vaniageous (o the world if they were e0
recognized now. In fact, but recently
the Protestant Government of Gor.
meny end the Catholic one of
Spain found it to their advantage to
weke Pope Leo XIIL their arbitrator,
and he was cordially thanked by both
for his just decision. England and
France might do well to ask for a similar
favor, not ouly on the Nowfcundlsnd
question, but whenever a ditference
grows up between them, But the favor
would be to the governments interested,
and pot to the Fope,

It may not be likely that the dlaputes
between thess countries will be settlad in
this way, but the high authoriiy of the
Pope, aud the noble character, especlaily
of the present occupant of the chalr of 8¢,
Peter, are not fit subjects for the encers
of an Athelstic or Irzeliglous press,

Uader the pree!dency of Mrs, Margaret
L. Shepard, who 1s dlseribed asan ercaped
nup, a meetiog was held In Boston on
tha 25.h of September, at which it was
aliooet unauimously daclded that there
shall not be erected in Boston any memor-
fel to the late Jehu Boyle O'Rallly, M,
Shepard 1s & bogus nun, and notwith
standing the bigotry which exists in Bos-
ton, and which w2s mede manifest in the
actlon taken by the msjoiity in the city
on the school question, but a small
audlence assembled in Tremort "Temple
for the purpose of acceptivg Mra, Shep-
ard’s dlctum to the clt!zeps of Baston as
to what should be done on the qusstion
of erecting the memorlal to the respected
patriot, poet, editor, aud Ohristian whom
all America is at this moment proposing
to honor, Independently of race or creed.

The peeudo nun had an audience for
the» most part consisting of Orangemen
and women from Ireland and Cansdas,
and, of courae, it was out of the quastion
that such an aucience should recognize
any merit in a deceaged Irish Catholie,
wiho has been once under the ban of
the Eaglish QGovernment on account of
his patriotic feelings for his native land,

There 1s uo stigma aitached to the nawme
of Joka Boyls O'Rsilly, He was eent
fato exile a8 a conviet solely because he
loved his country, and such en exile, such
an lmprisonment, far from dlegraclog, edds
lustre to bis name, The people of Amer.
fea recognizs this, and they wiil erect to
his memory a worthy monument {a Bos-
toxn, the place of hisabode, aad the people
of Boston will protect the work.

The meeting In Tremont Temple was
Intended to prevent the latention of the
American people from belng carried Into
effect, But the “eecaped nnn” over-
recched hereelf by the absurd menrer in
which she carried out tho proceedings of the
evening, Four reporters were present,
raprecenting eo many Boston journals, the
Globe, Record, Herall, ard Courier. The
representative of the Herald was a lady.

The eceaped nun took occasion to tell the

press reporiers ihab they did not know
thelr duty, ard called upon them ceveral
times to take speclal note of remarks che
made ; but especially when ehe said ;

“1 want the people of Boston to
uzderstand that we will vot sllow any
memerisl to O’Reilly to be put up in
this city.”

She had said in Lynn some weeks pre.
viously, before amn asudience similar to
the one she addreseed in Boston, that if
such & memorial were erected in Boeton,
it there are not enough loyal men to
puil it down, loyal women will do it,”

The reporters were o indignant at
the implied incults of the presiding
genius of the meeting that, (o usa their
own lavgusge, they “ formed a homeward
procession to reseat the insults offered
to them,”

The Boston Record pays of the gather-
ing that it was held under the suspices
of the *‘lLoyal Women of American
Liberty, supplemented by the *Loyal
Orange Asgociates,’ the British Aweorican
Aseocintion, the Loyal Men of Americs,
and the United Order of American
Mechanics.” With the exception of the
iaet-mentioned eocisty, there is certainly
a ring in the titles reminding us very
much of the ¢ Inyal Orangemen” of
Canade, and it appears, from the accounts
of the meeting wkich bhave reached us,
that the Canadian Orangemen, resident
in Boston, were the originators of the
whole aftair,

The Governor of Massachusetts had
boea invited to the maeting, and also the
Mayor cf the city, Mr. Hart, but hoth
declined to be present, te Bosion
Record says of it.

“The warmest frionds of the Cotholie
clement in Boston could not ssk anything
better calculsted to help that religlous
body then such rancor as has lately been
dlsplayed.”

