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i BIG BOOM COMING

The World’s Next Mining Rush Will
be to Kootenay.

OPERATORS INTERESTED

G. F. Whiteman, Just Back From Lon-
don, Predicts a Brilliant Future for
Rossland—-Undeveloped Properties
Useless in England.

“Six months ago English mining
operators would scarcely so much as
listen to a proposition including a Brit-
ish Columbia property, but now they
are anxious to get hold of any meritor-
ious Kooténay mining interest.”” This
concise epitome of the English market
was given Monday by G. F. Whiteman,

of the late firm of Smith & Whiteman,
who returned Sunday night from a stay

of nine months in Great Britain on min-}

ing business. Mr. Whiteman, by the
way, was seriously ill while in the old
country, but is now all right again, and
will remain in the country all summer
directing work on his properties, al-
though he expects to return to England
next winter to avoid the cold weather.

“When I arrived in England last
August,” continued Mr. Whiteman,
‘“the mining market was practically
dead. The collapses in West Australia
and South Africa had completely taken
away the appetite of the public for in-
vestments in even the most widely
known mines, and as for properties in
British Columbia, which to a large part
of the public was hardly even a name,
it was impossible toget so much as &
hearing when they were to be presented.

«With the Klondike boom, however,
all this was changed. “The tales of the
phenomenal strikes on the Yukon at-
tracted the attention of the entire world
to Western Canada, and J)eople who be-
fore couldn’t have told you whether
British Columbia was in South Africa or
next to British Guiana, suddenly began
turning their attention this way with
the result that their eyes were suddenly
opened to the vast mineral resources of
the province. The Klondike boom is
deader than a salt mackerel in London,
but the big operators are looking to
Kootenay as the scene of the world’s
next great mining excitement. They do
not expect, however, that the boom will
come this year. Oonfidence in mining
is not yet fully restored, and it will take
time for it to recover from the shock re-
ceived in the West Australian failures,
but 1899 should see the attention of the
whole English mining market focussed
on this district, and when the market
does take up the Kootenays, all the
money now accumulatin in the safe
deposit vaults for lack-of &ld 1vest-
ment will be thrown. into the“mining"
interests in the district.

“The English operators who are now
taking hold in Trail creek want at least
partially developed properties with some
ore in sight. Unopened prorpects are
useless, and it is impossible to place
them. As it was undeveloped properties
that I took over with me, I did not suc-
ceed in placing them, but I am herenow
to open them this summer, and next
winter I shall offer them again in Eng-.
land, with, I hope, better success.

«“On Sullivap creek, I shall work the
Washington and Marydale, but I shall
spend most of my time in operating the
Imperial and the Porcupine fraction, on
Porcupine creek near Ymir, where I
shall have four men at work.”

*What about the affect of the Hispano-
American war on local mining " inter-
ests?”’ Mr. Whiteman was asked. '

““While the war will undoubtedly make
money tigher, yet I think that it will
help Kootenay by diverting hither Eng-
lish money, which would otherwise be
spent in American industrial stocks.”

PROSPECTORS RETURN.

Explored the OCariboo Lake Country
But Found Nothing Worth Staking.

Robert McCann and Jay Benn re-
turned Monday from a prospecting
trip in the vicinity of Cariboo lake..

They report that there. is plenty of iron
capping along the borders of the lake,
but they saw nothing that seemed to
them to be worth staking at a point
that is so remote from transpor-
tation. The iron capping is similar to
that in the vicinity of Rossland. There
are a number of bald faced grizzlies
along the shore of the lake, but as the
two prospectors had not lost any grizzlies
and were without firearms, they gave
them a wide berth. Once when Mr.
Benn was going along the ledge of a cliff
his hat was blown off by the wind.
He started down the declivity after the
missing head gear and when he had
gone a short distance he saw two of
these fierce animals obetween bim and
the place where his hat was. Quickly
he retraced his steps to the place
from whence he had started and waited
gatiently until the bears had gone when

They say. that where there ape
pears to be only one lake on the
maps there are really two. The show-
ing of mineral is not very good, and it is
tioubtful if they will ever ' visit this sec-
tion again, as it is rather a difficalt
country to prospect in. They complain
that they were delayed in returning by
the fact that the C.P. R.stéeamers re-
fused to pick them up. From Christie’s
landing on Friday they hailed the Trail
and on Saturday the Rossland and failed
to get them to stop, but on Sunday they
went out in the lake in an open boat and
were taken on board the Trail.

Columbia Avenue Inequalities to Be
Toned Down.

At the council meeting Tuesday the
aldermen took steps to procged at once
with establishing a grade along Colum-

bia avenue and getting the sidewalks
raised or lowered to the grade. This
will do away with the high walks along
the south side of the avenue from the
Windsor hotel to Spokane street, and
nearly all the owners of property in that
vicinity have announced that they will
immediately lower their buildings to the
grade.

