i “At Moyie,” said Mr. Drewry to a

The principal work in harg is the sink-

. ing of the three-compartment shaft. This

a depth of 105 feet, bringing the bottom

of the shaft 20 to 25 feet below the level

of the lake. The work has  advanced

> sufficiently to demonstrate that the water

./ feet from the lake shore, and it was pre-

» dictled that the workings would be de-

luged by water. This has not been the

case. In fact we have found that the

the shaft has been the natural seepage

from the hill above, a matter of six to

kight - buckets per ghift, which can be

readily handled with the bucket.

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“From Marysville I went up the St.

Marys river, past the lake, taking the
west fork to the Great Dane property,
in which ] am interested. Ten men are
at work on this proposition, and while I
was on the ground I gave instructions
for the erection of another large. cabin
for the accommodation of the men during
the winter. On arriving I Jearned of an
interesting discovery that had been
made on the Fisher, one of the claims
comprising the group. The men had found
fine float 8bove the highest known vein,
and after some prospecting located the
Jead with an opem cut. It proved to be
a strong vein of steel galena coming up
to the grass roots. This parallels the
known Fisher vein at a distance up the
hill of about 70 feet. The new lead has
been stripped for a considerable distance.
The main tunnel on the group, which
starts on Great Danke ground, is in a
distance of 85 feet. The showing is'
magnificent. The copper found through-
out the galena appears to be increasing
as ‘depth is attained, yet, strangely, the
galena continues strong. A crosscut has
been started to cut the Great Dane vein,
and this will be continued to tap the
Fisher No. 1 and 2 leads, both of which
dip toward the Great Dane vein in such
a manner as to indicate that we will
encounter both within a distance of 150
feet.
“There are quite a number of prop-
erties working on the 8t, Marys river
and ' distriet,” concluded Mr. Drewry,
“and thie country is indeed most promis-
ing. With favorable transportation facili-
ties the district is bound to come to the
front rapidly.”

THE ABE LINCOLN.

The managemkent of the Abe Lincoln
mine is arranging to proceed with min-
ing operations on a comprehensive scale,
and the date of the active resumption of
underground work is not far distant;

In the Le Roi stoping has
gone ahead steadily, and with splendid
results, as will be seen by the produc-
fion table. Of the Le Roi ore shipped
2,500 tons was actually mined and the
balance of 1,020 tons was taken out of
tke No. 2 ore dump for shipment to
Trdil. A new shift went to work during
the week, and the mine now has two
complete shifts on stoping. In addition

the first development work attempted-

since the resumption was, got under
way within the last day or two and is
going ahead rapidly. It is in the way
of a crosscut on the 800-foot level.
From time to time other features of
development will be proceeded with.

Tomorrow work will be commenced in
the No. 1 mine of the Le Roi No. 2
group. The mine has been unwatered,
and stoping operations will be commenc-
ed imediately. It is probable that the
first shipment of ore from the No. 1 will
go out tomorrow.

No one doubts that the big
mines will be working at full swing and
proceeding with development on a large
scale beforle the new year opens. Al-
ready the mines have full crews in the
stopes, and as the forces grow the usual
development will be picked up and con-
tinuled, This will prove the backbone of
the city.

The Labor Troubles and
Other Hindrances to
Mining.

Capital Must Have Assur-
ances of Better Con-
ditions.

In the last issue of the B. C. Review
to hand the following article appears
under the heading, “A Demand for Re-
form”: :

The intolerable position of the labor
situatione in British Columbia, coupled
with the uncertainty and distrust en-
gendered by. a peculidr political situa-
tion, has and is causing the gravest ap-
prehension to all those representing the
iuterests of capital invested in local
mining enterprises. Nothing is so detri-
mental to the interests of capital en-

gaged in any industry as a constant
wncertainty of the conditions regulating
‘the supply of labor and a distrust in the
permanency of the laws and regula-
tions regarding the industry especially
wwhen coupled with a disbelief in the
bona fides or good sense of those re-
sponsible for the legislation. At the
yresent time there are no stable condi-
tiong in British Columbia nor is there
any  guarantee of a businesslike *policy
on the part of the government. Labor
wnions appear to ride roughshod over
the community and the labor leaders
and walking delegates endeavor to
spread distrust among shareholders for
their, own ends, which are simply and
solely personal glorification. They do
mot personally care whether members
©f their union receive today a wage of
$3 or $3.50 but what is of importance
to them is that whatever wage they are
now accepting they must bYe taught to
become dissatisfied with within as short
a period as possible. The more fre-
guently agitations occur the greater
will be their personal aggrandisement
and the greater will be the opportuni-
ties for self-advertisement.

