Vancouver, July 4.—Hon. James 
Dunsmuir, former Governor of Brit­
ish Columbia and the richest citizen 
of this Province, loses a million and 
a half dollars in an adverse judg­
ment delivered to-day by the Privy 
Council at London.

Four years ago Dunsmir sold his 
coal mines on Vancouver Island to 
Sir William MacKenzie and Sir Don­
ald Mann for $11,000,000. The new 
owners claim they bought the cur­
rent account in the banks as well as 
a couple of steamers used in the coal 
carrying trade between Union and 
San Francisco.

Dunsmuir thought so little of this 
theory that a few days before the 
transfer occurred he declared a div­
idend to himself which wiped out the 
balance in the bank of several thous­
and dollars. He also claimed that 
the coal mines alone were sold and 
not the steamers.

The Privy Council has decided in 
favor of the new owners with costs.

While this attitude is not all sur­
prising, seeing that the paper in ques­
tion depends for its support upon a 
class that hitherto has had the 
monopoly of the control of affairs, it 
is nevertheless a most illogical one 
to take.

There is all the difference in the 
world between securing for the fish­
ermen that place in our public affairs 
which is his by right and on the 
other hand leaving him out of affairs 
altogether, except at election times, 
when his vote is coveted l*y some as­
pirant to power and place.

It will be noted that the same paper

the- Nationalist element of Ireland 
represents the great majority of its 
voting strength. In other words, he 
argues for a majority rule, irrespee-

sume, this position or the advisability 
of persistently adhering to such a 
principle.

But, it is argued, such is the basis 
of all democratic rule.

Suppose we apply it to Newfound­
land as well as to Ireland.

Then it must be at once admitted 
that the reins of power in this conn-, 
try should be mostly in the hands ol 
the fishermen who are very much in 
the majority as far as our voting 
strength is concerned.

But we have yet to learn that any 
advocate for the fishermen has de­
clared his intention of establishing, iff 
possible, class administration- in this ^ 
country.

The aim of the progressive move­
ment amongst our toilers of the deep 
is to establish a government repre­
sentative of q,ll classes, but such a 
one as will speak for the fishermen 
in the truest-sense and will co tserve 
and advance their interests all round.

Such a government has yet to be 
established in Newfoundland.

Everyone 
admits that Mr. Gosling’s wrork in 
behalf of the reforms entitle him to 
consideration.

We recognize his wrorth and energy 
and even his claims to the Chairman­
ship but we recognize that Mayor 
Ellis could not in all decency accept 
a subordinate position on the Com­
mission in view of his experience, his 
selection by the people for Mayor and 
his sterling character and standing.

The affair is regrettable and will 
not conduce to that harmony and 
uniied action which is so desirable 
if improment and reforms are to be 
introduced by the Commission.

We trust some arrangement will be 
arrived at whereby the experience 
and general city knowledge of Mr. 
Ellis will be secured for the city in 
its present efforts to inaugurate re­
forms.
