should be no mistake in the minds of 
the Committee, and the House, on the 
resolutions presented to the Govern­
ment by the F.P.U. What the people 
wanted was a road board elected 
every two years. .

8London, Feb. 16.—The fight between 

the Liberal and Unionist Party has 
distracted the attention of the general 
public from the great measure of re­
form which the Asquith Government 
stand pledged to undertake and which 
will result in the remodelling of the 
make-up of the House of Lords.

A few days ago the Rt. Hon. Her­
bert Samuel publicly stated that this 
year would see the establishment of 
an Home Rule Parliament at Dublin ; 
religious equality in Wales, through 
Disestablishment ; and the presenta­
tion to Parliament by^the Prime Min­
ister of proposals aiming at the elim­
ination of the hereditary peerage from 
the Upper House which is to be made 
as thoroughly democratic as the 
House of Commons.

Ever since the passage of the Par­
liament Act—a temporary measure to 
destroy the veto of the Lords pending 
a general reconstruction of that body 
—the abolition of the hereditary fran­
chise has been recognized as inevit­
able. *

After the struggle over the Parlia­
ment Act Lord Lansdowne, on behalf 
of the Unionists, outlined proposals 
for a reconstruction of the Lords that 
would wipe out hereditary right of 
membership.

His proposals was, roughly, to re-

STILL AT PLACENTIA
New York, Feb. 17.—Howard C. But­

ler, professor of art and archaeology 
at Princeton University, who has been 
conducting exploratory excavations at 
the ancient city of Sardis, in Asia 
Minor, reports having made some very 
interesting discoveries.

The party literally unearthed what 
is supposed te be evidence of the 
ivorId’s first industrial strike.

The record wras an inscription in 
Greek, and was an agreement between 
the strikers and their employers, 
wdiereby the strikers wrent back to 
work under new conditions.

Berlin, Feb. 16.—The German Im­
perial Reichstag or Parliament, in 
order to demonstrate its indignation 
over the recent violent incidents be­
tween the military and civilians at 
Zabern, Alsace, has adopted by a 
large majority a resolution demanding 
government action to prevent the use 
of troops against citizens unless a re­
quisition be first made by the civil 
authorities.

The House thereafter itself took the 
first step toward the adoption of a 
lawr to prohibit such occurrences in 
case the government should fail to 
act. A bill was introduced prohibit­
ing absolutely the intervention of 
troops without a requisition and for­
bidding the use of arms by the mili­
tary except in self-defence, to over­
come actual resistanceNto force the 
disarmament of armed persons or in 
the arrest oTfugitives. The bill was 
referred to a special committee.

Another bill, drafted by the social­
ists, for subjecting the members of 
the army and navy to the jurisdiction 
of the civil courts, also wras referred 
to a committee.

the Immigration Bill if it is sent him 
from Congress with the literacy test 
provision, amazed the members of the 
Senate and the Immigration Commit­
tee, and may of them confessed they 
wrere bewildered inasmuch as they are 
determined to retain the literacy test.

The Burrett Immigration Bill pro­
vides a literacy test as the basis o£ 
admission of all aliens to the United 
States and under its terms immigrants 
must prove to the satisfaction of the 
authorities tha hey can read their 
owrn language.
