in so far as the three Provinces are
concernéd, » system of government
ownership and operation of grain el-
evators pe inaugurated.”

Something has happened in Winni-
peg “which . recalls S8ir Wilfrid's
speeeh at the  beginning of the ses-
sion. .

A REMARK mLT\( ONTRACT

The public accounts committee has
begun; investigations, gnd before the
first witness had ~finished he showed
that the department of puplic works
offers a field .for a Cassel’s enquiry,
This witness was Engineer Valiquette
of the public works department.

The first paid for excavation was 65¢
a yard, afterwards raised to 75¢.
Filling with ‘earth was 20c, after-
wards raised .to 32c. On the two
last extensions of the contract alome
the government paid-for earth exca*
Vatlon gnd earth filling down to last
March, $87,0060.

Most of the earth dug out of the
basin and some brought from outside
was used for . filing. So. for every
vard: they dug out the contractors
got- $1.07.

Now comes :the remarkable feature.
A great deal of this dredging and fill-
Ing was done by government dredges.
The engineer . testified. that the con-
tractor had not. sufficient "plant and
the” government had the only dredge
capable of performing part of the
work. Therefore the government
took a. sub-contract from the con-
tractor. ;

The terms were remarkable.

The _government :paid the contrac-
tor 75 cents for digging and 82 cents
for filling,

The contractor paid the govern-
ment 15 cents a yard, and the gov-
ernment scows dumped the material
in the embankment.

$1.07 to the contractor who did
nothing; 15 cents to the government
which did the work.

Engineér Valiquette says that the
government really got 20 cents, ow-
ing to-the. difference hetween = scow
megsurement and in the site.

This leaves the contractor only 87
cents profit. - He got only a little
over five times as much as he paid;

The government. officer defends the
sub-contract. by stating that private
contractors  would have done the
work for 15" cents, site measurement,
which means that the government by
a private deal paid $1.07 for work
that was worth .20 cents in the open
market.

In one season the government re-
ceived $12,130 for this dredging. The
contractor got $71,125 for what the
government dredee did.

In another year the government
got$15,570, with corresponding pro-
fits to the contractor.

Mr. Northrup’s examination show-
ed that the cost of opersting and
maintaining the government dredge
during the time she earned the $12-
120, and did -nothing ‘else, was be-
tween $40,000 and $45,000., So the
government seems to have been out
$30,000 that season, while the con-
tractor made nearly $60,000.

The government engineer had figur-
ed in advance that the dredge would
dig 1,000 yards a day, earning $150,
which ‘was little more than the ex-
pected cost of operation.. Under Mr.
Sharpe’s ~examination, - the engineer
admitted that this would have earn-
ed for the contractor, when the ma-
terial was placed on the embankment
$1,070; or $920 daily clear gain. In
fact, however, the dredge took out
only 600 yards” g day, earning $90
for the government, or much less
than the cost of operation, and mak-
ing $642 3 day for the contractor or
$552 clear profit. This is a low es-
timate for the filling would be loose
measurement.

As these contracts were given by
private arrangement, there wgs mno
reagson why the. government should
not have done the dredging and the
filling on its own account, more es-
pecially as it had the best plant for
the purpose. Or if the dredging is
done for the contractor as a favor
to him, the” governmeént .might have
taken something near the contrac-
tor’s- own. price.

INTERESTING TO CARTWRIGHT

Volume two of the Auditor Gener-
al’s Report should have great inter-
est for Sir Richard Cartwright. It
contains the payments to government
organs for printing and advertising.

PLACING TABLE SILVER.

Where and How Forks and Spoons
“Ought to Go.”

Many inexperienced hostesses who
wish to give a more or less formal
luncheon or dinunér are not quite sure
how forks and spoons should go.

Custom variés somewhat in this re-
spect, and just at present it is not so |
much in favor to have an array of
silver resembling a jeweler’s display
at each plate. Only enough for one or
two courses are laid.

In any case the forks go to the left
Qf the plate. In the order of :using
they are taken from the outside in.
The spoons and knives, in their order,
are at the right of the plate.

