The American Jssue hus a thought-
ful article upon the nature and effect
of legalized liquor traffic,in which it
argues thut the movement for the aboli
tin of bir-rooms is not so mach an
effort to make men sober, as it is ro
Suppress a svstem which makes drunk
ards  The object of prohibitory legisla-
tion is really more preventative than
reformatory. The lssue says :

Men are sober. ‘L'hey have to learn
to drink intoxicinte. It isa long time
before the habit is formed Chldren
would ulmost aniversally grow up and
remain sober men and women, were
iutoxicants not thrust upon them from
the tolerated suloon.

Tue question which confronts us, as
people, simply is whether the Govern-
ment is to connive at a system which
takes its young citizens and mukes
them drankards,

Tt is granted that there are already
on hand a lot of old topers and some
habitual drinkers, and that there will
be clandestine drinking. There will
be jug lines, blind-tigers, eto. to sup-
ply these men, to a certain extent,
where the legalized saloon is driven
out.

But it is a poor sort of policy ' to
construct our system o meet the case
of the diseased principally. Civilizy-
tion must not keep step with lunatics,
criminals, and degenerates. It must
adjust itselt to the salvatiou of the
innocent, the pure, and the sober,
It must be arranged for the preserva
tion of the young and uncorrupted.

In catering to those already the
yictims of the drink habit, we corrupt
the race. Shall the whole regimen of
life—its institutions, its progress, be
adjusted to the ‘diveased members of
suciety ?

No ; we have hospitals, asylums, and
physicans for such. We do not con
sent that we shall regulate our conduct
by their limitations The sober, the
uncorrupted, the non-drinking classes
of society, which are the great majority,
aro the ones to be first considered.
Their wishes, their protection and
preservation, and the welfare of their
children and the next generation is to
be first considered. :

We repeat, itis not atall a ques
tion of making men good or sober by
law ; it is the far larger question of
making a vastly grester number of
fatare men baa and drunken by law.
To consider the drinking classes alone
in our voting and temperance legisla-
tion puts emphasis upon the wiong
issue. Society is not to be,geared for
the condition of criminals a id degener-
ates, but for the con:.enience and
welfare of bealthful, moral jitizens, If
we defer to the drinking 'classes, we
destroy our own children and corrupt
the future population.

The right thing is to put out the
saloons ; then, as far as possible, to
try, by moral means and educational
measures, to reclaim those already
poisoned by the appetite for drink.
Let us save the majority by expelling
the great poisoner. It is unsafe to
enter into-& compromise with evil, be-
cause some of its votaries are unruly.

WIRELESS TELEGKAPHY.

(Harper's Weekly).
_On the horizon are signe ol war, a
very up-to-date sort of war, .a war
for right of way in the ether.

The amazing success of Signor
Marcou, in crossing the Atlantic,
hay stirred up a host of rivals, and
between this country and Europe
there are now a dozen or twenty
systems struggling 1or precedence.

And the lawsulus have begun.
In this country the de korest com-

pany iy suing the Mirconi Company |

or o pillion dollars damage [or cer-
tuin statements sald to have issued
from the M.rcoui Company. The
latter rep.ies by a suit ior infringe-
ment. against the de FKorest Com-
pany, and asking the latter company
to remove itseli from the earth. It
is to bo noted that if the Marconi
Compauy’s claims are uphewd, thig
wili raise hob with any system em-
ploying the . coherer principle as a
recelver ol the messages. The de
Forest veceiver operates on an ex-
acily opposite principle, however,
and there seems lictle likelihood that
it will be shut out.

Ir Germany the Slaby-Arco and
the Braun systems have had a clash,
withk a recent victory for the Jat-
ter, that it does not iniringe the
Slaby-Arco devices. In Fraace the
Government has practically con-
fi-cated wircless = telegraphy, B0
that the stock-boomens there have
not had much of a chance. Italy,
proud of its native genius, seems to
have taken up with Marconi, and
the English Governmeat has  also
equipped wany of its war-ships with
M.rconl instruments. In America
tho lead in this line seems to have
been secured by the de Forest
system, both the War Department
and the Navy having, afiter competi-
tive tvials, given the contracts to
the latter company.

But by far the most interesting
poirt is the question of transoceanic
signalling. Mircouni's recent messages
across the Atlantic were secured by
means ol nat ho ealls a magnetic
detector. For long-distance work,
tho old coherers broke down. This
magnetic detector, which seems to
be far more sensitive than any form
of coherer, s the invention of Pro-
tessor Rutherford, of Toronto. and
was exbibited as far back as 1897.
It secnie to have been taken up in-
dependently by Sir Oliver Lodge,
in England; by Mrconi, and by
Professor R. A. l'essenden, of Wash-
ington. Thelr patent applications,
now pending, are in interierence. It
is s1id, however, that Professor Fes-
senden offerse proof of his invention,
or improvements, a year in advance
of M:rconi’'s application. If this is
true, ahd Fessenden wins, the Mhr-
coni Company can do business across
the Atlantic only with Professor
Fessenden’s permission, for, so far,
ro other form of receiver has been
shown capable of taking signals
over suck a distance.

