EXILED FROM HONOLULU.
Among the arrivals by the Warri­

moo are Messrs. Crams ton, Mueller 
and Johnson. They have a strange 
story to tell of how they come to be 
in this city. They say they were ar­
rested at Honolulu without any 
charge being made against them. They 
were kept in durance vile for 26 days, 
and then without any trial they were 
sent aboard the Warrimoo as second 
class passengers for this port. They 
claim that on requesting to be allowed 
to g'et a change of clo-thing they Were 
told by the marshal, with an oath, 
that the clothes they had on were 
good enough for them. As they had 
only on the light costume needed in 
Honolulu—one is wearing a straw hat

incarceration was Indirectly from the 
American Minister, who said they had 
been arrested, not for what they had 
done, but for what they might do.

THE BRITISH PACIFIC.
Victoria, Feb. 12.—Special—The Prem­

ier introduced a bill amending the Can­
ada Western Railway Act. Mr. Semlin 
objected to the first reading for the rea­
son that it might be the most 
ant measure to come before the 
this session. He considered it a breach 
of faith on Mr. Davie’s part to intro­
duce the bill at this late stage of the 
proceedings. If the bill was neces­
sary he could Just as well have intro­
duced it six weeks ago. To Introduce 
it now was to treat the JHouse unfairly.

Hon. Mr. Davie In reply said he did not 
know that it would be necessary to 
bring down any such bills. He thought 
Mr. Semlin had better see the bill, when 
he would be in a better position to speak 
upon lt. T think it a necessary and 
proper bill, he said, and when its provi­
sions are known I think no one in the 
House will vote against it.

The bill received its first reading. It fa 
substantially as follows : Notwithstand­
ing anything contained In the Canada 
Western Incorporation Act, 1888, the 
whole work shell be completed witbto 
eight years dating from the 1st àf 
May, 1896, and in the meantime shall be 
prosecuted by the expenditure of a smp 
of not less than $200,000 per annum, 
commencing on the 1st of May, 1896. In 
default of the yearly expenditure pro­
vided by this act and the completion of 
the road in compliance herewith, the 
land subsidy and other privileges con­
ferred by an act passed In the 52nd year 
of the present reign, chapter 20, entitl­
ed An Act to Authorize the Granting of 
a Certain Land Subsidy for and in Aid 
of the Canada Western Central Rail­
way, which may hereafter be fcited as 
the Canadian Western Subsidy Act, and 
all other benefits conferred upon the 
company, whether by the last recited 
or any other act, Shall cease and de­
termine, but upon compliance by the 
company with the condition of the pro­
visions contained In the lastly, recited 
act, and the Canada Western Incorpora­
tion Act, 1889, as modified by this act, 
all subsidies, franchises, rights, privi­
leges and powers,' granted or authorized 
to be granted to the company by any 
law of the Province shall be fully rati­
fied and confirmed.

This process on ordinary ores takes 
from 24 fro 48 hours, but more usually the 
former. Recently a parcel of ore from 
the Stemwinder claim, Greenwood camp. 
Kettle River, B. C., was sent to me 
for treatment. This contained about 6 
per cent, of, copper, about 30 per cent, 
of sulphur, with zinc, sillcia and the 
usual refractory combination. Such an 
ore could not be smelted ^for $15, to say 
nothing of cost of transportation to the 
smelter of another $15, and sjtfil more 
Impossible would it be to amalgamate. 
The ore assays 2 ozs., 13 dwta, 1 gr. per 
ton.

The annual meeting of the National 
Liberal Federation began at Cardiff yes­
terday, synoptic reports of which will, 
of course, be cabled out to British Col­
umbia. This conference is of annual 
occurrence, is held in various parts of 
the country, and from its deliberations 
the Liberal party takes its tone for the 
ensuing year. In view of the moment­
ous issues before the Government, it is 
not unnatural that the outcome of the 
meetings should be watched with much 
anxiety, for whatever policy is decided 
upon will have an important result on 
the Ministerial «programme during the 
session of Parliament, Lord Rosebery 
and several members of the Cabinet are 
in attendance, and It is expected that a 
strong progressive platform will be de­
cided upon, reference to which will be 
made in my next letter. In the 17th an­
nual report, to be read at the gathering, 
a statement is made respecting the suc­
cession of Lord Rosebery to the Pre­
miership. 'The confidence which the 
Federation at the outset expressed in 
Lord Rosebery’s appointment,” says the 
report, “has since been abundantly Jus­
tified, and the committee are convinced 
that his meeting with the members pf 
the Federation at Cardiff will give him 
added proof, If that were required, of 
the confidence and support of the Lib­
eral associations of the country.” Such 
remarks are of due significance; so are 
those regarding the next general elec­
tion, which run thus: "It is certain that 
the battle which will be fought at the 
next election will be fraught with far- 
reaching consequences. It will help to 
determine whether the House of Lords 
shall be allowed any longer to over-ride 
the House of Commons and to flout the 
electors whom the House of Commons 
represent; whethei a few men assem­
bled together by the accident of birth 
shall still have power to deny Justice to 
Ireland and deny reform to Great Bri­
tain. It will either dose the door to 
progress for a time or throw It wider 
open than we have seen it in our day 
or generation. Issues like these call for 
courage on the part of our leaflets, unity 
among our representatives in jRkrllament, 
perseverance on the part of the constitu­
encies. The committee confidently be­
lieve that none of these qualities are 
wanting, and that whenever the battle is 
waged victory will be found once more 
to rest upon the Liberal banners.”

