Cody Last Evening,

Lovalty to the Squire Was a
National Characteristic.

A Ready Tongue, Ready Fist,
and a Strong Faith.

The advertisement in the Times an-
nouncing the lecture given by Rev. Can-
on Cody in the Conservatory of Music
last night said that it would be “a rare
treat.” Those present last night found
ample verification for the announce-
ment. The lecture was entitled: “Irish
Social Life a Hundred Years Ago,” and
Canon Cody said that his knowledge of
the subject was secured from the very
interesting book, “Recollections of Au-
brey De Vere,” coupled with what his
| grandmother told him, who, herself, was
of County Wicklow. Before
leading off with his subject the lecturer

a native

| said that of all tne notable days in the
year none was so enthusiastically ob-
served as St, Patrick’s Day, and on that
day most people’s thoughts drifted
across the sea to the little green isle,
and they thought affectionately of it,
for it is the right kind of patriotism
that goes back to the land of one’s birth
and enhances the patriotism to the land
of one's adoption. The address was giv
en in the anecdotal style, and before the
lecturer was very far om with his sub
jeet the audience in

stream of Irishisms, and before the close
the stream had reached illimitable
depths. The chief features of the social

| anything, and, the canon said, that it
| wonld be a good thing if we could do so
| to-day.

| Drink was very prevalent in the by-
| gone days in old Ireland, and nearly all
the gentry went to bed in an advanced
state of inebriety. Profane language,
too, was much in evidence.

Wit and repartee in the Irish has
not diminished, and the desire to say
| things to please was, and is now, re-

sponsible for a certain amount of devi
ating from the path of truth,

In conclusion, Canon Cody said that
all the best features of the Irishman
would bear transplanting his love, his
elasticity, his patriotism, his wit, etc.
The Irish were a good addition to the
population of Canada, and they had
thrown themselves hody and soul into
building up the Canadian nation, and
the Canadian represented the best of all
stocks and worst of none. Irishmen
could be most loyal to the old land by
carrying its best traditions in the new;
lh'\' seeking to build up a good nation,
and by showing the high elements that
the Irish have always shown.

The leoture was thoroughly enjoyed
by all present. It was well punctuated
by jokes, strictly Irish, genuine care
scarers, and they were told by a man
who can laugh heartily, whose laugh is
not like a_green house plant, forced, but
is infectious; by a man with a first
class appreciation of wholesome humor.

Montreal, March 17.—The
press on the C. P. R., drawn by a run
away engine, without driver or fireman
crashed into the solid stonework of the
Windsor Terminal at an early hour this
morning. The result was the loss of four
lives, serious injury to many others, and
the partial wrecking of
There were but few spectators of one of
the most dramatic scenes in the annals
of Canadian railws It
morning, and only a score or so of people
had gathered in the waiting rooms and
at the barriers, awaiting the coming of
the train. There was one little family

whom the last moments of life were
being ticked out on the clock they

scanned from time to time, with no pre-
monition that for them time would soon
be 80 more.
THE TRAGEDY OF THE NIXONS.
They were Mrs. W. J. Nixon, wife of
the company’s operator at Medicine Hat,
and jher two children, a boy of thirteen
and a girl of ten. Mr. Nixon had been
notified that his appointment to the post
of train despatcher was permanent. He
was on his way east to take his family
to Medicine Hat. In the waiting room
mother and children sat, with the love-
light in their eyes, to welcome “father”
home. And as they sat, all unknown to
them and to the other waiting groups,
all unknown to the officials in the sta-
tion, a great Mogul engine miles away
had thrown off the men that held its
Titanic powers in control, and was rush-
ing like a thunderbolt full upon them.
Of the four sacrificed to the monster
three were the mother and children,
whose death is the best evidence of the
Jove and bappiness with which thy went
forth from their home. .
HOW THE DISASTER OCCURRED.
From the official statement, issued to-
night, an idea may be gathered of how
the disaster occurred. The story is best
told in the words of General Manager
MeNicoll, of the . P. R, who said:
“While the night express from Boston
was approaching Montreal this morning
a plug blew out of the engine boiler be-
tween Montreal Junction and West-
mount Station, with a loud report. The

“The chances were that we would be
cooked to death, so I, who was sitting
by the window, dived through it, alight-
ed on my head on the other track, roll-
ed over, and went into a ditch. It was
about the spot where an overhead bridge
crosses the C. P. R. rails. I picked my-
self up, feeling considerably shaken,and
walked down the track towards Mont-
real for half a mile, and was later given
a lift by the train from Point Fortune
going towards Montreal
“No word was uttered by the en-
gimeer when the accident happened, but
he was still at his post when I jumped.
He must have stuck to the cab for the
matter of a quarter of a mile, for when
the train that was takinZ me into Mont-
real had travelled that distance we
picked up the engineer in a bleeding and
unconscious condition on the track. He
looked like a dying man.”

“Had the engine ever given any trou-
ble before?”

“Well, no.

THERE 1S NO EVIDENCE.

On the question as to what happened
to the engine Mr. McNicoll after the in-
quiry said:

“We do not know exactly what hap
pened on the engine,” said Mr. MeNicoll,
“but from the evidence of the fireman
it is concluded that it is what is known

as a washout plug. The engine is so
badly wrecked that it is impossible to

guess what happened to it. But from
the evidence of the fireman, Louis Craig,

that is the inference gathered. In his |
statement Fireman Craig said: ‘Some- |
thing blew out with a bang. 1 thought
it. was a sheet in the fire box, and
jumped without turning to see what
was the matter when I felt the hot
steam coming around me. The steam
was evidently flying in the fireman’s
direction,” said Mr. McNicoll, “and he

was enveloped in it, and had to jump
from the window.’

