Public attention has been again directed to
the state of the law in regard to the Clergy
Reserves, by a thick and thin l':ickler ff:r
every thing that is exclasive lnd' illiberal in
either church or state. We are right glad of
the agitation of this question, in any -lfape,
for it is not the bugbear of a legal quibble
thst can stand im the way of a people’s
wishes. Although the sdvocates of perfect

ligious equality rest the main m’th of
their cause upon the principles of equity, yet
it would be neither politic nor right that
they should give up one inch of ground which
can be consistently and justly maintained.—
The intention of the defenders of the exclu-
sive claims in taking shelter under a pervert-
ed view of the provisions of the Constitution-
al Act, is obviously to give effect to clamour
about the invasion of vested rights, and that
ifthe law, which is the guarantee of our form
of government is in the slightest degree inva-
ded, the foundations of the rights of property
will be shaken, and so forth. Such a device
may bave some influence with the weak-mind.
ed, but it is, we hope, of too shallow a nature
to damp the ardour of those who are solemnly
resolved to obtain for themselves and poste-
rity the advantages of complete religious
equality in these provinces. ‘ )

Before examining the special pleading of
the Herald on this subject, it will be of mate-
rial service in helping to a sdund conclusion
on 1, if we take a general view of those sec-
tions of the 31 Geo. I, ehap. 31, or Con.
stitutional Act, that bear on the question in
dispute. No one can dispassionately peruse
the 35th, 36th, 37th, 38th, 39th, 40th, 4lst,
and 424 sections of that Act, without being
convinced that the intention of its framers,
as far as discoverable in these portions of it,
was to provide the necessary machinery for
the erection of an established Church, if
devmed advisable, at some future day. The
skeleton of such an institution is there com-
plete in all its members. The “accustomed
dues (tythes) and rights” of a Roman Ca-
tholic incumbent, are to be made over for the
support of a Protestant Clergy, whenever
ithe land which was lisble to such, passed

rom the hards of a Roman Catholic to a

rotestant—provision is made for the erec-
1on and endowment of rectories and parson.
ges, and for the induction of incumbents,
vho “ shall hold and enjoy the same, and all
ghts, profits and emoluments thereunto be-
onging or granted, as fully and amply, and in
he same manner, and on the same terms and
onditions and liable to the performance of
he same duties as the incumbents of a par.
onage or rectory in Eagland.” Other par-
iculars might be peinted out to prove what
has been stated, that the Act coniains the
pbryo of an established Church.

It is a singular circumstance, which we
uay notice in passing, that while the latitu-
finarian phrase of a * Protestant Clergy” is
piformly employed in conmeetion with the
ppropriation of one-seventh of the waste or
rown lands, and the appropriation of pre.
lously existing tythes, all the special provi-
ions that relate to this subject have a regard
prly to Clergy of the Episcopal owder.

It is searcely worth while to enquire whe-
her the ambiguity in question, which con-
rasts strangely with the precise definitions
n the same Act, of the rights, &c., of one

This is the Herald's plea. Let us look for
a moment at its consequences.

Such a view of the provisions of the Con-
stitotional Act, virtually deprives the Provin-
cial Legislature of any controul whatever in
regard to such “ appropriations,” pest, or
even in a great degree, future. His Majesty
may withhold bis assent to their measures on
the subject, till"all the waste lands that may
for many years be likely to be taken up, have
been surveyed,and the Church appropriations
made. The powers apparently conferred by
the Constitutional Act on the Provincial Le-
gislature hence ameunt to nothing, and are
& mere mockery. The Provincial Legislature
has not even an independent veto. Such
clap-trap legislation as the Herald’s view
would make it, would be unworthy of the
framers of the law.

The Herald bases its defence of this posi-
tion on the ground that the substance of the
37th section of 81, Geo. 111. chap. 31, which
refers to the “ rents, profits and emoluments”™
of the appropriated lands is not verbafim re-
eapitulated in the 4lst section, which con-
veys authority to the Provincial Legisla-
ture to vary or repeal the * general provi-
gions hereinbefore contained,” (in section 36
to 40 inclusive, it is to be presumed) respect-
ing the allotment and appropriation of lands.
It might be enough, te shew the sbsurdity of
this plea, to state that while provision is
made for the regulation of the allotments and
appropriations themeselves, the rents must
necessarily follow the same order. Itis ri-
diculous to suppose that the Provincial Le+
gislatare bas power, in a certain way, to
vary and repeal all the provisions respecting:
the appropriations, endowments of parson-
ages, rectories, induction of incumbents, in
fine, to reModel or take to pieces the skeleton
of the snug church establishment in the Con-
stitutional Act, and yet to touch not or handle
nol the rents, profits oremoluments of a part
of the machinery. The substance may be dis-
posed of in any way that is thought proper,
but its qualities are pot to be meddled with !

Neither of them is
recapitulated in the &lst section ergo, se-
cundum Herald, they cannot be attempted to
be either varied or repealed by the Provincial
Legislature.

There are several other pompous conceits,
that the Heratdindulges in on this subject that
our time and space will not permit us particu-
larly to refer to. Upon the whole, however, it
seems certain, that the framers of the Con-
stitutional Act, while they deemed it advisa-
ble to provide for appropriations being made
for ecclesiastical purposes, simultaneously
with the settlement of the waste lands of the
province, evidently did not intend that his
Majesty should exercise his prerogative in
the erection and endowment of parsonages,
&e., out of such appropriations, until some
measures had been adopted on the subject by
the Provincial Legislature.

Before concluding these remarks, it may
be as well to pus the public on their guard

potatoes were finally removed to the eellar or
root.house. By making three heaps for each
day's work, if properly placed, they will be suffi.
ciently convenient fér the gatherers to earry
the potatoesto the heaps, unless the field is very
long. The heaps are placed on the surface of
the soil, the base about four feet wide, and slop-
od on each side to a point. They are covered in
the evening with the earth, to the depth of nine
to twelve inoches, and the earth should be close-
ly pressed with the back of the spade, %0 as to
throw off the rain. The heaps, when finished,
are shaped like the roof of a small house. It will

; be ne harm to allow some of the soil to mix

with the potatoes in putting them into the
heaps. Potatoes that are mot perfectly ripe
when taken up, will soon become so, if put up
in this way. They will be perfectly safe from
frost, and afier two or three weeks they may be
removed to the cellar, and will keep much bet-

| ter than if they had been put there when first
| taken up. The additional expense is not much,

however, late sowing was the meaas of saving
much of the crop from the ravages of the fly, as
it did not come iato ear until the fly had nearly
disappeared.
