A RIDE WITH THE SIX HUNDRED
AT BALAKLAVA.

Aldridge happened to enlist
in the EleventhHussarsin 18 2,
when he was 23 years old. Two
years later, between 9 and 10
o'clock on an October morning,
the hussars were “at ease” in the
shelter of what was called
French Hill in the Crimea. On
the previous day there had bzen
signalling all along the Russian
lines, and the allies knew that
something was going to be done.

They formed
a light brigade, but tkere were
50 many absentees on account of
sickness that the brigade num-
bered only 680 men. The men
were stretching their legs on the
ground and feeling that their
part of the work was over for
theday.

MICHAZIL DAVITT.

Of the miny man whom the pres-nt
movement in [reland has brought into

thar Michael Daritt. That such a man
should ocenpy a conviet's cell is a start
ling eommentary on the kind of justice
there is in Trelaud.

Davitt was born near Straide, County
Mayo, [relandin 1864, and is conses
quently about thirty-five years of age.
His fathec was a tenant farmer and a
after  Michael’s birth  was
cruelly evicted from his  bolding, and
like thicusands of others hadl to leave
his native land, and homa in
Though very voung at the
painfl scene
sank deeply in young Davitt's heart, and
frequent references ty it in his speeches
show how areat an influence it had in
moniding his career.  Young Davitt did
not remain many years in the States, hat
ocean to England, and
foand work at Rochdale. In his em
plovment here, he had the misfortane to
lose his right arm by its being cauyght in
the machinery. [t shows the character
ot the man, that notwithstapding his
mutilation, he succeeded in learning t»
wrile with his left hand aud was pro-
moted to a clerkship in the mill  Davitt
boeama a member of the Fenian brother-
hood in 1865, and owin: to his zeal

‘and executive ability was selected by the

directory for commissiary work, and
set about purchasing arms anl mserial
in prevarcation for the expsct:d  rising.
When engaged in the work of sapply=
ing arms he was arrested in London,
tried; convicted and ®entenced to 156
years penal servitude.  During lis term
of imprisonment in Portlaud. prison he
was craelly ill-treated, haviag been set
to drawing stones with & collar about
his neck: the bones of his brokan arm
were foand protrading throuzh the skin
owing to the pressuie entailed by his
work, and owing to his enfeebled con~
dition he had to be saut to.the hospital.
After his recovery he reczived more
humane treatment. After seven years
he was releasel oa a ticketsof<leave,and
received a share of the funds subseribed
for the political prisoners by the Irish-
men resident in London. [Ie then set
to work in conacction with the Londen
committee for the release of the other
prisaners. While su employed his saga-
eity attracted the attention of the Home
Rule Liaders, and he was soon enzaged
on bhehalf of that movement, H> visited
the Stales in 1878 and delivered several
lectares. In one of 'these, delivered in
Brooklyn in October 1878, he gave his
firat ntterance on the Liand question, and
foreshadowed tha present agitation. On
his return- to Irelund be set to work vig~
orously, The famine placed the people
in a sad dilemma, starvation it they
paid their rents, eviction if they refused
to pay and kept the proceeds to foed
their families, and it favored the recep~
tion of the new policy, whick was first
enunciated at- a Home Rule gathering
held at Claremorris, County Mayo on
the 15th April, 1877. Davitt in a
powerful spcech counselled the people to
unite upon the principle of the English
trades unions in opposition to the de-
mands of the landiords. An organization
was formed oa the spot. = Other local-
ities followed and the movement: soon
berame national. The Home Ralers
adopted the new movement, and Parnell
was won.over by Davitts influence. A
general meeting was beld in Duablin, and
a general council organized. = Parnell
was elected President, Michacl Davitt
Organizer, Patrick Egan Treasurer,
and Thomus  Brennan Secretary.
" In the followinz November Davitt
and two others were arrested by order
of the Government of Lord Beaconsfield
tor using sediticus language. A true
bill was found against them, but the proa
ceedings subsequently dropped  Parpell
then visited America, and on his return
to take part in the elections let Jobn
Dilloa after him to continue his work.
Dillon waa in his absence elected for
Tipperary.  Davits, who had been asked
to eome forward for ssveral constituen—
cies, refused on the ground that being
8 conviet, he was ineligible. He, how=
ever, came to the States to take Dillon’s
place, and made another American tour
addressing large and enthusias'ic audi-
ences in the principal cities of theUnion.
He returned to Ireland in October last,
and his course there—his trial for sedi-
tious language followed by his acquittal
and lis recent arres!, by the governmeut
declaring his ticket-of ‘leave forfeited,and
sending back to work out the unexpired
portion ef his term—are fresh in the
public mind.

In personal appearange Duvitt is de-
cidedly handsome. His height is about
five feet eizht inches, and he has a slight
eompact figure. His complexion is fresh
and clear, with dark closely cut bair and
eyes, and he wears 8 moustache and small
gide whiskers His spare, high forehead
and clear cut fealures give him an intel-
lectyal thoughtful appearance, which is
by no means belied by the subject matter
or literary form of his utterances.  He
is no volgar blatant demazogue,and what
ever may be thought of bis opinions or
purpos s thers is no room to doubt either
the sincerity or the derth of his coavie
tions. He is thoroughly j4 earnest, and
his whole souled e roestness and single-
ness of purpose are the secrets of his
success. Quiet, gentlemanly and uns
assuming in demeanor, his mind is natur-
ally of the reflective philosophical cast,
and under other surroundings he might
have been known to the world as a stu-
dent and thinker rather thay as the
leader of one of the ficrcest popular agri
tations 9f moderu times, Though 1o -a
large exiknt g=lf>equcyied he ghows thay
ho possesses the advantaze of a wide
range of reading.  llis styie of speak-

Judge Wilkinson had _scarce been
sworn in before he was called away to
the Court at Bathurst. We take from
the Sun his address to the Grand
Jury :—

‘ He remarked that owing to the health
of his predecessor, the Hon. Edward Willis-
ton, having become seriously impaired by
his studious attention to the duties: of his
office, it became necessary for him to ask the
Dominion Government to relieve him of his
duties, whioh has been done. He [Mr. W.]
has been called on to take his place. He
spoke in warm terms of the able manner in
which the Hon Edward Williston had dis-
charged the duties of his office during the
long term of fourteen years, and hoped the
retirement whieh he had been granted would
have the desired effect and restore liis health.
Ho oxpressed the hope, if it should be his
good fortune to visit them for so long a
period, he could retire with as fair a record
and as well deserve to be relieved of his
duties.”
