All the
towns of the world, (even socialistic
beer drinking Milwaukee, whose
Mayor, in no very unmistakable terms
says practically, “They are fighting
Chaistianity,” is looking for capital,)
was built by capital, and its socialistic
inhabitants largely imported, are fed,
clothed and educated by progressive,
hard working, studious capitalista,
Where would the Rhodes- scholar-
ship be but for capital?

We find we are devoting too much
space to this absurd-doctrine; but
every phase of the thing seems to us
disloyal, irreligious, hypocritical, and
impossible,

time of the earth quake had prac-
tically, though_ nhet nominally, a
sociahstic government; and they have
been for several years fighting off
