Free
State. He bhad ample confldencein the
fature of the Afrikander nation. By
deeds the Free State had showna good
example to the péople of the Tranevaal,
which had proved of great moral value to
those guiding the efforta of a small state
to maintain its independence.

He was pleased to say that the relationg
of the Traneveal with foreign states with
the exzeption of Great Britdin, were
good.

After referring to the peace proposals
of the presidents ;of both republice, and
Lord Salisbury’s reply, President Kruge#;
said :

‘“ We proved by legislation and ouor
dealings with Great Britain last year,
that it was onr desire lo preserve peace,
and now that war has broken out, we
will do anything to restore peace.”

. After alluding to the depukation now on
a mission to Europe and the United
States, and the presence of eo many
attaches, proving the intense interest of
the powers -in the republics and their
methods of fighting, he said he was
pleased to see that the sympathy of the
world was on their side in the war, that
ambulances had been sent, and that their
friends were united in endeavoring. to
alleviate the dlstress caosed by the
stroggle.

After reference to the alleged violation
of the Red Crose convention and to the
coneequent protests of foreign powers,
President Kruger continned. ‘‘Not with-
standing the difficalt circumstances, I am
glad to say that our finances will enable
us to bear the great expenses of the war,
and that the mines are flourishing.”
The Presinent concluded with a re-
ference to the Free State loan and euggest-
ed that the eession be not prolonged, and

AFTER COLONIAL REBELS.

Letter From F. H. Everett of E Battery,
Canadian Artillery.

The following letter bas been received
at this office from Guooer Fred H. Ev-
erett of E. Battery of the Royal Cana-
dian Artillery, now on active service in
South Africa*

Van Wynswlei, March 23rd,1900. —The
Herald of the 18th ult, reached me this
morniug, and as we are resting this afrer-
noon, preparatory to beginning a long
march tomorrow, I will ecribble you off a
few wayside notee. Ounr colnmn, which
is composed of New Zealandevs, West
Australians, Imperial Yeomanry, our own
two batteries of artillery, (D and E) and
our mounted rifles, in all over a thoeand
men, left Victoria West, the nearest rail-
way station, a week ago on Tueeday, and
we have since covered 130 miles. From
this on we will probably make better
time, as oor eupply of rations is limited
and we havelgot to cover amother 200
miles before we can get any more. It
kind of looks at this stage of the proceed-
inge as if we are to have more fighting
over the grub than we are likely to ex-
perience with the rebele, we have been
sent to equelch. ' The whole northern por:
tion of Cape Culoby ie reported to be in
rebellion, we are on our way there to try
and straighten things out a bit. Refugees
whom we meet inform us that the rebels
bave done nothing us yet except raid de-
feuceless homes. They say that there are
not more than athousand or two of them,
and that they are poorly equipped and
likely to avoid a conflizt if it is possible
for them to do so. C Battery and the
rest of our men are hardly likely to catch
op to us now, and after wespend a month
or two in this unsettled and barren coun-
try, our chances for reaching the Trans-
vaal in Lime to take a band in the fun
will not be any too good._

pretty lively fashion. It settles the dust
but we have to hustle pretty lively for
our overcoake, a8 we have no shelter. On
the whole the climate here is fine; the
weather ie usually fine and warm in the
day time and quite cool at night.

A detachment of non-com-
miesioned officers and men of A Com-
pany acted as pall bearers and as a
firing party, although no volleys were
fired. Rev. W. 8. Jaffray, the chap-
lain of the Gordons, conducted the
service. The grave is with several oth-
ers, upon a little spur between a donga
and the river baok. It commeands a
view of the ford which poor Captain
Arpold waded across, the leader of the
first company of the Canadians on that
Sunday of mournfnl -yet glorions mem-
ory. The grave has been decorated as
well as the harry of the campaign and
the poverty of materials have permttted.”

Letter From Geo. Rufter.

