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Promises and Perform-
aneces.

From time to time we have
given ia-these columns sam
ples of the differences be-
tween the promises and per-
formances of our. Liberal
friends since they assumed
power in the Provincial Legis
lature in 1891. On false pre
tences they got the rains of
government in 1891, and after
being in power two years they

~ went to the people, at a gener-
al eléction in December 1893.
Mr. Frederick Peters, Leader
of the Liberal Government,
laid down the platform on
which he made his appeal for
support. From that piatform,
as published in the Patriot
newspaper, quote  as
follows :

“On an occasion such as
this you will expect some
statement as to What~ we in
tend to doin the future. I
lay down as plank No. 1 that
we will continue cutting down
and reducing every unneces
sary expenditure. Plank No.
2 is the question whether or
not we are going to tax the
people. My own idea on the
question is this: Ifthe coun-
try can be run without taxes,
we can do it better than the

other party, because we are
more economical and have

shown it ; and we can do with-
out taxation better than they
can, because we have demon-
strated that we can run the
country more cheaply than
they- Well, I propose to cut
down expenditures, because
the more you cut them down
the more likely are expendi-
ture and revenue to meet,
and the less probitile will be
taxation. If, after cutting
down all the expenditures
with the exception of those on
wharves, roads, bridges, edu-
cation, etc. I find that [ will
have to resort to taxation, I
will consult my constituents,
Grit and Tory, and lay before
them my proposed scheme
and ask them on the matter,
But [ hope the day of tax-
ation is far away.”

Our readers will notice that
Premier  Peters laid down
as a principal plank in the
Liberal platform that econ-
omy should be practiced and
the annual expendituresshould
be reduced. He makes the
boast that his party is more
economical than the Conser
vatives. Heand his party
were going to cut down and
reduce every unnecessary ex-
penditure and run the country
more cheaply than the Con-
servatives. He came into
power, again, and at once pro-
ceeded to carry out his prom-
ise of reducing the expendi-
ture, ang,:.his is how he and
the Liberal leaders succeed-
ing him have, for the last
fifteen years, carried out their
promises of economy in the
matter of reducing expendi-
ture. The expenditure for
these years has been as fol-
lows :

From this table our readers
will see that, with the excep-
tion of three years, the annual
expenditure has  steadily
grown year by year, and it

will be noticed that in elec-
tion years the increase has
been especially large. Here
we have then the evidence of
the direct violation of the
promise to reduce expendi
ture ; but worse still, these in-
creased expenditures were
not met by sufficient revenue
On the contrary, they were
adding, year by year, large
amounts to our Provincial
debt, as is shown by the fol-|
lowing table of deficits :

These deficits aggregate
over $900,000, showing by
their own figures, that our
Liberal friends_have added
that amount to™ our Provin-
cial debt, during their seven
teen years of office. Thisis
how they have kept their
promises and reduced ex-
penditure. Do the electors
of this Province consider a
Government, or a party cap-
able of so flagrantly and scan-
dalously violating their prom-
ises and pledges worthy of a
continuation of confidence?
Surely not, and surely . when
the opportunity offers, in the
near future,” these deceivers
and promise breakers will be
relegated to political oblivion.

As our readers have learn-
ed from our last issue, Mr.
Foster in his speech in the
market Hall here, heid the
Government up to public con-
demnation for their numerous
derelictions of duty. Among
other things he showed how
they allowed the time to be
wasted last session, before
bringing down their import-
ant bills. The Patriotin its
references to Foster's - visit
and speeehes, takes up this
point, and tryes to convey the
idea that the ‘'‘Obstructionist
tactics of the Opposition over
the Manitoba Election Bill”
were the cayse of the Govern-
ment's delay. Now- as Mr.
Foster pointed out, this elec-
tion bill was not presented to
Parliament until four months
and a quarter of the session
had passed, and it was one of
the first of the important ngea-
sures introduced. . What was
the cayse of the Government'’s
delay during aill this time?
The Patriot’s course in this
particular proves, once more,
that those who fail totell the
truth reguire very good
memories. .

In his great speech in
Charlottetown, Mr. Foster, in
beautiful language, pointed
out the importance and nobil-
ity of statesmanship, and
showed what a great work
those laboring in _behalf of
their country were engaged
in. Referring to this matter
the Patriot names Laurier,
Fielding, Aylesworth, Pater-
son and Brodeur, among
those who- came up to its
ideal of statesmen. Much could
be said byiway of criticism of
these favorites of the Patriot ;
but why did our contempor-
ary stop short at these. Why
did it ignore the claims of
such doughty champions of
Liberal statesmanship as Mr.
Emmerson, who forcibly left
the cabinet to engage ina
tussle with the “Beasts of
Ephesus;” Mr. Hyman,
whose withdrawal to private
life is shrouded in mystery ;

Theft and Burglary.

