SQUVHOHO H1ddV
(Wednesday’s Dally)

It is well known that apples have
been grown at various points in the
province and in the spring of this year
the Department of Agriculture of Al-
berta eent out circulars to eveérybody
in the province known to have. tried
large fruits, asking them to give a
list of the trees they. had tried and

From thé&se reports and
otheér sources, the department has se-
lected a list of what appear to be the
hardiest trees for ithe province and has
decided to carry -on a number of ex-
perimentg in order to be able to give
gettlers authentic information on this
important matter.

The orchards are to be of about an
acre in extent and will be distributed
at sevén points, possibly eight. The
places selected are those which arécon-
sidered to be the most representative
of the various elevations and climatic
eonditions - prevailing in the prevince.
They, are, Medicine Hat, Magrath,
lLeavings, Okotoks, Didsbury, Welask!-
win, Edmonton, and possibly in an-
other year one in the Vegreville or
Vermilion country.

About eighty trees will be exper-
imented with at each station, the plant-
ing operations to extend over two years.
A consignment of the planting mater-
fal has peen ordered for this fall with
the intention of having them buried
over winter. These will be, duplicat-
ed next spring and planted directly,
when theé two inethods will be compar-
ed. Six varieties of standard apples,

To
a reporter for the Freé Press Mr. Jen-
nings made the startling statement
that in ten years therée would not be-a
forejgner in Japan and that commer-
clally the nation would suffer a speedy
downfall owing to a lack of commer-
eial morals. The Japanese have no
such thing as commercial integrity or
honeaty and are banded together to
Pprotect each other in any illegal un-
dertaking to dupe and rob the roreign-
er;

*“Today Japan is no place for a trader
Oor any person desiring to carry on a
busineas in which he is forced to en-
/ter upon any; agreement with a native.
The abolition of the consular 'courts
killed trade and ruined hundreis. In

“The price of coal 1rom the Nova
Scotia mines will be increased this year
So say the mine owners; and all be-
cause Western Canada needed a . .few
exira thousand men to harvest its
wheat crop. When the call for help
(was sounced the railroads came (o utie
reseué and such cheap rates were
struck rfrom points in the Maritime
Provincest hat the young man, used to
hard work, and with a taste ror travel
was induced to desert his employment
and come west.

‘“As & matter of fact Nova Sgotia
and New Brunswick were already shirt
of men, Fishing @ schooners - l&y
at anchor, coast freighters remainéd
docked while lumbermen had great
difficulty in obtaining men to keep the
big pulp millg going because the young
men of the provinces lured by the suc-
ceas of othera had departed for the west
or had been attracted to the big cities
of the United States.

“The mine owners have complained
to the railroads asking that the har-
vestern’ excursions be discontinued,and
the railroads’ reply that the crop must
be harvested as to them it means much
shipping of wheat. Miners and dock
employees are unionized and object to
the importaiion of izbor s othe mine
owners have issued the edict that this
winter, Nova Scofia ceal must advance
in price.

“But -not conly “the harvest excur-
sions are to blame for tals state of af-
fairs, as hlindreds of men weekly leaye
eastern points for the railroad camps
of the west, the lumber camps of the
north, and the mining regions of On-
1ario. From O:tawa to Fort Wil-
liam and north to the Hudson’s Bay,
the country is full of proaspectors en-
couraged by occasional small finds end
the luring tales from Cobalf.

“Throughout the Maritime Provinces
the farms are gradually falling '{nto
hands of the old men, while the young-
er sons are becoming prosperous home:
steaders on the prairie lands. Somesay
it dces not pay to come west, but

their arguments merely show that#Hé

reason it pays them to stay eastiis
because 80 many others have lefk.
Though the general development of. ‘tye_
eagtern provinces does not begin tocom-
pare with that of the west, buildings
‘are left unfinished owing fo the short
age of labor, while those who work are
making gecod wages.” =

THE “DOPING” AFFAIR

Early last wesk an incident occurred
on the north side of the track which
at the time aroused no more than pass-
ing comment, says the Medicine
Hat News, although the roping of a
man on the street' by a cow puncher,
and his subsejuént arrest was involv-
ed. Circumstances have since arisen,
however, which throw-a grave aspect
on the case.

