ASTEROIDS.
By GEORGE FITCH.

The Asteroids are a great flock of
planets whose growth ' was appar-
ently stunted in infancy. They re-
volve about the sun in an aimless and
eccentric manner about as far beyond
the earth as Champ Clark is from the
presidency and do not add anything
to the general beauty of the land-
scape, being entirely invisible to the
naked eye.

Destructive Fire.

DWELLING RAZED TO  THE
GROUND—OTHER PROPERTY IN
DANGER — THOUSAND PEOPLE
WITNESS BLAZE—THE POLICE
SNOWBALLED.

Not a single«stick is left standing
of the double dwelling house owned
hy Mr. Geoffrey Kelly, formerly War-
den at H. M. Penitentiary, and situat-
ed on the North side of Quidi Vidi
Lake, which was destroyed by fire
last night. The occupants were Mr.
James Kelly, son of the former, his
wife and seven children, and Mr. Fred
Pike, his wife, daughter and mother-
in-law, who saved none of their be-
lcngings and escaped with. their lives.
Mr. Pike moved into the house on
Monday last. The Pike family occu-
nied the western endeof the building.
The fire broke out about 9.15 p.m.
Mrs. Pike put in a fire in the front
rocm during the afternoon. At tea
hour- everything was apparently.
right. About twenty minutes after
nine, Mr. Pike, who was in the kitch-
en, heard the crackling of wood and
rushed out of the kitchen towards the
front room. Cn opening the door of
the latter a volume of smoke and a
mass of flame burst into his face.
Without delay he got his wife, daugh-
ter -and mother-in-law ouf through
the rear of the house. Mr. Kelly was
apprised, and after getting his wife
and children out of the burning build-
ing, sent his eldest son to ring in an
alarm at the Penitentiary. Mr. and
Mrs. Pike started to fight the blaze
with buckets of water which they got
from a well in their own yard.

The Central and Eastern Companies
responded, but could not get beyond
a few yards of the head of Boat House
Lane, -or within 150 yards of the fire
owing to snow banks. Desperate at-
tempts were imade by the firemen to
bring their apparatus along, but with-
out success, with the exception c¢f the
chemical engine, which reached the
burning building. By that time- the
fire had reached serious proportions,
because the N.W wind that was blow-
ing was increasing. The chemical
was of little avail. The firemen work-
ed well but were unable to cope with
the flames and for want of water had
to let the building burn to the ground
with all its contents. They put near-
ly a thousand feet of hose into ser-
vice from the vehicles that were im-
peded by the snow blockade with a
fairly strong pressure of water and
even that failed to have effect. See-
ing that it was hopeless to save the
Kelly building, the firefighters con-
fined their attention to the surround-
ing property. Bennett's grove is
directly opposite, and the house and
stable of Capt. Keeping is situated
about twenty vards east of the burn-
ing house. Kelly’'s stable containing
live stock, only a few feet from the
rear of the house was only saved by
the strenuous efforts of. the firemen.
On several occasions Capt. Keeping’s
dwelling was threatened.

The all out signal was sent in at
eleven o’clock, or only an hour and
a half after the outbreak began, thou-
gh the ruins were smouldering up to
midnight. The Pike and Kelly fami-
lies lost all they possessed in the
shape of furniture and clothing. Some
$145 that Mr. Pike had put away in
a drawer went up in smoke as well.
The house, we hear, was not insured,
and only a small amount was carried
on Mr. Pike's furniture. Not since the
Annual Regatta for 1914 was there
such a number of people seen near
the Lakeside. From the Penitentiary
a mass of humanity extended down
below *Bennett's Grove, the interven-
ing fields being crowded. While the
police were keeping order they were
snowballed by some rascals who hid
amongst the gathering. A telephone
pole and wires began to burn away.
Nobody would volunteer to climb up
the pole and try to extinguish the
fire.” Constable A. Snepw undertook
the work. Frequently he was struck
in the face and nearly knocked off
the pole by snowballs. When Supt.
Grimes asked the unruly ones to stop
firing, they shouted at him and then
made a target of him. The police ob-
tained the names of several persons
who will be dealt with. Certainly
their conduct merited punishment.

The Pitiless Huns.

