PROHIBITION ACT.
Rules and Regulations.

A.—The strength of = Intoxicating
Liquors supplied by the Controller to
Licensed . Druggists and Lincesed
Practitioners and dispensed by Con-
troller, License¢ Druggist or Licensed
Practitioner shatl be 20 per cent. un-
der proof for Brandy, Gin, Rum and
Whiskey. The strength of Port Wine,
Claret, Sherry, Porter, Stout, Bene-
dictine, Vermouth, Champagne, Li-
quers, Ale and Beer shall be as im-
ported by Controller.

B.—All prescriptions for private
patients for intoxicating liquors to.be
limited to one prescription at any one
time of not more than 8 ozs. per pa-
tient, for all Districts supplied by
Licensed Druggists. and Licensed
Practitioners; and outside the Elector-
al District of St. John’s where not so
supplied' the amount to be limited to
a 12 oz. prescription per patient, ex-
cept as provided hereinafter. No per-
son is to receive more than one pre-
scription per week and the Controller,
Licensed Druggist and Licensed Prac-
titioner shall refuse to fill more than
one prescription for any one person
from any other medical: practitioner
within the said period of one week.

C.—All prescriptions for Port Wine,
Claret, Sherry and Champagne shall
be limited to a 24 oz. prescription per
patient.

D.—AIll prescriptions .for Stout,
Porter, Ale and Beer shall be limited
to: 1:doz. pint bottles per two weeks.

E.—Médical Practitioners mdy pre-
s¢ribe under Section B. up to the ag-
gregate amount of three gallons only
per month each where Licensed Drug-
gists and Licensed Practitioners are
established, and 4% gallons in Elec-
“toral Districts where not so supplied.

F.—Medical Practitioners may pre-
scribe under Section C. up to the ag-
gregate amount of five gallons only
per month.

G.-——The total amount may be ex-
ceeded by any Medical Practitioner at
the discretion of the Controller up to
five prescriptions per month, and any
further amount by a special ruling
of the Board.

H.—The unused amount which may
be to .the Doctor’s credit any month
will not be carried forward.

I—The Controller shall notify each
Medical Practitioner weekly as to
the amount of any intoxicating liquor
remaining subject to his prescriptions.

J.---When® any Medical Practitioner
reaches the limited amount at his dis-
posal, the Controller shall notify by
post all Licensed Druggists and Li-
censed Practitioners to refuse further
prescriptions signed by that doctor
for that month. ;
K.---Prescriptions ‘shall be written
wiﬂy on printed forms numbered con-
secutively, supplied by the Controller.
The forms to contain spaces for name
and address of patient, character of
liquor, prescribed dose, doctor’s
name, and the date. i
L.---The Controller, Licensed Drug-
gist and Licensed Practitioner shall
cause to be written on prescription
the name of the messenger who pro-
cures the liquor.

M.---Gummed labels showmg the
name of the patient, character and
strength of liquor, prescribed dose,
doctor’s name, date, and by whom
supplied, shall be placed on each
package when prescription is filled.

N.---All manufacturers who obtain
intoxicating liquors for manufactur-
ing purposes shall keep a record of
the amount supplied by the Controller

blind indeed 'who cannot see that
very great things are happening even
now. ‘The movements, the large
strategy, of the enemy during the last
iwo months stand revealed 1in their
connection. and. full purpose; like the
successive moves of a skilful com-

bination in a game of chess. ‘For of
the skill which Germany  displays ;
there cannot be’the' ‘kmallest . doubt. l
When the intensity of the fighting is!
relaxed perforce with the' advent of
winter, she will push her peace plans
to 'her feverish utmost, working upon
ignorance, prejudice and iwar; weari-
ness in the ranks of her enemies. And
she will there work'in & fértile field---
let us not blink away the fact. Her|
military efforts all look in that direc-
tion and towards that purpose. What
she aims at is such a military position |
as will confirm the impression that is
fixed in the minds of many-a—perhaps,
more ‘than we think---among the Al-
lies: that she is unconquerable.

‘There is more than a chance that
she will succeed in this tortunate1y|
limited purpose. She . has three
fronts to consider.’ In the West she
is convinced that the Flanders ridges
can be held and the retirement post-
poned through the winter. The wea-
ther is an invaluable and increasing
ally to her there, and she knows it.
Whether she is right or not no-one
can say: all we know is that the
French and British are creeping for-
ward through the mud bit by bit, day
after day, and that some " day they
must bound forward, advancing by
the mile where they now advance by
the yard. Germany has managed the
Russians very well. She is firmly es-
tablished at Riga and in the Riga
Gulf. She is immune from attack for
a Jong time, and that is all she wants.
She can afford to withdraw troops by
the thousand and she-does g0. The
full force of these unfavourable condi-
tions falls upon the Italians. Already

1

they have been forced from advantage-

- .
ous positions in thé north, at Tol-
mino, and Berlin claims a discourag-
ingly 1arge number of prisoners. The
significance must not be lost of the
fact which Lord Northcliffe points out,
that the Germans are fighting the
Italians for the first time. The effort
they are making is a prodigious one.
Its object is plain. They are striving
to dislodge Cadorna from the Bains-
izza Plateau and from the positions in
the Carso which he has'so heroically
won. If they sticeéed“they will do far
more than rémove the great menace
that has confronted Austria. With
Italy thus mbbﬂdy,&l:-%‘;blo'wi:%l-’ihe
fruits of so great and long effort, with
Russia hopeless and ..helpless, .~and
with the Allies in Fra’nﬁe ahd~ ¥land-
ers hold, to all appearances, from ad-
vances of importance, who can deny
the very' great advéntages Germany
will ‘have gained towdrds the one ob-
ject at which she aims, a great winter
peace “drive”?

