WAR REVIEW.

While there has been local encoun-
ters of more or less importance along
the battle line in France, there has
been activity of significance in its
bearing on the general tense situa-
tion from the North Sea to Switzer-
land on the British front. East of
Amiens Australian troops with which
Americans are bri,‘aded, have pushed
forward from thé village of Hamel
south of the Sois River. The Austra-
lians carried their line forward over
a front of almost four miles at that
point last Thursday in their last as-
sault they have surged ahead at the
centre of the new front which they
created last week. The operation
was successful in that the objectives
were reached and the positions taken
are being held by the men from the
Antipodes. Further north along the
southern side of the Lys salient there
has been quite heavy artillery, es-
pecially in the Hinges sector where
during the fighting in April when the
Germans had pushed far ahead in the
Flanders area. The battle north and
east of Hinges was one of the most
desperate in characaer, the village of
Locon being the scene of repeated
combats in which the German at-
tacks were crushed by the British de-
fences. In the French sectors in the
Oise, Soissons and Rheims regions on-
1y patrol encounters have been -Te-
ported. THe Americans and French
have been quite active near Chateau
Thiery where the French have made
some advance in the neighborhood of
Hill 204 on the north side of which
the Americans attacked and captured
the Village of Vaux last week: The
French report some measure of suc-
cess in this fighting, while the Ger-
mans claim that the French and Am-
erican assaults were repulsed with
heavy losses. Austrian troops have
been pushed across the stream. Dur-
ing the offensive last fall they cross-
ed the new channel of the river and
pushed forward for some distance
west toward the old river bed. In the
abortive offensive last month they
made further progress there and
across the old course, but were forced
back by the Italians. Since the col-
lapse of the Austrian drive the Ital-
jans have been steadily forging ahead
in this region. Positions on the west
bank of the river have been abandon-
ed. This restores to the Italians the
west bank of the Piave from north-
west of the Montelle Plateau to the
goa and writes the final chapter in
the story of the Austrian drive in
that sector of the Italian front. In

They dropped bombs or
aerial torpedoes, resulting in the
wounding of three civilians, one of
whom suffered severe injuries.

CANADIAN TROOPSHIP ASHORE.

OTTAWA, July 6.

It is officially announced through
the office of the Chief Press Censor,
that the ‘City of Vienna,” a Canadian
troopship, having troops on board, has
gone ashore on the Atlantic coast dur-
ing a dense fog. The troops and crew
have all been safely landed, and it is
thought that the ship herself may be-
come a total loss.

Coddling the Hun.

For knocking down a German pris-
oner who was one of a party being
marched to work on the land at Long
Ashton, near Bristol, Charles Ridge,
a seaman, was bound over and order-
ed to pay 4s. and costs.

Ridge said that when he saw the
Germans they were singing and one
was smoking a cigar. He asked the
soldier in charge if any of them spoke
English, and one being pointed out he
inquired whether he remembered the
Lusitania.

“Bah!” replied the
spat in his face.

The soldier said he did not see the
German spit.

The German was brought into the
police court at Long Ashton, but
Ridge objected to a German giving
evidence against an Englishman, and
as the summons was for disorderly
conduct on the high road the magis-
trates agreed not to call the German.

Ridge, who is lame, put in his dis-
charge papers showing he has a good
service record. He has served in the
Mercantile Marine, the Navy and the
Army. At Ostend early in the war
he saw many mutilated Belgian wo-
men refugees. He is suffering from
locomotor ataxy, and the magistrates
said that but for this fact they would
have dealt severely with him.

The chairman said: “While we all
have the greatest abhorrence of the
crimes committed by the Germans, we
must ‘not forget that so long as Ger-
man prisoners of war are in our midst
we must treat them in accordance
with the best British traditions.”

The Chairman: We intend to see
that the German prisoners working in
this district shall have the same
rights as an Englishman. We shall
see that these men are protected, and
we are glad the military brought the
case into court.

German Honor.

Readers will remember tne notori-
ous Luxbourg messgge to German U-
beats regarding shipping beionging to
the Argentine Republic, to which coun-
try he was the accredited Prussian
Ambassador, and during his tenure of
office was abusing diplomatic usage
by utilising his exalted position to
send out instructions and advices to
his countrymen, unknown to the aa-
therities of the Argentine and con-
trary to international law. The in-
struction, now famous, or infamous
perhaps would be more fitiing was
“spurlos versenkt” (sink without leav-
ing a trace) and was directed to the
German Government as a last word to
the commanders of all U-boats meet-
ing with Argentine vessels carrying
supplies to the Allies. Hun treachery
and disregard for all established rules
of courtesy and decency was revealed
in the Luxbourg despatch, and it has
been the common custom of Hun sub-
marine officers whenever ‘and wherever
possible to sink ships and drown
crews and passengers without leaving
a trace. Further evidence of this is
offered in the case of the hospital
ship “Landovery Castle,” the fourth
vessel of her kind to be sunk by Ger-
man submarines this year. It will
be recalled that the German Govern-
ment’s statement alleged that the ship
struck a British mine as no submarine
was in her vicinity at the time of the
disaster. And this in the face of the
fact that the U-boat commander per-
sonally questioned several of the crew
of No. 1 lifeboat (the only one that was
saved by the way) including the Cap-
tain, several of his officers cnd Major
Lyon of the Medical Corps, and for
his purpose made them go rn -board
the submarine. Yet notwithstanding
the testimony gﬁ these gentlemen the
German Admiralty brazenly announc-
ed that none of their submarines were
near the position in which the ship
went down. The world can gather
frcm this that Germany does not care
a straw for public opinion or national
protests. Of honour she possesses not
e shred, and she is multiplying her
crimes against humanity with the ob-
vious intention of intimidating' all na-
tions into submission through terror-
ism and frightfulness. Shameless and

