AND PUBLISHES THE REID LET-
LER BUT THE PEOPLE ONLY
LAUGH.

If Squires thought he was going to
creat a sensation with the publication
of Mr, H, D. Reid’s letter written to
his brother Sir William in the spring
of 1916, he must have had the surprise
of his life. The letter appeared in the
“Star"” last evening and in the “Post”
of this morning, but far from creating
the sensation which Squires worked so
hard to attain, it did not arouse even
mild interest amongst the public.
Most people read it out of that cur-
fosity which the publication of private
letters creates, but as it was merely
a rehash of the extracts that have
been appearing in the Squires’ or-
gans the past couple of weeks, and
there was nothing new in it, the ma-
jority of readers wondered just what
Squires was kicking up all the racket
sbout, and why he went to the trcuble
and expense of having such a harm-
less document photographed and pre-
pared for publication.

The “Reid letter” is merely a pri-
vate note from Mr. H. D. Reid written
to his brother Sir William (a notor-
ious Confederate) when the - latter
was in Montreal in 1916 and using
every means in his power to bring
about the Confederation of Newfound-
land and Canada. Mr. Reid wrote
Sir William just as one(brother would
write to anotber, and gave him his
private opinjion with' regard to the
question of Confederation. These
came as no surprise to the public. If
Mr. Reid holds such opinions there is
no earthly reason why he should not
express them, and we do not think our
readers will claim that there is any
harm in his doing so.”

Three years have elapsed since the
letter in question was written, and if/
Confederation had been desired by,
the Government, they have had ample
time in which to bring it about. They
haVe not done so, they have not con-
sidered the guestion at all, and nobody
has been worrying about the matter
until Mr, Squires secured this letter,
and now springs it on the public in
the hope that they will be gullible
enough to believe that Confederation
threatens, and that the Government
intends to bring it about. 3

Mr. Squires forgets that the public
will naturally enquire as to how he
came by this private letter. Rumour
has it that\Sir William Reid is heav-
ily backing him in his election cam-
paign. The fact of Mr. Squires hav-
ing this letter in his possession would
indicate as much. If Sir William
Reid is backing Squires, he is doing
so for a purpose. Sir William Reid
has two ambitions. One is to get
back his position as President of the
Reid Newfoundland Company, and the
other-is to effect Confederation.

To achieve these objects he is will-
ing to spend any amount of money.
He has dlready gone through a large
part of his private fortune and has
spent money like water in an endea-
vour to bring about Confederation
through the agency of his friends, de-
tective bureaus, relations with prom-
inent Canadians, interviews with
Premier Borden and innumerable
other channels. If he could attain
his ambition he would die happy.

He now sees a chance of bringing}
about his plans through the agency :
of Mr. Squires and Mr. Coaker. The
latter, as everyone knows, was en-
ticed to Ottawa by Sir Willlam Reid
about the time the “Reid Letter” was:
written in order to be educated in
Confederation. Coaker in fact - was
so enamoured with the idea that he
wanted Sir Edward Morris to invite
Sir_Wilfred Laurier down here. With
willing tools like Squires and Coaker
in control, Sir William Reid hopes,
first, to be reinstated in his position
as President of the Reid Nfid. Com-
pany, and then to bring about Con-!
federation. He is shrewd enough to
realize that if Coaker can, as he
positively states he intends to do, en-'
force his scheme for guaranteeing
fish prices, the result will be the ruin
of the country and enforced Con-,
federation. Then his life-time ambi-
tion will be realized.

This is the menace that confronts
the country just now. The best guar-
antee that the present Government is
totally opposed to Confederation is
found in the fact that although Mr.
H. D. Reid’s letter was written nearly
four years ago, there has been no
talk of Confederation since that time,
nor has _any one been crazy enough
to try to bring it-about.

But if Sir Willlam Reid obtained
any power or influence in a Govern-
ment, as he undoubtedly would in
the event of the Squires-Coaker par-
ty obtaining control - of our affairs,
all his power and influence would be|

“Wanted,” runs another advertise-
ment—*“tall, strong, strict woman, able
to lift. Institution experience prefer-
red; to supervise a young man.” A
doubtless serious lady advertises for
a husband “with a Boman nose and
strict religious tendencies”; and an-
other, no less piously inclined, states
her need of a “young man to look
after a horse of the Methodist persua-
sion.”

“Ladies who have old feathers,” an
advertiser assures us, “can be re-dyed
and made equal to new”; and a lady
whose humanity and honesty are no
doubt equally beyond suspicion, intro-
duces herself to the public at large
