In the perennial and protracted
controversies with regard to the" coal
mining industry there is one’ factor
which never seems to enter into the
mipds” of the disputants,” and that is
the public interest. There is a shrewd
suspicion that while the operators
may urge’ the cause of the public for
their own reasons they have no inten-
tion of abating a jot of their profits in
order that matters may be made easier
for the man who has to buy coal or
freeze to death. In the case of the
miners themselves, public interest is
never taken into consideration at all.
They rely on the public need as a
weapon to enable them to enforce un-
fair demands. How periodical crises
in the coal industry are to be averted
is beyond the wisdom of any one to
say. :

The nationalization of mines to pro-

duce coal for national needs seems a |

plausible enough solution, but it takes
for granted that the miners would '
serve the government with more zeéal
and a greater sensé of public spirit

that they now serve the operators. ||
Experience does not justify any beliet |

that the miners would develop any
deeper consideration for public wel-
fare under national ownership than
they now exhibit.

Another Will
O’ the Wisp.

Scarcely has the sensation
caused by the suggested inaug-
uration of a West India Steam-
ship Service:and the erection of
Sugar Refineries had time'to die
out, when another novel schéme,
or rather a' further develop-
ment of the original scheme,
emanates from the same fruit-
ful source.

This time the proposal is to
put Newfoundland on the indus-
trial map as a FLOUR MILL-
ING CENTRE. How many oth-
er bubbles of a similar nature
will be blown before the awak-
ening comes we know mnot, but |
sufficient unto the day. In any
case, unless these schemes show
on the face of them that they
are practically possible that they
are not a flagrant -viclation of
the laws of economy, that they
are not to be undértaken sims
ply to meet an imfnediate de-
mand, and that they are not if-
tended to exploit one section of
the community at _the expense
of all the others, so long shall
we continue to expose them,

and try to make. it clear to the |’

public that such wild eat undér-
takings can have no other ef-
fect than to plunge us over the
brink and make disaster inevi-
table.

The site of the proposed mills
will naturally be at, or in the
vicinity of, Port Union, where
‘He Sugar Refineries will also be
built. The machinery ‘and the
ofher necessary equipment will
beé imported free of duty, and
the grain*will also be on the free
list.

This raises the first question:
What is to take the place 6f the
revenue amounting to about
$200,000 of which the Treasury
woéuld be depleted? Of course
from this fertile source of idea
will come another brilliant plan
to meet such a deficiency.

provide immediate employment
for 4 considerable number of
men. But does the President of
the Union Trading Company
éongider nothing but the ex-
igencies of the hour? Does he
imagine that the fishermen can-
not grasp a self-evident fact? If
he is labouring under any such
delusion, there is a rude awaken-
ing coming. It would indeed ap-
pear that, already realizing that
he no longer possesses their un-
bounded confidence, he is rush-
ing hither and thither in a panic
to try and avert the catastrophe
which is threatening.

Until d¢limatic conditions in
Newfounidland change sufficient-
Iy to énableé us to grow wheat, so
lgng may it beé taken for granted
that the wheels of the mills of
Port Unioh will remain idle.
Other miills, however, are op-
erating, and although the pro-
cess may be slow, it is certain,
“ahd they grind exceedingly
small."
