The following By-Laws of the Association are
published for the information of motorists generally.
Learn them by heart and follow them:

Members: of the Association must use the :fol-
lowmg hand signals:— 3

ping, slowing down, or turning out g the
road, right hand held out horlzontally If the d
left hand, left hand held out.

2. Any Motorist Member of the ‘Association de-
siring to overtake or pass a car must blow his horn
two blasts, and the driver of the car ahead shall signal
that he has heard the horn by answering two blasts.
If the car ahead cannot keep ahead of the overtaking
car, the driver should allow the overtaking car to pass
and the overtaking car must immediately get far
enough ahead to prevent the occupant of the car pass-
ed from getting the dust.

3. A Member of the Association must help any
other Member whose car is on the road and in trouble
if requested to do so.

4. Cars meeting must keep as close to the left side
of the road as possible and slow down.

5. A signal of three blasts will mean that the per-
son blowing is under the impression that the other

party has offended against some rule.
6. The horn must be blown at every blind corner

and the car must be under close control. A car is un-
der close control when it can be stopped within 10 feet.
At sharp curves the horn must be blown. :

These By-Laws apply to motor cycles as well as to
motor cars.

$o rapid has been the growth of |
métoring in recent years that even the
most negligant observer is profound-
lyiaware of it. Those who have never
handled a steering-wheel nor sat
astride a motor oycle’ are discussing
the wonder of the growth of motor-
ing, and the possible developments of
it

As yet the interna.l-eombutlon en-
gifte has not reached {ts zenith, but in
the U.S.A., where motoring has reach-
ed & point far ahead of that which
exists in Britain, it is already  ob-
vious that conditions are such that a
change in the entire principle of this
great industry must take a relatively
early appearance.

There are in the ‘city of New York
(whose area is considerably more re-
stricted than London's) more - cars
than exist in the whole of the United
Kingdom, the United States owning
about 72 per cent. of the world’s mot-
oY vehicles. 3

In New York'a horse is a rare sight,
and the few horse-drawn vehicles that
are now in use are merely reminiscent
of a past age in traction. At every
gquarter-end the reports of the great
motor manufacturing companies show
enormous inereases in production, and
throughout the whole world motoring
is. being adopted . with increasing
rapidity as a means of pleasure and
a8 an invaluable aid to.commerce.

Orgy of 011 Consumption,

Recent contributions to the press
have called attention to the eventual
eflect upon the world’s oil supplies of
this great increase in motoring. Apart
from the great oil demand for land
transport, nearly every modern ship
that leaves the stoeks is fitted with
oil-burning fyrnaces. This orgy of
oil consumptjon surely raises a most
ifmportant question, upon which the
opinions of scientists and -experts are
of great moment. Howelong will our

oil supplies be equal to the enormous-
1y increasing demand? The answer to |
this question may influence develop-
ment in a revolutionary way. i

We have all the joy—and none of‘
the drawbacks—of motoring when we|
traverse a fine country road on a sun-.‘[
ny day in an efficient car, but in the
great cities, where tens of thousands
of exhaust pipes. belch forth smoke,
foul-smelling gasses, and deadly car-
bon mono-oxide, the effects upon the |
public health of‘ such wholesale pol-
lution cannot be anything but detri-
ental.

Far From Ideal.

What of the effect of the imcessant
2ojse upon the jaded and high-tension-
#d nerves of humanity? Here is anoth-
er gspect of the motoring boom which
merits attention,

Now, although we have brought in-
ternal combustion machinery to a state |
of perfection so high that-it is difficult
to conceive of further substantial im-
provement, can it, viewing these ob-
jections, be considered an ideal means
of. power? My opinion is that it is
not ideal.

Firstly, a conditien in which all
Beience is straining to the utmost in
supporting metal in a battle against
heat is not ideal. In the long run the
metal always loses, and this factor
alone makes motoring an expensive
hobby and a motor car an expensive
article. Moreover, the internal com-
bustion engine is not by any means
b piece of machinery that can be call-
ed_clean. It is, of necessity, an at-
tractor of dirt. Another argument
pgainst it is the fact that no really
satisfactory means of transmigsion,
pther than through an expensive gear
bhox, has yet ben produced—at least,
T am not aware of one. Those who

ther pressure. -
been applied to several herds of cattle by the Inspector, and :
where the animals have been found infected with tuberculosis
they have been destroyed. It is not without significance that
diseased animals were found in herds of what were supposed to
be prime cattle, accustomed to the best of treatment, and fur-
ther, that the perceptage of infected animals was high.

It may be mentioned that the tests were made in the pres-
ence of the Public Health Officer, and that the findings were
afterwards fully confirmed by a post mortem examination which
he held.

It is useless hiding the fact that the results disclose a seri-
cus state of affairs, for if the disease is so prevalent among
cattle housed and fed in the best manner possible, it must be
concluded that under less favourable conditions matters are even
worse. It is imperative, therefore, that steps should be taken
without delay to have all the cattle in the Island examined, even
if it necessitates appointing temporarily additional qualified in-
spectors to conduct the work.

Nor should the tests be restricted to local cattle. Permis-
sion to dispose of imported animals before they have been proved
by examination to be free of disease, should be refused, for if
Canadian cities find a rigid inspection of the meat necessary, it
is equally important for us to exercise the same care with re-
r-ard to meat and cattle coming from the Dominion. So far the

; mination of imported cattle has béen that there are no facilities
‘or holding them in detention while the tests are being carried
yut, but that is not an insuperable obstacle, and it is for the
i uthorities and the importers to decide how best these arrange-

It is impossible to close our eyes to the fact that tubercul-
csis is a scourge in this country, and it must also be admitted
1hat the efforts to combat it have so far in a great measure
failed to reduce the toll which it takes of the population in
human lives. Money has been spent freely in fighting the dread
disease, and since the results are so discouraging, it would be
as well to revise the plan of campaign in order to ascertain
whether it cannot be made more effective.

