'The Keith Habeas Corpus Case.
Tho hearing of this case came on again 

on Saturday, having been adjourned since 
Tuesday last. Mr Thos. Moss, Q. C., 
appeared for Mrs Kieth and read her own 
flffidavitr - Mrs Kieth gave the dates of 
the births of her several children, and 
stated that the two first boro were bap­
tized by Roman Catholic priests without 
any objection on the part of her husband. 
As to those bom subsequently, her affi­
davit alleged that they were baptized both 
by Roman Catholic priests and Presby­
terian ministers. She admits that the 
children mentioned in the writ of habeas 
corpus are in her custody, and alleges 
her willingness to restore them to her 
husband, provided he gives his word that 
she- shall not bo separated from them. 
She further states that the children were 
not taken from the custody of her hus­
band by the advice of either Archbishop 
Lynch or Father Jamot. She declined 
to give up her children unless on the 
above conditions. Mr John O’Don- 
nhue appeared for Archbishop Lynch 
ami Father Jamot, and read the 
return of the Archbishop to the 
habeas corpus. addressed to-’ himj 
The return and affidavit declare that none 
of the children were ever detained by him 
in his custody, nor had he power or con­
trol over them,nor did he counsel the re­
moval of said children from their father’s 
house.

On the return being read Mr. McLen­
nan for Mr. Keith urged that it was in­
sufficient in law,and that tho Archbishop, 
instead of replying in distinct terms to 
the affidavit of Mr. Keith, endeavored to 
shield himself by vague and general 
denial.

It the printers persist in 
a strike, the upshot will be that all the of­
fices, except the Leader office, will bo de­
clared non-union.

The strikers have issued a sheet to-day, 
called the Porcupine .which they distribute 
graticusly. It speaks ofthe wealth of 
Horn George Brown and argues from that 
that he should yield to all the demands 
ofthe working men. That is a sample of 
claptrap of which it is full.

Insanity in Murder Trials.—In Illi­

nois a law is proposed which, if passed, 
would go far to put an end to the univer­
sal plea of insanity in murder trials. 
This propdsed law provides that in case 
such a plea is interposed the case shall 
be tried just astf no such plea had been 
made. If the accused is fonnd guilty, 
sentence shall be suspended, and a com­
mission shall issue to investigate and de- . 
termine the sanity ofthe prisoner ns in 
other cases where the sanity of any per­
son is involved in doubt. If found in­
sane the prisoner is to be sent to the in­
sane asylum. But if, at any future time, 
he shall be discharged as cured, he shall 
be sent to the State prison for the re­
mainder of the term for which he was 
originally sentenced.

Famous Bridges.—The bridge now in 
process of erection across the Mississippi 
at St. Louis-is a tubular, cast steel, arch 
bridge, supported by thr*e abutments and 
two piers ; the latter are 515 feet apart, 
ami 499 feet from its nearest abutment, 
making these spans of about 500 feet each. 
Its greatest span is the same as that of the 
Kullernberg bridge over the Leek, an arm 
of the Rhine, in Holland. Telford’s sus­
pension bridge across the Menai Straits 
has a span of 570 feet., The Victoria tu-, 
bnlar iron bridge of Montreal exceeds this 
greatly in length, being 5,600 feet (1^ 
miles,) but it rests upon 24 piers, and its 
spans are mainly only 275 feet. The 
lloebliug Suspension Bridge at Niagara 
spans 821 feet, and is 215 feet above the 
water. The East River Bridge, between 
Now York and Brooklyn (Roeblingsuspen­
sion) will, when completed, span 1,600 
feet, at a height midway, of 130 feet.
