Anne Bilson, the child’s mother, said. : 
Deceased was eleven months old; had 
been always healthy [until last Sunday, 
when he suffered from looseness in the 
bowels and vomiting; gave him a little 
brandy with rhnbarlyand quinine, bat it 
did him no good. Last night I gave him 
a teaspoonfull cf Mrs. Winslow’s Sooth­
ing Syrup, and as he did not go to sleep 
I gave him half a teaspoonful more some 
time afterwards: he then went to sleep 
and I slept also. I woke this morning at 
half-past five, and fonnd him dead and 
quite cold ; a doctor was at once sent for.

little one.

Dr. McGregor,who was called in to see 
the child,’ said he thought it had been 
dead about two hours and a half. Had 
since measured the quantity of Soothing 
Syrnp taken from the bottle, and found it 
to be 100 minitoe, or a little over one 
teaspoonful ana a half.

Ultimately' a verdict was returned, 
That the deceased died “ from a dose of 
medicine called Mrs. Winslow’s Soothing 
Syrup, admistered to him by his mother 
at an improper time, but that no blame 
can be attached to her, as she gave the 
medicine with the best intention», though 
ignorant of its effects.’’

Chancery Court.
Charles Evans vs. James Hogg and 

Robert Dunn.—This case, which arose 
from a dispute as to the ownership of the 
F. £ of lot 20, in the 2nd concession of 
Pnslinch, has been finally terminated by 
a mutual compromise between the par­
ties. The main features of the case being 
somewhat interesting, wo briefly recount 
them. As early as 1843 one John Allan 
instructed R. Dunn, his sontin-law, to 
purchase the lot in question for him, 
and at the samd time gave him 830 for 
the purpose of paying the locqtec, the 
title being in the Crown. The porohase 
was accordingly made,but the assingment 
happened to be in Dnnn’s name. The 
location ticket and assignment were at 
the time handed by Dunn to Allan. Tho 
latter went into possession and Remained 
for a few years, when he removed, and 
gave the papers and possession of the lot 
to Evans, who was also his son-in-law:— 
Two years ago when Evans had the 
lot rented, Dunn laid claim to it, and 
sold his interest to Hogg for 8200. Allan 
died ahd by his will left the lot to his 
.grandson, John Cockhurn Allan, whp 
conveyed to Evans, and who now filed a 
bill charging Dnon to have been the 
agent of Allan in the purchase, and ask­
ing to have him declared a trustee, and 
to obtain the patent himself, and also to 
t nve the assignment from Dunn to Hogg 
set aside. The case was heard at Guelph 
in November last before the Chancellor, 
and it became notorious from tho length 
of time it occupied, also from tho amount 
of legal talent engaged. After hearing 
evidence for upwards of five days, the 
learned Chancellor decided that the proof 
of Allan’s will was insufficient, and there­
fore Evans’ title proved defective ; but, at 
the same time, in reviewing the evidence 
bearing on tho other points involved, he 
remarked that he was satisfied that Dunn 
had purchased as Allan’s agent, aqfl that 
the land clearly belonged to Allan. The 
bill was dismissed without costs to either 
party. The patent is now issued to 
Hogg ; the Hon. Commissioner, how­
ever, reserving the right to Evans to 
still prosecute his claim within three 
months, if so advised by bin counsel.— 
Allan left seven children, and Evans 
being indefatigable, and determined not 
to be outdone, obtained an assignment of

The committee from the Provincial 
Agricultural Association, Mr. George 
Murton, Guelph, chairman, had a confer­
ence at London with the Local Commit­
tee there, with reference to the forthcom­
ing exhibition. Improvements and re­
pairs on the grounds, to the extent of 
over 83,300. are considered necessary ; 
and it is suggested to erect a machinery 
shed, with steam power, but not yet 
decided.

Thb disagreement between the jour­
neymen and boss coopéré of London still 
continues. Unsuccessful efforts hfive 
been made dn both sides to promote a 
reconciliation. Large numbers of men 
have sought employment across the lines, 
leaving London almost bereft of coopers, 
and producing a total stagnation of busi­
ness in the epoperage trade. The settle­
ment of the difficulty rests entirely with 
the refiners, who appear determined not 
to yield.

