London, Sept. 29.—Some pecuflar
privileges are granted to London offi-
clals by daw or custom. There are
certain institutions which cannot be
interfered- with. They have survived

“for cenfuries. . Traditions cluster round

them, and the bold réformer has& no
chance with thém.” Nowhere are ‘cus-
toms and privileges which have ‘an-
cient sanction more jealously guarded
than in the ¢ity of London, and one
cling to their privileges more -ten-
aciously than' the liverymen.

Members of parliament are not with-
out their special privileges.

For the privilege of
holding Strathfieldsaye the Duke of
‘Wellington presents a flag to the sov-
eéreign every Yyear, and he holds the
estate on this condition. The flag is
displayed at Windsor Castle. For
holding Blenheim the Duke of Marl-
borough performs a similar service.
This privilege dates from. the time
when the lands belonged to the sov-
emelgn, who made grants to his nobles,
who in return had to render service,
which often took the form of provid-
ing men for the defense of the country.

Probably the most peculiar form of
rent service is rendered by Sir George
Clerk, a Scottish baronet. The condi-
tion attached to holding land In the
neighbourhood of Edinburgh is that he
sits "on a - particular rock and blows
three blasts from a horn should the
king go to hunt at Penicuik.

Ordinarily the purchasing price of wheat at the
points of delivery throughout the West are de-
termined by the Fort William prices, less the rail-
way rate and haadling charges. During the per-
iod, when these premiums were being paid for
wheat, the purchasing price of wheat at points o1
delivery, throughout the West was determined,
not by the cash prices quoted on the Winnipeg ex-
¢hange and reported in the Winnipeg papers, but
by the figures of the option market for October.
That is to say, the farmer .who had wheat to sell
any time within the'last two weeks, in Manitoba,
had to take some five cents as bushel less for =t
than the rate fixed by the Winnipeg cash price.
The reason why the purchasing price was deter-
mined by the October option, was that the buyers
caleulated that the wheat purchased in the latter
part of September at points throughout Manitoba
and Saskatchewan would not reach the lake front,
and thus be available for shipment east,
October, - :

It is thus quite clear that the high prices which
have _prevailed during the last thirty days were
absolutely of no benefit to the farmers, excepting
those few who had .grain subject to their order in
the terminal elevators. .

‘Here, then are the facts, which we imagine the
Conservative organ will have some difficulty in
reconciling with the wise inferences it has been
drawing during the past month, from a purely
temporary set of circumstances: ;

(1.) At a time when practically no wheat was
being offered in Western Canada, the contract
grades of Canadian wheat in the elevator at Fort
William, owing to a combination of circumstances,
went to a premium of from 5 to 10 cents per bus-
hel, the advantage being repeated almost entirery
by the grain-handling companies.

(2.) By the end of September, with the first
wave of the new wheat movement, the premium
disappears, and Canadian wheat prices sag nearly
3 cents under those of Minneapolis.

(3.) The option markets show that in Decem-
ber when the full tide of wheat marketing will be
in progress over the entire: West, the prices for
Canadian wheat will be 6 3-8 cents lower than the
prices which will then prevail in the adjoining
States. The same price will prevail, it is estimat-
ed, in May, when there will also be a large de-
livery of wheat throughout Western Canada.

There seems to be a growing feeling
among scientists that we shall shortly
see the dawning of the Electric Age,
when electricity will be the principal
azgent in human life. The latest scien-
tific idea is that the man of the future
wilt give up beefsteaks and other foods
and nourish himself on electric shocks.

The apostle of electric feeding is a
famous Continental professor, and he
recently explained his views to the con-
gress of the Society for the Advance.
ment of Science. *If a man is hungry,”
he said, “give him electricity. If he
asks for bread or a beefsteak, put him
in.an electric chair and turn on the
current.”

In addition to feeding exclusively on
electricity, it is probable that our de-
sqegdsnu will be brought up in an elec-
tric atmosphere. Some remarkable ex-
periments have recently been tried in
Stockholm to test the effect of electri-
fied air on children. . Fifty boys and
girls were set to work in a classroom,
this being filled with an electric instal.
la_tlon whl_ch Jpassed high currents into
the atmosphere continually.

