Various Special' Circumstances
Which Have Damaged
the Enterprise.

Ottawa. July 12.
From what is said even by minister-
ialists in the lobbies, it is clear that the

the case of the Grand Trunk Pacifie.
The enterprise had been extolled so ex-
travagantly that. a reaction was bound
to conte. Apdrt from that natural course
of events, various-special circumstances
have damaged the enterprise in public
estimation. . |
- Pirst, it was to open a vast new re-
gion in the Northwest, that lying be-

L yond the Canadian Pacific and Canadian

Northern lines. Instead of this, it is tra-
versing a country already served by
those railways bétween Winnipeg and
‘Edmonton; in faet, in paralleling them
mich more to ‘its own disadvantage,
than to their’s.

Then, the idea of making dirdet con-
nection with the Maritime Provinces
has evidently been abandoned. Accord-
ing to the latest surveys neither of the
two feasible routes between Quebec and
Moncton would ‘be much shorter than
the Intercolonial, and as the Intercolon-
ial is not and 'is mever likely to be a
paying investment, ministers have con-
clided that a competing line could only
make bad worse. The pledge to convey
unrouted winter trafic originating in
the West to Haliftax ‘and 8¢. John in-
stead of to Portland, never did: mean
much and ‘now, .of course, falls to the
ground. Nova Scotia’ has another griev-

ance, that the Grand Trunk Pacific re-| .

cently ond%ed a large quantity of rails
from the’ Dominion  Steel orks at
Sydney on conditions which eould not
possibly be comﬁisd' with, and then, as
was manifestly intended from the first,
had the order filled in the United States.

it in its entirety. .In like fashion, th2
present ‘King -has sent the preseut
Prince of Wales around the circle of
Bmpire, so -that 'he, too, .may Dbe
acquainted with the . countries over

/| which he will rule when he ascends ' the

throne in the order of succession.

The people will duly appreciate the
sentiments expressed in the bodv of the
despatch in regard to the prestige and
progress of Canada. 1t is statesmanlike
and graceful, but not overdone, and we
feel certain that any momentary feeling
of disappointment they may experience
will be compensated by the. words of
great goodwill it contains. No one pro-
bably regrets .more the
King Edward to accept our invitation
than he himself, but he must  respect
the limitations to his free will imposed’
by the responsibilities of his position, as
we must respect our own limitations in
a much more humble way. So. that sov-
erexgn and people stand alike under the

More About a Serious Problem
Confronting Ratepayers
of Victoria.

N intéresting question was rais-
ed at the regular meeting of

the want of sufficient water -supply he
would hold the corporation  responsible
The ‘question opened by this notification
is a very large one and will cause con-
siderable discussion amongst the pro-
perty holders of this city.

With a view to ascertaining the posi-
tion of the Board of Kire Underwriters,
a4 Colonist representative yesterday
called on A, W. Ross, secretary of the
board, who said: ‘“We have not done
anything as yet-save watch the action
of the mayor and council; but unless
something is done very shortly to im-
prove ;the  water supply the insurance
rate will -

Have to Be Raised Considerably
At present Vietoria householders.. are
enjoying a much better rate than they
are entitled to and unless somethlng is
done in the near future a raise will be
made that will surprise every one.

“At present Victoria has a flat rate
of 25.7,  while Vancouver has 28.5 or &
difference  of nearly 2 1-2  per cent.
When it is taken into consideration that
Vancouver has a better water supply
and a far better fire department it will
readily be seén that Victorians are en-
joying a privilege that they should not
legitimately have. We all know that "the
supply of water ‘is at present in-
sufficient for domestic purposes; and
what will we do if there happens to be
a fire? If-a fire were to occur when the
water is being used for sprinkling pur-
poses, it would have to burn itself out—
for any good the water would do.”

Then the colonies may not care to help
to. settle on grants of land they cannot
work. The best and safest - investment
for Canada and Australia will' be the
assisted emigration of Britain’s rising
generation in the congested. districts
where they have no chance here, 'The
youngsters in a wholesomer environment
would become efficient and profitable

citizens.

Much as London appreciates the new
motor omnibus it is beginning to be
alarmed at the number of aécidents. of
which it is the eause. Last month these
accidents were 556 and of them 170 re-
sulted in serious personsl injuries and
four. proved fatal, It is possible that ere

long the entire system of ‘motor omni-
buses ‘will have to be undertaken by the
London county council, or that the pre-
sent private companies shall be ecom-
pelled to make their serviee safer. by
employing older men as drivers and con-
ductors, and paying them weekly salar-
ies.  The natural recklessness of . the
young fellows in charge of the omnibus
is bad enough, but when they are forc-
ed to fly“through the streets to make as
many runs per day as is possible being
paid so much per trip, their impetuous
racing becomes intolerable.” The ' more
experience London has of motor omni-
bus companies, the more it is inclined to
prefer municipal ownership.- The Lon-
don county counecil tramway men. are
paid liberal weekly wages and h.ave an
eight hours day and al"e'not"obh,ged to
rush to make trips to earn a day’s pay.

The old churches in the City of Lon-
don so beautiful and picturesque are con-
.stant delight 'to the stranger as he
comes upon them in yery many uﬂgx-
pected nooks and corpers of .commercial
London  which has grown up ‘round
them. One-of the most interesting .of
these is St. Michael’s, Cornhill, to-which
the Bishup of Lendon has inducted -his
old headmaster. Here within sight of the
Bank of England and the Royal Ex-
change stands: this old* world- church,
whose famous bells were wrung by the
citizens to scare the fiends in a thunder-
storm. The steeple of this mediaeval
church is one: of the most -conspicuous
in the city, and was rebuilt by Wren
after .the ureat fire in imitation of the
famous twer of Magdalen College, Ox-
ford.

CAME TO VICTORIA.

Man_Put Ashore at Port Townsend
From Ship Lynton Sent Here.

Capt. -E. Gates James, master, and
W. F. Stevens, mate, of the British ship
Lynton at Seattle, who were charged
with violating the TU.S. immigration
laws, have been dismissed, it ‘having
been shown that the seaman sent ashore
by them for medical treatment at Port
Townsend despite the failure to secure
permission froin: the U.S. immigration
officials, had been sent to Victoria.

FIRE AT ARROWHEAD.

A despateh from. Arrowhead, dated
July 12th, says:  Fire which broke out
in the general store of Read & Young at
this place early this morning spread rap-
idly despite all efforts to stem its prog-
ress, and at daylight this morning the
whole business seétion of Arrowhead
was practically in ruins.

The loss altzogether w:ll amount to
between $40,000 and $50,000, and it is
not known yet just what amount of in-
suhance was carried by the owners of
the buildings, destroyed.

The origin. of the fire is. a mystery,
but it is believed that it started in Read
& Young’s store. The flames were first
noticel at about 2 o'clock this morming.
A general alarm. wae raised, and all the
residents of Arrowhead turned out to
fight the flames. Half an hour after
the fire was discovered it had Read &
Young’s store almost in ruins, and short-
Iy after that the wind, which was blow-
ing fairly strongly. £rom , the lake, car-
ried sparks #%e smonndmg structures,
and many caught fire.

The buildings- destroyed were Read
& Young; stores €. B. Hume, store; W.
. Dumphy, store; George Cha ﬁmsn.
cigar store; Union Hotel; City
and the residences. of Mr.,
and Mrs. Kerr. *

Some of the stocke carried in the
burned stores were saved, but the ma-
jority of the gouods were burned. The
stocks . saved were taken from the
buildings before they had caught fire.