The Boston press are almost uuani.
mous in condemning the spirit of bigotry

which was made manifest on the occa-

sion of Mrs, Shepard’s meeting, and this
gives ressapable ground for bope thst
the wave of fauaticism which he#s been
recently euveloping tae city has passed
over it entirely, and that the bigohry
which was instrumental recently in
eleeting s enti-Catholie Sokeol Board
bas been at least partislly discipated,
The Boston Globe euys, in en cditorial
article :

“That eny persons in Boston should
bo found to oppose & popuiar expression
of pupulsr love for a man lke O'Retlly
Is o etgn of pettivess, of narcowness, of
provinclalism, that the people of Boston
will resens, Boston oughbt, by this time,
to be large enough to ece and love and
honor any fiaeness or grandeur of man.

vided it, or the creed that colored it.  We
pity the ‘loyaity ' that cannot see that
‘msn’fe a larger word than * Amerlea,”?

The bissing of the names of the Gover:

Boston by thoee present at Mrs, Shepard’s
meeting has particularly angered the
Americans, and there s a etrong deter-
mination in the clty to see that Mr.
O'Reilly’s memory eba!l be duly honored,

Franca ceaso to persecute the Church by
offensive legislation ; let them cease to
oppress French citlzens  because they
balong to religlous orders; let them mot
deprive the Oatholica of the country of the
liberty of educating thelr children ia the
truths of Chrletianity—end they wlll find
thet none are more devoted to the Inter-
ects of country than theee who are loyal
to the'r religlon,

1f the despatch be true, it would show
that the precent Athelstic Government
know that they hsve no hold upon the
eff2ctions of the French people, and that
a3 soon a8 the people generally realize euf-
ficlently the {mportance of taklng part in
the electlons, and thus having a volce in
the government of the country, Atheistic
rule will come to an end. It tock years
of Athcistic rule fa Belglum before the
people were roused to assert themselves,
and to inslet upon being governed in ac-
cordance witk the!r wither, and France
appears to be in the same position, It
may be many years yet before the inex-
plicable apathy will be shaken oft which
seems to lie as an incubus upon the
Freuch people. At present they are
ruied by the most noisy and moat un.
govornable class in & few of the large
cities, and though it is well krown that
the population generally are thoroughly
Catholic at heart, the Atheists are
allowed to have their own way.

Thaera have been, however, recenily,
ovidences thet the real sentiment of the
country is making itself felt, The de.
feat of tho Government not long ago on
the question of the exemption of clerical
students from military duty is one of

theze evidences, snd enother is to be
found in the fact thet the exclusion of
the Sisters from the hoepitala of Paris
has excited general indigustion, Kven
tan irreligious people of the ecilies
have given exprecslon to thefe sentlments
that the loss of the maternal vlgilance
with which the gocd Sieters eared for the
vnfortuuate inmates of these fnstitutions
is » public misfortune, and thls general
feellvg has been echoed with elugular
unanimity by the physiclans of the cliy.

Pre:ldent Carnot need not have any
feur that QOatholics will oppose the Re.
public if the Republic do jastice to the
Church. The Catholic religlon is rot at-
tachcd to any particular form of Guvern-
mept, but the Ubureh will always fuslat
that ite liberty to rule itsell in purely
esclesiastical matters shall be recognized,
whatever may be the form of Govern.
ment,

ing soleiy on a profession of faith in the
Bible, They declare that the sole doc-
trine of the early Church was the divin.
ity of Christ, and that this should be the
only doctrinal teet required for Church
membership, Tae committee appear
not to be aware of the fact that there
are sects which profess to draw
their belief from the Bible, but which
nevertheless deny Christ’s divinity.
Such are the Unitarians and Uxniversai-