Mike S8hick returned Tuesday from a
prospecting trip fato the Burnt pass
country, bringing with him some of the
finest free gold specimens that have
been brought into camp this spring.
The rock came from the Big Mike group,
about eight miles up McRae creek from
the head of Christina lake, where Mr.
Shick located five claime on the trip
from which he just returned.. The main
ledge, he says, traverses three of the
claime, and is about 24 feet wide. It
was from this ledge that he secured the
samples with which he returned. The
rock is a smoky quartz, varying into a
sugar quartz formation, and it is the
former which carries the free gold, for
which the specimens are notable. The
gold seemed scattered throughout the
whole body of the quartz, and is plainly
visible to the eye.

FELL DOWN TO HIS DEATH.

William James Kiiled in the Virginia,
Tuesday Night. :

A fatal accident occurred in the Vir-
ginia shaft at 12 o’clock Tuesday night, in
which William James lest his life by
falling a distance of 150 feet down the
shaft. At 7:30 a full round of 35 holes
had been exploded in the shaft. As the
shaft was full of smoke the men did not
venture back until 10 o’clock, when
another shot was fired. Half an hour
after, at 10:30, the men returned to the
bottom of the shaft, and as it was
pretty close to quitting time
they did not attempt to - do
anything beyond obserye the
effect of the blast. At 11 o’clock William
James and three other miners went on

shift, proceeded to the bottom of the
shaft and commenced mucking. This
evidently released a considerable volume
of powder gas that still lingered in the
broken rock. About 12 o’clock James
gaid to his companious: ‘I am begin-
ning to feel sick and I think I will go to
the surface.” Jamés stood up on the
bucket, and another ¢f miners
said he, too, did not feel
very well and that he also would go
to the surface for a little fresh air.
The signal was given and the bucket
started to go toward the surface. When
150 feet had been traversed,
James was observed by his companion
to sway, lose his hold and fall. - 1t was
evident that. the smoke had overcome
him completely. His companion
reached out in an endeavor to
save him, but missed even catching hold
of him so sudden did he go hurling
down the shaft. As the unfortunate
man went down he kept striking against
the timbhers and was probably fatal-
ly injured, and unconscious be-
fore he reached the bottom. He fell on
the back of his head in the sump. Jack
McGee, one of the two miners siiil in the
bottom of shaft, reached over and pulled
the inanimate form. out of the sump,
and as soon as he looked in his face he
saw that he was dead. The entire
portion  of -the head was smashed
into a shapeless mass by the great force
of the awful fall, and resembled a bloody
sponge more than a human head. -The
limbs, too, were fractured, and alto-
gether the body was in a most pitiable
state.

The deceased was a married man, and
had worked in the Virgiuia for the past
four monthe. Previous to that he was
employed in the Le Roi mine. He has
been'in the camp about a year and be-
fore he came here he worked in the
Tenino mines. There was a disaster

A Flurry In Monte Christo—Sale of the

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There was not quite as much lifein
 the stock market during the week as
usual and the volume of transactions
was not as large. It was sug-
gested by a broker yesterday that one
reason for the lessening of the orders
from the east was because thereisa
great deal of speculating in wheat on
account of the war, and that many in-
stead of buying stock were taking flyers
in wheat futures. One of the principal
features of the week was a flurry in
Monte Christo. The transaetions ran
into many thousands shares and the de-
mand up to yesterday was still in excess
of the supply. The price ranged
from 19% up to 20 cents.
The most talked of matter among
those who deal in stocks was the sale of
the Le Roi to the British America cor-
poration for $3,000,000. It was conceded
that the ultimate effect of baving the
dividends from thie mine go to Lon-
don instead of to Spokane would be ben-
eficial in its effects on the shares of this
section as well as upon the mines.

It is evident that Grand Prize is being
picked up by parties who desire to
secare the control of that company.
The property of the Grand Prize is lo-
cated near the Deer Park, and the strike
in the latter probably led to the idea of
securing control of the Grand Prize.
Those who have visited the Deer Park
within the past few days report that it is
looking first rate and that ietdptomines to
make a mine.

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THE LONDONMARKET

Alexander Dick Chats Interestingly
Concerning It.

A DEMAND FOR OUR MINES

The Value of Kootenay Properties is
Well Understood and as & Result
there is Sale for Them on a Cash
and Share Basis.

Among the arrivals Wednesday was
Alexander Dick, the well known mining
engineer, who had spent the last four
months in England and on the contin-
ent. Mr. Dick is favorably known here,
and last year negotiated some of the
largest and most important mining deals
that have ever been consummated in
the district. He has now returned in
the interests and as manager of a syndi-
cate of influential and powerful London
eapitalists, who have not hitherto been
actively interested in the development

of the Kootenays, but have large invest-
ments in South Africa and West Austra-
lian mines.

¢There is,”’ said Mr. Dick, to a MINER
reporter last night, “‘a disposition in
London to take a fayorable view of the
outlook in British Columbia, but in
mining circles it is not ab all unusual,
to hear adverse criticism, owing largely
to the fact that hundred of prospects
are offered for which the owners in-
variably demand the price of a developed
mine. The Britisher is well informed
as to the progress made here. The slow
development of some districts puzzles
him, and he is waiting for results.

“I'hen again owners of property who
wish to have their properties opened up
with British gold, must be prepared to
give more liberal terms, taking part of
the payment in cash, and the balance in
shares in the company, as was done in
the early days of this camp in the case
of Canadian and American companies.