The deplorable results which have

are due merely to the determinalion of
the representatives of capital to once
~and for all settle the question. Are we
to manage our affairs in our own way or
are théy to be run in the interests of
and under the dictation of a labor auto-
-cracy? ” *

HE FOUND THE CACHE.

A Peculiar Story of Robbery Comes From
Republic.

REPUBLIC, Wash., Oct, 10.—Michael
Smith, employed for several weeks on a
ranch by Frank O'Brien near Republic,
was assigned the work of cleaning out
a chicken house on the ranch by Mrs.
O’Brien last Monday morning. In prose-
cuting this work he unearthed a cache
of about $800 in gold coin which had
been placed under one log of the chicken
house by Mrs. fBrien fof safe keeping.
He kept this knowledge to himself, and
during the fore part of the same night
he returned to the chicken house, dug
gp the can containing the coin, appro-
priated the eontents and came to Re-
public. He hired a team and was driven
to Nelson, Wash., where he hired another
team and was driven to Columbia, B. C.,
feaving that place by train at 1 p. m.

On entering the chicken house Tuesday
morning Mrs. . O’Brien discovered the
empty can that had contained the coin,
and also rememblered that the hired man
had not been seen that morning. She im-
mediately came to town and notified the
officers. Sheriff Lowry learnied that Smith
had boarded the train at; Columbia, B.
C., notice of which was promptly tele-
graphed to the provincial constable, W.
H. Bullock Webster, at Nelson, B. C.,
who intercepted the train at West Rob-
son,. where he promptly captured the
man.

The officers found $470 ory Smith when
they artested him, Smith was taken to
Nelson, B. C., where he is held in jail.
Sheriff Lowry left to bring Smith back
to Republic.

County Court Judge.

The county of Yale includes the dis-
tricts tributary to Kamloops ,Asheroft,
Viernon, Princeton, Fairview, Greenwood,
Grand Forks. His Honor Judge Spinks
held court at these points. It takes three
days to travel by rail from Vernon to
Greenwood. It takes four or five days
to reach Princeton and return to any
point on the line of railway. So much
time was taken up in travelling through
the district that the county court business
became seriously congested and 'cases

poned from time to tisge, oftkn at great
expense and serious loss to litigants.
The evils attaching to giving a judge a
larger territory than he could handle
arle not recent, they have existed for sev-
eral years. When people become dissatis-
fied they are bound to make trouble.
General complaints became complaints
against the resident judge resulting in an
investigation that proved nothing against
the /judge but cost the county a large
sum of money. " !

Thosé who knew tHe sitnation con-
tinued to make representations to ‘the

| government until their requests were

granted and Mr. Tkamy was appointed
a county judge for the Boundary district.
In gazetting, the appointment was made
in the county of Kootenay instead of the
county of Yale. Judge Leamy conskquent-
ly has no jurisdiction in the territory for
which his appointment was-intended and
he holds court here because requested to
do so by Judge Sninks.  The reasons
which led up to Mr. Leamy being ap-
pointed are today morke pronounced than
they ever were. The amount of legal
business to be transacted is greater and
a ‘possibility of being satisfactorily trans-
acted by one judge still less. If the mis-
take of the government is not rectified
Judge Leamy will be forded to reside in
the county of Kootenay, and the Bound-
ary district will be in as bad a position
as it was before his appointment. It is
difficult to understand why there should
be such delay in rectifying the error in
gazetting. The government did not ap-
point Judge Leamy simply to make a
new appointment. A judge# was appoint-
ed because strong nzpresentations were
made to. the government that a judge
was needed; because the goviernment
was -convinced that unless -an additional
judge was appointed . judicial business
could not be satisfactorily tx"‘n_nsacted. If
thie appointment to another county is to
hold, the congested state of county court
business is not relieved and is as bad
as before the appointment was ‘made.
Surkely if the appointment was made on
certain statements of facts made by
those acquainted with the situation, the
error in gazetting should be rectified on
thle representations of those whe are in-
strumental in inducing. the government
to make the appolntment.—Greenwood
Times.