If most of the forks and spoons are
not on the table in the beginning, the
order of serving should be as follows:

If a fruit punch or bouillon are*used,
the glass holding the punch should
stand on a doily on a dessert plate, and
the spoon for the course is also laid
on the plate. The bounillon cup and
saucer should be on another plate, and
the spoon should be at the right ot‘
the plate, :

The forks and knives for the main
courses are at the sides, also the fork
for the salad, but it is better to have
the ice cream fork and spoon passed
on the plate after the table is clear, as
it makes the table cluftery to have
them there during a long meal, also
makes clearing the table more difficult.

Coffee is served in the drawing room
after dinner in coffee cups, and the
spoon. rests on the saucer.

whose point is just below the surface
of the water and which goes’unchart-
ed, When the cruiser Brookiyn was
gashed by one.of these unsuspected’
pinnacles on our coast a few years
ago it was found to be isolated and
surrounded with deep water up to
within a few feet of its sides. Sweep
g will minimize the probabflity of
tepetitions of such accidents.-~Boston
Transcript.

“Adventures of a Party of Explorers In

One of the
experiences of Bernacchi on the cruise
of the Southern Cross some years
ago shows what an antarctic gale
means,

He and a comrade, Ellifsen, started
out on a short sledge journey to carry
provisions from one camp to another.
It was in- September, and the broken,
ice pack gver which they must travel
was but a foot and a half thick and
likely to break in pleces afresh or pile
up in deadly masses at the mercy of
the sea and wind. The two men had
three sledges and eighteen dogs, They
had hardly started before the wind
rose and a gale threatened. Halfway
to their destination there was an ice

they bastened to reach this before the
storm should break. = . L

For five hours they toiled over the
fce, the wind gradually rising. The
gale broke in fury just as they reach-
ed the iceberg, under whose lee they
pitched a tiny eilk tent, into which
they crawled after having fed their
dogs as best they counld. Hour after
hour the wind raged, and the ther
nometer went to 9 degrees below zero.
The:snow drifted over and into the
tent. Sleep was impossible.

The explorers, who had met typhoons
in the China seas and cyclones in-the
tropics, found by the aneroid as well
as by their own sensations that this
gale surpassed them all. Worst of all,
it seemed as if the ice was beginning
to crack. They knew well that the
iceberg which protected them from the
full force of the storm was the most
dangerous place possible in other
'ways, as the ice was sure to separate
first ' immediately round the berg,
throwing tent, men and dogs into the
icy seas.” The cracking of ice was now
to be heard above the roar of the
wind. They dared not stay in their
shelter, ~ ° : e :

A little to the east, Bernmacchi re
membered, was a cave in the body of
the iceberg. Once in that, theéy would
not at least be precipitated into the
sea, even if they were carried away,
fceberg and all. It was so dark that
the wall of the berg could not be seen
even when the hands touched it. The
two ‘explorers groped as best they
could along the slippery walls, both
hands on the ice and their bodies
pressed against it.

| Simcoe Chief of Police Gets

Life Seutence for Attempting
to Murder His Fellow Police-
man—The Judge’s Address
to Prisoner.

e

i Simcoe, _Ont., Fep. 24.—Imprison-
ment for life in the Kingston peni-
tentiary was the sentence imposed by
Chief Justice Mulock on Archibald
W. Malone, found guilty by a Nor-
folk county jury of attempting to
‘murder his fellow constable, William
Wilkins, on the morning of December
1st last. The jury was out two
hours gnd ten minutes. The jurors
returned to the court room at 7.35.
‘‘Have you agreed upon g verdict ?”’
asked the clerk.  ‘‘We have,” said the
foremam, ‘‘It is guilty.”’

W. E. Kelly, K.C., counsel for the
defendant, asked that the jury be
polled. [Every man of the twelve
said ‘‘guilty”’ in a clear voice.

“What have you to say Malone,
why the sentence of the court should
not be passed upon you ?”’ said his
lordship.

My counsel will speak for me,my
lord,”’ replied the prisoner.

Mr. Kelly pointed out that his cli-
ent-had four children; that his record
had previously been good, that he
had served in South Africa, and had
soldiered for Britain. for eight years.