At present the practical difference
between ali the different *“systems”
narrows down to the question of
receivers. But Prof. Ferdinand Braun,
of Strassburg, Germany, announced
last week that he had found a pew
method of sending the electric waves,
in any desired volume, and directed
to a given point of the compass.
These are very broad claims, and
further details are being awaited by
scientific men with the deepest in-
terest. Prof. Pupin, of -Columbia,
credits Prof. Braun with having done
the most valuable work in wireless
tclegraphy after Marconi. Anything
he has to say, therefore, will be re-
spectiully il tened to. The sparking
method of producing ‘the electric
waves does secem a rather c.ule de-
vice, and we may hear any day of
a new method which would quite
revolutionize wireless.

Meanwhile, what is going to hap-!

pen when a dozen different systems
arce shooting up poles and bombard-
ing space with electric waves? It
cannot but mean the most hopeless
confusion.

The ficld is free to all
comers. Anybodv with a common
aliernating dynamo or an induction
coil can set up for business, or to
upset somebody else’s business. Tun-
ing, or syntony, is no doubt possible
wi hin limits, but at present these
limlts are vague. With aify extensive
us.: of wireless, there is bound to be
a mix-up and a gay one.

CLEARING THE WINE.
Imparities emoyed by a New Appli-

- cation of Refrigeration.
‘Certain improvements have been
introduced in cham, manufac-
ture, says the Scientific American.
As 18 well known, the winb is bottied
and pla

position. The bottles are turned re-
gularly, the idea being to cause all
the impurities in the wine to reach
the cork. The old cork is finally re-
moved at a certain stage of the
process in order that the final
liquoring and corking may be done.
Formerly it was the universal prac-
tice in the momentary removal of

the cork to allow the deposit to be |’

sprayed out by the pressure of the
gas with just enough of the con-
tents of the bottle to remove the
substance, which would be cloudy,

. and damage the wine. Of late years

an ingenious freezing machine has
been introduced to freeze solid a
thin wedge next the cork of just
the needed thickness to remove all
that need not remain. This reduces
the waste of wine cogsiderably.

But this
is a mistake.

It is ohvious to all how & noncon-
ductor ol heat—a woollen garment,
for instance—prevents the escape o
the heat of the holy to a colder at-
mosphere, or the ingress ol heat to
the 101y from & warmer atmo.phere;
a familiar illustration of which is
found in the practice o. wrapping
ourselves in blankets (o keep us
warm and of wrapping ice in a
hlanket to keep it co.l—to keep the
heat in in one case and not in the
other. It may not be so easy to un-
denstand why we should clothe a
warm body in a blanket to cool it
off or keep it cool when the tem-
perature of the surrounding air is
in or pear equilibrium with it.

The Bxplanation iies in the nature
and condition of the body, the wool-
len fabric’'s two-fold property of
nonconductivity to heat and per-
meability to moisture, and the evap-
oration of the moisture at the fa-
bric’s ouler surface. This evapora-
tion disperses the heat, thus low-
ering the temperature. This is the
reason the soldier keeps his woollen
covered canteen wet in hot wea-
ther. A wet woollen garment dls-
poses of the surplus heat and leaves
the body cool.—Hartford Times.

Toronto, Feb. 28.—In an interview
here last night, Hon. G. H. V. Bul-
yea, Commissioner of Public Works,
N. W. T., Regina, said: 1

‘““The Northwest Territories arg of
course most interested in seeing to it
that no more land grants are made,
and incidentally I may say I believe
the sentiment there is wholly oppos-
ed to any kind of subsidy to future
raflroad projects.

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BUBONIC PLAGUE SPREADS
AMONG THE MEXICANS.

Guatemala and Salvador Preparing for
Bloodshed Soon.

Mexico City, Mexico, Feb. 23.—The
case at Os0, near Culiacan, the cap-
ital of the State of Sinaloa, has been
officially declared to be the plague,
thus making certain the invasion of
the disease into the interior of the
‘State.

At Mazatlan yesterday therc were
five deaths and three new cases.
Alarm is increasing, owing to the
pumber of victims among well-known
people. Enrique Islas, a merchant,
was stricken with the plague, and
the healih officers were informed of
his condition. He stood all day at
the door of his store with a revolver
In band, dcfying the sanitaiy officers
wh: were sent to take him to the
hospital Late in the evening he grew
weak and was overpowered by offi-
cers. He was taken to the hospital,
where he died at midnight. Gasper
Izaguirre, clerk of the Herrerias
Company, an important commercial
establishment at Mazatlan, has been

taken to the hospital with a devel-
oped case of the plague.

Antonio Leon, a wealthy Chinaman,
died on the street. His countrymen
have offered to the Charity Commis-
sion $7.000 for permission to remove
the body and hold funeral rites ac-
cording to the Chinese customs. The
request has been refused, as it is
feared that the contagion will there-
by be spread among the Chinese resi-
dents.