An unprecedented deputation of some 
309 representatives of the Trades Union 
Congress and the Trades Councils and 
unions of the United Kingdom gathered 
In the Foreign Office on Wednesday af­
ternoon to urge upon Ministers the ne­
cessity of legislating in the interests of 
the toiler*.

John Burns introduced the neces­
sity of drastic electoral reforms—a new 
Registration bill to sweep away all tech­
nicalities and reduce the residence quali­
fication; public funds to defray election 
expenses; one man one vote; a common 
■election day; enfranchisement of ttoe un­
fortunate poor; payment of members ; and 
reform of municipal and poor-law fran­
chise in Ireland. Mr. Wilson, M. P., ad­
vocated the extension of the jury rota 
to all classes—all jurors to be paid by 
the State. Mr. Curran urged amendment 
of the law of conspiracy, so as to secure 
trade organization funds from ex­
cessive legal charges. Mr. Jack propos­
ed accident legislation, also the aboli­
tion of the power of the House of Lords 
to veto the legislation of the House of 
Commons, and the urgent necessity of a 
reform in parliamentary procedure with 
A view to utilizing the time of Parlia­
ment and preventing the tactics of ob­
struction. Mr. Broadhuret asked that 
the Government should adopt more ef­
fective measures to ensure the payment 
of trades union wages and the observ­
ance of trades ùnlan .conditions in every 
depaitment of its operations, and that 
steps be systematically taken to prevent 
the undue employment of boy labor oû 
Government contracts, 
asked that the number of factory and 
mine inspectors be Increased, especially 
from the ranks of working men and wo­
men. Mr. Dye asked that, pending the 
passing of the Employers' Liability bill, 
which applies to Government employes, 
the Government should publicly and def­
initely adopt Its principles in regard to 
employes. Finally Mr. HoUings Insist­
ed that the Government should prohibit 
the landing of pauper aliens.

Mr. Asquith, replying to the represent­
atives, said that he could promise, on be­
half of ttoe Government, that all the 
points should have careful consideration.

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Ottawa, Feb. 2.—The Government's de­

cision in reference to a session or a 
dissolution has not yet been announced, 
but everything seems to point to a dis­
solution. It is urged that if the Govern­
ment intends to meet Parliament before 
the appeal to the country surely there 
would have been a definite announce­
ment of the date of the meeting ere this. 
The delay Is therefore held to portend 
a dissolution. Your readers have already 
been apprised of the manner in which 
the printing of the voters' lists is being 
rushed. Provided the revising officers 
keep their work up to time and complete 
the revision by the date flped by law, 
February 28th, there are those who be­
lieve that the printing bureau can have 
the entire list ready for the constituen­
cies by the last week in March or the 

first week in April. This would of course 
entail a late meeting of Parliament. If 
the Government be sustained the Oppo­
sition will not be disposed to make 
much of a fight during the hot weather 
and many think that possibly a two 
months' session will be the outside 
it. Should, however, the Liberals attain 
power, then it woititi devolve upon them 
to shape a policy for Parliament and at 
short notice, and with little time for 
preparation they might fairly be 
cused if they brought down but a mea­
gre,bill of fare.

Undoubtedly the decision of the Judi­
cial committee of the Privy Council in 
the Manitoba school appeal has compli­
cated the political situation. The result 
of the appeal is not palatable to either 
side. No one can really foresee what 
the upshot will be. That the Liberals are 
afraid of it is plainly evident. Their 
leading organ, the Toronto Globe, has 
so far touched upon the question gin­
gerly. At different times during the last 
few years the Globe has been a strong 
advocate for the preservation or main­
tenance of Provincial rights ; in other 
words, that there should be no inter­
ference with Manitoba's rights of self- 
government in education. Fifteen months 
ago the Globe said: “No Government 
which actually proposed coercion could 
live for an hour. The supporters of 
such a Government ooüld not be elected 
in 20 of tbe constituencies of Ontario. 
This is the sober truth which those who 

carrying on the agitation would do 
well to look in the face.” With regard 
to the recent decision the Globe is very 
non-committal, while its confrere, the 
Ottawa Free Press, another influential 
Liberal organ, says that Justice ought 
to be done to the Roman Catholic mi­
nority. While everybody must recognize 
that with those matters in which the 
Provinces are given exclusive Jurisdiction 
there should be no outside interference, 
yet it would seem as If in this Manitoba 
school case the situation is different. 
The Judicial committee not only intimate 
that the Roman Catholics of Manitoba 
have the right to appeal to the Governor- 
General in Council for redress of their 
grievances, but they say, further, that 

Catholics of Manitoba should 
Inasmuch,

therefore, as the constitution has pro­
vided a way by which the rights of the 
minority may be adjusted, seemingly the 
Federal authorities, under the decision 
of the Judicial committee, are bound to 
interfere. The Judicial committee says 
that the Roman Catholics can appeal for 
redress in school matters respecting any 
rights acquired “after” the union. Nor- 
quay gave them separate schools, Green- 
way took them away.