MR. TAYLOR'S DESCRIPTION.

Mr. Samuel G, Taylor, who was in
the Windsor street station at the time
the accident occurred, thus describes
the scene: “I was sitting in the smok-
ing room at Windsor street station at
8.30,” he said, “when 1 was terrified by
a deafening crash like an explosion, fol-
lowed immediately by a tearing and
rending and hissing sound of steam.
rushed wildly out, along with the oth-
ers, to the platform. For a moment we
could see nothing for the steam.
Screams and yells arose above even the
crash of falling masonry, and I saw wo-
men and children in front of the waiting
room fall down. Men, mostly foreigners,
were gesticulating and running about
amid the excitement.

How He _Dm;e:‘—Onhrio’s Credit
in British Markets.

Sir H. M. Pellatt, President of the
Toronto Electric Light Co., in the To-
ronto papers this morniug, takes excep-
tion to the Premier’s strictures on the
electric light company and its. directors,
made by him at a Loronto ward meet-
ing, and shows how the Ontario Govern-
ment 1s helping to destroy Canada’s
credit abroad. dir H. Pellatt says:

Sir James Whitney, in his Kiverdale
speech, has charged the Toronto Elec-
tric Light Company and its Directors
with doing everythang in their power to
injure the credit and standing of the
Government of Ontario by means of
their literary and financial fakirs in On-
tario and in London, England; that they
have had their correspondents brought
actoss the ocean and loaded up with
falsehoods and then sent back to dis-
seminate them. He says it will take a
stronger bunch than this bunch to in-
jure, much less destroy, the financial
credit of Untario.

The President and Directors of the
Oompany say that these charges are
unfair and untrue, and they absolute-
ly repudiate them.

Sir James Whitney has taken oc-
casion many times io refer to his
ideals about protecting vested rights,
but it is not what a man may say, but
what he does, by which he shouid be
Judged,

The Toronto News at the time of the
agitation took up the question in a very
able manner, insisting upon the obliga-
tion of the Government to protect the
credit of the Province at large by pro-
perly guarding the vested rights accord-
¢d under its own legislation, and if Sir
James wants to know who it was that
was injuring the eredit of the Province,
and what publicspirited men thought
on the subject, let him peruse again the
scores of artickes wrilten at that time.

No stronger indictment has ever been
made against a Government than ap
pears in those articles, and everyone
knew, and Sir James knew, that they
werg written by a fearless, independ
ent journalist who would take no
promptings from the Electric Light or
any other Company in the matter, but
whose pen was influenced only by a
high sense of public duty.

Sir Henry quotes from its issue of Dec,
10, 1907, as follows:

“No Government has the right to
use the power of legislation and of
taxation to assail private enterprises.
The contracts of one Government are
binding upon its successors. We are
a borrowing country, and if we plun-
der British investors, it will be at our
own cost.”

And this from
1907 :

“1f a private individual attempted to
éngage in a transaction of this kind he
would be promptly haled to court and
certainly convicted and punished. It re
wains to be seen if the Ontario Govern-
ment can set up a standard of ethics
in face of the British money market
lower than that which obtains in the or-
dinary, every-day business of the people,
If the Government and the Province
were slow to discover the true bearings
of the Beck policy the responsibility
must be shared in common, but the facts
cannot be evaded.”

Among the legislative Acts for which
Sir James is responsible, are the fol
lowing:

1. I'he abolition of the Conmee Act
wherever it might interfere with the
Hydro-Electric propaganda.

2. The holding back for seven
months of Supplementary Letters Pat
ent increasing the Electric Light
Company’s capital stock $1,000,
000, thus rendering the almost
unsaleable; this should have been grant
od as & matter of course under the comn-
pany law.

3. The several Acts relating to the
Hydro-Electric Power Commission, with |
confiscatory powers, and authorizing and
encouraging foreign competition with
existing comparies.

4. Refusing a Fiat on the applica-
tion of a pnvate litigant whereby the
right to sue the Hydro-Electric I'ower
Commission was denied.

5. An Act legulizing and* validating
contracts which the courts had already
declared to be illegal.

6. A private litigant has questioned

It is these sayings and doimgs that
h¢ ve antagonized Britishy public opinion
against the Government o the Province
of Ontario, and are threatening to ser-
jously impair the credit and reputation
of the Province abroad; the Premier
knows these things and is afraid to take |
the respons bility for them, and is seek
ing to place it elsewhere; to escape from
it himself, and get it upon the shoulders
of somebody else, so that the ple will
not hold him guilty, when the fruit of
his own actions becomes apparent.

tario Pharmaceutical Institution, the sub-
committee appointed by the Private Bills
Committee some days ago in connection
with P. H. Bowyer's bill to amend the
Pharmacy Act rv-purlnl this morning
that an e\nnrulsln- arrangement had been
arrived at. The result is that country
store keepers are now allowed to sell
carbonate of magnesia, rochelle salts,
blue stone, copperas, rhubarb root, salt-
petre, spirits of nitre, solution of am-
monia, phosphate of soda, chloride of
lime, gum camphor, citrate of magnesia,
and quinine, also Paris green, tincture of
iodine, hellebore, a five per cent. solution
of carbolic acid, and arsenate of lead, the
latter three largely used for spraying
purposes.

A record of all sales must be kept, and
schedule A of dangerous poisons is pro
hibited. The compounding of medicines,
of course, is not allowed.