A letter ‘rom Private George Ratter of
Fredericton—one of the second contingent
—was received last night by his brother,
Thos Ratter, of The St John Telegraph-
composing room. He writ s from Matjes-
fontein, April 10. He tried to get some
kind of souvenir in Cape Town to send
home bat there bad been 8o many soldiers
throngh the city that everything .worth
sending was gone. But he managed to get
a three penny piece of Boer money and
sent-it. He writes that a Boer penny ie
worth two sov-reigns at Cape Town. |
‘‘ag the Transvaal carrency wiii-#6n be a
thing of the past,it will be worth having.”
The letter describes Cape Town as a pretty
lively place. The company was quartered
abont 200 yards from the Boer prisoners.
Four or five of the latter had been shot
since the boye’ arrival for attempting es-
cape. At the date of the letter the
second contingent was on train for Vietoria
West. Mr Ratter wrote that he was feel-
ing fine.

Not s from Capetown.
Ralph Markham, of the second Cana-
dian contingent, writing to the San from
Green Point Camp, Capetown, mentions
baving dioed with Wallace Broad at
Capetown. Mr Broad belongs to St
Stephen, and is a gradunate of ‘the Univer-
sity of N. B. He went to Bulawayo,
South Africa, some yedrs ago, and made a
great succesa ss & mining engineer, and
his New Brunswick friends have not heen
able to lo-ate him eince the war opened.
Mr Markham meut.lons that Major For-
ester had arrived in camp and taken com-
mand of A Sqiadron, Canadian Mounted
Iofantry, and that Dr Price, of Moncton,
who went ont as a 'private with the
second contingent, bad gone to St Helena

Soldiers’ letters frem
the front mention Mr Hamilton as always
in the firing line during the progress of a
battle. One of Richmond Smith’s tri-’
umphs was the securing- of 'a lengthy
interview with Cecil Rhodes the day after
Kimberley was relieved.

Jobn A Ewan, the Glpbe’s man, who
went with the second contingeint, repre-
sented his paper in Cuba during the
Spaunish-American war of 1898, amd wrote
graphic  pictares of the battles.

Speaking of war. correspondents, it is
worth noting that the first Britons who
got into Bloemfontein were two newspaper
men, who afterwards escorted the chief
magistrate of that city to. Lord Roberts’
camp, where he handed over to the
British commander in chief the keys of
the city’s public buildings.

CANADIAN CHEESE.

The bravery of Canadians on the South
African battlefields, is making this coun-
try well known to every man, woman
and child in the mother country, but
even their glorious deeds were somewhat
forestalled in advertising Canada in Eng-
land by that toothsome article of com-
merce, Canadian cheese. We are largely
supplying the market of England with
cheese, and there is every prospect of a
still greater development in the Canadian
cbeege export business across the water.

The growth of the Canadian cheege busi-
ness has been phenomenal, and is bring
ing a great revenue to the dairymen of this
country. The first cheese factory
in Canada was established s recent-
ly as 1862 by Harvey Farrington in
Norwich township, county of Oxford,
Oantario. The industry cteadily grew so
that by the year 18" the quantity of
chéese produced was ¢ 141,510 pounds, of

SALISBURY SPEAKS.

British Premier on Some Phases of
the War.

London, May 9.—The anuunal grand
celebration of the Primrose Leagne was
beld in Albert Hall this afternoon, Lord
Salisbury presiding.

In the course of his speech Lord  Salis-
bury said the British people had formerly
regarded the Empire as a burden, and
that Gladstone had carried this idea to
such- an extreme that it had produced
a strong reaction, which started after
the disaster of Majuoba Hill and
the death of Gordon had been avenged.
It was too eoon to say the great humilia-
tion of Majuba had been effected or that

feltthey were on the road to accomplish
that end.