About 9 o'clock on Wednesday
evening last, & mare
James McLaugblin, Mount
Stewart was stolen from her  pasture.

of the breaking and stealiags aroused
curiosity and more or less excitement,
as to the indeatity of the burglars.
While people were thus speculating
news flew over the wires Frid.y morn
ing that the siore of R-W. McEwen
St. Peters had been burglariz:d on
Thursday night. The rear door of
the shop bad been broken open and
considerable quantities of goods had
been stolen, and much more was
of the shop. The
cluded large quane
tities of jewelry, boots and shoes and
clothing, besides hardware, including
knives, razors elc. The thefts
amounted in value to $400 or ¢j5o00.
Two suspicious looking characters
had been seen around the vicinity of
Tracadie Station on the evening prev
ious to the breaking and entering
there, and people were on the look
out. Shortlyafter 1o o'clock Friday
morning two men answering the des-
cription of those seen around Tracadie,
were seen driving west, past Mount
Stewart ; thereupon a party started
from Mount Stewart in pursuit, They
were James Duann, Russel Olark,
Percy “Affleck, James McIntyre,
Joseph McDonald and John Kearney,
They drove aloog the St, Peter’s
Road westwardly and soon came
upon the fugitives. They had driven
into Kearney's woods about a mile
and a balf west of Mount Stewart.
Their horse bad completely broken
down and was ubable to go any fura
ther. They submitted to arrest,
without resistance and were taken
back to Mount Stewart and. placed in
Mr James Dunns warehouse. In the
meantime, Sergeant Bradley and
cofficer Walker had driven out ‘rom
Charlottetown and took charge of the
prisoners and returned to the city
with them- in the afternoon, The
horse they had when caplured was
oot the one they took from McLaugh-
lio; but one belonging to James Mc
Donald, Neufrage. They said they
bad swapped horses three times, with—
out the consent of the owners, of
course. The names of the burglars
turo out to be Joseph Sh epherd and
Cbarles McDonald. Shepherd is
colored and is an Islander about 235
years of age. He is a hard ticket and
bas been in custody several times al-
ready for thefts. He has been absent
from the Island about five years.
McDonald is a younger man, 18 or 19
and belongs to Pictou or thereabouts.
He fell in with Shepherd he says, on
the way to the Island and they went
drinking and stealing together. They
were arraigned before Stipendiary
McDonald on Saturday. Evidence
was given by the station agent at
Tracadie and others. When the ex
amination was postponed till to-
morrow.

The Gold Inflow.

Finaneial experts of the Wew York
press are exercising their ingenuity to
account for large withdrawals by the
Oanadian banks of their gold deposits
in that city. Oanadian banks bac
$34.000,000 on deposit in New Fork
on July 3r1st, and recent withdrawals
reduced that figure by about $10,500,
ooo. Commenting upon the shipmeat
of 2,500,000 in gold to Canada in one
day last week, the Hew ¥ork Sun
states that it “attained particular lm-
portance fron; 'he kaowledge that the

Capadian government was urging its
bankers to make the most ample pro-
vision for crop moving in the Domin-
ion.” Oa the other band, the New
York Tribune ascribes the outgo to
‘the placicg of Canadian municpal
bonds in this country because of
lower interest changes," It is possible
that the reason assigned by the Suo
pamely tbat the money is required to
move the Dominion grain crop is
that which really underlies the recall
of ‘their mouvey by the Canadian
banks, But if so it will be found that
the banks of this country are not be
ing influenced in their action by sug-
gestions from the goverment. Iadeed,
after the cool reception which was ac
corded Mr Fielding,s well-meant
meddling of last season, when he
strained the treasury rererve to give
the banks unasked assistauce in
financing the crop movement it is not
likely that the government will be found
interfering again with the policy of
the banking institution. Probably the
act passed last session to enable the
banks to increase their statutory cir-
culation by some twenty millions dur-
ing the months of Octobers]January
expresses the limit of epecial iner-
vention by government to f‘assi-t the
crop movement.” And as the banks
will bave to pay a big percentage to
the government for the exercise of this
privilege, they will doubtless not avail
themselves of it, at least exteasively,
80 long as they have millions of their
own loaned at call where money i4 as
easy as it is in Naw York at present .
At all events, the financial experts of

the New York prees may take it for
granted that the Canadian baoks are
doing business in their own way, and
are not being ‘*‘bossed” by the gov
eroment.—O tawa Citizen.

A Farcical Investigation.

When the commissioner to icvesti-
gate the marine department was ap-
pointed, together with the counsel,
The Citizen pointed out that at least
one independent or Conservative
should be appointed to see that the
evidence to be produced before the
Royal commission should be of a char-
acter to throw some light on the ad-
ministration of the departmeat, It wa:
also pointed out thata Royal commis
sion was comparatively helpless if t' e
goverment employed legal aid to pre=
pare the evidence that was brought be
fore the commission, The relation is
much the same as between a judge
and a crown attorney in a criminal
trial. If the crown attorney does not
prepare his case properly and bring
foreward the proper evidence and all
the evidence available the judge will
not be in a position to arrive at an
impartial decision. So it is in the case
of a Royal commission. Lat the gov
ernment appoiot the couasel in the
case, and it does not need to care who
the commissioner is. Bearing out what
we have said, the continuance of the
investigation at Montreal is little bet-
ter than a farce. Oune witness produced
was so ultra=enthusiastic in his evi-
dence regarding the administration of
the marine department that he had to
make a semi-political speech in de-
fence of the government and the de-
partment and to such lengths did he
go that the Royal commissioner had
to remind him that it was not a
political meeting and be was not on
the hustings. This is only of import
ance as showiog how farcical is an io-
vestication by a Royal commission
when the men entrusted with the
bringiog forward of the evidence for
the commission are not unbiased but
on the contrary, strong partisans.—
O:tawa Citizen.