The man who had to be roped and
tied before he would submit to arrest
was thought to be merely in @ drunk-
en frenzy, and when he passed from
this condition into one of nervous

prostration and extréme terror, it was |

looked upon as the usual development
y'hich could be expected under the cir-
cumstances. As he confinued to grow
worse, medical attendance was sum-
moned, and he recovered sufficiently
to state that his nam2 was Joe Faith
and that he was on a trip from Frank
to the States, after working in the
mines for thrée years. On the train
‘he had fallen in with strangers, and
he  remembered. drinking with them.
The effect of the liquor was such'as to
lead him 'to believe that he had ‘been
doped and he broke away from his
new found friends at Lethbridge and
came on as far as the Hat, when he
left the train and cashed his' money
on the prairie, and then apparently
gave way under the strain and lost
his reason. In telling his story to the
police he described the spot where his
money was hidden so accurately as to
render its recovery easy, although
there was $25 less in the roll than he
stated. He asked for the attendance of
the  priest but his mind became un-
balanced soon afterwards, and since
Friday he has shown no signs of re-
turning reason. For the present he
wili be Leld at the Maple Creek bar-
racks

ever interested, however, came in-
tc his career before he became iden-
tified with the Canadian Detective
Bureau. - It was the capture of
Edouard LaBelle for his part in
the brutal triple murder of three
French- Canadians, . Constantine,
Beadoin and Bouthilette, on the
Yukon river in June, 1902.

At-that time Welsh was in charge
of the secret service 6f the Mounted
Polica and the LaBelle case has
gone on record as one of the great-
est pieces of detective work in the
annals of Canadian criminology.

Briefly, this is the history of the
crime :—

Victor Fournier and Edouard La-
Bella found themselves together,
broke, in Dawson, in the spring of
1902. Fournier had led a life of

:crime for fifteen years, but LaBclle,

who was of “good parentage, had
probably lived within the law until
he bhecame associated with Fourn-
ier, a year or two hefore.

They were both gamblers, both
“broke’’ and unable to make a.raise.
They therefore planned to go up the
Yukon River to White Horse, meet
passengers at:the end of the rail-
way there, engage to take a party
of them down river to Dawson in a
small boat, and murder them on the
way down. In pursuance of this
villainous scheme they met and be-
came.acquainted with ‘three of their
own countrymen—Leon Bouthilette,
Guy Joseph Beaudoin and Alphonse
Constantine. These they agreed to
carry down the river for a price
that seemed to make the trip worth
while.

On the way down, while in camp
a short- distance helow the mouth of
Stewart River, La Belle, with the
greatest deliberation and cruelty,
took up.his rifle and killed Con-
stantine and Beaudoin. Fournier,
with equal callousness, ended the
life of Bouthilette. It was not long
before the bodies of Beaudoin and
Bputhi]ette were given up by the
river, into which they had been
thrown, and identified. Constan-
tine’s body was not recovered ‘and
identified till two years later.

It was not a great while, under
the police system of keeping track of
travellers in the Yukon, before the
names of the five men who had left
White Horse in a small boat, and
who had never arrived anywhere,
were ascertained. It was discover-
ed that two of the persons in the
boat had travelled under assumed
names, and deseriptions were in the
possession of the police of the two
carrying the assumed names. One
description was found to fit Fourn-
ier; and’-the other, it was thought,
fitted LaBelle. - Fournier, who had
remained in the Territory, was lo-
cated in Dawson, where the police
could put their hands on him when-
ever they decided to take him into
custody, but all that eould be learn-
ed of the man thought to he LaBells
was that a person answering 4to
this description had passed through
White Horse about July 16th, prob-
ably bound for the “outside.”’

Detective W. H. Welsh, in charge
of the secret force, took up the task
of finding the man answering to
this/ description. . Ho was given
carte blanch: as to expenses, and
told to “get the man.”’

Welsh left Dawson on July 25th,
and. reached Seattle on Augx;st 8th,
having made careful inquiries at
every stopping place along the way.
After arriving in Seatile Welsh
found himself confronted with the
descriptions of two Edward La-
Belles, -both of -whom had been in
Seattle shortly before his arrival
there, and the descriptions of whom
tallied fairly well in every respect
with his information, save in the
matter of height.