It will be seen from the war mess-
ages that the Germans have had the
effrontery to protest against the ac-
tion of the British in refusing to treat
prisoners from German submarines to
the courtesies usually given to hon-
ourable prisoners of war. The prac-
tices im which German submarines
have been engagedareoutragesagainst
the received canons of internation-
al law. Lives of non-combatants have
been ruthlessly sacrificed against all
occupied eodes of war, and yet they
protest foresooth that the honours of
war  are refused to these pitiless
Huns. In- defiance of the Convention
of 1907, even fishing vessels are be-
ing destroyed, and yet the Germans
expect honourable treatment to be
awarded to dishonourable conduct.
What is -more, the British sailors at
considerable risk saved 1,000 German
tars fromr a watery grave, after sink-
ing the warships on which they were
on board, whilst net.a single British
sailor has becn saved by the Germans
under similar circumstances. Yet
they, have the face 'to protest. Out
upon such a protest. The German
sailors are getting far better treat-
ment¢ than they- deserve;.

Russians on the Offensive All Along
the Line—German Disregard Con-
®vention by Sinking Fishing Vessels
—Over 1,000 Sailors °

LONDON, To-day.

The Russians now are on the of-
fensive along _the whole ©f their front
from the Baltic to the Roumanian. bor-
der, and in the Caucasus. According
to a Stockholm despatch the have con-
centrated an enormous number of
soldiers on the .coast of Finland to
prevent any attempt by ths Germans
to land there. All Russian advances,
according to Petrograd despatches,
are proceeding with succsess. The
Russian. official report issyed to-
night makes claim that the Germans
in North Poland are "being pushed
back to the East Prussian border, that
in the Carpathians between Lupkow
and Uzsck passes Russians have cap-
tured still another strongly. fortified
ridge, overcoming in doing so almost
insurmountable difficulties, suych as
scaling deep ice covered hills and
penetrating cleverly arranged barbed
wire timber obstructions. The Rus-
sians also have taken +<the offensive
against a German force region in
Koziouwka near Uzsok pass which
has been for so long launching at-
tacks against the Russian position. In
that district a large number of pris-
oners are reported to have been cap-
tured. Against these reports of Rus-
sian succcsses, the Austrians make
ciaim that they have repulsed all
Russian attacks in Beskid range
nrountains. Farther East, the Rus-
sians declare the have. successfully

41 countered the Austrian raid into Bes-

sarabia near Chotin. Their. reports
say that units of .the Forty Second
Honved division of the Austrian army
which undertook this diversion is vir-
tually annihilated and that over 2,000
survivors are captured. It is de-
clared the Turks have now been en-
tirely cleared out-of Trans-Caucasia
and that Russians hold the Turkish
Black Sea coast as far as Arkave.
On the Western front the battles are
of scattered nature. A Beyond artillery
engagemsnts the only fighting has
taken place is in the forest LaPretre,
west of Pont a Mousson, where the
French are trying to reach the roads
leading from St. Mihiel to Metz, and
to South Peronne where the French
are also on the offensive. During the
last 24 hours, news has been received
in London of the sinking of the Brit-
ish steamer Eston, formerly South-
point, the Norwegian bark Nor and
three British trawlers by German sub-
marine and of the Dutch steamer
Schicldand, presumably by mine.
Seven sailors of the Schieldand are
missing.  The sinking of trawlers, it
is alleged htre, is a violation of the
Hagué Convention of 1907, which ex-
pressly exempts fishing vessels from
molestation. . In connection with the
submarine warfare a. German protest
has been made through the States
against the refusal of Britain to re-
cegnize the. captured crews of sub-
marines, engaged in attacks on mer-
chant ships as prisoners of war, and
the British Foreign Secretary’s re-
ply, are creating a lot of interest in
London. The British reply declared
that while over one thousand sailors
belonging to warships destroyed by
British men of war had been rescued
by victors, not a single British sailor
has been picked up by the Germans
when they were successful.

PREDICTS INVASION OF HOLLAND

LONDON, To-day.

The Daily Sketch says Germany
had been preparing a dramatic stroke
to reassure her people after the fall of
Przemysl and the threat on the Dar-
danelles, and there is reason to believe
this stroke is to be the invasion of
Holland. Strategic railways were pre-
pared on the Dutch frontier before the
war broke out. Owing to the duplicity
of the Krupp firm, guns and armour
ordered for the Dutch coast forts have
never been supplied.— In theé event
even of partial success, Germany
would by thig move obtain fresh ter-
ritory from which she could secure
supplies and with which to bargain
at the end of the war. The primary
object in the invasion of Holland
would be to -obtain new North Sea
bases with which to threaten Britain.

(Peace be unto you).