! This, of codrse, is the dark side of
the picture. it'assumes what by no
means follows, a German victory on
the Isonzo. The battle may instead
becomié another Verdun. Italy is
much stronger in the essential artil-

lery than she was when the Austrians
drove down the Trentino. Her front
is readily accessible by the British
and French, and the fine British ar-
tillery is¢stated to ‘bg'doing good'work
there already. Moreover, the enemy

1is in a sense engaged in a race here

with the Allies on the western front.

1 If the drives in Flanders and below

Laon do not force a great retirement,
it will be because of the men they
drain to -the defence, and that is a
very important matter at this stage.
In a word, Germany, to succeed in her
present bold design, must both keep
the western defences sufficiently gar-
risoned and accumulate a great army
on the Isonzo. Can she do it? It is
very doubtful.

The whole position points again to
the importance of the factor which
more and more exhibits itgelf as the
deciding one. We refer to the Am-
erican armies. There is something a
little puzzling in the ‘Allies’ plans in
this respect. - It ‘is: €éasy to, under-
stand the considerations in favour of
deferring the appearance in the fray
of the Americans until ' the spring,
when they will be numerous enough
and well enough supported to take
over a material length of front, But it
may be doubted whether this advant-
age will be sufficient to counterbal-
ance the effect of certain things
which may—we do not say will—
happen in the meantime.
have to reckon with the possibilities
we have indicated and their effect.
No-one can say what may happen in
Russia.  If Italy is driven back, her
people will be discouraged and the
enemy peoples greatly - heartened.

If all hold firm it wil]l not
matter what Germany and Austria
believe or do not believe. The Ameri-
cans can then be held in reserve un-
til ‘'the spring; when they can enter
the arena fresh against exhausted
adversaries with a simultaneous phy-
sical and moral effect that will be ut-
terly shattering. If this be the true
state of things, it is most encouraging.

. Why 1d. 'London be agked to
observe “Néwfoundland Week?

Newfoundland is our oldest Colony.
It is outside the usual lines of world
traffic and until recent years few
strangers called there. Its total pop-
ulation is far less than Camberwell
and only a little more than St. Pan-
cras—fishermen, lumbermen, plant-
ers. Can a small, remote, and com-
paratively poor community like this
act in a way that will stimulate the
whole spirit ‘of the Empire? The deeds
of the Newfoundlanders show that it
can,

Newfoundland had before the war
no soldiers, no militia, and no mili-
tary system. Most of the people had
never seen a-spldier. Gladstohe took
the-tlast Imperial garrison away in
1868. ‘Fmmediately war broke out the
Newfoundlanders resolved to take
their share. They sent 1,000 seamen
for the Navy and 500 volunteers as
jthesstart’ of a Newfoundland®' Regi-
ment.' The original thousand' mark
has been greatly exceeded;. the sea-
men have shared the glory of the
Navy by taking their part in most of
the great sea actions of the war.

The founding of the regiment was
;more difficult, There were volunteers
in plenty, but military experienice was
lacking. A year'afterwards, howeyer,
the: first. contingent, now 1,100 strong,
was reviewed by Lord Kitchener at
Aldershot. * “Just the men I am want-
ing for the Dardanelles,” he said. To
the Dardanelles they went. They cap-
tured Caribou Hill, the most advanc-
ed position in the British line: They
survived the record storm of ' No-
vember. They were in the rearguard
covering the retirement. at: Cape
Helles. - Then: they came"to France.

On July 1, 1916, the Newfoundland-
ers were given a post of honor in the
attack at Beaumont-Hamel. They
were very proud -of themselves now,
proud of their discipline and their
record ‘as trained, experienced sol-
diers. Their snipers were noted, and
their methods of trench trickery were
worthy of an open-air sportmg peo-
ple.

* * * *

Fourteen nionths ago the creeping
barrage had not yet been evolved. The
wire entanglements in front of the
Newfoundlanders had only been brok-
en.dn. parts. The Newfoundlanders

S ’s Land, Suddenly machine-
‘guNs piaced in front of the German

nlnched no one ducked, mo ‘one hesi-
tated.”

By October the]
battalion, reinforced by fresh drafts,
was in the line on the Somme. It got
its first blow back by the capture of
Gueudecourt in the great attack -of
October 12.

THE RUSSIAN ‘SITUATION.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 26.
The most popular information in
Russig concerning the United States
is based on German fostered reports

'that America is in the war for finan-

cial gain, and is virtually a British
President Wilson was told
to-day by Dr. Frank Billings, head of

the Red Cross Special Commission to

Russia, who has just returned. Rus-
sia is absolutely without any Ameri-
can news that is worth while, said
Dr. Billings. Most of what they hear
about the United States in the war
line gomes to them through pro-
German propaganda and is to the ef-
fect that this country is fighting for
pecuniary gain, that the United States
is a vassal of England, and that Eng-
land wants to rule the world. They
have not heard a word of President
Wilson’s reason why we are .in this
war. Russia’s greatest need  to-day
is sincere friendship from outside.
America can be of immense’ service,
not so much in the way of gifts of
money but in the way of letting the
péople of Russia know what is going
on in this  country, and ‘what 'the
United States is doing in the war. It
ig' the opinion of . conservative = and
best men of Russia that- the ‘Russian
army will be re-organized and will be
pn-effective fighting force " within a
few months, not later than the spring
of 1918, The food situation in Russia
is a problem that must be solved: from
within. There is enough food to'feed
her army and her people until an-
emer crop has been raised.