discredited her one course appears to

be a mad rush to destruction, over
the precipice of barbarism and out-
rage. It has now been madé quite
clear that the torpedoing of the “Lan-
dovery Castle”, was deliberate and
premeditated, and there is no doubt,
(there never was in the mind of the
average man) that the submarine in-
tended to slaughter in cold blood all
witnesses of the crime according to
the Luxbourg dictum “spurlos ver-
senkt.” It is further made plain that
the German Naval staff has a settled
plan to destroy hospital ships on
sight, and so far as possible to do
go without leaving any trace. This is
the high aim of German “Kultur.”
And the wonder is that there are some
people who have a sneaking regard for
the Hun, and who would be prepared
to accept pecace overtures from him.
There can and will be no peace for
the world until the Allies do to Ger-
many as the Roman Empire did to
Carthage. It must be destroyed.

were captured by the enemy. Volun-
teers were called for and an American
party brought back the captured men
and a German officer while twelve
Australians brought the number of
Germans to fifty.

The story of this incident as told by | .
an American officer who took part in ‘@

the fighting follows: “The Boches did
not bother us until Thursday night
when they made their counter attack
which was repulsed. They did succeed
in the rush, however, in getting hold
of two Americans and five Australians
whom they carried back. We immedi-
ately called for volunteers to go out
after these captured lads, and all our
men at once began yelling for the
chance. Corp. Raymond Bowell was
first up and he was given a squad of
men for the work. The guns had put
down a heavy barrage but the Corpor-
al led his chaps straight through this
fierce fire and charged hot foot after
the retreating enemy. The Germans
retired to a strong point but the vol-
unteer party went in after them. Our
two boys were taken and along with
them flve Australians and the Corpor-
al and his party also captured a Boche
officer. In the meantime twelve Aus-
tralians had circled around and join-
ed the American party with the re-
sult that fifty German prisoners were
brought back.”

THE STORY OF THURSDAY’S
FIGHT.

LONDON, To-day.

The story of Thursday’s fight as re-
lated by one of the American officers
contained many new features. The
Americans went into the line after a
hard march, he said.; The Fritzers
undoubtedly had no fakling tnat the
attack was 1o be made at midnignt.

“Accepting your invitation,” she

writes, “I venture to write of some Iit-|

tle schemes of mine I have found

helpful.

“Over my sink, in the kitchen, I
have a small oak case made original-
1y for books, fastened to the wall. In
this, behind a cretonne curtain, I keep
my blueing, ammonia, cleanser, borax,
sal soda, etc. On small brass hooks
screwed into the bottom, hang the dip-
per, sink strainer and soap shaker.
After the screws holding the soap
dish had loosened and become uselsss,
I suspended a soap dish of wire be-
twen the two faucets, fastening it to
them with wires. .

A Place for Everything.

“I have two low cupboards in my
china pantry; at the end of the upp=r
shelf of these, I have double rows of
baking powder boxes for corks, cur-
tain fixtures, alum, gum arabic and
similar things. The name of its con-
tents is written on each tin, each also
has its number in large figures <ut
from the calendars of yesteryear. On
the other two rows of fruit jars hold
my soda, sugar, tapioca, rice, raisias,
dates, etc., each with its number, seen
so much farther than a label. On the
inside of each cupboard door hangs a
card on which the articles are listed
for reference. .

“In a corner of the kitchen, I have
a little cabinet fastened to the plate
rail with seven shallow drawers, some
divided into square or rectangular
apartments, others without partitions.

These are most handy for thumb tacks,

per which I use in a multitude of
ways,—to grease bread and cake tins,
wipe off butter knives or plates, rub
up the range, dispose of bits of cream,
ink, etc. By wiping out greasy spiders
or platters first with this soft paper,
and then putting sal soda and hot
water-imthem, they are no longer dis-
agreeable to wash. The voracious ap-
petite which sal soda has for grease
is a satisfaction as well as a wonder!

A New Kind of Holder.

“My holder for the range is rec-
tangular and long enough to have the
ends turned back and stitched at the
edges, thus forming pockets for the
protection of the fingers and thumbs
as well as the palm.

“An old-time high chair, minus the
back, serves as a restful place to sit
when preparing vegetables and such
work.

“Our home is a dear little flat, the
second story; on the back piazza we
keep a strong basket, such as bakers
use, attached by a rope to the railing.
This we use as an elevator for Felix,
our beloved feline, who easily learnad
to get in when let down for him, and
fearlessly descends in it, as well, sav-
ing us many steps. The delivery boys
appreciate it too.”