Dr. Hayden Guest told us nothing new when he said that
so far as the climate was -concerned we had no reasonable ex-
tuse for the prevalence of the disease in Newfoundland, but
«n obvious fact, stressed by a stranger, often gives to it a sig-
nificance which might otherwise be overlooked. Limited ag his

foods, and what is most important of al] by preventing by every
practlcable means the distribution of food supplies that may
be infected with the germs of tuberculosis or any other disease.

The loss of revenue entailed by extending the list of non-
dutiable food commodities would, it is certain, be more than off-
set before long by the reduction in the amount required to
maintain, not only the hospitals and the Sanitorium, but also
the asylums for the poor and insane. ~

sary—of the author of two of the best-

known hymns in the language, “Glor-
fous things df Thee are: spoken,™and -
» J sweef the name ‘of Jesus
sounds,” He was the Vicar of'Olnes,
lived next door to the peet, Willi¥m
Cowper, and tollaborated with hinin’
the production of v.he\tuuoué Olney
Hymuns,  °

Yet the Rev. John N'svlon m bOCl»
a turbulent Africah elsve-trader. He

began his career as a ship’s boy,.and- :

later became a naval m:dshipman, at-
tempted desertion, and was flogged.
Eventually he .was transferred to a
slave ship, did the most menial jobs
for a brutal slaver, and gave himself
up to every form of dissipation.
Converted By A Storm.

It is said that his mode of life wus
changed by the strain of steering a
water-logged ship through a terrible
storm, but it is certain he came un-
der the influence of Wesley and White-
fleld, and although ha remained at sea
for some time, and even in the slave
trade, his ship must have been ove
of the strangest that ever sailed the
seas. No swear word was heard on
board that craft; nobody ever got
drunk, and the Church service was
read daily.

But though there was no form of
wickedness to which he has not con-
fessed in his autobiography, he was
still only thirty when he amazed the
Archbishop of York by his request
to he admitted to Holy Orders. Tt took
him some time to get his desire ful-
filled, but it may be said at once that
the Church never had a more faith?ul
minister. He was rector of Olncy for
fourteen years, and then removed to
Lopdon to the Church of St. Mary
Wpolnoth, a few yards from the Man-
sion House, where he remained for

twenty-eight -years. He died at the¢

age of eighty-two .

The career of John Newton inevi-
tably sugeests that of John Bunyan,
who, if his own account may be trust-
ed, was in his early days “a praciica’

! latheiat, a worthless contemptible in-

| fidel, a vile rebel to God and goodness,
a common profligate, a soul-despising,
a soul-murdering, thoughtless wretch
| as could exist on the earth.”

But Macaulay avers that his own
and others’ accounts of his extreme
wickedness are traceable to Bunyan's
exaggerated view of the blackness of
his own heart, and that the aunthor of
“The Pilgrim’'s Progress™ would have
been rs‘nrded by the average village
rector of his day a medel youth axl
an example to the parish!

But it is fact that Launecelot Black-
burne, who became Archbishép of
Canterbury, had formerly been a pir-
ate. After a wild career at Cambrilze
it is said that le Btole a fiddle from
his tutor’s reom, and played his war
to London, where he shipped as cabin
boy on- a collier.

On abandoning piracy Blackburne
returned to Cambridge and resiored
the fiddle to its rightful owner, to-
gether with a silver case. When he
was Archbishop, tebacco and punch
were awlays served in his vestry as he
performed a confirmation.

“Billy Sunday” and Gipsy Smith are
regarded to-day as the greatest evar-
| gelists in the world. Each can al-
in'act an audience running into tens of
thousands. The former was ouce a
famous baseball player, and still usua
the language of the game to {llustrate
| his sermons. The latter was a zipsy,
born in a tent. His father usel to
preach on Hampstead Heath, being
product of the Salvation Army mover
ment in its early days,

th the Department of Agriculture for

the distribution of the agricultural
lime which is being prepared at the
Chalker Lime Kilns. A large number
of orders have already been received
for the material, and the demand is
so great that distribution will have
to be made on some equitable basis
for the present time. Some farmers
have asked for as much as twenty
tonsg, but as arrangements for crush-
ing only 200 tons had been made they
will have to be content with a limited
quantity until arrangements for
grinding a larger quantity than has
been agreed upon are complefed. The
Minister has also made recommenda-
tion to the Railway Management for
a reduction in freight charges with
the result that all the lime shipped
through the department will. be
classed as 10th rate. The reduction ob-
tained is considerable and will en-
able farmers all over the Island to
obtain lime at a rate that will make
its application to the land a profitable
investment.

There were fewer commercial failur-
es in the Dominion of Canada during
{August than in that month of all
| years since 1920, according to the re-
cords of R. G. Dun & Co., while the
liabilities are the smallest for the per-
Iiod in six years. Numbering 126, last
month’s defaults compare with 130 in
August, 1924, and with 289 in 1922,
the high point for the month. In Aug.,
1220, the number was 102. At I1,801,-
584, last month’'s liabilities made a
close -comparison with the $1,837,160
of August, last year, but are much be-
low the amounts for August of all
other years back to 1919. The in-
' debtedness was particularly heavy in
August of both 1922 and 1921, being
in excess of $12,000,000 and $10,000,-
000 respectively.