A Correspondent of the Hamilton 
Times says he entirely freed his potatoes 
from the destructive Colerada \liugs 
by sprinkling upon them a mixture of 
twenty parts of lime and one par^dfTaris 
Green. He adds “ I imprisoned some 
half dozen king hugs in a cup of Palis 
Green and kept them for three days with 
not hing else to oat ,yet on taking them from 
their prison, though they did look rather 
sluggish, on placing them in the sun 
they became quite lively. This proves 
that the bugs must eat the Paris Green 
along with the potato leaf before any 
effect is produced.”

Car Robbery wbll Foilkd.-Ou Thurs­
day morning, just as the passenger train 
was starting from the station, a pick­
pocket was discovered by a gentleman 
purloining his pocket book, containing 
850, The gentleman seized the robber 
and a.fitruggle ensned, when the pocket 
book was thrown on the floor of the car, • 
and an accomplice present commenced to 
strike the party who had been fobbed, 
but John Elliott, Esq., late mayor of 
Brantford, entering the car at that mom­
ent, saw And picked up the pocket-book, 
and thmst himself between the struggl­
ing parties.

Our Commerce.
The Monetary Times, m an article 

on Canadian commerce, attributes 
the monetary stringency of the past 
months to the large payments for 
foreign goods owing to excessive im­
ports. Our imports during the 
twelve months 1871*2 amounted to 
over a hundred millions—an increase 
of about twenty millions during two 
years. Imports to the tune of be­
tween $25 and $30 in one year for 
every man, woman and child in the 
Dominion is no small thing for Can­
ada, and it is a pity we could not 
lessen these figures by an increase in 
home production. In one class of 
imports not included in the forego­
ing figures, a large increase may bo 
expected, bi^ no one need feel 
alarmed on that account, as our home 
production, although in a flourishing 

•condition, is inadequate to the coun­
try’s needs. We refer to Anglo-Sax­
on and Teuton specimens of the 
ijenus homo, of which, thanks to the 
initiatory action of the Reformers in 
Ontario, we may now expect a good 
many additional shiploads.

A largo portion of our increased 
imports is in articles which may fair­
ly l.e classed as luxuries: and it is 
remarked that “ the quantity of cot­
tons, woollens, fancy goods, silks, 
.satins, velvets, carpets, shawls, Arc., 
we imported last season was simply 
enormous, and it a wonder that 
more business troubles havd*uot re­
sulted. The country has borne up 
pretty well so fur under this reckless 
importing, and we have hope that' 
our merchants — and indeed all 
classes—havo seen thedarigeiykrtime 
to prevent very serious commercial 
difficulties, for the customs returns 
this season indicate more moderation 
and caution in purchasing abroad.1'

PROFESSIONAL GAMES.

Vf nr row Escape from Fire.
At a few minutes after ten on Satur­

day evening Mr. William Noble,‘West 
Market Square, was lighting a coal oil 
lamp from another which stood on the 
counter, holding the unlighted wick to 
the lighted one, when the gas or oil in 
the lamp suddenly caught fire; the flame j 
ignited the contents of the other lamp ! 
and of a coal oil can which stood on the ! 
counter; and with e flash like fire damp \ 
in a mine, the whole shop was instantly 
in a blase. Mr. Noble seized the lamp 
and threw it out into the rqâdway. In 
doing this the burning fluid ran over his 
hand, and he was unable to put it out 
until he went outside1 and smothered i1 
with the dust of the roadway. Mean­
while Mr. Nathan Cross, blacksmith, 
rendered judicious and energetic assist­
ance, and the fire was extinguished in a 
few moments by smothering, it with 
the material intended for making boots— 
this affording an additional illustration 
of the old adage “ There's nothing like 
leather." The alarm bell commenced 
ringing when the blaze was seen, and 
must have got a little excited, for it con­
tinued to ring some little time after the 
last vestige of the lire had disappeared. 
The clothing of Mr. Noble’s daughter 
caught fire, but was extinguished before 
she was hurt. Mr. Noble’s hand is se­
verely burned, and he suffered much 
pain at the time. A well-scorched coun­
ter front is about the only effect of the 
lire upon the premises.