Fifty other children were made to
work in a room without any electricity.
Nelther' the teachers nor the children
were told what was going on, and the
experiment was kept up for six months,
At the end of that time it was found
that those who had been working in the
electric room had grown on an average
of three-quarters of an inch more than
.those in the ordinary room, and that

. TRAINING INSTITUTE

Classes »»EQew Tuesday Night
for Ten Weeks  Under
Efficient Teachers

.

The organization 'meeting of the
Teachers’ Training Institute for the
Sunday School teachers of 'Calgary,

will be held in the public library to-
morrow night at 8 pm. The aim of
the institute is to increase the ef-
ficiency of thé teachers in the Sunday
Schools, and the Calgary Institute will
according to the present outlook be
one of the largest held in Western
Canada.

The institute will meet on Tuesday
nights for the next ten weeks. The
courses of study include those suited
to every teacher, whether they be
teachers of elementary or adult class-
es. The most efficient plans of or-
ganization *and methods of manage-
ment will be presented to the supev-
intendent and officers, while the
teachers of the elementary classes, the
“Teen girls and the "Teen boys, will
study the latest and most practical
methods of teaching, so far as they
apply to Sunday Schools.

Bach meeting will start at 8 pm,
when -some prominent Bible student
will, conduct Bible study .until 8:45
At this time the institute will be div-
ided dnto classes for the course in
which the student is interested. The
sessions close at 9:30.

The institute is under the auspices
of the Alberta Sunday School associa-
tion. and they have secured leaders
who are especially qualified to con-
duct the studies ‘in- each particular
course. Miss B. Martin, of the Nor-
mal School, will ddrect the elementary
course, Miss E. J. McPhail, of the
High School, will direct the studies
for teachers of 'Teen girls. Mr. J. M,
Sharpe, Boys’ Work secretary of the
Y. M. C. A, will conduct the studies
for teachers of ’'Teen boys, and Mr.
G. S. Dingle will lead the course for
superintendents and officers.

The number of students already en-
rolled has exceeded the expectations
of the promoters of the institute, and
the interest shown bids well for the
efficiency of local Sunday School
teachers.

NO PLACE FOR CULTURED
WOMEN IN CANADA

—

Consternation Caused in England by
Statement Credited to Wife of Premier

London, Sept. 28.—The Liondon and
one orgenizations in Great' Britain
which @im to transfer the English
gentlewoman to Canade have hardly
recovered from their surprise at the
statement attributed to Mrs. Borden
on the eve of her departure.

“No, ithe cultured Englishwoman
should never think of going to Canada,”
‘the wife of the Canadian primé minis-
ter is reported to have said. “The
Dominion is not the country for her,
unless she 1is going out to family
friends, or has some very definite
purpose in going there. We can, how-
ever, always do with women Wwho are
prepared to rough it.”

This dictum has created much con-
cern among’ the  associations . which
specially cater to the educated women:
and who are never tired of ‘assiring
them that Carlade offers excéllent op-
portunities. They believe that among
the most urgent needs of the Dominion
s a percentage of cultured people—
the more so théy si&y inasmuch @s
the majority of people who go to Can-
ada from Great Britain belong to the
working class. EveWy' cultured wo-
man who leaves thesé shores they look
on as a missiondry; a builder of em-
pire; and for imperiai architecture you
need the best, they claim.

The impression in  these circles is
that Mrs. Borden has- been incorrectly
reported; and they are eagerly await-
ing a modification of her alleged as-
sertion. . Indeed, it is understood that
the English noblewomen whose prin-
cipal work fn life is to encourage the
cultured woman to go to Canada has
communicated with Mrs. Borden.

Ontario’s Lesson.

“Phere is a tendency here,” said one
who speaks with authority on this
subject, ‘“to believe that Canada offers
no career to the Englishwoman of
good family. Nothing could be farther
from the truth. Indeed, Canada’s cry-
ing necessity is a soupoon of our re-
fined women. What has made Ont-
ario the centre of culture that it is
today except the settlement within ite
borders of the cultured women who ac-
companied the United Empine Loyal-
ists?

COLORADO INITIATIVE
AND REFERENDUM STANDS

Upheld by Supreme Bench—Bills
Affected Will Now Be
Voted On

Denver, Colo., Sept. 29.—The state
supreme court today handed down a
unanimous decision declaring the Col-
orado initiative and referendum law
constitutional.