was A very great loss, ue {uv had been for
vears a refuge end retreat for converted
Iadisns and Frenck mariners who traded
with the natives slong the eossta and
ertuarles of those great rivers, In 1668
the plece was vidted by the ealutly Dishop
Laval, who had to celebrate in a bark
shanty and preach {n the open &lr to eev.
eral hundred Indlans aud French settlers,
The actnal church we visited four weeks
ago wes erected on the rpame tite
avd foundstions as the old cne. It
wag finished in 1747, when Right Rev.
Mgr. De Pontbriast was Blehiop of Que-
bec. I'ne French superintendent, DMovs
Hocquart, furuished all the materisl and
contributed the greater part of the money
required for the construcilon of tha
churchb, which was blessed and used for
Divine eervice om the G:b Msy, 1748
The prlest, Rav, Father O-qnard, who
performed the ceremony, promised, in the
presanca of the enidre cingregaifon on the
day of {te dedlcation, that #s long as that
church lasted a aolemn Mass would be
celubrated every year on St, Aune’s day
for the intenilou of 8o munificent a
patron and benefactor, It ts but 30 by
25 feet, with two windowa on each
sida, The front elevation, faclng ou the
Bay of Tadousac, may bs seen from s
great distance, with its quaintold beliry,
which &till bolds the bail brought from
Fiance in 1647 and eaved from the burn.
ing of 1665. The walls, which have so
trinmphantly resisted the ravages of
time, are built ot cedar, They were for.
neerly whitewashed every yesr, and are
now covered on the inside with wall
paper decorations, This little monu.
mental chapel was used as the parish
church until five years ago. O Carist-
msas day, 1885, & new and very fine stone
church was opened uader the pastorate
of the present incumbent, Father La.
mieux, and dedicated by Monsignor
Bogin, the new Bishop of Chicoutimi.
Since then Mass is esid in the old church
only on St Aune’s day, the 26th July,
when not only the whole parish assem
bles, but canoes start cut from ail poiute
along both rivers, bearing faittful men
sand women to hear Mass once more in
tho dear little old church of their fathera,
and place themselves, their children and
concerns under the powerful protection
of the bonne Ste Anne.

THE LANGUAGE OF CHRIST,
A question that is often discuesed in
Protectant jouroals, but eeldom touched
upon by Oatholics, regards the laxgusge
which our Lord used habitually, Tne
Jewe, carrled away to Babylon, lost their
own lapgusge, which became dead to
them, aud even abandoned thelr own
alphabet, Lhe letters generally called
Hebrew belng really thoee of thelr mastere,
toe auclent Hebrew letters belug seen on
coins aud in the Ssmaritan Peuntateuch.
Oa their return from captivity their ordin.
ary langusge became Syro.Chaldale, but
sfter the conquests of Alexander, Greck
became the prevailing language, although
the Syrisc contipued to be spoken, In
the time of our Lord Greek sesmed to
predominate. The Scriptures were cur-
rentin Greek in the Septusgint vereion,
the apostles all, except perhzps Matthew,
wrote in Greek and citegthe Greek trane
laticn of the Scriptares. When our Lord
in the synsgogne took the roll of the law
written in anclent Hebrew, and read it
the people wondered that Heshould be so
learned. When on the cross He pro-
nounoced & preesgeg of the Psalms in
Hebrew, the Jows did not even recog-
nize the word * Eli” (God) but mistook
it for “ Elijah,”” Hebrew was then un-
known except to the learned ; ireek was
the state and official language ; the Syriac
lingered among the people as Irish and
Guelic snd Welsh do in the British Isles.
Our Lord spoke, 88 we may infer, both
Syrinc snd Greek, and used either
according to the prevailing custom of
the district in which He happened to be.
He would thus naturally speak in Greck
at Jerusalem, the capital, where it was
generally known, and where there were
many synagogues, especially for ite
Hellenes or Greck epeaking Jews, while
in the provinces, a8 at Capbarnaum,
where He was so often, He probably
spoke Syriac ; and we may regard it as
most probable tkhat in addressing His
Mother and the Aposiles he spoke the
same language,

wives of King Misdone Min, whose body
had been iying some time in state ot the
residence of her daughter near Rangooa.

CARDINAL NEWDMAN vs, DR, DOL.
LINGLR,
New York Cathollc Roview.

Arthur Warren writes from London to

the Boston Herald a lstter on Cdinal
Newmnn, * A Good end Great Old Mao,”
in which, with the veual amount of con-
fl'ctlug and contradistory praice and dig-
poragement, occiurs the following patsage :

*Cardipal Newmen was the spirituaf
tuperior of any man in onr century, In
his speclal human gifi, bis attatnments
and powers, he was, as the world kaows,
truly remarkable. But ha wasnot, in this
respict, without peers, He was surpassed
by Dr. Dollleger, who, iodeed, as a
scholar, as & theologlan, as & controversial.
let, surpassed every man of our time,
That plousscholsr, that couragaoue divine,
was the wonder of our age. To his pro-
found researches, to bis COUTAReOUs rejuc
tion of men made doguwas, to hia uctinng
arguments, Rome had one anawer, and
ouly ore—excommuaication | Rome con-
quered by force, but the Church was the
loser.  Dolllnger’s Catholle falth rose
superfor to Itallan cupldity and hatred,
Tae Jesult power, etlll in control, had no
match for his learning, no re:ly for bis
unsnswerable logle—!t had but one re-
source, rejection ! But Dr, Dollioger re
remalued a Cathollc despite anathems.
His death preceded but a short time that
of the belowed and salntly Newmsn,
Dollinger belleved in & Catholic rather
than in an Italfan Church., Newman
accepted thivge as they were, Itallanism
and all,”