«“Was there not some such arrange-
ment in the case of the Velvet deal,
which you negotiated for the Tupper
company last year?”’

«“Yes: and in that case I believe the
experience of both parties has proved
wholly satisfactory. The Velvet is look-
ed upon in London as a very promising
property, and the reports of the man-
ager, Mr. Lackie, published in the Fi-
nancial Times recently wese very en-
eouraging.”’

The City Elections to Be Held There
on Next Tuesday.

Granp Forks, May 6.—[Special.]—

THE YUEKON RAILWAY.

The Agreement Between the Govern-
ment and McKenzie & Mann.

Vicroria, May 7.—The second reading
of the railway loan bill has been moved
inthe legislature and Premier Turner
presented to the house the basis of the
agreement with McKenzie & Mann for

the Yukon railway and wagon road con-
gtruction, as follows:

VicroriA, April 30, 1898.
The Hon. J. Turner, premier—Dear
Sir: Referring to my communication to
you of the 13th instant re Teslin railway,
my understanding of the matter is that
on April 20 the terms therein set out
were discussed and amended to further
meet the government’s demands and
that the proposition verbally accepted
by the government now stand as.follows:
The railway to be a through narrow
gauge line from Teslin lake to an ocean
port in British Columbia, the port to be
gelected jointly by the provincial and
Dominion governments.
The railway to be divided into two
gections. The northern section from the
Stickeen river to Teslin lake; the
southern section froin the Stickeen river
to the ocean port.
Work will be commenced simultane-
ously on both sections at the Stickeen
before July 1st next. The northern sec-
tion to be finished by Augustl, 1899.
The southern section to be finished
within two and a half years after the
selection of an ocean port. The govern-
ment to grant a cash subsidy of $4,000
per mile for both sections, payable upon
completion of each section.
The railway to be assessed at $2,000
per mile when completed. The govern-
ment to receive four per cent of the gross
receipts of the railway. The railway
company to have the option of repaying
an any time the total subsidy.
Work to immediately begin to con-
struct for the purposes of the railway a
wagon road over the northern section
along the located line of railway. The
wagon road to be free to the public for
transportation purposes during the con-
struction of the railway. We to take
over and assume all expenditure in re-
gpect of any such wagon road under con-
struction by the government at date of
contract with us. Security forsthe due
verformance of the whole/. .t be
given to the satisfaction of the lieuten-
ant-governor in council in the sum of
$75,000 for each gection forthwith upon
the execution of the contract. ith
reference to the modifications of the
above terms suggested verbally by the
government today I may say that I am
willing to agree to the following:
First—The subsidy to be $4,000 per
mile from Teslin Lake to an ocean port
in British Columbia,to be nominated by
the lieutenant-gove:nor-in-council, gsuch
subsidy not to exceed the aggregate sum
of $1,600,000.
Second — The lieutenant-governor-in-
council to have supervision of the con-
struction of the wagon road, also of the
railway rate; which two matters shall be
mutually agreed upon before the execu-
tion of the contract.
T beg to say that my firm is prepared
forthwith upon the granting to it of the
said subsidy to execute a contract upon
the above items, so modified, with pro-
yision therein for the full and satisfac-
tory equipment and operation of the
railway. I beg to remain yours respect-

It Passes Into the Hands
of the B. A. C.

PRICE IS _@_000,000

The Northport Smelter Goes With
the Mine.

With This Splendid Dividend Paying
Property the Company Can Imme-
diately Make a Showing of Profits—
The Management Has, Indeed,
Secured the Keys of the Golden
Treasure House—It Is Probable the
Smelter at No?thport Will Be Pa-
tronized—Particulars of the Nego-
tiations—W hitaker Wright Is Com-
ing to Rossland to Have a Look at
the Many Properties Purchased by
the Corporation in Which He Is So
Largely Interested.

It is morally certain that the sale of
the Le Roi to the British America cor-

poration -has been completed, and all
that remains is the actual transfer of the
property.

Edwin Durant, the business manager
of the B. A. C., returned Saturday
afternoon from Spokane, where with
Hon. C. H. Mackintosh he was in con-
ference with the directors of the Le Roi,
relative to the purchase of the property.
To a MINER reporter who called upon
him at his office, Mr. Durant announced
that he could give no information re-
garding the progress of negotiations, but
as he was speaking a telegram arrived
from Governor Mackintosh at Spokane.
Tt was as follows: “Iam informed
that the trustees of the Le Roi have
unanimously determined to sell. You
may tell this to THE MINER.”

Mr. Durant could give no further par-
ticulars regarding the matter. ‘It looks
very much as if the sale has been com-
pleted,”” he said, ‘“but I can add nothing
to what is contained in the message
from the governor. Meeting after meet-
ing was held in Spokane by the trustees
of the Le Roi, but they had not been
able to agree to our terms up to the time
that I left. We offered $3,000,000, and
they were holding out for a higher
figure. From the governor’s telegram,
it would appear that they have at last
decided to close the deal.”