U. S. PACfFIC CABLE.
Attorney-General Knox
) Legal Aspects.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 12.—Attorney-
General Knox made a verbal report to
the president and cabinet regarding the
result of his investigations into the Pa-
cific cable question. His conclusion was
that under the law of 1866 any domestic
company. could land any cable on the
shores of the United States or its pos-
gessions. The president and cabinet
were convinced by the verbal report
that no executive action is called for at
this time:

The president will go over the subject
more in detail with the attorney-gen-
ersl and will review the whole matter
in his message to congress. The law
of 1866 is the same law under which th.e
Postal Telegraph company claimed it
had the power to land a cable at
Hsvana, but the claim was disregarded
at the time by the secretary of war.

Tive members of the cabinet—Secre-
tries Long, Hitchcock, Wilson, Attor-
ney-General XKnox and  Postmaster
Smith—were present at the meeting,
which was devoted largely to the con-
sideration of appointments under the
various departments. The question of
southern appointments generally again
came up and the president reiterated
his policy of appointing Republicans, if
suitable applicants could be found, and
if not, of appointing gold Democrats.

TORONTO, Oct. 11.—The wholesale
trade at Montreal this week has been
rather more active. The certain ap-
proach of cold weather has brought in
a good many sorting orders for late fall
and winter goods, and the jobbing trade
in such lines for sorting stocks is ‘ex-
pected to be large during the balance of
this month. The shipping trade is quite
active, and is sure to become very
brisk the next two weeks. It is felt
that money will be much more plentiful
through the increase of sales at an early
date. There is a good feeling in trade
circles, affd while business men getal-
ly continue to advise caution they ‘ton-
gsiger the future promising.

At Quebec business in general is re-
perted as good as for the preéceding
vieek. Fall grade is picking up, and re-
tgilers are doing considerable in heavy
gtods. Some of the larger shoe faec-
tories have received several orders dur-
inz the past week, and it is expected
that ere long all will be running full
time. Large quantities of foreign goods
arrived during the week from the west
fo' shipment per steamship Ibernian.
From Chicago alone came 15 carloads of
beef, one of hogs and three of canned
goods, besides five hundred head of
catife. This is the fourth steamer of
thd/ line which has carried out freight
of "this kind, and which from appear-
ances is going to be a general feature
of export from this port.

The business weéek at Toronto has
been broken by the festivities attending
the royal visit. The low fares on the
railwdys, however, brought in a good
many eountry merchants who visited
the wholesale firms, ahd while the fact
that many travellers returned to the
city in the middle of the week lessened
the volumé of orders, house sales were
larger, and that with mail orders made
the week’s movement quite a large one.
The fall sorting trade is quite active
now, and the prospects are that this
menth will in many lines prove the most
satisfactory October of many years.
Values of staple goods are generally
steady. Leather is firm, with an ad-
vance in sole hides are steady; wool
is dull, live and dressed hogs are lower.
Owing to the light stocks of produce
prices are no lower. Country remit-
tances are fair, but should materially
improve when the farmers get in their
crops, on which they are now working.
, Business at Hamilton has been quite’
active this week. Travellers’ orders
from many sections of the country call
for large shipments, and in many cases
prompt deliveries is asked, showingsthat
retail stocks are pretty well broker up.
There is a cheerful feeling in wholesale
circles and every confidence in the fu-
ture conditions of trade.

Trade also at the Pacific coast centres
shows a little improvement. Reports
show a fair inquiry for fall and winter
gcods, and the prospects favor a steady
development in this respect. The pros-'
pects for business are not discouraging.

TURF CLUB DECIDES ON AN
ANNUAL EVENT WITH
THIS TITLE.

TWO DAYS" RACES AT SUNNY-
SIDE ABOUT THE 24th
OF MAY.