The judge said he had -no doubt of
the correctness of = Const. Wilkin's
evidence. ~ Addressing the prisoner,
he said: ‘““You were employed and
trusted as a police officer, sworn to
protect the people of the town as
to lives and property. Shortly after
your appointment - to the force you
started on a career of crime. You
engaged Wilkins _as your assistant.
In some way you obtained the mast-
ery over him; your mind was appar-
ently the stronger. It was not un-
natural that he should feel to some
extent compromised by what he had
done. His duty was to report to the
authorities; he did not do so. From
that. moment he seemed to become as
clay in your hands’ In November
there were three crimes in rapid suc-
cession. At the end. of that month,
it seemed to come to your mind that
your duty lay in the removal of your
comrade.  You seem then to have
prepared details for your crime. No-
thing but a kind providence prevented
his death. You sought to take the
i¥e of the man you had made a
criminal. The criminal code says
your act made you liable
to imprisonment for life. In the case
of imprisonment for life there is al-
Ways an opportumty for executive
clemency.”’ :

His lordship then passed sentence
of life imprisonment. Malone show-

ed no emotion while -‘sentence was
being passed, but Mrs. Malone ‘oroke
into tears when the sentence was
Pronounced. Mr. Kelly asked for a
reserve case, but was denied. Malone
Was given g few days to straighten
up his personal afigirs.

The crime for which A. W. Malone
former chief of police of Simcoe,
Ont., was sentenced to life impris-
ment, was the shooting of his assis-
tant Constable Wilkins. The latter
met his chief about .1 o’clock on the

| morning of December 1, 1908, in a

park in the town. As he approached
the appointed spot he was fired upon
several times, and received wounds
which it was pelieved at the time
would cause his deéath. He had 3
miraculous recovery. Immediately af-
ter the shooting he named Malone as
his assailant and the latter was ar-
rested and tried on the charge, the
evidence indicating that Malone had
coerced Wilkins into a career of
crime during which -the two men act-
g “in conjunction, accomplished - the
robbery and destruction by fire of
several business places in Simcoe.

the direction of kindness, instead of
being unduly harsh. Without ceasing
to have - sympathy and aid for the
deserving men who are workless,
they must deal with the problem on
better business lines, and copy ‘to
some extent, the methods that pre-
vail in other European coumtries,
Switzerland has an effective sys-
tem for handling its problem of the
unemployed, and, by the way, it is
remar how few eminent Swiss
individials we have ever heard of,
yet how high appears to be the av-
erage intelligence of the people, and
how wise their institutions. How
the Swiss unemployment remedy
works in Berne is told by Edith Sel-
lers in the Nideteenth Century and
After; and what is true of Berne ap-
plies to the other Swiss municipali-
ties. The pasis of the system is in-
surance. Any man, whether a Swiss
subject or not, is permitted to in-
sure himself against loss of work. It
is only mecessary that he be able to
work, and not more than -lxtyyun
old. He applies to the municipal
bureau for an insurance book, and
fastens into "it' every momth an jin-
surance stamp of the value of 70
centimes.  In return for this 70 cen-
times a month he secures thé right
to a money allowance for every day
up to sixty days that he is out of
work in December, January and Feb-
ruary; provided that he has been in
work for at least six months in the
dourse of the year, and provided also
that he did. not lose his work
through laziness, disorderly conduct,
or any other fault of his own, and
that he has not refused work that
has been offered him nnder’maon-
able. conditions.
For the first thirty days in which
an insured man is out of work he
receives 3 franc and a hall g day, if
he 'is alone-standing, that is to say
if he has no -others depending upon
him. In the latter event he receives
two frames. For the second thirty
days the amount he is paid depends
the resources of the bureau, and
varies from 80 centimes to a franc
and a hall. Should: the directors of
the buregu roduce a man’s allowance.
beyand what he consxders fair he is
entitled to appeal -to the court of
trade: - The umemployed. elect twgq
members to watch over their inter-
ests, and see-thit each gets what he
is entitled to, Strikers of course, do’
not come under the provisions of the
laber insurance act, no matfer who |
is to blame for the quarrel. In those
interruptions to employment the men
draw from the funds of their umioms,
as in other coumtries.

ONE TIME A WORLD BUGBEAR.

Then the Tide Turned, and One Great

* Misfortune Followed Another Till|
He Was Almost Swept Out of Eu-
rope by the Treaty of Berlin.