Another War Coming.

San Francisco, Feb. 23.— Passen-
gers on the steamer Peru, which has
arrived here from Central American
ports, believe that war between
Guatemala and Salvador is inevit-
able. They say a battle was fought
late in January by the Government
troops against rebels at Jutipa,
about ten leagues from the Salvador
frontier. Business in Guatemala is be-
ginning to wanc on account of the
excitement.

Panama, Feb. 23.—A cable message
received here last night from San
Salvador announced that the rela-
tions between Salvador and Guate-
mala, which hearly ended in war,

HOTEL HOLOCAUST |
AT CEDAR RAPIDS.

Fifteen or Twenty Burned to
Death and Many Injured.

Des Moines, Ia., Feb. 23.—Fifteen or
twenty persons were burned to
death, and twice that number ser-
iously injured in a fire that destroy-

ed the Clifton ITotel at Cedar Rap-'

ids, Iowa, early to-day. There were
120 guests in the buiding when the
fire breke out, and most of the dead
are buried in the debris. Owing to
the destruction of the hotel regis-
ter, the names of the missing are, as
yet, unobtainable.

The fire origiuated in the base-
ment, presumably from an electric
wire, and spread rapidiy through
the lower floors. Escape from the
lower doors and windows was cut
oif entirely beluvre the guests could
be aroused.

Heroic Self Denial.

Dr. McGillivray, of Whitby, who
was one of the rirst to reach the
Junction Hotel pvhere the injured
were being brougit in, related last
evening an interesiing incident which
is but illustrative of the seif-denial
and the neroism displayed by many
of the wounded. The doctor had been
working for fully two hours, band-
aging cuts, selting fractured bones,
and making ihic anfortunate as com-
fortable as he could, when a lady
of slight build, who had been silting
in the room nll morning, called him.
“Doctor,” said she, “waen you have
finished with all the others, I wish
you would examine me; my leg is
hurt.” She added that there were
€0 many who were more badly burt
than ehe was, that she did not men-
tion the matter until they were at-
tended to. The doctor immeditely
made an examination, and discovered
that the lady, whose name was Mrs.
Bessie aLngill, was sulfering from a
bad fracture of the hip. Siae must
have been in great pain, but she for-
got herself entirely in her solicitude
for others.

The doctor told also of a young
Englishman, whose name he ocould
not learn, who had sustainel a very,
serious cut on the back of his hand.
Although urged to have it dressed,
he absolutely irefused, saying, “F

| won’t allow you to look at it untit

you have attended to all these poor
devils here.” Owing to his persist-
ence, the wound was not dressed
until he Wwas om the train which
brounght the first batch of wourded
to Toronto.

English Woman Who Served Honor-
ably Through Campaign.

In the history ol all nations there
are instances of women having
marched to the wars with the arm-
ies of their country and performed
valorous deeds. Thie experience of
Harnah Suaell, an Eaglish woman,
is perhaps the most remarkable of
any on record. Hannalh was born
in 1723, and was a strong, healthy
lass, fond of outdoor work of any
sort, who much preferred pitching
hay or driving a metitlesome horge
to the ordinary round of work“in
the kitchen. When she was 20
years old she married a sailor nam-
ed Summs, a good-forfnothing fel-
iow, who sguandered her small sav-
ings and deserted her within six
months. Hannah resolved to find
her worthless husband and punish
him if possible, so she donned a
suit of his ald clothes, and set out
and walked to Portsmouth. Here
her search was unsuccessful and
her few shillings being at an end,
she enlisted in a regiment of in-
fantry, and was sent to Carlisle,
near the Scottish border.

Soldier life proved very attract-
ive from the first. Hannah quickly
learned the drill and was much
liked by her officers and comrades,
going from statlon to station quite
unsuspected. But - soon a young
man whom she had known at home
joined the same company; fearful
of being recognized by him, she de-
serted, walked across England and
re-enlisted under another name in
the city of London. Her new regi-
mert being immediately ordered to
India, Hannah soon found hersell
aboard a transport. Here she was
not long in biecoming a favorite
with everyone hy reason of her

Quite un-
daunted by her suffering, she set
out for England, working her pas-
sage as an ordinary seaman in a
hiome-bound ship in all sorts of
weather. ®oyages were long and
tedious in those days, and it was
some¢ months before she arrived at
Lisbon, Portugal. Always on the
wateh Tor news of her husband,
she made inquiry, and at last found

seaman who had made a voyage

ith Summs a year previous. Ac-
cording to his story, they had
touched at Genoa, Italy, where
Summs, being found guilty of mar-
der while carousing ashore, had
been sewed in a sack and cast
into the sea—a common enough
eighteentll century punishment.

A short time after this Hannah
landed in England, and, her search
being ended, obtained an honorable
discharge from the service, with a
pension of $100 a year bhesides.
This enabled her to set up as a
landlady of an Inn near London,
where many people came o see her