Sir,—t have the honor to acknowledge the 
receipt of your letters of the 24th ult. and of 
the 1st Inst.M*!h which you tender your resigna­
tion aa Medical Superintendent of the Asylum 
for the Insane. The Executive cannot con­
cur in your opinion that erroneous and dam­
aging statements “have gone broadcast through 
the country.” On the contrary the whole evi­
dence taken by the commissioners more than 
Justifies the damaging nature of their report. 
You state that when you first took charge of 
the asylum you found all the instruments of 
restraint in use, and the evidencé goes to 
prove that you took no steps to discontinue 
the practice. Yet your own rules, sanctioned 
by the late Provincial Secretary, strictly for­
bid the use of Revere instruments of restraint. 
You were present after the man Schubert was 
taken out dead from a cell 6x4 feet wide, in o 
which he had been thrust half an hour p.e- 
vlously when bound in stialt-jacket so tlghtiy 
laced that, according to evidence taken be­
fore the commissioners, blood was issuing from 
his mouth. Yet you did "■•*« take any steps 
to punish the perpetrators of this vile deed, 
nor did you stop such practice in the future. 
Notwithstanding that this case must have 
been in your recollection when I personally 
visited the asylum and pressed you with ques- 
ions as to what was done to restrain violent 

lunatics, you assured me that all what was 
done was to give them plenty of air and to 
confine them to their rooms.

SUCCESSFUL JAPAN. ■■■■

Capture of the Whole Chinese Northern, 
Fleet—American 
Fleeing.

Che-feo, Feb 8__The Japanese landed a
force of troops near here yesterday ev­
ening with the intention of capturing 
this city. The landing was made about 
10 miles eastward of Che-foo and an Im­
mediate advance upon the city was or­
dered. As this despatch is sent the Jap­
anese are attacking the forts defending 
the eastern parts of Che-foo. 
excitement prevails and' it Is expected 
that a severe engagement will occur to­
day.

Some Japanese ships which appeared 
this morning near Nlnghai, a town be­
tween Wei-Hai-Wçi and this city, and 
began the bombardment of the forts on 
the western side of the town, left soon 
afterward without doing any damage.

New York, Feb. 8.—The World this 
morning publishes the foUowing cable 
from Chlng Kiang, China: There is no 
truth whatever in the report that any 
officers of the U. S. gunboat Concord 
have been captured or arrested by the 
Chinese here. Moreover there has been 
no trouble here of any sort in which the 
Concord’s officers or other Americans 
are involved. (Sgd.) Alèxanler C. Jores, 
U. S. Consul.

London, Feb. 8.—A despatch received 
here from Che-foo this afternoon says 
the Japanese have carried positions at 
Wel-Hai-Wei and have captured or sunk 
the whole Chinese northern fleet. The 
Japanese during the *ilgnt of Monday, 
last, Feb. 4th, cleared Woi-ilat Wei har­
bor of all torpedoes and submarine mines 
by the skilful use of small torpelo boats 
and steam launches from -he warships, 
which the small craft grappled for and 
cut the Wires connecting the sut murine 
mines with the shore. When the danger­
ous obstructions were removed the Jap­
anese torpedf boats made a splendid dash 
for the harbor and attache# the Chinese 
fleet with such skill tnat the battlo-ship 
Tin Yuen was sunk. These tactic** were 
repeated during tho nigh: of Wb 5th, 
and the Chez Yumx, I .ai Yuen and an­
other Chinese warship were blown up, 
and the remainder of the Chinese fleet 
captured. FoUowing up this splendid suc­
cess the Japanese completed the cap­
ture of Wel-Hai-Wei yesterday by 
landing a large force and seizing the 
Island of Din Kung Tao, which has made 
a gallant defense against heavy odds. 
Some of the Japanese warships passed 
Che-foo this morning early and fired a 
few shots at the fort, without, however, 
doing any damage, and in view of the 
reports current in regard to the feint at­
tack made upon Monghal yesterday the 
belief grows that the Japanese intend to 
attack Che-foo.

A despatch received here from Shang­
hai says there is an intense anti-foreign 
feeling, in the Shan Tung peninsula, and 
that the American missionaries are flee­
ing hastily. W

I regret exceedingly that the conclusions ar­
rived at by yourself, and the impressions left 
on the minds of the public from Its perusal 
and publication, have been so greatly to 
detriment; yet. notwithstanding all that 
been said, and all the erroneous and damaging 
statements that have gone broadcast through 
the country. I have the satisfaction of know­
ing that, so far as I am personally concerned, 
or so far as I have ordered and directed, every­
thing that has been done was for the benefit 
of the patients, and altogether In the interest 
of the institution, without regard to any other 
consideration whatever. I have 
In any way criticise the style of yo 
miss loners’ report, for I feel quite 
that both yourself and the upbtic know quite 
well that things are not always what th 
seem, and,the first impressions and conc;usi 
are often very much modified by extended ac­
quaintance and familiarity with surroundings 
and fixed and unaltered conditions. With re­
gard to cruelties alleged to have been perpe­
trated upon patients. I must respectfully sub­
mit that nothing of the kind has ever taken 
place by my order, in my presence, or with 