Referring to the Irish problem, the
premier gaid he did not believe that the
causes which had once been well beaten
have reappeared to any purpose in Eog-
lish bistory. He was well assured that
there was no hope of the predominant
partner ever consenting to give Ireland
ite independence. We now know bet-
ter than we did two years ago what a rigk
it would be if we gave a disloval govern-
ment in Ireland the power of accamaulat-
ing forces against thie country.

Major Forrester Commanded.

R E Finn, the correspondent of the
Montreal Herald, in writing of the de-
partare of the Boer prisoners from Cape-
town to St. Helena, says: ‘‘There was
great rejoicing in the camp when it was
known that the guard of one hundred and
fifty men which was to eecort the Boer pri-
soners to the steamer was selected from
the Canadian Mounted Rifles. The an-
thorities take advantage of every oppor-
tunity to show that they- have the ~reat-
est confidence in the Canadians. At 1.30
in the afternoon the escort left camp
ander the command of Major Fores'er.
It consisted of one bundred dismounted
men divided in four troops, and fifty
mounted men divided into two troops
The order ‘‘quick march’’ was given and
off they tramped to the cycle track, abont
a mile distant, where the pridpners were
confined, at which place they  were order-
ed to report at two-thirty. About two
hundred Boers marched out and were
sandwiched in between one hundred and
fifty soldiers and as many fixed bayonets.

Gunner Lynn Heard From.

James Lynn, caretaker of the depart-
mental buildings, received a letter this
week from his son, Gunner W P Lynn of
E Battery, RC R I, now in South Africa.
It was written at Carnaron, under date of
April 7, and dealt with the 500 mile
march which the battery had just com-
pleted at the time of writing. Gunner
Lynn reports bimself and the other;N. B.
boys as being in good health and spirite.
The men stood the march far better than
the horses, which, he said, suffered great-
ly and died at the rate of three or four a
week. When Gunner Lynn wrote the
force was enjoying a days rest, but they
were hourly expecung orders to proceed
to DeAar.

The Lumber Drives.

W. H:. Norton-Taylur, of the Bank of
Montreal staft, is in receipt of a letter
from bis late aesociate, P S Stevenson,
on active service in Souath
Africa with .the first Canadian con-
tingent. The lettér was written at
Wynburg hospital under date of
March 29th, and in it Mr Stevenson
speake of having broken the ligaments of
his ankle at Osfontein, after going throogh
the battle of Paardeburg and the bardest
part of the campaigo. At the time of

now

writing Mr Stevenson had completed five
weeks in hospital, two at Kimberley and
three at Wynberg. He seemed to regret
very much that he had been unable to
g0 to Bloemfontein with * the regiment.
The dectors thought that it would be
neccessary to eend him to England, as
they were of opinion that it would
be two months before he
wculd be able to march. From
the tone of hig letter, it was quite evident
that if Mr. Stevenson was sent to Eogland
and not aljowed to rejoin his regiment at
the front, it would be very much against
his wishes,

Referring to the Wynberg hospital, Mr.
Stevenson says: ‘It is gnite a large place
with a lot of very famous surgeons in at-
tendance. Everything is kept like a new
pin. There are fourteen bedsin our ward
and this week seven men go to Eogland.
Only those with bome wounds go
and they must be able to walk
before they are sent” Refer-
to the battle of Paardeberg, Mr. Stevenson
sayc* “I had my helmet shot off my
he: 4, on the 25th, 8nd men were ghot all
arcand me, but I am glad to say I came
oc i without a scratch, except this beastly

skle. I will probably be in Netley hoe-
cital two or three weeke, then I will try
and go to my people in London, unless
they allow me to remmin here two or
three weeks, in which case I will do my
best to get back to the front again. An
officer has promised to take me up as his
servant when he goes, providing I can get
discharged from the hospital.”