Another unusual *doincidence was
that one of these LaBelles was actu-
all.y known to have operated as a
cn{ninal with Victor Fournier in
Chgcago, Ill., in 1889. Th- problem
th_at now confronted Welsh was to
eliminat> one of these LaBelles, and,
after much thought, he deeided that
the right one had been last seen ia
Seatils about the 18th of August,
Qn August 17th the detective was
joined by P. A. Rook, of White
Horse, who had known LaBelle and
was positive he could identify him.
A search was then made at nearly
every logging camp tributary to
Pugat Sound, as LaBolle had work.
ed in the Yukon as a wood chopper,
but no trac> of him was found.
During the latier part of August

. Welsh, still in quest of his maa,

met Joseph Dalpe, with whom hn
had mined in the Yukon. This man
knew LaBelle and had seen him on
August 1st, when LaBelle had said
he was going east. From Dalpn
Welsh eot a further clue, which on-
abled him to follow LaBelle’s trail
‘rom Seattle to Butts, Montana.
Dalpe told of a Yukon miner's
badge—a ‘miner’s nan with a pick
and shovel crossed—worn in tha
lapel of LaBelle’s coat; and Wolsh
was also informed from Dawson
that LaBelle had probably headed
for Butte, so on August 27th he and
Rook set off east on the trail.

At Spokane, Wash., they learned
that their man had gone to Ross-
land, B.C.. and from Rossland they
folloywed him to Nelson, and from
there to''Missoula -and Butte. At
Butte a1l traces of the ‘badgs’ disap-

peared, and the only clie tha’t"r-:-
mained was that LaBelle had been
sent out«of Butte to the southward
with onc of th2 ‘many construction
gaﬁgs working on the Southarn Pa-
eific railway. There was. nothing
much left but to follow instinct, as
these gangs had been shipped to.a
number of small stations on . the
Southern Pacific. So Welsh and
Rook went on to Ogden, Utah, and
there toek tickets to Wadsworth,
Nevada, near the Californian line,
intending, if nothing was found, to
“work’ every station along the line
until they struck the right one.
Visits to the different constryction
camps in the vicinity. of Wadsworth
were then begun. At each camp
visited Rook app=ared in the char-
acter of a timckeeper newly employ-
ed for the camp. [t was agreed that
Rook would go through each camp
and, as timekeeper, take the namés
of all the men. If he found LaBelle
he was to give Welsh a prearranged
signal. Four camps were visited
in this way without any sucesss, but
at the fifth, about three miles from
Wadsworth, Rook came out of one
tent and indicated that the .long-
sought man ‘was inside. As Welsh
passed Rook on the way “into the
tent Rook muttered, “He i3 in that
tent; I am c2rtain it is him!”’

Welsh went in and found several
other men in the tent with LaBelle,
whose face he at once recognized as
a familiar one that he had seen in
the streets of Dawson. LaBelle was
sitting on the side of his bunk, hav-
ing just turned-out to-go to work
on the night shift. The detective
walked up to him, held out his hand
as-if to shake hands, and said, “How
do you do?’ As LaBelle reached
out his hand Welsh snapped a hand-
cuff on the wrist and sternly ordered
him’to put out the other hand,which
the murderer quietly did. He ad-
mitted that his name was Edouard
LaBelle, although h2 was working
at the camp under the name of “L.
Stone.””” When asked if he knew
Rook he said, “Yes; I guess he is
the man who sold me the gun.”

Walsh - and . Rook got away to
Wadsworth with their man as soon
as possible, and’ within’an hour af-
ter his arrest LaBelle confessed to
Welsh nearly ail the facts of  the
murder—where it had beeh commit-
ted and the number of persons kil-
led. - He said, however, that it was
Fournier who did all the shooting.
LaBelle also signed a rather unusu-
al, although perfectly legal, docu-
ment with” Welsh, wherein tha pris-
oner voluntarily agreed to accom-
pany the detective to Dawson’ with-
out extradition preceedings, in con-
sideration” of ‘the 'detéctive turning
him over to the authorities in Daw!
son and paying all travelling ex-
penses. They kept to their agreo-
ment and LaBella was landed in
Dawson on the 14th September,
1902.