But when shall we find this longed
for peace? when men shall have in-
flicted on themselves ‘sufferment of
temporal punishment, to "take ac-
count of that which is eternal; when
they feel they are the instruments of
the just wrath of God; when they be-
come sufficiently convinced of the
folly of opposing H'}m who alene is
over-Lord of all, and who"'holds the
earth as a ‘“drop of water in His
hands.” The innocent now. suffer
with the guilty, and this war is a
scourge from:a  human standpoint,
while ‘it is a blessing frem tae stand-
paint of God. Death is not untimelv
when a soul is saved; and there are
thousands dying on .{he ibatilcfield tz-
day at peace with itheir Saviour who
may mnever have knownh that peace
were it not for the circumstzcnees cf
their death.

both the result and the expiation of
national sins. ~If there were mo na-
tional sins to be repented of there
would be war no more. In the divine
judgments that follow sin, the inno-
cent always ,suffer with the guilty.
And as sins not His own caused the
agony .and death of the Son of God,
and the tomb claimed Him as its ten-
ant, but could not, retain "Him, so the
sacrifice of hundreds of thousands of
lives on field and fleod shall bring
to our nation and to our world’ a
purer faith and bétter social and mor-
al conditions when men will be more
ready to listen to the voice of .God in
this world and in His providence.

This Easter season will mot come
to us in vain if it but bring to us a
deeper consciousness of our -national
as well ias ,personal unfaithfulness,
and beget in us. a keener seneﬂﬂﬁty
to things spiritual and eternal.

Belief in the Re-
surrectian of Christ is illogical, if
nothing else, unless we believe in the.
Resurregtion of Christians.

Never was the Easter Gospel more
needed than 'to-day. .Our own Empire,
unflinching in ‘the ‘face of the sacrifice
‘of ‘thousands of the best and bravest
of her' gons, «is yet -an Emplre in
mourning. There .can be, and there
will be, no desire to withhold other
thousands who are ready to do and
die in our righteong:cause. The patri-
otism so ‘ungrudgingly exhibited -in
the offering of the life blood of the
nation finds its inspiration in the de-
termination to defend the integrity,
to uphold the -honour, and to secure
the liberty of Britain, and to effect a
wightful and abiding peace.

“A TRANSFIGURED SORROW.”

(Matt. 28: 10, “Be Not Afraid.”)

No one has ever been indifferent to
death. From the earliest times. men
have looked upon it with awe and have
surrounded it with their most solemn
religious ceremonies. No- religion -or
philosophy has ever dared to slight ‘it.
Some men have fought its inevitable
approach with pitiful and anguished
fiercengss. Some have accepted it
with stoical resignation,  and some
have .embraced ‘it with joy. But none
has ever ignored -it.

The ancient religions, including the
Hebrew, saw no ray of light issue
from its dark abode. At the hest its
realm was, to them, a shadowy region
surrounded by a gloom and uncer-
tainty. No one had ever sent bagk
from it a weord of hope. No one had
ever returned from its cheerless
shores.

What wonder then that it is with a
thrill of joy that the world hears this
first utterance of the Risen Laord in
that Easter dawn? “Be not afraid.”
For once the grave is opened and, lo,
Heaven’s light ghines through and
Heaven’s truth finds a. human voice
to speak in undying words its message
to the world.

It is a%word of cheer, “Be -mot
afraid.”” What a fine sequel to the
Master’s word of rother days -before
His death—*“Let not your heart be
troubled, neither let it ‘be afraid.”

The place of Jesus Christ ameng
men is unique. ‘He lived and spoke
as man never lived and -spoke. His
supreme- position among men,—a po-
sition ‘that has never been.guestioned
or denied, carries with ‘it, .of neces-
éity. a corresponding authority. As
we listen to His words, no matter what
He speaks about, no thoughtful hearer
can fail to mark 'behind them a calm
certitude, all the more convindéing by
reason of its own unconsciousness of
power. As the flower or  the bird
compel our admiration in greater de-
gree because of their utter uncon-
sciousness of their own sweetness and
beauty; as the child claims soverseign-
ty of our hearts by its lagk of self-
consciousness, so Jesus, in losing, as
it were, His thought of Himself in the
truth -of ‘His words, speaks to us with
an added power. No line of -doubt
ever clouded the clear sky of His be-
lief in the truth of what He said. ‘No
one ever carried the power of truth
more lightly then He. No one ever
wielded it so effectively.

And this authority wattaches -itself
to—rather, identifies itsélf with—His
utterances concerning death. ‘With
Him, death is only an incident in the
continuity of life. Tihre thought - of
death stands behind -and shines
tii\rough all He says apgat it

He was the first to speak with inti-
mate knowledge of death.and we must
listen with open minds and humble
hearts.