The point at issue was the conceded
fallure of Secretary of State James B
Pearce to publish the proposed amend-
ment in the session laws four weeks
previougs to the general electiion of
1910, when it was adopted. The su-
premé court holds that the require-
ment of publication four weeks before
the election applies only to the legal
publication in newspapers and not to
the gession laws.

Twenty-séven initiated and referred
measdures are ready for submisgion at
the general election in November un-
der the upheld amendment.

EAGLSH WOEN DRESS
HETTER THIN -5

Woodpulp Fibre Is Taking the
Place of Product of
Silkworm

London, Sept. 28.—“English women
of all classes have dressed better and
more attractively this year than ever
before,” said a leading West-end drap-
er, when questioned on the subject yes-
terday. “This is due to the fact that
the prices of silk blouses, ribbons, and
the lighter grades of taffetas, foulards,
crepe de chine, and mull, so much fav-
ored for summer and evening wear,
have fallen to a figure that tempts
even the slenderest purse. Yet, I won-
der how many women realize that
these so-called silken fripperles with
which they so gleefully adorn them-
selves to gladden masculine eyes—and
even more to rival one another—are
really made from wood' pulp, and
haven’'t even the remotest connection
with the silkworm or the mulberry
leaf?

“It is a fact, though, just the same.
Manufacturers both in England and on
the Continent have been experiment-
ing with wood pulp fibre as a sub-
stitute for the product of the silkworm
for the past three years, but it was
only last winter that they finally suc-
ceeded in overcoming all the draw-
backs to its use. There are now half a
dozen big firms engaged in the manu-
facture of all Kkinds of  ‘silk’ goods
from wood pulp fibre, including laces,
trimmings, and stockings. One of these
firms .employs 1,000 hands, and turns

out 23,000 pounds of yarn a week. The
output. of this plant, however, is only |
a small part of the artificial product :
consumed by the manufacturers of the |
different commodities in which it is!
used.

“The necessity for the substitution
grew naturally out of the enormous
and constantly growing demand for sllk
materials. There was a time whan a
woman got a 'black dress and wore it
for years, and only people of means
possessed this one silk dress. But now,'
especially in thes summer time, almost
every other woman who comes along
is wearing & ‘silk’ frock of some sort,
or at least a ‘silk’ blousé. The sadly
over-worked silkworm has not been
able to keep pate with this increasing
demand. Moreover, the ecry was not
only for more silk, but for cheaper silk
as well. Even the men entered the fleld
with a growing demand for silk hose
and underwear.

“The natural solutlon, of course, was
adulteration. As a,consequence, I dare
say there is now no such thing as
absolutely pure silk on the market,
while every mannfacturer knows it is
a physical impossibility to dye -black
silks without adding some weight to
the fabric It is also impossible to
detect the real quality of silk in g
garment, the only way to acquire this
knowledge being to submit it to a
chemical  analysis. ‘Women buy from
style and color without knowledge of
the quality. There isn’t one who ecan
tell the difference between two pieces
of silk on a counter, though one piece
may be worth 50 cents a yard more
than the other. 7This fact made it more
easy for the manufacturer to fird a
substitute for silk—something that
would look like silk, glisten like silk,
feel like silk, and perhaps not be silk
at all: The chief trouble with the wood
pulp fibre in the baginning was that
when it was wet il turncd back to-a
pulp, and parted rsadily under tension.
But lengthy experiments wers uader-
taken, and this diff.culty was so far
overcome that now the artificial silk
is introduced into wash cottons as silk
stripes or  figures, and washes very
well. When you meet a beautifu! wo-
man nowadays wWho is  beautifully
gowned with shimmering silks, it will
require no serious stratch of the lmag;'»

Engineer Child, The Record and Engi-

VALUES IN BRITAIN

London, Sept. 27.—A blue book on
the local taxation returns for 1910~
1911 shows how the rateable value of
property mn Englamd amd Wales has
increased. P

The total gross estimated rental
rose from 269,942,255 pounds to 272.-
249,126 pounds while the rateable value
increased from 217,180,114 pounds to
218,585,250. The increase in the ‘gross
value of propemty between 1907 and
1911 for England and Wales amoumted
to. nearly 13,900,000 pounds and the in-
crease in rateable value to nearly 8,-
800,00 pounds. IngLondon durihg the
same 'peniod the value of prop-
erty increased by almost 1,000,000
pounds, and the rateable value neanly
600,000 pounds.