We glve this quotation, not because any
particular impoxtauce s to be attached to
the oploion of & man who, with some
talent for wrlting, 1s employed to furnish
about 8o many llnes of acceptable matter,
on a ceriain subjact,at a certain price, but
to show (1) the powezful irflaence of
partizen prejudics in shaping a man’s
oplntons ; and (2) the impossibility of
such a writer as this correspondent of the
Herald comprehending the real position of
such a man 83 Cardlual Newman. They
kaow that he wasa great man ; they give
bim credit for belug logleal ; he was, they
acknowledge, a gocd, a great, a boly man,
who kad a elncere love for the truth, and
the courage of bis convictions;” bat In
effect they ssy he was not of our party,
aud while we glve him credit for all these
virtues and goed qualities, which it would
be presumpilon to deny, we muet not
acknowledge that he was right, We muet
if possible counteract his inflaence In favor
of * Rome.”

But to contrast the great Cardinal with
Dr. Dollinger, and to say, as this writer
does, that ‘' he was surpassed by Dr, Dol.
linger, who, indeed, as a scholar, as a theo
logian, as a controversiallst surpacsed
every man of our time,” we do not hesl
tate to sey ia using the euloglstic brush
without proper discrimination, That
Dolllnger was a learned man we are not
at all inclined to deny. He was, too, an
able theologlan aud a very eff:ctive con-
troversiallat, Bat it {s absurd to eay that
he was Newman’s superior in all these
respects. And there were plenty of con
temporarles in the Church who were not
one whit behind him, and some who were
his superlora, fossness
But making all due allowance for his
undoubted good quallties we still have
never heard that be was distleguished for
disfnterestedness of motive, or conelstency
of conduct, much iess for the sanctity of
life, That he had not the coursge of his
convictlons was proved by the fact that
when the test came at the time of the
Vatican Council he utterly failed and
dellberately went back on the very priu-
ciple which he had spent his life in main-
taining. If bis testimony is of any special
value it lsin favor of the principles he
maintaloed when kis reputation was at its
highest and hls motives were unsullied by
partlean or poiitical conslerations. The
most that any of the members of the
Vatican Council thought of doing was to
object to the “ opportuvenecs” of declar.
ing the iofallibility of the Pope as &
dogma, But that Dolllager was a poll.
ticlan as well as a theologlan acd that his
pelitical complications had a power-
ful fufluence fn shaping bis course in
reference to the decree of the Connell
cannot be successfully dealed. Com-
menclog with a protest agalnet the tem-
poral power, and the abuses of the Papacy,
he fivally protesied not only againet the
opportnneness of declaring the infallibility
of the Pope but againet the doctrine ltself
—one man againstsix hundred and sixty-
seven of the most learned Bishops in the
world ! He was of course glorified by the
liberal party, and his pride and ambition
led bim to form schemes of  reform ”” and
of a comprebensive Oatholic Church
which should leave out the doctrine of the
{afallibility of the Pope. He had been
appolnted Councillor of State for life and
held bis poeition as Provost of St. Csjetan
by favor of the Bavarlan government,
and he was supported in his scheme by
the government ofiiclals,

The famons “ Old Cathollc ” echlsm was
the result. Of course he was excommun{-
cated—why should he not be? He had
excommunicated himself. He was a
rebel against the Church, He went to hls
own, They recelved him and glorified
him and he enjoyed a momentary popu-
larity. But alas! he had lost grace, and
with it he gradually lost power and pres.
tige. The Old Catholic movement which
seemed to promise well at first, gradually
declined and the poor man who origin.
ated 1t lived to see the work of his owa
havd perish, It was a terrible disappoint-
ment. Ie must bave seen the mysteri-
ous bandwriting on the wsll long before the
end, and no doubt it filled him with con-
sternation and foreboding of future ill,
But his pride was like that of Luclfer,
which leads one to prefer to rule in hell
rather than relgn In heaven ; and so he
died—another and most striking instance
of the folly and danger of setting up one's
private opinion and rebelling against the
Church, especially against God's an-
nointed, the successor of St. Peter.
Compare sach & man as this with the
great, the salntly, Cardinal who has just
gone to his reward amidst the universal
plaudits of mankind? It is absurd; itis
fmpertinent and presumptuous in the ex-
treme,