The Le Roi, it will. be remembered,
was among the properties included in
the original prospectus issued by the
British America corporation, but the
deal hung fire, as the B. A.C. did not
feel justified in purchasing the property
at the price asked by the Le Roi people.
Und}scouraggd, Governor Mackintosh
continued his negotiations on the basgis
of a figure that he thought would be
reasonable—$3,000,000—and from the
tone of his telegram last night it seems
certain that his long-continued efforts,
extending over nearly a year, have at
last met with success.

If such is the case the governor will
indeed haave more than ‘‘secured the
keys to the golden treasure houses of the
district.”

In a recent circular to the sharehold-
ers of the B.A.O., Whitaker Wright,
the managing director, announced that
the Centre Star,as well as the Le Roi,
was under consideration by his company.
No developments re the purchase of the
Centre Star have been made public, but
in the event that it also is secured, the
B. A. C. will control among others the
Le Roi, the Centre Star, the Josie, the
Poorman, the Annie, the No. 1, the
Thekla, the Nickel Plate, the Golden
Queen, the Surprise, the You Know,
the Ore-or-no-go, the Golden Chariot,
the Great Western, the Golden Dawn,
the Columbia, the Tiptop, the Kootenay,
the Kootenay fractien, the Copper Jack
and the Black Eagle fraction. Exclus-
ive of the Centre Star they represent an
investment of $4,300,000.

As the Northport smelter is owned by
the Le Roi company it will doubtless be
included in the transfer. The sale,
however, makes it possible that the Le
Roi’s ore will be treated in Canada.
The Trail reduction works, it is known,
is desirous of handling the output of the
big mine, and if necessary it might suc-
ceed in making a freight and treatment
rate less than would be possible at
Northport.

In smelting, the larger the tonnage of
ore handled the lower is the cost of
treatment.

Shortsighted Promoters Hurt Their
Property by Decrying Others.

A Broker‘ Predicts Immense Invest-
ments Here by the Larger Opera-
tors of the British Capital.

Several Properties Are Being Devel-
oped There.

GLASGOW GROUP BOUGHT

The Purchaser the Canada Gold Min-
ing & Exploration Co.—The B. C.
Bullion Company Will Commence
Operations in July.

Seven men have been at work on the
Pink and the St. Charles on Lookout
mountain, just back of Trail, and a very
satisfactory showing has been disclosed.
Operations -for the present are disgon-
tinued, owing to the heavy flow of&n‘-
face water, but it is likely that work will
be resumed soon.

The Pink is the property oi the Look-
out Mountain Mining company, which
also holds the Joker, while the St.
Charles is owned by R. T. Daniel. Mr.
Daniel, who directed the work on both

the properties, was in town yesterday,
and spoke very enthusiastically regard-
ik%:the showing on the two.

he work on the Pink was for the pur-

pose of getting a certificate of improve-
ments, and was confined chiefly to open-
ing the lead, which is exceptionally wide
and lies between diorite and porphyry,
the formation most prevalent on Look-
out mountain. The vein was opened in
half a dozen places and some excellent
copper ore obtained, giving, so Mr. Dan-
iel says, very satisfactory values.

Mr. Daniel speaks very encouragingly
of the development of the Sovereign, one
“of the best known of the Lookout moun-
tain claims. Assays, he says, taken by
him personally, have given values rang-
ing from $12 to $50, with an average of
about $18.

30,000 SHARES SOLD.

There Was a Flurry in the Shares of
the Monte Christo Con.

There was quite a little flurry in the
shares of the Monte Christo Con. Fri-
day, and locally some 30,000 shares of
stock changed hands at 19} cents per
gshare. Itis claimed that the cause of

the demand for the stock is a rumor to
the effect that the power plant is to be
increased and that it is the intention of
the company to begin before many
months the shipment of ore. The local
management of the company is reticent
as to the affair. Work has been pushed
on this property steadily for over a year.
The aim has been to attain depth and to
open the property so that once the ship-
ment, of ore is commenced it can be con-
tinued indefinitely.

ROSSLAND CASES.

Suits Against Le Roi and War Eagle
Being Heard at Victoria.

The May sitting of the full court com-
menced at Victoria on Monday before
Justices Drake, McColl and Irving. The
first case heard was that of Pender vs.
the War Eagle company. The plaintiff,
an employee of the War Eagle mine, was
injured by a drill falling on him, and
commenced an action in the courty court

(mining jurisdiction) for $5,000 damages.
The defence claimed that he had been
warned to keep away ; that he was an old
miner and should have known better,
but he decided to take his chances,and
was-injured. At the trial before County
Judge Forin and a jury, judge and jury
visited the scene of the accident and
took a view. While doing this the judge
separated himself from the counsel and
went under the platform at the bottom
of the chute and satisfied himself of
what could and what could not be seen
from in under the platform. In conse-
quence of his observations, which were
not then communicated to the counsel
engaged in the case, he, in his charge to
the jury, contradicted the evidence of
one of the witnesses for the defence.
After the trial, in which the plaintiff got
$500 damages, the defendants sent down
a surveyor who reported that the judge
in his charge to the jury was mistaken
in his facts. On this ground the defend-
ants moved for a new grial, and the full
court granted i.

A. C. Galt, Rossland, for defendants,
and A. L. Belyea for plaintiff.

The full court next took up the appeal
in Davis vs. Le Roi, an action for dam-
ages tried before Judge Forin and & jury
who disagreed. The defendanrts now ap-
peal from the judge’s refusal to grant a
non-guit. J. A. Macdonald, Rossland,
for defendants, and A. L. Belyea for
plaintiff.