The Rossland Turf club has resolved
on a2 programme for next year’s racing
that promises to accomplish much tow-
ard bringing the racing game into popu-
lar favor and to advertise Rossland as
the centre of the Kootenay in legitimate
grLort. It has been decided to hold two
days’ racing in the spring, one of these
days to be May '24th and the second
immediately before or after. A total of
£2000 will be hung up in purses.

The principal event on the two-days
card will be an entirely new race, to be
known as the Rossland Derby, and to
be continued as an annual event. The
club will manage this event on lines
s:milar to those adopted in bringing off
big ‘races all over the continent. The
installment plan will be adopted in con-
nection with the entries; by this system
cwners are required to make a deposit
some distance ahead, say January lst,
to be followed by another deposit a
month later, with the balance payable
a month before the races comes off,
when horses must be nominated.

The race will be for all ages, weights
to be adjusted on the basis of age. The
distance will probably be a mile flat,
altkough in this detail some of the club
members favor a slightly shorter coursgs
In any event the race will be one dass}ﬂ
although, of course, in the event of a
large field it may be necessary to pull
off preliminary heats on the day prev-
ious to the big match. The club will
guarantee a purse of $500 for the derby,
ard this is expected to attract horse-
men from sections ag far east as Cal-
g:ry and south to Lewiston.

The matter has been under considera- |
tion for some time, but a decision has
only been reachéd. When in Cranbrook
Harry Mackintosh took the matter up
witk. the horsemen gathered there, and
fouwnd that they were most enthusiastic
over the proposition. Some figuring
wzs dome, and mo fewer than twelve
entries were guaranteed from the own-
ecs assembled there, and this without a
line of advertising. It is anticipated,
and not without reason, that when the
facts regarding the race are generally
known to horsemen quite three times
tlis number of entrres will be made,
particularly as all horses will be eligible
for entry in the balance of the events
on the two-days’ programme. The man-
agement expect that the race will at-
tract sufficient interest to justify them
in making it an annual event which
will be looked forward to in the west
in the same way that the Queen’s Plate
is regarded in Ontario.

Work will be started on the Sunny-
side track shortly, and the courge will
be put in good shape for the winter.
When the snow goes off the work wiil
be carried to completion and the club
figures on having the track in first class
shape by the time the runners are put
iato training.

PERU’S TROUBLE.

Gold Coin Hoarded and Banks P4y Out
Silver.

LIMA, Peru, Oct. 12—In consequence
of the evident withholding of gold coin
from -circulation, banks are paying out
only silver soles.

There was a meeting at the palace yes-
terday betwelen the managers of the
banks, the ministers of finance and Presi-
dent Romona. After a short discussion
fthe unanimous opinion was .expressed
that the fears wekre unfounded that a
fall in the rate of exchange and the ex-
port of gold were probable, in view ‘of
the fall of prices of Peruvian products.
As a temedy for the situation it was
proposed to declare gold coin to be the
only legal unlimited tender, to demone-
tize 100,000 soles, convert the silver into
bars, export the metal, reduce the pre-
mium at the mint for the coinage of gold
and delivier immediately the equivalent
in coins to the interested parties.

THE JACKSON PAIR.

Riasphemous Tactics Used in' Aid of
Their Frauds.

LONDON, Oct. 12—The hearing of
the case of Theodore and Laura Jack-
son, who have been passing’ under the
name of Horos, charged with consp‘lrmg
to defraud women of money and jewelry
by fortune telling, and against whom
other serious charges are made, was
resumed yesterday. Victims corroborat-
ed the opening speech of Charles W.
Mathews, representipg the treasury.
They detailed the fantastic performances
and vows connected with the initiation
into the theocratic society and the
claim of Theodore that hwe was Christ
returned to earth and the only perfect
man in the world.

The testimony contained frequent
references to the hypnotic influence of
the prisoners.

THE METAL MARKET.

Copper Grows Stronger in New York and
London.