The *“Terrible Turk,” who may be
taken as typltylng, the empire of the-

. sultans, holds ome  record at Jeast

which be is not likely to be deprived
of. He bas won and lost more terri-
tory than any other nation.

There was a time when the sultan
was the bugbear of the world. Even
little children in Engiand shook in
their shoes when they heard his name
mentioned, and those people who lived
anywhere near him dared not call their
lives their own. <

But at last the tide turned. The
Turk began to lose, and one great mis-
fortune followed another.

Spain was the first big bit of the
Turkish empire to break free. The
Moors, who were subject and paid
tribute to the sultan, were driven from
province after province until at length
they were cooped up in the solitary
kingdom of Granada.

The last Moorish king to reign in
Spain was Boabdil-el-Chaco, or Boab-
dil the Unlueky. In 1482 Ferdinand
and Isabella, the king and queen of
Aragon and Castile, declared war on
bim, and in 1492 he tmd to surrender
everything.

Hungary, which now forms half of
the dual monarchy - of - the Emperor
Francis Joseph, was a province of the
sultan for 150 years. Then it was torn
fyom him by the sword. <«

After this came the turn of the
czars. The Russians, whom he once
despised, have been the Turk’s worst
enemies. They have either robbed him
Lthemselves or encouraged others to rob
bim,

Peter the Great set the example, but
was not, on the whole, very successful
in his wars against the Moslems. At
one time the Turks could have eap-

tured and. massacred Peter and his ar-

my. but were frustrated by the slave
girl, Catherine, whom Peter had mar-
ried.

Catherine the Great tore the Crimea,

from the unhappy Turk, together with
‘thousands of square miles of territory
along the shores of the Caspian.

In 1821 the Greeks, who had been
slaves of the sultans for many centu-
-ries, rose In rebellion and drove the
Turks out of the country. But then
the Greek leaders began to quarrel
among themselves, and ctsil war fol-
lowed. The Turk took the opportunity
to seize the country once more,

But the massacres and other horrors
which followed aroused Europe. In
1827 the Turkish fleet was destroyed
at Navarine’ The combined fleets of
Britain, France and Russia took part
in the operation.

In 1828 Greece was acknowledged as
a free and independent kingdom, with
a king of its own. -

For nearly a century Egypt, which
the Turk conquered in 641, has been
part of the sultan’s empire in little:
more than name, and since 1882, when
the English occupied Pharaoh’s coun-
try after Arabi Pasha’s rebellion, the
Turk has bhad practically nothing to do
with Egypt.

The Moorish corsairs who had their

Ottawa, Feb. 27.—The feature of
the session yesterday wgas a Tively
discussion of the abuse of the frank-
ing privilege during the debate on
the post office department in commit-
tee of supply. Five cases of franks
were presented to the postmaster
general Tor judgment in which three
nmiinisters were concerned. A large
quantity of Liberal literature had
been franked after the last session.
The initigls were not clear, put ap-
peared to be “R.F.C.” and it is be-
lieved by some -to  be Sir Richard
Cartwright. :

Hon. Rotolphe Lemieux Wwas un-
able to identify the iramk and de-
murred the idea that it was,a minis-
ter of the crown. -As to exercising
the privilege after the session, Mr.
Lemieux referred to the pre-election
session of 1904, when parliamentary
corridors were blocked with cam-
paign literature sent by both parties.
Regarding the Liberal weekly politi-
cal letters franked ‘‘J.B.,”’ the soli-
expressed the opinion
that the Hon. Jacques Bureau had
not ahused the franking privilege ; it
was party work. 3

Mr. Taylor; New Westminster, cal-
led it an exaggerated instance of a
contemptible form of petty graft.
““Hon. Mr. Bureau declared he had
no apology to make. Hon. Mr. Lem-
ieux declined to fragme framking regu-
lations, although he permitited -the
apuses fo exist.

Mgartin Burrell, Yale-Cariboo, he-
lieved in doing what was best for the
country regardless of party.

Hon. Geo. E. Foster declared, that
abuse of the franking privilege was
the same as theft, and the burglar
who took money from the post office
should be sent to prison. He wegret-
ted the fact that the solicitor gener-
al was glorifying in abusing his pri-
vileges.