approval. That restraint has been resorted 
when considered necessary, is quite tru*. 
all times for the benefit of the patient. It 

was arways my desire, If possible, to do with­
out the use of mechanical appliances. Yet it 
Is a tact that such appliances are necessary, 
and must be used at certain times, and in cer­
tain emergencies, by the keepers when con­
sultation with te Medical Superintendent or 
Other safeguards are Impossible.! To assist me 
In forming a correct opinion as to the effi­
cacy and general use of these restraints, I 
some years ago wrote to several superintend­
ents of asylums asking their advice and ex­
perience In this matter, and the following is 
an extract from the reply of Dr. E. T. Wil­
kins, resident physician of the Napa S.ate

“While I am greatly opposed to the use of 
mechanical restraint in the treatment of the 
Insane, I find it next to impossible I» 
along without it In exceptional ,cases. and 
n<A hesitate to use It when my judgment ap­
proves. Perhaps one per cent, of our patients 
are in restraint of some k:nd every day. I 
prefer the muff, the wristlets and strap, or 
the camisole, to confinement in dark rooms or

As to the incident about putting on 
a bailiff to collect poll taxes there are 
two sides to tiie story. One thing that 
should be clearly kept in view is the 
fact that 1t Is last year’s taxed, not 
this year’s that are being demanded. 
It Is a fact that many persons defied 
the collector or laughed at his call for 
payment though he -begged, coaxed 
and threatened. We are ill a position 
to state that, in the face of the de­
mands of the Council for returns, the 
collector hesitated about taking harsh 
measures until , absolutely forced to 
do so. It is ati very well to make 
a bid for populsftity by talking about 
hardships, and trying to make more 
difficult the work of an officer whose 
task at the best is an uncongenial one, 
bût it should be remembered that a 
few cents a month laid aside would 
have paid the debt to the Province 
which none can begrudge.

PROF. SAUNDERS TELLS OP EXPERI­
MENTAL FARM TESTS.

Perhaps It WillA BARE-FACED FRAUD.
The London financial journals, as 

well as the daily newspapers, last 
week devoted considerable space to an 
expose of one of the most bare-faced 
attempts at defrauding the British 
inverting public that has been perpe­
trated for many long years. The 
Statist, under the head of A Canadian 
Wildcat^ says:

“ For a. long time past efforts have 
been made to induce capitalists to un­
derwrite the proposed new issue of 
bonds for a railway to parallel the 
Canadian Pacific from the coast to 
Sault Ste. Marie. Under the title o( 
the Atlantic & Lake Superior railway 
it was intended to acquire a small 
section of road from Paspeblac to Ma* 
tapedia, and in the dim future control 
was to be secured of the section of the 
Intercolonial railway that runs to 
Quebec, and then! the plan was to 
build 140 miles of road from opposite 
Quebec to Montreal. Soon the man­
aging director, C. N. Armstrong, who, 
with the president, «has the audacity 
to issue a statement that the net earn­
ings of the Atlantic & JL,ake Superior 
can safely toe estimated at £373 per 
mile, proposes to issue £4,000,000 20- 
yeajr bonds. The serious aspect of the 
affair which regards the British in­
vestors is the prospectus reference to 
a guarantee, stating that the Cana­
dian Government has agreed to as­
sume payment of the entire interest 
of these bonds, the coupons to be In­
dorsed accordingly.” Thereupon the 
Statist calls. %pon the Canadian Gov­
ernment for an explicit declaration on 
the subject and says: “No man who 
knows Canada would touch the 
scheme.” j

The C. N. Armstrong who 
figures so prominently in connection 
with the scheme is not a stranger to 
this Province, nor is he unfairiilJar 
with railway enterprises therein. If 
we mistake not this is the same gen­
tleman whose name figured somewhat 
prominently—even notoriously—In con­
nection with the handling of the bonds 
of the Shusxyap and Okanagan rail­
way four or five years ago. On that 
occasion he made mdst extraordinary 
and grossly misleading statements as 
regards these bonds and the attitude 
the Government had assumed towards 
them.

I The British Pacific Railway enter­
prise should not be mixed up or asso­
ciated with the Armstrong one. The 
former is yet but in its embryonic 
state. Its promoters are sanguine of 
success. That they have difficulties 
of a gigantic nature to overcome they 
readily admit. They realize \ the fact 
that it is one thing to build à line on 
paper and an entirely different matter 
to construct and operate it. Like every 
large undertaking It requires grave 
consideration, and the perfecting of All 
plans—especially those of a monetary 
character, before a start is even made. 
The Canada Western, or British Paci­
fic, as it is now called, has been be­
fore the people of this Province since 
188», and In the period 
elapsed the headway made has not 
been as satisfactory as- would have 
been the case were the financial situa- 