[According to letters received here from
Mr Stevenson, writtenn subeequently to
the onme from which the above extracts
were made, he was not eent to England.
Probably by this time he has carried out
his intention of returning to the front as
an officer’s servant. ]

FROM SOUTH AFR:CA

P. S. Stevenson in Hospital Suffering
from an Injured Ankle.

~ Manager Richey, of the Bank of Mon-
treal, is in receipt of two letters from P.
8. Stevenson of the first Canadian contin-
gent now in South Africa. One was
written at Wynburg hospital and dated
April 3rd, and the other was written at
Mrs Huskisson's soldiers home, Cape
Town, under date of April 10th.

In the first letter Mr Stevenson speaks
of having injared his ankle, bat does not
enter into particulars as to how or when
he met with the accident. He expressed
the hope that he will soon be out of the
hospital and back to the front again.

In his second letter, the writer refers
to the battle of Paardeburg, and intimates
that he gathered a large number of inter-
esting relics from the Boer laager after
Cronje’s surrender. He was obliged to
discard most of them daring the fatigning
march to Bloemfoutein which followed.

At the time the second letter was writ-
ten, Mr. Stevenson had quite recovered
from his injury and whs preparing to re-
turn to the frout. The doctor refused to
pass him as being fit for active service,
but in bis anxiety to get back to the
front, he had concladed arrangements to
rejoin his regiment as an officer’s servant.

The mail Monday night broaght to the
city a pnmber of interesting trophies to
the Misses Tibbitte, sent by their
brothers, Adrian and James, members of
the secoud Canadian contingent.

STAPLES ACQUITTED.

Boston Jury Believed St Mary’s Man in
Preference to His Wife.

Edward B. Staples, formerly of St
Mary’s,accosed of asssulting his wife with
a knife on Jan 8 at their home in Jamaica
Plains,Boston,has been acquitted by a jary.
The verdict was returned Satarday, in the
superior criminal court, before Judge
Stevens. The jury retired late Friday
afternoon and reached an agreement after
being out a few hours.

The case is one of the strongest says the
Boston Glabe, that has been tried in thie
county in % long time. The fate of the
priconer hinged on the veracity of him-
self and wife. There was no direct evid-
ence against the defendant except that
of the wife, and her testimony was con-
troverted in every detail by him.

He told a remarkable story regarding
his wife’s desire to avenge a wrong
which ehe alleged had been done her
by another man. That person had snub-
bed her in the street and the defendant
eaid she had brought a suit against the
third person for the purpoee of wrecking
the latter’s home. She aleo wanted her
husband, according to his story, to shoot
the other man after she had placed him
in a compromiering position.

Mr Staples said his wife became wrath-
ful when he refused to conspire with her
in wreaking vengeance on this man, who
was a stranger to him and-threatened to
have the defendant arrested for aseaualt-
ing her. He said she could show no
gigns of violence, and therefore it would
be useless for her to try to effect
his arrest. She esaid she could make
marke a d went into another room. Im-
mediately he heard a fall, accompanied
by a suppreesed cry, and npon entering
the room, found - his wife on the floor.
She had stabbed berself, he said. In the
presence of doctors and the police the
woman accused the defendant of stabbing
her and testified to tha: effect at the trial.

Mr Staples always protested his inno-
cence. He was defended at the trial by
ex-Judge Corcoran and Mr McDonald.
Asst. Dist. Atty. Sughrue represented the
government. The defense contended
that the woman’s mina was affected. It
was also alleged that she bhad been

Marshall family, but occupied at the
time of which we write by the hired

hands who had taken their place.

In the eyes of their humble occu-
pants the dwelling of the master had
been the house ‘‘par excellence,’’ and
by them had always been called ‘‘The
House.”” Their designation had been

. adopted by the neighbors, and by de-
grees, also by people more remote,
who, by way of distinction had added
the owner’s name, and thus the place
became known throughout the coun-
try as Marshall House.