Commercia]l agent Kittson reports to
the Department of Trade and Commerce
from South Africa that the importatjon
of hard wheat flour is detlining. The
chief cause of this is the fact that it
been quoted up to as much as $1.20 per
hundred pounds above the price of Aus-
tralian soft flour and also- because of
the increase of duty on flour without
any corresponding increase in the price
of bréad, which has caused bakers to
suprly acheaper article in dough-mak-
ing. The bakers who formerly used
two parts of hard t6 one of soft flour
are now reversing that proportion. In
some cases nothing but soft Australian
tlour, which is quoted at eight shillings
per hundred pounds, “'c. ‘. 1.”” South
African ports, is used.

In areport from Mr. Alex. MacLean,
commercial agent in Japan, the contin-
ued in¢reaging consumption of flour in-
stezd of ‘rice by the Japanese is noted.
An" association for the development of
foreign trade has been formed at Tokio,
with several leading citizens at its
head. The objxt of the organization
is- to develop Japan, and its members
will tour Europe and by means of cine-
matographs place before the foreign
public the real gtate of Japanese indus-
tries.

It is .nogt improbable that steam mo-
tor cars such as are in use on the
Great Western Railwayy in England,
will be adopted on the suburban and
branch lines of the Canadian Govern-
ment railways. Mr. G. R. Joughins of
the Intercolonial Bailway, who spent
three months Btudying moter cars in
use in England and the continent, was
greatly impressed with those operated
on the Great Western Railway. HEach
motor car is of 216 horse.rower, and
draws four or five coaches at the rate/
or"‘,about forty miles an hour. The
mtoor car is placed in the tre with
two coaches on each side, an runs
backwards and forwards. The train is
controlled by aconductor from either
end, the the fireman being stationed in
the motor car itself.  The service given
is pronounced excellent. The Canadian
Government rajlways will in all like-
lihood require ten motor cars, and the
first threz will be placed in operation
next spring at Halifax, Moncton and
St. John, N.B., respectively.

The falling off in car
movement on the C. P. BR. is . a gr at
surprige, after their splendid achie-
vements in wheat mov ment lasgt year.
It was not expected that they would
much, if any better than last year
because lagt year th y had surpassed
all records of single track " systems
in movement of cars. Ther: are some
things that account in whole or in
part for the lower record, and th y
wiln be dealt with later.

This year the difficulty has been ac-
centuated by the coal situation. For
the past few years a large proportion
of the coal used for domestic and steam
purposes in the farming: ter-
ritory has “been 'brought from the
Crow’s Nest country, from = Bieniait
and from the Bankhead district.. On
account of ‘strike and other conditions
the interior. stocks of coal were not
built up as usual during the past sum-
mer, and in consejuence the ratlways
have had to help out the situation-by
hauling cars out to the min¢s in order
to provide for the fuel necessities of
tpe ¢ountry. Therefore the cars which
returned to the grain belt from Fort
Willlam loaded with merchandise may
have a further journey to make. When
the merchandise is unloaded it may be
sent to Lethbridge, Colénan, Tabcr or
Bankhead, and loaded with coal = for
Manitoba and Saskatchewan.

In the
midst ‘of a‘very heated discussion one
wealthy farmer pointed out that every
additional hour & car was held was an
{njury to every one of the small farm-
ers, who of necessity must ship
through the ‘elevators and that the
large farmers should try to think of
someone besides themselves, but his
remarks were hardly heeded in  the
clamor for more time to load cars,
Even demurrage chHarges do not al-
ways hurry selfish men who care only
for thelr own convenience.. A concrete
case of this kind comes in from Sin-
clalr, where three empty box cars
were placéd on the siding for direct
loading by farmers, on Oct. 13. " One
car was finished loading on = Oct. 23,
and the others are still loading. Ten
days to load a —car is an outrage and
there shouid be some means of reach-
ing the farmer who is guilty of ‘this
selfishness. It would be impossibie
to frame a law to fit every case, hut
th's 'ooks 1 ke a case wher2 the strong
farmer out to help the infirmity of
the struggling beginner and not de-
tain cars unduly.

The C.P.R. has had a serious handi-
cap this season. They have been work-
{ing all year on the double tracking of
the line from Fort Willilam to Winni-
peg.