Up to date, George Hill, government
grain inspector, has inspected mare
than haif as much No. f*hard as was
marketeg altogether last year. Only
two cars of No. 1 hard white Fife,
which sells in Winnipeg as No. 1
Northern, were shipped from Calgary
in 1912; but three cars have been in-
spected here during the current month.
It is estimated that the total output 3¢
first grade wheat this year will be
about 3,00 car loads, as eompared with
281 car loads in 1911.

One of the Greatest Assets of
Any Country or City is
Healthy Inhabitants

Says the Tendency of Man is
to Congregate .in Cities,
Where Density is Disease

™Y HE tendency of man t ocongre-
'-I gate In cities has always existed
because men are social beings.
Until the last century theré were
great hindrances to the growth-of a
large city, lack of engineering skill and
proper transportation facilities made it
difficult to supply a large centre -of
population with water, food and fuel.
But scientific invention, mechanical
engineering and the application of
steam to transportation have moved
the natural restrictions; and the intro-
duction of the gnachine a# a substitute
for hand labor; the growth of large
factories and the complex organization
of industry and commerce has resulted
in bringing great multitudes in cities.
The most outstanding chacteristic ot}
modern civilization is the drift from
rural communities to the large centres
of population. J. S Woodsworth, in
his book “My Neighbour” points out
that in the United Kingdom four-fifths
of the people live in ecities. Conditions
on the continent are different owing to
the great extent of territory and the
widespread agricultural pursuits of the
people. Yet in the United States 33|
per cent of the inhabitants are found |
in cities and large towns of over 8
thousand population. To show the

At the |
beginning of last century the Republic |
had the same population that Canada |
had at the beginning of this viz.—about |
million. But while in the United |
tates there were only 4 per cent of |
the pebdple in cities, in Canada we had
40 per cent. Statistics show that in |
the last fifteen years of the last century |
the province of Quebec doubled in pop- |
ulation, while the city-of Montreal in-
creased five fold . During the same;|
period Ontario doubled, and Toronto |
increased 6 fold. It might be noted
that one-quarter of the people of Man-
itoba reside in Winnipeg, and about

are living in Calgary.

‘We cannot stop this drift as it would
mean breaking up the present organ-
ization of society and returning to a
more primitive state of civilization.
‘We must accept the situation and pre-
pare ourselves to deal with its prob-
lems. “

Among the many perils of city life,
is one rising out of the physical con-
ditions which re.act. the health and
moral standard of the people. The
crowded quarters of cities are hotbeds
of disease, immorality and crime. We
are apt to think that because our
country is young, buoyant and pros-
perous, we need not concern ourselves
with this question. We think the
problem of the slum is not yet upon us,
Even if that were true, it would be
wisdom to be on our guard against it.

“We have notfhing in
Manchester to compare with thepeor
housing conditions of Toronto.” Hven
in the new and vigorous city of Winni-
peg conditions have been discovered as
bad as those in thany of the older cities
of this and ,other countries. For ex-
ample, it was found by one of the daily
papers that one-house of four rooms
had twenty-five occupants. The filthy
surroundings were such as to make
them breeding places of disease and
crime. It is only a matter of a few
years before Calgary-will have a sim-
ilar problem unless the \qit'lzen.s take
steps to prevent it. 3

The effect of such plagug spots upon
the health of the citizeng/is all toevi-
dent, and a worse feafure is that of
the re-action upon the moral character
of the people tHus exposed. Judge
Lindsay of Denver says, “A great deal
of juvenile crime can be traced to the
fact that the activities of the child
have no legitimate outlet.” It follows
therefore that one of the prime needs
of a modern city comes under: the
head of City-Planning. There should

against the evils of the slum, and a
comprehensive plan for playgrounds,
parks, and public squares. One might
hesitate to go as far as a recent writer
who said that “Crime, immorality,
disease and misery vary almost direct-
ly as the size of the lot, the width of
the streets, and the number of parks;”
but we are farced to the conclusion
that environment is a strong factor in
the formation of character. It is con-
cluded by all that one of the greatest
assets of any country or city is healthy
and moral living inhabitants. That be-
ing the case, it becomes a matter of
public concern to look after the physi-
cal conditions of the city.