M’Enery has been subjected, un.d it ig
certainly a diggrace (o any civilizod com-
munity, Without any neceseity, under
pretence of searchipg the priconer, ke
bas been knocked down violently and
his person has been felt indecently and
offensively, tbough he declared his readi-
nees to bo searched in & ressonable man
per, Mr. M'Enery declares that he v_n!l
resist the disgreceful trestment to which:
he bes been sut j -oted, Itis cus‘tgmmy
to search the prisoners, but Mr, M'Enery,
being a political prieoner, is subjected to
the process three times 8¢ frequently as
the ordipary prisonere. It should be in-
dignity for Mr. Balfour to bave icflicted
on him the punishment of hard labor
without having recourse to such meas:
ures, which are not suthorized by law.
Dr, Mooreheasd says :

“1 think cuch an indignity ss Mr.
M’Enery complains of to a fellow being,
whether in prison or out of prison, is an
outrege on our common humsrity ; and
a8 it is evidently practiced for the carry
ing out of a cruel pico of red topeism, be-
ing unauthorized by auy prison rule, and
wholly unnecessary, culia for the immo
diate interference of the avihorities for
its suppreesion.”

Not one landlord in the whole of Ireland
bas yet bad the grace to offer to tide
tenants over the black Winter by de-
ferring payment of their dues or by
making abatements in rents, snd mot
one bas had the bumanity to suspend or
abandon threatened evictions,

BALFOUR'S REIGN OF TERROR,

Dublin, Oct, 4 —Much excitement was
oocasioned st tho hearing of the charges
sgainst the Nationalists by the evidence
of one witness, a policeman, who tesii-
fied that be followed several of tho de
tendants into the vestry of the Catholic
church and tried to overhear what was
said by tbhem. This testimony aroused
the indignation of counsel for the defend.
ants, and he demanded to kuow if the
penal days had returned when the esnc-
tity of the confessional could be invaded,
The court room became a babel of cries
and the confusion was 80 great that it
was impossible to go on with the pro-
ceedings. The court was therefore
declared adjourned for half en hour,
When the court re.opened the policeman
witness was crose-examined by Mr,
Harriogton, who called the witness a
“shadow.”

gion, Mr, Harrington refused to do
8o and was ordered to leave the
case, Aa uproar ensued, Messrs,
O'Brien and Dillon commentirg freely
on the manner in which the cate
was conducted, Finally avother half-
kour’s adjournment was ordered.

cllents decided to defsnd themselves
When the procecdings were resumed Mo,
Dillon had just begun to addrees the
Berch when a cheer was ralied for Mr,
Harrlngton,  This so exasperated the
megistrate that he crdered the court
cloared, and the proceedings wera ad-
journed abraptly, amld the greatest con.
fuslon, A lorge body of police were
massed outside the courty, There was no

The proceedings were private, There
was o very large attendance, and moat of
the promiceat members of the Nationaiist
party wers present, Justin McCurthy
moved the adoption of four rezolations, all
of which had previously baensabmlited to
Mz, Parnell.  The ficst of these pledges the
fullest support of the Natlonal Lsagua to
the tenzats who arve threatened with
rain in counsequerce of the conrse adopted
by the Government ard landlorxd sya.
dleates, The eecond resolntlon de-
oands that certelu dlstressed diatricta In
the southern and weateru parts of Ireland
ba given especial conelderstion by the
Goveranment, and that weasures be taken
at onco for the rellef of the inhabltants,
The Government fs callsd upon to la.
augurate & serlez of public Improvements
for the pnrpose of giving employment to
the peoplo and ensable them to eapport
themselves without charitable assistance.
Tae third resolution condemns In emphatic
terms the conduct of the Government in
cauging the arrest of O'Brien, Dillen and
the other Nationalist leaders arraigued
at Tipperary. The fourth resolution
says the Nationalist party is compelled
by circumstances to make an appeal to
its friends everywhere in behalf of the
Irish tenants, and it looks, especially
to its friends in Awerica, 10 sub-
scribe  generously for the defence
of a distressed people, This appeal,
the reesolution eaye, is made most un-
willingly, but the desperate strait in
which the Irish tenants are now placed
makes it absolutely necessary that asaiet.
ance should be asked from friends ard
sympathizers throughout the world.
Mr, Parnell sent a telegram to
the conference eaying he greatly re-
gretted bis inability to be present,
and expressing confidence that the de-
liberations of the meeting would be
guided by wisdom and patriotism, snd
would result In the good of the public.

unfairly treated in life’s siruggle, and
would wish to mole cut the samo treat
ment to all their fellows,
The Catholics have their chepel, which
is capable of ecatleg sbout five handred.