IT WILL BE A GREAT DAY

Elaborate Preparations for the Cele-
bration of the Queen’s Birthday.

Over $1,000 Has Been Subscribed—
Races and Athletic Sports—A Big
Military Contest on the 25th.

The general committee to arrange for
the coming celebration of the Queen’s
birthday held a rousing meeting last
Friday at the Windsor hotel, when the
preliminaries for the day’s festivities

were arranged.

The energetic subscription commirttee,
Claude Cregan and Dan Thomas, re-
ported that it had secured over $1,000,
with high hopes of raising this figure by

Shipments From the Camp Are
Steadily Increasing.

2262 TONS THE LAST WEEK

Product of the Rossland Mines Since
Jan. 1, 1897, Has Passed the 100,-
000 Ton Mark—Sale of the Le Roi—
News From All Over the Camp.

The most important announcement in
the way of mining news for many weeks
past is the confirmation of the sale of
the Le Roi to the British America cor-
poration for $3,000,000, payable $500,000
down and an equal sum monthly there-
after, as told fully elsewhere in THE
MINER this morning.

The ore shipments have steadily
climbed until for the week just passed
they reach the comfortable total of 2,262

tons, of which the Le Roi as usual heads
the list with 1,268 tonms, although the
War Eagle comes a close second with
780 tons to its credit. Following in succes-
sion are the Iron Mask, 94, the Poorman,
75 and the Centre Star, 45. By the way,
the shipments since January 1, 1897,
just 16 months ago, have passed the
100,000-ton mark. :

The Columbia & Kootenay.
The property has bheen thoroughly
overhauled and the mine is in good
shape. The compressor plant has been

repaired and the steam pipes are being
coated with asbestos to prevent loss of
heat. In the tunnel Superintendent
MecDonald has re-established the grades
of the tracks and repaired the tracks
themselves. A drill is at work in the
face of No.2 tunnel and another is em-
ployed upraising from No. 3 tunnel. The
latter work is for ventilation, but ore 1s
met. On Tuesday another drill will
commence work in the face of the tunnel.

The new No. 4 tunnel, which is being
driven further down the hill, is under
cover, and a drill will be started in it
this week.

The work so far done has not been
of sufficient extent to make any change
in the showing.

The Sunset No. 2.
The shaft is now down 250 feet, and

good bunches of ore are met, together
with some red oxides and the calcite

streak that usually accompanies ore
chutes in the property. A particularly
fine hanging wall is in sight and the
ledge is about five and a half feet wide
at the bottom of the shaft. The pump
just installed at the 200-foot station
works well, The tank, which is located
in the foot wall, where it catches all the
seepage in the shaft, is six feet high, and
the pump is set just beside it, so. that
the pump is always primed when any
water is in the tank, and no time is lost
in priming when pumping commences.

The Deer Park.
The force has been doubled and 12
men are now at work under ground,

spondingly increased. Work has been
resumed sinking the shaft from the 200-
foot level, and timbering is being con-
tinued.

KOOTENAY’S CBENCE.

A Vancouver paper states that Hon.
G. B. Martin will not remain in office a8
chief commissioner after the next elec-
tions, whether or no he is re-elected as
the representative of North Yale. The
Cabinet at present is composed of four
residents of Victoria and one of North
Yale. If Mr. Martin’s successor is not
chosen from the Mainland, the next ex-
ecutive council will be coraposed en-
tirely of men from the Islands. As
there is a strong probability that the
Government will be returned to power,
and there is no likelihood of Mr. Martin
taking another portfolio than the one
he now has, it is fair to presume that
there will shortly be a vacancyin the
Cabinet that will be filled-by some man
from the Mainland. '

West Kootenay has never had a rep-
resentative in the cabinet, but from
present indications there is an excellent
epportunity for the district to obtain
that much desired honor, provided the
electors will only exert themselves to re-
turn the right man to the legislative
assembly at the approaching elections.
While it is neither advisable nor neces-
sary for this district to send a stanchi
Government supporter a8 its represent-
ative to Victoria, it would be the acme
of had policy to elect a man pledged to
the support of the Opposition. The ap-
proaching elections, 80 far as the Ross-
land district is concerned, are not 8o
much a matter of politics as of business.
We want to obtain fair treatment for
this division and for the balance of West
Kootenay. We need Cabinet represen-
tation and an annual expenditure of
public money commensurate with the
amount that we vearly paid into the
Provincial treasury. This we have not
experienced so far, and it ie not likely
shat we shall do so until West Kootenay
forces a proper recognition of our rights.
To do this it is necessary for this as well
as other electoral divisions in the district
to pursue a policy of independence. In
justice to their self respect the electors
of 4his division refuse toreturna Govern-
ment candidate, and they are ‘not to be
blamed for so doing. On the other hand
to elect an Oppositionist would be like
eutting off one’s nose to spite one’s face.
A disciple of Messrs. Semlin and Cotton,
be he ever so good a public speaker and
worker for his constituency, could not
be expected to accomplish as much for
the district as one who is not bound to
the obstruction methods that are the
only feature of the so-called *‘ policy”’ of
the Opposition.