NEW YORK, Oct. 11.—Values at New
York for tin advanced about 40 points
without special activity attending it. The
influence was in the wiy of ‘a similar
rise abroad. Values there gainked £1 10s.
Thus spot was_quoted at £114 5s and
futures at £107 12s 6d. The local market
closed firm but quiet at $24.80@24.90 for
spot. The market for copper held firm all
day at yesterday’s advance, and closed
at $16.75@17 for Lake Superior and $16.50
@16.62 1-2 for casting. At London a sym-
pathetic rise occurred following Ameri-
can strength of yesterday and before the
close values wiere £1 58 higher with spot
at £65 and futures at £64 10s. Lead was
without change hére at $4371-2, while
values at London declined 2s 6d to £11
12s 4d. Spelter was again higher loecally.
Spot closed at $4.25@4.30, but was un-
changed and nominally quoted at £17 2s
6d at London,

BY A SHORTER LINE|

THE CANADIAN PACIFIC MAY
CUT ACROSS EAST
KOOTENAY.

SURVEFXORS NOW LOCATING
ALONG THE ST. MARY’'S
RIVER.

It would seem as though the next
year is likely to bring forth important
cients in railroad circles affecting the
Iootenay country generally. In an in-
terview published in another column,
Mr. J. C. Drewry states that a crew
of C. P. R. engineers uader the direc-
tron of Mr. Lumsden, chief engineer, is
engaged in locating a line from Kimber-
ley.westerly along the St.-Mary’s river,
m:1n stream and west fork, to tap the
rapidly developing mineral section in
the basin of the St. Marys. In the minds
of railroad men and others interested
‘n transportation problems, this would
seem to indicate the adoption of a plan
that will be far-reaching. With a line
along the St. Marys river it would sur-
prise no one if the Canadian Pacific
chould build to the head of Crawford
Lay and divert its main line traffic now
hondled via the Crow’s Nest road to the
new road, transferring by steam ferry
from the head of Crawford bay to the
Froctor branch and eventually making
a through run from the eastern ter-
rsnus of the Crow’s Nest to the West-
€rn terminus of the Columbia & West-
ern, the Columbia river bridge affording
the means of crossing the only other
water obstacle to be encountered. *

The idea has several feutures to com-
mend it, and one of these will be real-
ized after a glance at the map of East
Kootenay showing the Crow’s Nest
road. It will be seen that after enter-

irg the province, the Crow’s Nest
almost west to Cranbrook, znﬂ/:‘}::z\ o
swings south many miles, findlly reach-

irg Kootenay Landing,
tags to Prdcter or Nelson, usually the
latter -point. Were the road projected
cve west from Cranbrook it would have
cume out at the head of Crawford bay,
Filot bay, or a point a few miles north
of Pilot bay, as the new road now be-
ing located will do. The drawbacks to
ihe present route are that the line is
auite sixty miles by land ahd water
lcnger than would be the case were it
run on the lines to be adopted for the
St. Marys valley road, that it runs for
the most of this distance through a sec-
tion that does not now furnish any
topnage worth considering, and that the
problem of transferring at Kootenay
Landing is substantially increased by
the prevalence of low water during a
considerable portion of the  year.
Iiventually it was undoubtedly intended
to bridge the lake at the Landing and
centinue the road between a point oppo-
site -the ‘Landing and the present ter-
minus at Procter, but the latter section
of the road would cost an enormous
sim besides presenting many engineer-
ing difficulties.

It has been suggested that'the C. P.
R. will build the new road to the head
oi Crawford bay, crossing the divide
esst of the lake through Sawyer,
Hooker or Rose’s passes. Crawford bay
i« an ideal harbor, wide, deep and thor-
cughly protected from  every quarter.
From it the transfer barges could ply
to Procter, seven miles distant, or to
Nelson on the West arm of the lake,
making the trip in one half the time
row taken to transfer from Kootenay
1:nding to either point and avoiding
the most dangerous part of the lake
rassage. The cutting off of the 80 miles
land and water run over the present
Crow’s Nest road would substantially
lower the cost of transportation and
save three hours in the time of pas-
serger runs, an important item in it-
self. In addition, the new road will
run through a country that promises to
develop a very considerable tonnage,
whereas much of the countiry at present
tapped sends out practically nothing.
1h: adpption of the scheme presented
would wipe out the necessity of’'at any
time constructing the forty-mile see-
tion between Kootenay Landing and
Procter, that has been estimated to
cost no less than $3,000,000.