c tion throughout the world different 
from what it is at present, and has 
been for the past three years. A1 few 
prominent residents of this Province 
have such faith in the ultimate suc­
cess of the scheme that they have 
made heavy investments thereon. 
These men are not made of straw or 
chaff—they are amongst the most en­
terprising, progressive and wealthy of 
our fellow-citizens; men whose names 
alone add strength, stability and se­
curity to any venture in which they 
embark or may be associated with. 
However imprudently some of those 
connected with the affair may act the 
heavy men, in a moneyed sense, win 
wait till the tide takes a turn in the 
world's market ere they proceed with 
the work. During the present session 
of the Legislature the company will 
ask for an extension of time wherein 
to make a start and complete the next 
great colonization movement in Brit­
ish Columbia. Whilst there are a few 
In the Assembly who are opposed to 
the idea—as they are to everything 
which tends to develop our territory 
and resources—the majority of the 
members will cheerfully agree to what 
is to be asked. An increase in the 
acreage in the land grant may he re­
quested, but beyond that nothing 
which in any way would hamper the 
Province, or harrass the taxpayers, will 
be demanded. This being sov every 
patriotic citizen will be glad to learn 
that there are in our midst those 
whose forethought, shrewdness and 
courage lead them to risk their capi­
tal-all of their own making—in an 
enterprise which, if completed upon 
the lines laid down by the promoters, 
will be of immense advantage and pro­
fit to British Columbia, since it will 
open up for settlement fully 90 per 
cent, of a country whose possibilities 
are practically illimitable. What the

A WISE POLICY.
As we predicted some time since 

would be the case the promoters of 
the British Pacific railroad, in the 
bill now before the Legislature, are 
merely asking for an extension of 
time in which to begin and complete 
the work of constructing another line 
from a point yet to be selected on the 
Island of Vancouver, to cross the 
Straits of Georgia ât Seymour Nar­
rows, or some other locality, and 
thence proceed northeasterly by such 
a route as will be found to be most 
advantageous for colonization pur­
poses in the Northern portion of the 
Province, tapping, possibly, the great 
Peace River district, where it is known 
there exist millions of acres of very 
desirable agricultural and pastoral 
lands, as well as immensely valuable 
mineral deposits and vast petroleum 
fields. A connection will be made with 
the Eastern railway system at some 
point in the Northwest Territory, pos­
sibly at Edmonton or Prince Albert. 
Beyond a land grant, the company is 
not asking -for aid. Many feared it 
would be otherwise. They will be 
agreeably disappointed, now that their 
bêle noir has been removed. The Co­
lumbian especially ought to have no 
further use for living and doubtless 
moutois the ton of ink it used fighting 
a bogey. That Çh® undertaking would 
prove advantageous to the whole Pro­
vince none can gainsay. The country 
must be opened up, and this can only 
be done toy the operation of railways. 
Few are to be found who will assert 
that the enterprise will not be com­
pleted in years to come, and that at 
whatever point the line touches the 
Pacific ocean, as its deep water ter­
minus, a very important centre will 
arise.

A blackened reputation which, A, 
it may be, some think it better 
you deserve. *My advice to every man 
of ability and sense would be to keep 
out of Parliament.” No wonder Sir 
John was on a bed of thorns, remarks 
the Ottawa Free Press.

The 
importance which was attached to it 
may be gathered from the frequency 
with Which it is referred to In the Bible 
and in other writings of antiquity. The 
culture of bees not only provides a pro­
duct of commercial value and a desirable 
food for home consumption, but it is 
a pursuit of the deepest interest to 
those engaged in it. They cannot fail 
to be struck by the wonderful intelli­
gence displayed by these little creatures 
in their work, in their care for their 
young, and in their social organization.

Reply of the Hawaiian Government to 
the Ex-Queen.

Liliuokalani having written to the 
heads of the Republic of Hawaii re- 
nounclng all right to the throne of that 
country the Government replied to her 
as follows:

URGENT APPEAL.
Editor World:—As a branch of the Aberdeen

Any person convicted before a justice 
of the peace or police magistrate of any 
act by section 2 declared not to be law­
ful, upon the oath or affirmation of one 
or more than one credible witness, or 
upon view had of said offence by the 
said justice or police magistrate him­
self, shall for every such offence bo 
find a sum not exceeding $50 or less 
than $1, together with the costs and 
charges attending the proceedings and 
conviction. The prosecution for any.of­
fence punishable under this act shall 
be commenced within one week after the 
commission of the offence, and not af­
terwards.”

How the Presence of Surplus Water Is 
Detected.a

Tne temptat.ons 
to its practice are so great and universal, that 
constant watchfulness Is necessary to one who 
would guard himself against it. Very cop.ous- 
additions of water is recugn.zed at once by 
the thinness, blueness, and in sdroe deg.%e, the 
transiucency of the milk. But much adulter­
ation mav take place short of this; and to- 
detect the fraud, it is necessary to prove a 

'-decided excess of water; for, even in perfectly 
normal milk, there is often some d.sproportion 
of this ingredient above or below the mean, 
owing to the mode of living, and health of 
the cow. This deviation, however, is small. 
Observations made in Sweden by Alexander 
Muller and Eisenstruck, on a herd of 15 cows,