A short distance to the right, in an
enclosure of its own stood the neatly
white-washed cabin of the old nurse,
Phibby, to whose indefatigable care
the two places owed their air of per-
fect -and cheerful order. The roses
and honey suckles of the House receiv-
ed at her hands the same pains be-
stowed upon her own gourds and
morning glories, and the fine old-time
furniture, brought by the Marshalls
from Virginia, was as neatly. dusted
and polished as were her own humbler
but equally ancient and equally pre-
cious ‘‘chists’’ and cupboards.

due partly to an inherent independ-
ence of spirit and partly to the fact
that his own inclination had been the
only law ever imposed upon his
actions.

BUDGET DEBATE.

Mr. Fielding’s Deliverance
Made a Great Impres-
sion all Over Canada

WHICH MR. FOSTER'S REPLY
PAILED TO WEAKEN.

(Toronto Globe).

It is beyond all guestion that the bud-
get speech of the Hon. Mr. Fielding, the
‘Mtnieter of Finunce, made aremarkably
favorahle impreseion all oves.Canada and
throughoat the whole Anglo-Saxon world.
There was no mystery as to the cause of
thie. It wassimply that he had s good
story to tell aboat the condition of his
country nader the Liberal Administration
and that be told it in an eflectiveand
masterly style. The facts presented by
Mr. Fielding fornished a triompbant re
fatation of the evil prophecies of Sir
Charles Tupper and his followers as to
what the coneeguences of the accee-
sion of a Liberal Govérnment to power
would be. Many were led to ask. Can
the Opposition dieprove these state
ments or destroy the impression made
by this splendid flnancial showing? The
speeches of the Tory critics have been
long and lond, acrimonious and unspar-
ing, and in several cases rambling and
irrelevant. But neither the cannonades
of the big guns nor the fusilades of the
small bores have been able to makea
breach in the solid rampart of undeniable
facts presented in the Finance Minister’s
badget spcech.

This protracted debate has been made
the occasion, by the opponents of the
government, of sayiog all that strong
party feeling could prompt them to eay
against the Liberal party, whose being in
in power is the cause of su:h sore
grief to those who strangely imagine
that their love of cffice is the ‘‘instinct
of government,” There wae a great
deal of repetition in these criticisms,
and one who followed the course of the
debate couald bhardly help concluding
that the most anjustifiable and oft-re-
foted allegations were the most fre-
gnently repeated, as if the repeaters
bave an idea that reiteration might
make them trae. Denials that any cre-

dit was dae to the Government for the
prevailing prosperity ; declarations that
the present prosperity was the result
of the previous Conservative reigo; de-
paociation of Sir Wilfrid Laurier for
refusing an alleged offer of preferen-
tial trade with Canada by British
_statesmen ; charges that the Liberals
1iad not done what they promised when
ia Opposition ; condemaation of in-
creased expenditure by the Liberals;
aseertions that the changes made in the
taviff are not & beuefit ; chargée of in

sonsistency with eome former Liberal

statements; rehersals of the good
thinge done by the "Conservatives when
in power, denials of the significance of
oor. greatly increaséd commercial ex-
ansion, and condennation of the pre-
Ferenoa given to Great Britain, have
been the chief themes of the Opposition
critics. The readers of The Globe know
that all these have been effectively an-
swered.

Even Mr Foster, the ex-Minister of
Finance, dealt mainly with past traneac-
tions, which did not weaken the force and
8 goificance of the gratifying facts in the
budget speech. We do no:i admit the
charges of inconeistency against Sir
Wilfrid Laurier. Bat a charge of in-

tions to the public debt, it is the
story of a people occupying & great
country, stretching from ocean to
ocean, nearly all of whom, too, are
today busy, prosperous, contented and
happy; it is the story of a people who
bear cheerfully every obligation that
comes upon them for the maintenancs
of their own public service, and who
have found their devotion to the throne
and person of their Sovereign so quick-
ened by the inspiring events of recent
years that they give freely of their blood
and of their treasure for the defence and
she honor of the empire in landg that are
far away.”