They have now nearly
all been taken off, but for some weeks
after the erop started to move and
indeed r~+] now they retarded the
movements of wheat trains.

‘Western people are not sentimental
over the C.P.R.,{ hey leave that to the
after-dinner -speakers, . but they do
want  dowbleitraeks to Fort William,
and ‘it seems-as if ' the only _way -to get
them* was to put up with some loss
and Inconvenience at the present time.

The car service has been better for
the past two ‘days, and will no doubt
improve further as it is reported 2,000
cars have been withdrawn from haul-
ing coal to haul wheat. We are not
yet to the end of October and should
November prove as fine as last year,
the Tost ‘movements may be to a great
extent made up, but not the loss to
the indivigual farmer. If the crop of
1907 shows -proportionate increase  to
the ¢rop of 1906, the situation will be
yet thore grave.

A gtéady flow of wheat all the year
round would be the ideal condition, but
as that would necessitate an all rail-
rate to the sea, the next best thing
is to spread the ghipments over as large

ABLE APOSTLE
(Wednesday’s Dally)
F. B. Girdlestone, general man-

ager of the' docks of [Bristol, is a
visitor: in ‘the city tmy on a sort
of miseionary expedi s preaching
the gospel of the Bristol route for
the Canadian trade.

“I want you to think of Bristol
as a great and growing centre for
Canadian, trade,” says Mr. Girdle-
stone, and with that idea in view
he is travelling through Canada in.
terviewing traffic managers and ex-
porters of all kinds and delivering
brief lectures to boards  of trade,
chambers of commerce, city councils
and all sorts of representative bod-:
ies. . As part of his program he ad-
dressed 'a meeting of the board of
trade at the city hall this morning.

The reason why his pilgrimage is
particularly timely at present is be-
cause the city of Bristol is just com-
pleting what they call the Royal
Edward docks, at a cost of $15,000,-
000, and that these docks are de--
signed and built with a view to
capturing Canadian trade.

Bristol is, in its way, a wonder-
ful city. It has only 400,000 inhab-
itants, not considered a large city in
Great Britain, yet it has spent $30,-
000,000 ‘on docks and the Bristol
docks belong directly to the city
and ‘are managed  directly by. the
city, Mr. Girdlestone being the gen-
eral manager. He claims that Bris-
tol will have, when the Royal Ed-
ward docks are finished, the best
facilities in Britain fér handling
froight, that th® Canadjan freight
is already the chief trade of Bris-
tol and that they want and intend
to get practically all of our trade.
As an instance of what they can do
in the way of quick handling he
cited the fact that a Jamaica liner
carrying 70,000 bunches of bananas
was unloaded in nine hours one day
last summor and an hour later the
fruit~was-on the way to the con-
sumer,

JAPAN IS AROUSED
| “iIWasghington, Oct. 25.—The exclusion
og Japanese children from the public
schools of San Francisco has become
an 'international affair of serious im-
portance, and is worrying the Admin-
isfration. Count Aoki, the Japanese
Ambasgsador, today informed Secre-
tary-of State Root that the Japanese
Government desired that the treaty
rights of the Japanese in the United
States be not infringed upon. This
trealy gives citizens and suwujects of
the: Japanese Empire all of the rights
and privileges enjoyed by natives and
citizéns of this country, and it now
seems certain that in the exclusion of
the Japanese children fron the schools
of Sdn Francisco theré has really been
a*@érious breach of provisions of the
Treaty of Commerce and Amity be-
tween the United States and Tpan.

Important as thease
things are to the general wellare of &
city, they are apt to be neglected &t
moments critical jn the life of a citty.
In a measure this ocfurred in Edmon-
ton, but thescittizens took the sendidle
gburse of appointing acommission  to
take chaarge of the: administrattion: of
its affairs. This commission is com-
posed of a public works commissioner,
the secretary-treasurer of the city, and
the mayor. These thrée with the ex-
ception of the mayor, are supposed (o
glve their whole time to the city's at-
falrs. The secrétary-tpeasurer was a
potmanent official and of ‘eodrse ton-
tinues o be so, but by virtue of his
appontment as comnilssioner he s
mads jo'ntly responsiblé with the oth-
er commissioners for the gefieral con-
duct - of the city’s atfairs. But while
this step can be sald to be In theright
d.fection, the aldérmen of FRdmonton
have only providéd for these "Mmei &
salary which aveéragés about skjﬂ per
$year for each of the commifsioners.