Mr. Purvis has obtained the perpet-
ual rights to all the coal, petroleum,
oil and other, minerals, and is to pay a
royalty on dil minerals mined, which
the government;is to distribute among
the Fhdians.

Mmr. Purvis admitted he had been
working on this for a long time, and
was pleased to have the Indians’ con-
sent, He already had associated with
him. a number of eastern capitalists,
and in a very shont time would be
able to start working mining coal. He
estimated there was fully 5,000 acres of
coal land, and the intention was to tap
the coal seams at various points from
Bassaho to weet of QGleichen. The
first work to be started on will be a
little west of Bassano, and other tun-
nels will be run, and shafts sunk as
quickly as miners and machinery can
be obtained.

NUSTRALIA GETTING MANY
 IMMIERNTS

Steamship Accommodation All
Booked Up Until
December

e

One Hundred Thousand Are
Going to the Colony
This Year

From the London Daily Mail.

The possibllities of Australia as a
land of promise are just now exercis-
ing a very potent fascination for
English emigrants, with the result
that there is not enough steamship
accommodation to meet the great de-
mand for passages.

Under the state-aided scheme Qf the
Commonwealth Government thous-
ands of settlers who are alrez;dy doing
well in the Antipodes are nominating
their relatives still in England as suit-
able persons for assisted passages, and
the ‘consequence of this and other
inducements. to emigrants td choose
Australia as their new home has been
an astounding increase in the number
of Australian passengers.

Ships at present in service are quite
inadequate to take all the people to
Australia who desire to go. It is now
prac{)icu]ly impossible to book a pass-
age before the end of the year.

Thls lack of shipping facilities has
an important Imperial significance.
Good, potential colonists, unable to go
to the land of their desire under the
Union Jack, are emigrating to places
in South America and elsewhere and
are thus lost to the British Empire.

Lack of Steamships

The Agent-General for South Aus-
tralla, the Hon. A. A. Kirkpatrick,
said yesterday: “The progress of the
Commonwealth. is being seriously jeo-
pardised. Thousands of emmigrants
are anxiou$ to go, and we cannot get
them passéage. They are people who
have been recommended for the state-
aided passages by their friends in Aus-
tralia, so they represent the best class
of emigrants. There is a long delay be-
fore they can get away, and the result
is far too often a loss of these desir-
able - citizens to the British Empire.
They go to Argentina or somewhere
like that instead of to Australia. It
is a matter which the Imperial Gov.
ernment should take up.”

The Chief Emigration Officer 6f the
New South Wales Government in Lon-
don was ‘even more emphatic. “I
want at once 3,000 berths, and I can-
not get them for love or money. I
cannot get an ordinary third-slass
passage before the end of December,
I have tried to get three special ves-
sels to take out a thousand passengers
each, but it is impossible to obtain
them. ' Alustralia is losing this year
tens of thousands of the most desir-
able class of British settlers. And of.
ten it is my experience that they are
lost to the ¥mpire.

“Shipping agents get disgusted and
say to applicants, “Oh, it is no use your
talking about Australia, you must go
somewhere else. No third-class pass-
enger today who walks into a ship-
ping office in London with the money
in his pocket can get a passage to
Australia before December.

“This is a most critical time for
Australian ‘emigration. We are Jjust
at the  crucial point of ‘a ‘boom’ in
Australian emigration, It is the first
time in fifty years we have had one.
It _has been growing for four years,
but ithe:shipping -compdnies have been

permanence. They have shown a de-
plorable ‘want 6f faith in the countless
possibilities of Australia.,

“The  population of -New South
‘Wates -this year will- increase by at
Teast*40,000 ‘by ‘immigration. We have
assisted 20,000 British peoplé to ‘go
| there, against 11,000 last year. The
number of emigrants to Australia in
the past five years from this country
is roughly as follows: -
1908 ,......30000 1930
1909 ......50,000 1911 ..80,000

But for 1912 the number will be
quite = 100,000 berths having been
booked to the end of the year. It
might have been nearly double if the
ships hdd been available.

“So serious is the matter that I am
thinking of approaching the British
Government to see if they will put
some of their transports at our dis-
posal for emigrants. Otherwise there
is no doubt whatever that either the
Australian or the New South Wales
Government will shortly consider
seriously the 'question of building
ships of their own for this service.”