As we said before there is no doubt
that the present Government will be
gustained next July; it is useless to
attempt to disguise it. But everything
indicates that the Government’s major-
ity will be considerably reduced. It lies
within the power of the Kootenays to
obtain all that they are justly entitled to
during the next four years if they will
elect men who will be a unit on all ques-
tions of public policy, but ii we suffer
eurselves to be dominated by the
mossback element at the Coast, our
interests will always be made subservant
to theirs. A

One would
judge, however, from the tenor of the
message that the delegates are nof re-
ceiving the full. and united support of
the British Columbia members. 1If, a8
Mr. Houston says, the members of par-
liament, from this Province, are prejud-
jced against an increased import duty
on lead bullion and manufactures, they
are guilty of neglect of duty and the
most stupid kind of partisanship. A
man who will allow his sympathy for
free trade to stand in the way of the
very extensive development of thé min-
ing, smelting and manufacturing in-
dustries of his Province is not worthy of
a seat in parliament. This idea of im-

1 posing - an almost prohibitive import

duty on lead is not unreasonable to those
who are familiar with the situation.
Throughout the length and breadth of
the Kootenays it is recognized by Free
Traders and Protectionists alike that the
development of the great resouces of the
district will be absolutely prevented in
certain districts if parliament does not
step in and rescue the country from the
merciless grasp of the American lead
gmelters. THE MiNer would urge the
B. C. members as well as the “Dominion
government to give this matter their
most serious attention and accept the
recommendations of the Kootenay dele-
gates who are now at Ottawa.

CITY’S SANITARY OONDITION.

Warm weather has arrived and is to
continue for the coming three or four
months. Itis duringdry, bhot ‘weather
that the seeds of many diseases that are
fatal to human life are planted. It 1]
imperative that the solid and liquid
refuse and decaying rubbish of all kinds
that has accumulated in the vicinities of
residences be swept into heaps and
either carted away or cremated. There
is considerable of this refuse yet in some
of the back yards in the more thickly
populated portion of the city, which
accumulated there during the winter
season. The city authorities are exer-
cising a great deal of vigilance in this
respect, and in their efforts they should
have the hearty co-operation of every
citizen who has a regard for the public
health. The end to be gained by this
observation of one of the laws of sanita-
tion is immunity from those germ dis-
eases that are the direct result of decay-
ing animal and vegetable matter.

The system of dry closets that prevails
here, while suited to villages and ham-
lets, does not meet the requirements of
a city of the size of Rossland. . They
are, even when they receive the most
careful attention, a menace to health.
We believe that they are liable, as care-
ful as the authorities here are in look-
ing after them, to produce, should the
conditions be favorable, such as an un-
usually long spell of hot weather, an
outbreak or epidemic of fever. To pre-
vent such a contingency should be one
of the matters that should receive the
immediate attention of the city authori-
ties. The city last year, at a cost of
some $32,000, put in a sewer gystem,
which is not allowed to be used because
the sewage was allowed to pollute the
waters of Trail creek. This pollution it
isalleged, caused an outbreak of typhoid
fever in Trail and the Provincial health
authorities stepped in and stopped this
city from using the system.

‘fhe Provincial authorities recently
gent a anitary engineer to look into the
gewage system here and he recom-
mended that the tank and earth drain-
age system be put into effect as the one
most suitable to the conditions prevail-
ing here. It will not require a very
‘costly -apparatus and the city council
should at once take up the matter of
putting in the needed appliances so that
the system of sewers constructed by the
city may be utilized. We do not think
they should hesitate about incurring
this expense. Then all living-along the
line of the sewer system could be
compelled to connect with it. As
the sewers extend through the more
thickly populated portion of the city the
putting of the system into gervice wgnld
to a large extent immediately do away
with a very great mepace to the public
health. A little further on the system

and thus the danger of a certain class of
diseases would almost entirely be abro-

gated.

A BAD BARGAIN.

Messrs. McKenzie & Mann will receive
$4,000 per mile from the Provincial gov-
ernment for constructing the Stickeen-
Teslin railway. But the road will not
be completed before the end of the
summer of 1899. The only redeeming
feature of this iniquitons grant is that a
provision has been made by which the
Province shall receive 4 per cent on the
gross receipts of the railway. It will be
interesting to note what success the
government will have in collecting this
per centage. If mo better results are
obtained than have o far been achieved
in the arrangement that the Province
has for a share of the gross receipts of
the Nakusp & Slocan and Shuswap &
Okanagan railways, it will have been a
waste of time to make such a provision.

THE CHEAP MONEY SCHEME.

It is a foregome conclusion that the
Agricultural Credit Associations bill,
more commonly known as the Cheap
Money bill, will pass the legislature -and
become law before many days elapse.
The measure is the culmination of an
agitation on the part of the farmers of
the Fraser River valley to have the
Provineial government loan them money
at a very low rate of interest.