These and other features are in-
volved, and the conclusion of the pro-
gramme mapped out by-the big road
will be watched with keen interest.

ALASKA TREADWELL MINE,
Where Mining and Treatment Are
on a Large Scale.

The report of thie Alaska Treadwell
Gold Mining Company for the year end-
ed the 3lst of May last states that 457,-
802 tons of ore was mined and placed
in mill bins at ai cost of $321,995.60. At
date of last report, May 15, 1900, there
were kestimated to be 125 tong of
broken ore in the mines, including
slidies. At present: there are 339,290 tons,
so there has been broken and left in
the stopes 214,290 tons of ore. The cost
of tramming, hoisting, and hauling to
mill has been about 20 cents per ton;
on 457,802 tons this is $91,560.40, taking
this from $321,995.60 leaves $230,435.20,
cost of breaking 672,09‘7 tons, equal to
$0.5429 per ton for mining and hauling
to mill, including all cost of develop-
ment. As the development this past
year exceeded the previous year by 1,300
feet, at an average cost' of $20 per foot,

& $26,000, or 4 cents per ton might bl de-

ducted from the above in. making com-
parison with previous year. In order to
keep the mills running constantly; the
future policy of the mine should
be not to carry less than
700,000 tons of ‘broken ore in
the stopes. Mo do “this /800,000 tons
must be broken during the coming year.
This extra mining, sinking the shaft
160 feet and opening up the 160-foot
level will make the kxpense for the year
high, but the broken ore ,will form a
valuable asset. The surplus -carried
over from 1900 was $604;677. The net
profit for the year is $352,558. Less the
dividends 45, 46, 47 and 48 paid. during
the year, &300000 the surplus carried
over is $657,236.

“Habib Ullah, indignant at their
flight, has taken measures to defend the
cap:ta] and sent strong detachments to
prevent their return, or to endeavor to
capture them as rebels. He has further
resolved to ask assistance of Emperor
Nicholas and the ameer of Bokhara.”

As bearing upon the advices to the
Daily Telegraph  from St. Petersburg,
it is pointed qut that Habib Ullah in
his letter to Lord Curzon, announcing
his ascension asserted that his younger
brother had publicly sworn allegiance
to him on the day the old ameer died.

SIMLA, Oct. 12.—Habib Ullah Khan,
the new ameer of Afghanistan, has offi-
cially informed Lord Curzon, viceroy
of 1India, that he will follow ' in his
father’s footsteps, hoping that .the
friendship existing between the' Afghan
and British governments wﬂl continue
to increase.

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SEPTEMBER DIVIDENDS.

Reports to the Engineering and Mining
Journal for September show that divi-
dends aggregating -$16,310,6456 were die-
gributed last month by 55 companies
jdentified with the mining industry, this
being, with one exception, the largest
month of the year. Of these 55 compan-
jes 36 were engaged inthe mining of pre-
cious and semi-precious metals and paid
$1,046,000, or a little over 6 per cent of
the total. The other 19 included iron
and steel, coal and coke, petroleum,.
natural-gas and chemical interiests, which
paid altogether $15,264,645. The heavy
payments in this latter class were due
chiefly to the guarterly dividends of thie
Standard Oil company  ($8,000,000) and
United States Steel common ($5,061,115).
*The dividend paid by the United States
Fteel Corporation is the one declared on
““>ly 2nd. As shown elsewhere. the steel
. apany declared on October 1st, its sec-
ond quarterly dividend of 134 per cent
on its preferred stock, and 1 per cent on
the comanon, the total amounting to a
fitfle over $14,000,000. The Standard Oil
dividends have fallen off sinde Mm:ch,
but the total payments this year have
wreached a total of 40 per cent, and unless
¢he fourth quarterly dividend is again re-
“duced the total: for the year will be the
same as last year, 48 per cent..rl’he Calli-
gornia OH and Gas company paid $140,-
©00, or 7 per dent, on its capital stock of
$2,000,000. This makes a total for the
‘year of $540,000, or 27 per cent. The
Gividends paid by the gold, silver and
fead interests in Septemtler exceeded
those of August, the increase being due
grincipally to the quarterly declaration.

tiations with China.