Wherever protection was In force evil 
feeling existed against other nations, 
and this was maintained largely by 
those interested in keeping out the im­
portations of other nations. Can­
adian writers and speakers who were 
trying to induce the English people 
to change their free trade policy were 
wasting their breath. JuSt before the 
repeal of the corn laws not only want, 
but hunger, stalked through the large 
manufacturing cities of England. Wed­
ding rings were pawned by scores, 
and Che people were literally eating 
nettles and carrion for food. ' Since 
the repeal there had been a vast in­
flux of wealth and a great portion of 
It had gone to the laboring classes. 
More of It would have gone to them 
had they been soberer and thriftier. 
There was no possibility of altering 
that system; the heads of both politi­
cal parties were clear on that ques­
tion. There had occasionally been 
tottle flurries in favor of fair trade in 
the woollen centres when depression 
had existed, but it bad amounted to 
next to nothing. He wished he could 
be sure that right and Justice would 
be the animating principles of our 
governments in .the near future, Out 
he was afraid he could not take that 
position.

There are a few members of this com­
munity to whom the existence of the 
local market is a standing grievance, so 
that every now and then the internal 
sore breaks out In a fresh place, thus 
making It for the time an evident dis­
order. On the other hand there are many 
who consider the market the “liveet” « 
thing Westminster can show. To the for­
mer it appears to be of little benefit to 
the producer, by reason of the middle­
man coming in; of questionable benefit 
to the consumer; and a cause of distinct 
loss to many city business men. To the 
latter it presents itself as being the 
very reverse. Doubtless in some ways 
it works to the disadvantage of individ­
uals, but the disinterested inquirer will 
And that this unavoidable drawback Is 
more than amply compensated for In the 
positive gain it brings to both producer 
and consumer. A few pertinent Inquiries 
such as "How much locally raised meat 
was sold by the city butchers before the 
market was established?” “Were roots 
—such as carrots, turnips and mangolds 
—for stock feeding purposes, obtainable 
at a reasonable price?” “Could the far­
mer make sure of a ready 
ket price for potatoes?” and other tike 
questions reveal facts which are decid­
edly in favor of the present state of 
things, as compared with the pretty 
general experiences of the producers of 
the lower Fraser districts. Assuredly 
there now exists many Inducements to 
the grower which were formerly round 
wanting, and it is not necessary to In­
form frequent visitors to the market 
that numbers of hona fide consumers reg­
ularly and gladly avail themselves of 
its many advantages. One thing seems 
to be too generally lost sight of, par­
ticularly by those who are unfriendly to 
the market, and that Is that the market 
commissioners are not business incapa­
bles hostile to the best Interests of the 
city On the contrary they are shrewd, 
level-beaded men, who are patriotic 
enough to gratuitously place their com­
mercial knowledge and ability at the 
service of the community, having re­
gard only to the common good. This 
being so they should have the hearty co­
operation of all. It is unlikely that they 
are Inaccessible to reasonable sugges­
tion from any who enjoy peculiar facil­
ities for observing the weak points in 
the working of market affairs. Practical 
recommedations they will doubtless care­
fully consider, honest and fair criticism 
they cannot well, nor are they likely to, 
object to; merited commnedatlon they 
will fully appreciate; but some selfish 
cavilling they have long since learned 
must be expected, no matter how disin­
terested their efforts, nor how generally 

results they achieve.

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A proposed change in the license 
law, which has been introduced into 
the Legislature, is not one that com­
mends itself, after a consideration of 
the situation. As the matter stands 
at present the license is vested in the 
person who is actually running the 
business, be it hotel, shop or saloon, 
and irrespective of whether he is land­
lord or tenant. The proposal is to 
vest the license absolutely in the land­
lord, whether he personally conducts 
the business or not. TMs would make 
the license part of the premises, and 
'there would be no restriction or safe­
guard left as regards the character of 
•the person who would conduct the 
business. The landlord could put in 
the worst kind of a ruffian, and there 
would be nothing to control him. At 
present the seêker after a license must 
have his petition endorsed by resi­
dents In the vicinity of good charac­
ter. Landlords here have already got 
too dose to the Idea that a license Is 
a vested Interest as was shown not 
very long ago when a transfer from 
one premises to another was sought. 
The plea was then set up that having 
bought the property when, licensed 
the owner had a right to expect that 
it would always be licensed. It had 
weight, too, and a hotel license was 
left with the old place, and a saloon 
license given to the new one. The 
World has always held that there 
should be no trafficking in licenses, 
and it still holds that when a man has 
shown himself unfit to run air hotel 
or saloon the license should be taken 
away from Mm, instead of his being 
allowed to sell it out at a big figure 
as is now often done; putting a pre­
mium, as It were, on carelessness and 
Incompetence, not to mention disre- 
pUtablees.