The G.P.R. Irrigation Project

(From ‘‘Canada’’)
Through thé adoption of irrigation in
the southern part of the Province of

Alberta is but of recent date, its intro-
duction is €habling the settlers of that

part to undertake mixed farming with
success. For manhy years stock-raising
was the chief occupation of the resi-
dents in southern Alberta, the coun-
try having. been found specially adapt-
ed to the outdoor grazing of cattie,
horses and sheep. By degrees, how-
ever, samall amountis of cultivation wcre
undertaken, especially along the val-
léys and on the bottom lands, and the
tact . proved that theé country, during
peasons of sufficient raintall was well
adapted to the growth of grain, iodder,
and root crops.

A series of dry years commencing In
1898,t urned the attention of settlers
to the polsibility of aiding the growth
of their crops by irrigation, and such
effort where ditches were constructed
to irrigate small areas In the valleys,
that general atténtlon was directed to
this method of €xtending settlement and
insuring crop production.

The matter was taken up by the
government and & well congidered and
comprehensive law relating to theuse
of water for irrigation has been passed.
A system of general surveys was then
undertaken to determine the source and
volume of the water supply avallable
for irrigation, and the location of areas
where such water could be used to the
best advantage. These surveys devei-
oped the fact that two extensive areas
Brforded speclal advantages for irriga-
tion, one gituated in the Lethbridge dis-
trict, which could be supplied with wa-
ter from the 8t. Mary's River, and the
segond & large block of land east of
Calgary, which could be supplied with
water from the Bow River. The irri-
gation of the latter district has been
taken over by the Canadlan  Pacific
Railway; and is now being pushed for-
wird with energy,

#he area included in the project com-
prises a block of three million acres,
east of Calgary, along the main line o:
the compdny’s railway. The soll
throughout the whole block is excel-

lent, with heavy black ldam or a clay
Bubsoll in the western portion, and a

lighter sandy loam with good subsoil
in the more eastérly parts. The whole
block  produces a most luxuriant
growth of nutritious grasses, and the
natural grazing Is Buch as to provide
pasture ior horscs, cattle, and ahesp
throughout the whole year. The cli-
mate is as gtol as the grouny s fert 1e.
Southérn Alberta with its elévation of
from 1,400 feet to 3,400 feet above céa
level has a clear dry aimosphere, and
an almost continual sunshine, - with
mild winters ahd cool nights. During
thé winter months the warming breath
of the “Chinook” is frequentiy felt,

.and &t those times the temperature is

raised to almos: summer warmth. Both
soll and climate then offer opportuni-
ties of mixed farming unsurpassed in
any part of the world. First is the

never failing crop ol stock, consisting
of Horses; cattle, shesp ,And hogs tHat
Southern Alberta prodiuces in & man-
ner which cannot be excelled on this
continent. Stock of all kinds graze at
large throughout the entire year, and
the mild winters, cool nights of the
summer, absence of flies or pests of
any kind, combined with the pure wa-
ter of mouritaih-fed streams, combine
t0 make the ideal stock and dairying
country. Meanwhile, the agricultur-
ist produces crops of wheat (spring and
winter varieties), oats, barley, ' rye.
flax and of fédder crops, Timothy, al-
falta and bromus, and of vegetabies
all the standard varieties, including su-
gar beets, which are an unusually good
crop both in purity and ' saccharine
Qquality. emall fruits a 8> do we'l, and
in time the hardier varleties of apples
will be produced.

Application for homestead entry orin-
spection must be made in person by
the applicant at the office of the local
Agent or Sub-Agent.

An application for entry or inspce-
Li:n‘ male psrgornally atanySub-Ageni's
cf.ice may bz wired to the local Ageat
by tho Sub-Agent, at the expense of
the appiicant, and if the land applied
such application is to have priority and
the land will ke held until the neces-
sary papers to complete the transac.icn
are recelvel by mail.

I'ne fee for recording a claim is $5.