More Saloon Passengers

Inquiries at shipping offices in the
city added further evidence as to the
rush to Australla. Moreover, saloon
passengers are more numerous than
ever. ‘“We find an increasing number
of people of means who are going
out to live in Australia,’ said the
manager of one of the principal
steamship lines. “Then the number of
Australians who come home to Eng-
land: for the -summer and back again
for the Australian summer is growing.
I know ope regular passenger who,
traveling “to and fro, did not see a
winter anywhere for ten or fifteen
years.

“As to the third-class passengers, all
the berths are taken for months
ahead. Shipping companies arrange
by contract with the Australian Gov-
ernments to take so many State-as-
sisted. emigrants during the year, and
the emigration officers of those Gov-
ernments are begging us to take more,
but we cannot do it. We are full up.
The boats of my own company used
not to engage in this class of traffic
to Awstralia, but seeing the great need
we arranged for them to do =o, and
they are taking at least a thousand
a month. They are the best blood and
ginew of Britain.

Rates May be Raised.

“The rush to Australia is-due first
to the bad economic conditions at
home, and secondly to the assistance
the Australian Government are giv-
ing to emmigmants. The emigrant is
vastly better  looked after now than
he used to be, and there is very little
profit to the companies in his passage
to Australia. I am afraid the rates will
At present
they went out at about a farthing a
mile.”

Other steamship companies engaged
in Australian traffic all reported that
their accomodation for emigrants
was booked for months ahead. An of-
ficial of the Orient Line said that in
spite of the fact that in five years the
size of their boats had doubled and
they had recently added six new
steamers to the service, their boats
were always full of passengers, Very
few first-class passages could now be
booked before Octoberll. While there
were no second-class berths available
before November 22, and the third-
class berths were booked till the end

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Data Compiled by Mr. G. W,
Bacon, F. R, G. S.; Ready
for Distribution

First Complete Map of Cana-
dian West Replete With
Interesting Information

—

The new geographical and geologi-
cal surveys for Western Canada, com-~
plled by Mr. G. W. Bacon, Fellow of
the Royal Geographical soclety, Lon-
don, Eng., are completed, and will soon
be ready for distribution throughout
the provinces.

Mr. Bacon has been engaged upon
the compilation of the surveys for the
past year, and they will soon appear
in the form of the first complete chart
of the west. :

This gigantic task has embraced a
compilation of the data of each pro-
vince, showing all waterways, rail-
roads, projected railroads and surveys,
as well as all towns, together with
vopulation according to the last cen-
sus.

A sketch of the chart shows aill
towns arranged alphabetically, to-
gether with population and the key
for "immediate location, as well as
color schemes indicating dominion
lands open to entry, coal emd other
mineral territory, character of soil and
lis suitability for various grains and
other crops.

Wonderful Transformation.

The new chart shows the wonderful
iransformation that has taken piace
in the Canadian west within the past
few years. Among its other interest-
ng features are 280 new towns that
have eprung up along the raiflroads
within the past year, and the many
new lines of railroads either in course
of construction or projected.

Bach province will be shown in oil
eolors printed upon linen with varnish
surface.

Among other features is the mapping
of waterways, lakes, eto. Aside from
showing these, all rapids are charted,
and each creek is carried out to its
source. Like the agricultural and
mineral areas, all reserves and timber
areas are shown, together with every
Hudeon Bay post, and all points either
known to tradition or of recent addi-
tion.

This entailed a vast amount of work,
angt is one of Mr. Bacon’s best efforts.
When completed it will furnish .the
first authentic chart of the west as yet
produced, and will be of inestimable
value both in the schools and for pri-
vate individuals.

Mr. Bacon has deviated from the
usual system of chart making, in that
each name is arranged horizontally
facing the reader, the lettering being
In hold, olear type, permitting of read-
ing at some distance removed.

ossibly one of the best features of
the chart aside from its authenticity
is the key index. On each side of the
chart, arranged alphabetically, are
the names of every towh ang city in
the west, together with population
'with the key attached, permitting of
the instant location of the city or town.

The key to railroads is printed in
various forms, showing those roads al-
ready constravted, those partially con-
structed, and those’ ‘projected and for
which surveys hiyd been made, indi-
cating the towns h wihich they
pass and thelr terminals,

The chart will be four ‘and one-half
feet by three anmd one-half feet.