* Owing miainly to the vastness and in-
calculable richness of the mineral re-
gources of this Province, it has become
in the last few years well and favorably
known in London and the other large
financial centers of the world. It is
known abroad as well as here at home
that some day, because of these re-
gources, British Columbia will be a field
of mining, smelting and metal manu-
facturing on a huge scale. Hence it is
that money can be borrowed on the
credit of the Province at an exception-
ally low rate of interest. But for our
mineral wealth, the ‘‘sea of mountains’’
lying between the Rocky Mountains and
the Pacific would have remained almost
a terra incognita, and the credit of the
Province at best would be in a sorry con-
dition. :

There are limited areas of agricultural
lands in various parts of British Colum-
bia which have been settled and devel-
oped to some extent, but the industry
languishes and is unprofitable because
there is little or no market for agricul-
tural products. This condition must of
necessity continue until our mineral re-
gources are developed.

If the government had paid proper
attention to the development of our
mineral resources the farmers of the
Fraser River valley would not now be
asking for government assistance in

order to make a living.

THE INSURANCE RATES.

The city will soon be in such a position
that it will require something out of the
ordinary in the way of unfortunate cir-
cumstances for a large conflagration to
take place here. The present water
supply of the city will be so augmented
by the 1st of July that the quantity on
hand could not be used in a conflagra-
tion that would last for an entireday. In
fact, the water supply will be constantly
replenished by the flow of a stream
into reservoirs ‘of large capacity 8o
that it will be practically inexhaustible
under- very severe drafts. It is estimat-
ed that when the plans of the company
are fully carried out that there will be
3,000,000 gallons constantly in reserve
for emergencies. This, with the inflow,
will be ample for any drafts that may be
made on it for domestic purposes and
the suppression of fires. '

The fire department is rapidly being
put into a first-class condition for fire
fighting. The department is made up of
paid firemen, who are well acquainted
with the city and have had considerable
experience in the business of putting
out fires here and elsewhere. The head
of the fire department was chief of the
Vancouver fire department, and has a
reputation for being cool-headed, re-
sourceful and successful in the capacity in
which he isnow engaged. The apparatus
is supplied with strong and speedy horses
and the hose and other apparatus are on
what might be termed a war footing. It
is the intention further along to augment
the efficiency by the putting in of a fire
alarm system. This is a great essential
inthe efficiency of a department, as it
saves time in giving in an alarm at points
remote from the fire headquarters. A
half a minute will sometimes result in
the saving of a building or a block, as
fires are much easier extinguished in
their incipiency than when they have
obtained a good start.

With a well equipped fire department,
an ample supply of water, which, under
the gravity system in force here, can be
thrown over the highest buildings with-
out the intervention of a steam fire
engine, there will in the near future be
very little danger of fires getting much
beyond the incipient stage unless, as
gsaid before, some very unfortunate cir-
cumstance should arise. Indeed, with
the equipment and conveniencies men-

tioned Rossland should be as free |

from ' extensive fires as
the large cities on the coast. T

In view of these facts, it seems but just
and equitable that the insurance com-
panies should no longer exact the al-
most prohibitory rates that prevai.
here, and which are such a bur-
den on the citizens.

that the risk is less so should the insur-
ance rates be cut down to what might
be termed a living rate.

Opposition Fighting to Postpone the
Railway Bill.

MR. SEMLIN’S MOTION

He Asks that the Question of the Build-
ing of the Road from Glenora to the
Coast be Left to the Decision of the
House after the Next Election.

Vicroria, May 9.—The railway aid
bill was debated in the legislature this
afternoon. Mr. Semlin, leader of oppo
gition, resuming the debate and moving
an amendment to the motion for a sec-
ond reading. This amendment read
that it is the duty of the provincial
government to provide communication
between an ocean port in British Colum-
bia and to Teslin lake, and therefore
asked the house to resolve “that the
present bill be withdrawn and one sub-
stituted reading only with the section of

the railroad between Glenora and Teslin
lake, without any increase of the sub-
gidy per mile, and that if any cash sub-
gidy ge given it shall exclude -the right
to profit by any land grant already pro-
vided for a railway over this route, and
that the question of the construction of
a railway from Glenora to the coast be
left to the decision of the house to be
clected at the forthcoming election.”

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THE SINGLE TAX

Dr. Longstreet’s Lecture on Its Re-
lation to Business.

GREETED BY MANY PEOPLE

Rights of the Laborer and Other Points
in the Theories of Those Who Be-
lieve the Application of the Doc-
trine Would Cure Many Ewvils.

Dr. B. F. Longstreet’s second lecture
in Dominion hall Friday was attended
by fully as large an audience as on the
occasion of the previous meeting. His
subject was ‘‘Single Tax and Business,”

and the speaker said in part:
¢«There is only one clals of law—the

laws of nature—and the laws enacted
by governments are merely petty rules
that have become accepted among men

for their guidance. But too often in
establishing their self made rules, men
forget these incontrovertibie naturallaws,
and it cannot be expected but that these
go-called laws, these man-made rules,
out of harmony with nature, must of
necessity fail.

“Society is a natural thing, for men
by instinct live together. As it is neces-
gary for these people to be governed,
government itself becomes a natural
thing. In a natural body health is the
natural condition, and a natural system
of government must of necessity be a
healthy government. It must go with-
out saying then, that poverty goes only
with an illogical system of political
economy- ' .