This commission will revise thie
treaties and arrangements for the open-
ing of more ports. The commissioney
is of opinion that the work of the com-
mission will bring about a much better
state of affairs. . The British and
Chinese members of the commission
have already been appointed, nd
other nations had been asked to name

their representatived. Before M.
Rockhill left Pekin the Chinese troops
had commenced to police the city.

The legation concessions had been

The meeting was over
whelmingly opposed to any action that
would smack of distrust er disloyalty,
a dozen speakers expressing their con-
fidence in thie administration that upon
sufficient proof being adduced to the
Minister of Justice the action necessary
to enforce the ‘law would be promptly
forthcoming. In a nutshell, the meeting
refused by a majority of three to one
to vote want of confidence, the agree-
ment of opinion on this point being
quite remarkable.

The Boers got the
gun, and when they found they couldn’t
opkrate it thfw it into the Vaal river,
which was an) extremely good place for
it, as it wa8) only an obstacle to us. Of

cidedly out of date. A number of officers

«“We are steadily driving the Boers
from this part of the Transvaal and
erecting forts and blockhouses as we
move along. When hard pressed the
Boers have a happy faculty of breaking
up into small parties and scattering all
over creation, leaving their women and
children for Tommy Atkins to look after.
They know that the non-combatants will
to a certain extent at least retard thie
British advanee and give the fighting
men a chahce to escape. The averagk
Boer woman or child that we capture is
in a wretched condition, so far as
clothes are concernied, though they
must be well fed, as the country abounds
in deer, literally thousands of them,
which are easily shot, while thiz mealies
obtainable at any farmhouse make ex-
cellent bread. The non-combatants, how-
ever, go about half-clad, while thiz Boers
in the field are well clothed, the majority
of them in khaki, which makes it diffi-
cult to distinguish them from our own
men—a fact that the Bolrs thoroughly
understand and frequently profit by. The
enemy knows the country like a book
and is enabled to travel by night. some-
thing absolutely. out of the question so
far as the British are concerned.

“The New Zealanders and Australians
make good fighters. A thousand of them
camped with us recently, and 1 never
saw a more likely lot of men. Larry
Herchmer was ghot through the head,
and is just getting over his wound. If he
had been half an inch taler it would-have
been ‘lights out’ for him. In the fight in
which he. received his wound we sent 25
Boers ‘over Jordan’ and put 38 more on
the sick list; not bad, considering that
there were only 25 of us actually on the
fighting line. In this engagement, how-
ever, it was shoot to kill or be shot, and,
you bet, we poured the ¥ead into them.

“One Boer attempted to murder a
chum of mine named Curtis. The latter
was lying behind an ant hill firing into
thie Boer lines when he was struck by
an explosive bullet that tore the muscles
badly and knocked him out for a time.
As he lay there a Boer came up and
held a Mauser at Curtis” head with the
intention of blowing the prostrate man’s
brains out. Curtis dodged a little as the
Boer pulled the trigger and received thiz
bullet in the centre of his upper lip
through which it passed coming out at
fgre. right jaw. Thie wound was a painful
one, but Curtis recovered and is now
out of hospital looking for miore trounble.

“We have had so far the finest kind
of weather, but now kxpect the rainy
season of which we had a foretaste the
other dav, We dig trenches to protect
ourselvies, and practically live in them,
keeping all our belongings in the in-
trenchments. Two .days since we had a
shower that almost filled the trenchks
with water. Blankets, kit-bags and grub
—all were afloat. Even the hard tack
rose to the occasion and floated.

“Sinde I last wrote I have jumped a
couple of notches, and now rank as first-
class trooper—eight bob a day and all
found—which is not bad for a mucker.
At present I am  acting-corporal in

troopers, which we built ourselves in a
good position. Thee first move in the con-

a hole four feet deep and sixteen feet in

wall two feet in height and three in
thickness, pierced for rifle fire. Round
the wall is piled the earth fromi the hole,
and over all is placed a corrugated iron
roof from the nearest farmhouse. We
certainly made a good job of it, and put
a1 kinds of wire kntanglements abont
the place. We also took the framework
of an American windmill from a nearby

roof, thus making a splendid observation
tower. It wouldn’t pay the Boers to call
in on us, as we could kill a couple of

This position we have named Fort Ross-
land in honor of the old town.”