•can snap hls finger at all demands for 
improvements or additions and the 
community will be that much the los-

boasted that the National Policy had 
increased the population of Montreal 
by 39 per cent., now declare that It 
was not owing to protection that the 
population increased, but to a general 
tendency that existed everywhere 
throughout the world for the country 
people to leave farming and r'^ier oc­
cupations and rush to the cl.ies. This 
is true, an£ what is more, the tend­
ency has prevailed for many decades 
in Europe and for a few in America. 
All the more, then, should our states­
men have refrained from developing 
it by adding the stimulus of protec­
tion to the already dangerous tenden­
cy. For that the subsidizing of manu­
factures by adding to the taxation of. 
the consumers, mostly farmers who 
could not be benefited toy protection, 
would tend to drive people from farm 
life to - manufacturing centres and 
city life, is not, we suppose, denied 
by even the most pronounced Protec­
tionists. Protection, therefore, was 
little short of an insane policy for an 
agricultural country like Canada to 
adopt at the very time that there was 
a tendency In this country, as well as 
all over the world, for people to de­
sert the country and go to the cities. 
What Canada wants, what Montreal 
as the port and as the metropolis of 
the Dominion wants, is free trade— 
freedom of commerce, freedom for her 
shipping, freedom for her people to 
pursue any industry without being 
burdened to support another, freedom 
for them to buy in the cheapest and 
sell in the dearest markets, as their 
own interests may demand; no legal 
compulsion to pay high prices In order 
to enrich a few of one class; no policy 
that will make the cities attractive at 
the expense of the country, make city 
houses and land dearer While reduc­
ing the values of country houses and 
land; no privileges; no favors; British 
free trade, British fair play for all, 
both country and city, for farmer, ar­
tisan and manufacturer.

I ’ HOW TO PRESERVE FISH._
The Aberdeen, Scot, People’s Journal 

recently contained the following lettfi) 
on How to Preserve Fish, which ha^ 
kindly been furnished by a reader in Vic­
toria. It is valuable and worth the at­
tention of fishery companies: Sir^-In 
at the request of the late James Beal, 
then chairman of the Market committee 
of the London county council, I submit­
ted reports to this body anent the fish 
supply of the metropolis. Had' the New­
foundland fisher folk adopted these, my 
proposed plan of technical education, 
they would not now have some $2,000,000 
worth of stored fish rotting in and about 
their Island, nor would the colony be 
now paralyzed by a prolonged commer­
cial crisis, caused solely by industrial 
Ignorance of the scientific principles and 
practice of the fish trade. The following 
details briefly sum Up the means to keep 
fresh, healthy fish imperishable: (1) 
mediately on capture bleed and gut be­
fore blood-clotting. (2.) Immediate pith­
ing for large valuable fish like salmon. 
To pith is to remove the brain with a 
gutting knife and then to pass, say, a 
stiff, clean wire up the spinal canal 
to break up the marrow, 
abundant cleaning outside and Inside with 
fresh cold flowing (sea) water, so as to 
remove as far as possible parasites and 
their eggs, bacteria, blood, offal, dirt, 
etc. (4.) Drain off the moisture, and let 
the excess of animal heat and the stiff­
ness (rigor mortis) pass off in dry, airy 
cooling places. (5.) Absolute dry air re­
frigeration. Chemicals, water, moisture, 
Including damp air, fog, ice and melting 
ice, each rots and ruins dead fish. Chem­
icals or antiseptics which "preserve” 
fresh food injure digestion. Of course, 
salting, drying, curing, smoking, pre­
serving in oil, fats, vinegar, spices, and 
other familiar methods 
cookery are not here Included as chem­
icals. I am, etc.

The Montreal Herald of the 2nd Inst, 
contains the following leading article,

Financial circles especially have been 
exercised for some days over the fal­
ling quotations of Canadian Pacific 
Railway shares. The weakness of 
this property was a surprise to people 
in this country who saw no reason 
for it other than that affecting all 
speculative stocks, the prevailing de­
pression, the temporary falling off in 
traffic returns, and the uncertainty 
about the coming of the commonly 
called better times. Then It came out 
with the uncertain authenticty of 
cable despatches that the weakness 
of Canadian Pacifies took its rise in 
London, that a rival trans-continental 
scheme was being promoted, and with 
the aid of some further descriptions 
given there was no difficulty in iden­
tifying an old acquaintance that was 
to span this country from Gaspe to 
the Sault Ste. Marie, to Winnipeg, and 
by the Yellowhead Pass to the Paci­
fic.

This the public 
must be informed is none other that 
M. C. N. Armstrong, of the notorious 
Baie des Chaleurs Railway, about 
whom for further information apply 
to Mr. Cockfburn, M. P., and Mr. Bar- 
wick of Toronto. In the earlier repe­
titions of the story that this scheme 
and this promoter had captured the 
London money market, to the pre­
judice of so respectable a concern as 
the C. P. R., with its facilities tor 
getting at and favorably in influenc­
ing the English investor, nothing but 
Incredibility prevailed. The President 
of the Canadian Pacific, Sir Wm. Van 
Horne, was interviewed a few days 
agx> in London, when these rumors be­
came disturbing, and in substance he 
said he had no knowledge of any such 
enterprise, that he did not know of 
any charters available for any such 
purpose, and that It was an easy thing 
to build a road across the continent 
to compete with the Canadian Pacific 
—on paper. It now transpires that
there is some fire underneath all this 
smoke. Mr. C. N. Armstrong has 
placed upon the London money mar­
ket the securities of his company with 
the guarantee of the Canadian Govern­
ment! This may seem incredible; but 
never mind, there is no doubt remain­
ing within sight of which the Govern­
ment can have the benefit. The 
modus operand! of this original scheme 
In railway financing is understood to 
toe something like this: 
charter, but odds and ends of char­
tered privileges, beginning nowhere 
and ending nowhere, including some 
80 odd miles of Bale des Charleurs 
notoriety. The charter of the Atlantic 
and Lake Superior Railway Company 
may toe conceded to be an assumed 
Charter. The company have Issued 
bonds on their road, a road that 
exists only in the imagination of the 
promoting speculators, to the amount 
of $25,000 per mile. The Government 
of Canada have entered Into an ar­
rangement with this alleged company 
to guarantee the interests on those 
'bonds for 20 years. And with the 
Government guarantee the bonds are 
now being sold to English Investors. 
This Is the story as we hear it. If it 
is true, and there seems no reason 
Ito dotibt It, 4t to the most unqualified 
fraud ever perpetrated on innocent 
investors on one hand, and on the 
Canadian public on the other. The 
effect upon the Canadian elector may 
be heard of later. on. The Govern­
ment are not going to trust their 
fate to N. P. alone, that is evident.