‘s Ag labor, applied to land is the source
of wealth, so then the laborer, who cre-
ates all wealth, is fairly entitled to iv.
Under a natural system of government
this would be the case, but in the com-
plex political system under which we
live, the laborer, who creates wealth, is
deprived of the greater part of it by the
men who hold the land upon which the
laborer must apply himself to produce
wealth.

At the present time seven-eights of
the land in the United States lies idle,
tied up for speculative purposes. Even
in New York city—the old city, I mean,
not the Greater New York—crowded as
it is, one-half of the ground is vacant,
held for a possible rise in value. This
vacant land is absolutely useless as it
stands, for labor, which would make it
profitable, is held back and cannot util-
ize it. Since wealth is produced by
labor applied to land, this tying up of
land prevents labor from working, and
poverty is inevitable.”

The theory of rent was graphically il-
lustrated by a series of charts showing
the relations of the landlord*and laborer.
The single tax would lower rents by
throwing upon the market the vast
volume of land now closed to labor since

" it is held for epeculative purposes; con-

sequently, the amount now paid for the
hire of land, instead of going to the
landlord, would go to the producer, to
whom he claimed it rightfully belongs.

Continued Dr. Longstreet, ‘“Wages is
the returns for labor, whether that labor
be physical or mental. There should be
no such thing as profit. The merchant
who buys sugar for 5 centsa pound and
gells it for 6 cents, makes that 1 cent a8
his wage for handling the goods, not as
profit. The merchant’s profit, the doc-
tor's fee, the clerk’s salary, the hod
carrier’s pay—all are wages. The presi-
dent, drawing $50,000 a year, simply
draws his wages and if he gives to the
people value equivalent to the money
paid him, he earns his wages.

“Phe four heads under which wealth
is divided are food, shelter, clothes and
luxuries. These are the real equivalents
for a man’s labor. Five dollars in one
town ie no more valuable than $1 at
another place, if in each case the two
gsums will purchase only the same
amount of things that the wage earner
really wants.
¢ Years ago I heard a missionary, re-
turned from Armenia, tell with tears in
his eyes how thousands of the poverty-
stricken Armenians ate meals costing
only one cent each. Yes, and thousands
more lived on meals that cost only a
quarter of a eent apiece. These quarter-
cent meals were the cheapest upon
which it was possible to subsist, and be
wept as he told of their dreadful condi-
tion.

¢ Did he not know that there are hun-
dreds of thousands of people right here
in Canada and in America who are eat-
ing only enough to sustain life, and
many are getting not even that.

« Several vears ago, in_ his minority
report upon the Wilson bill, Thomas B.
Reed said: ‘The moral and physical
welfare of a nation depends not 8o much
upon the nation’s creation of wealth as
upon the yearly distribution of the year-
ly gain.’ Who is it that produces
wealth? Labor, and in justice wealth
belongs to him who produces it—the
laborer.

« Let us imagine that all the wealth.of
the world were gathered together to be
divided among those who created it.
First comes the laboring man to claim
his share. He has produced the wealth
and his claim to ashare in it is good.
Then comes the capitalist to receive the
proportion due him.

«« What is your right to any of this’

common wealth?’ I ask.

¢ <] furnished the tools with which the
lasborer produced this wealth’; replies
the capitalist.

«“His claim is an honest one and he
receives his valid share from the com-
mon fund.

““Then comes the corpulent landlord
and demands his share.

« *\What right have you to any of this
w?lth? What have you furnished?’ I
ask.

landlord.

< ¢You’re a liar!’” I reply, ‘God fur-
nished the land, and you never furnished
an inch of it.’

either work at.the terms demanded by
the landlord or else starve. There is no
alternative, and as long as the owner-
ship of natural resources continues this
must hold tree. The only solution of
these evils is the single tax on land,
which by taxing unimproved land makes
it imperative to place itin a position
where it will return a revenue, or other-
wise the land will consume itself in
taxes.”

In answer to an inquiry from one of
his hearers, regarding the bearing that
gingle tax would have on the mining
industry, Dr. Longstreet pointed out the
present situation among the coal mines
of Pennsylvania, where, in order to de-
press the labor market, productive mines
are purchased by the big coal compan-
jes and closed down, so that the men
thus thrown out of employment will be
placed incompetition with the miners
working in the company’s other proper-
ties, and thus depress the price of labor.
With single tax in effect, the tax on
these idle lands would be so heavy that
the giant companies would be obliged to
work them in order to recover the taxes.
In case the comganies refused to pay
these taxes then the mines would revert
to the government and could be oper-
ated by the trades unions with success.

At the conclusion of his address an
unusually hearty vote of thanks was
tendered Dr. Longstreet and ‘the Trades
and Labor Council, which arranged for
his appearance here.

to $10 by pasting the numerals 10 cut
from revenue stamps over the genuine
figures on .the bill.

When
the matter was called to the attention of
the customer who deposited the bogus
bill he promptly redeemed it, and in
turn presented it to the man from whom
he obtained it. The process was repeat-
ed several times until it reached the
hands of a hotel man, and as he was un-
able to recall from whom he obtained
the note he stands the loss of the $9 up
to the present time. ‘