NOT GUILTY OF CONTEMPT.

Decision in the Case of F.
Heinze at Helena.

Augustus

HELENA, Mont., Oct. 10.—Several
weeks ago Attorney General James Don-
ovan was directed by the supreme court
of this state to make an investigation into
the affairs of the Delaware Surety com-
pany. ° :

PORT TOWNSEND, Wash., Oct. 10.—

The steamer Santa Ana arrived from
Nome last evening bringing 95 passen-
gers ‘and $100,000 in dust, belonging to
returning miners. Up to the sailing of
the ‘Santa Ana, Nome had not been
visited with the annual storm, the
weather having been fairly good. When
she left Nome there were mo vessels in
the - harbor. Captain Strand of the
Santa Ana reports having found a deep
sea mine of unusual richness. When he
weighed anchor at Nome a considerable
quantity of mud was brought up and
some of the miners on board prospected
it, with the result that sewveral small
nuggets of gold were found, the largest
of which was worth:$1: The Santa Ana
was anchored one and one quarter miles
from shore in six fathoms of water, and
the captain expressed the opinion that
with a deep sea dredge a large amount
of gold could be secured.

Returning passengers say that a largé
number of the destitute at Nome are
women who rushed #north in the hope
of securing employment at lucrative
wages, but met with disappointment.
Many of these women have children
and the ditizens are trying to raise
money to send them on the last steam-
ers, by subscriptions.

In 1803, it
isreeorded,ammledhiawiiebya;bal-
ter into.the cattle market at Sheffield
wnd sold her for a guinea. The market
value of a wife seems to have dropped
as the century grew older, for, in 1820,
« worthy husband at Canterbury placed
his wife in a cattle pen and disposed of
her for five shillings. The century had
cun through more than half its course
when the good people of Derby had the
opportunity of buying the wife of one of
their fellow townsmen. The woman was
led to the market place with a halier
round her waist and was knocked dowa
{or 18 pence and a quart of beer.

“That was in 1855, but we need not go
back nearly so far for kvidence of the
wife trade. Thirty years later——in the
80’s—a collier sold 'his wife at Alfrefon,
in Derbyshire, -for four pence, and in
the same decadie ,in the year of grace in
which the bells rang for the jubilee of
the Victorian era, two Sheffield men
agreed to the buying and selling of a
wife in a public house in the smoky city.
“At the Royal Oak, Sheffield,’ the agree-
ment ran, ‘I, Abraham Boothroyd, agree
to sell my wife, Clara, to William Hall,
ooth of Sheffield, for the sum of five shil-
lings.’ There is not even the relief in
these cases of consoling onk’s self with
the reflection that the sale of the wife
is a thing of impulse. Often enough it is
1 deliberate commercial transaction in
cold blood, as in the case that came to
light a few years ago in which the wife,
with her parents and two friends, met
to arrange the terms of the sale. The
price was fixed at thirty shillings and
the bill of sale ran: ‘Mr. — to havie my
wife, Elizabeth ——, free from me for-
sver, to do as she has a mind, this day,
Deec. 11, 1893.°

“The notion that a man may sell his
wife and marry again is incredibly com-
mon among certain classes of the pop-
ulation. A prisoner at’Leeds on his trial
for bigamy pleaded that the charge
could not stand, as he sold his wife for
threle shillings six pence, and was, there-
fore, entitled to marry again. The case
s barely six years old, and about the
same time another instance was report-
ed from a village near Doncaster, the cir-
cumstances coming to light in the po-
lice court. ‘I, Enoch Childs,’ the agree-
ment ran, ‘is quite willing to take your
wife and children as mine, that is, your
wife, Ellen Tart, and Sarah, John, Hen-
vy and Eliza.’ The paper was signed by
the wife of the -purchaser and dated
“New Conisborough, March 26, 1896.” ”