Anyone who passes our board schools in 
London and elsewhere may hear classes 
shouting the same words together, re­
peating them until children end teachers 
we deny thati to strengthen the memory 
must be wearied by the noise and the 
monotony. This may be simple and 
possibly effective as mnemonics, nor do 
is useful, but as learning it Is of no 
value whatever. Reflection is altogether 
excluded, and aftèr years of such treat­
ment a child may leave school lacking 
in judgment and discrimination in the 
simplest matters. The absurd answers 
given at examinations to the school In­
spectors, whenever a question out of the 
common, is propounded, is the surest in­
dication of the worthlessness of mechan­
ical methods of teaching, and argues 
grave defects in the fitness of the 
teachers. AH these have usually been 
pupils under the same system, it may be 
that they are biased in its favor. We 
fear the teachers will have to be taught 
to teach -before its evils can be remedied. 
The art of teaching is a profound art, 
demanding much studious preparation. 
It requires tact, self-control, kindness, 
firmness, deep insight into character, and 
natural gift of command, yet anyone 
wanting in these Is thought good enough 
to teach. We might go farther and say 
a true teacher is born, not made. Then 
why should, there not be professors of 
teaching to all our universities, as well 
as professors of the other arts and sci­
ences? Formerly the three R’s were 
considered enought for elementary 
schools. Now they aspire to teach al­
most everything, and consequently the 
flimsiest superficiality is the utmost they; 
can achieve. Above all they scarcely 
ever learn to think, and the large num­
ber of pupils to teach precludes the pos­
sibility of exercising much effect upon 
their morals.

In our highest seats of learning ath­
letes hold a distinguished place, and 
public Immorality is to some extent 
checked. Nevertheless the pupils, are 
left to themselves to acquire such mor­
als as thsy may. The depravity, there­
fore, of some of these seminaries is so 
astounding that we could not believe 
the accounts, were it not that we have 
them from the most trustworthy sourcee. 
Their acquisition of knowledge is also 
largely a matter of choice. Even th 
who Wômd be diligent students are 
ten -hampered and hindered by the idle 
ones. To “swat” is not considered good 
form among our guilded youth. We do 
not for a moment believe that such evils 
arise from any Innate disposition on 
the part of those well-fed and high-spir­
ited young men of the wealthier classes. 
We rather trace them to the defective 
system and to their corrupt surround­
ings. Many of them on emerging from 
them recover their moral healthy tone. 
Others plunge deeper and deeper into 
the sloughs of vice and become univer­
sity and public school wrecks. On the 
whole we fear that until they have un­
dergone a thorough moral cleansing these 
seats of learning are the last places to 
which careful parents should send their 
beys, unless the latter are strong-mind­
ed mid have been well prepared. To a 
determined™ nd hlgh-souled student they 
offer tihe highest educational advantages, 
because all who are, willing to learn 
may do so, and to almost any extent, as 
the teaching staff Is large and of the 
highest quality. The middle-class and 
private schools have some of the moral" 
deficiencies of those just alluded to, and 
a good deal of the mechanical method of 
the elementary ones. There is far too 
much learning by heart. Where the 
principals are watchful, and are careful 
to secure assistants of high character, 
the moral tone of the school is high, al­
though the methods of instruction may be 
often defective.

Education, to be effective, should com­
mence very early. The first course 
should be Initiation into good morals. No 
child is too young for this whenever it 
shows a will of Its own. oGod temper, 
obedience to authority, cleanliness, kind­
ness, truthfulness, and general sense of 
honor may be learnt from infancy. How 
many an amiable disposition has been 
warped from the cradle toy an indulgent 
mother or an ignorant nurse! In how 
many have the seeds of long-life intract­
ability been sown during the earliest 
years through Jthe mistakes of those in 
charge of them, Every mother should 
nurse her oWn child and give Its earliest 
life-lessons, having previously made her­
self fit for this important talk. This 
great dirty, the first that nature pre­
scribes, should not toe left to hirelings. 
But If luxurious living requires this, ed­
ucated and trained women should take 
the place of the mothers. To leave a-} 
child’s first speech, manners and ideas 
to toe cultivated toy an illiterate nurse 
must be so serious a disadvantage to the
