Amendments to Canada Tem-
perance Act to Apply Solely
to British -Columbia Project-

Considerable curiosity is expressed,
both in Victoria. and at Vancouver in
respect to the origin and intention of
the bill which Hom. Charles Murphy has
just introduced in the Federal house in
the form of amendments to the Canada
Temperance act, more generally known
as the.Scott act. It is explained in a
despatch from Ottawa that the amend-
ments will apply solely to the province
of British Columbia, the object being to
“meet the new definition of counties and
cities recently made by the Provincial
legislature, and to remove anomalies in
the wordinig of the present act so that
if any district in British Columbia
wishes to apply the Scott act, the pre-
sent wording would not cause confus-
fon.”

Just who has been responsible for this
new. move if legisiation is unknown at
present; while the true scope and mean-
ing of the changes proposed are also
distinctly hazy.

That the Local Option league is in
any way résponsible for or identified
with Hon. Mr. Murphy’s proposals is de-
nied by responsible officers of that as-
soclation, who state that they are quite
as much in the dark as anyone else can
be—and thoroughly satisfled with  the
new license law of British Columbia if
enforced to the letter,

~ NEN ON STRIKE

General Regret That Acute
Situation Has Arisen.—Men
Believed to Have Acted Pre-
cipitately.

e s

In the opinion of gentlemen closely in
touch with conditions in the Greenwood
camp the news given in a Colonist
dispatch of yesterday that a strike had
been deelared by the W. F. M. em-
ployees of ithe B. C. Copper Co., operat-
ing the Mother Lode mine and smelter,
is a matter for general regret through-
out the province. That the action taken
by the miners is likely to produce wide-
spreading consequences ‘of injury ap-
pears to ke the general concgnsus of
opinion, together with the conclusion
that very insufficlent grounds' are of-
fered as justification for the walk-out.
The issue between the B. C. Copper Co.
and its men at Greenwood is neither one
of desired higher wages nor yet shorter
hours. It is not exactly a gquestion of
union recognition, for practically all the
workmen objected to by the body re-
sponsible for the strike are unionists,
although not members of the Western
Federation, now merging with the U.
M. W. It is the latter body that has
now taken the last recourse of dissatis-
fied labor, in order to compel recognition
solely. of the Federation as the gov-
erning body of the labor to be utilized
in the camp.

Notice of a strike, it will be remem-
bered, was served upon the B. C. Copper
Co. at Greenwood about three months
ago, when as a hoped for solution, the
good offices of a Board of Conciliation
were invoked, this board consisting of
Messrs. J. A. Mara, J. H. Senkler and
John MelInnis—Mr. Mara beéing the nom-
inee " of the company, Mr. MecInnis
championing the cause of the dissatis-
fled workers, and Mr. Senkler being
named as the third member of the trin-
unal by the Dominion government. The
board after going very carefully into
the matters of difference were unable
to agree on a joint report, and Messrs.
Mara: and Senkler joined in the major-
ity report, while Mr. McInnis presented
to the government a minority finding.
The grievance of the men crystallized
in a virtual ultimatum to the effect that
no one should be employed in or about
the mines or smelter who could not pro-
duce a card showing him to be a mem-
ber in .good standing of the Western
Federation. The employees chiefly
almed at were not necessarily non-
unionists, but more particularly mem-
bers of the .Electrical Workers’ Union
and. the ‘Blacksmiths’ Union, who de-
clined to ally themselves with the West-
ern Federation, and indeed stated that
their. respective organizations would
probably erder a strike were they com-
pelled to affiliate as desired, against
their wish and consent,

Mr. Mara, whose outline of the issues
involved was given in the Colonist dur-
ing Wasch last, stated in -eonversation
Wwith a’ representative of this paper yes-
terday, that in the: light of Present in-
formation . the. men had been guilty of
a .violation of the federal law in declar-
ing the strike without the obligatory
thirty days’ notice, It is, however,
probable, in Mr. Mara's opinion, that
the company will accept the declaration
and close down the mines and smelter
without extended argument, taking ad-
vantage of the opportunity to thorough-
ly overhaul and enlarge the plant, and
only re-opening in their own good time

1 —aquite possibly as an “open shop,” fol-

lowing the example set by the Granby
under somewhat similar circumstances
a few years ago. By the present action
of the Federation approximately 350
men are thrown out of work, who have
been drawing wages of from $3.50 ¢o
$6.00 a day continuously, in the mines
and smelter. The strike may very prob-
ably spread-to the Granby, in  which
event the entire sustaining industry of
the Boundary will be indefinitely par-
alyzed, in addition to Biitish Colum-
bia’s recently maintained £00d - reputa-
tion for freedom from industrial ais-
turbance being most injuriously dis-
turbed.

between Quebec and 150 miles west was
due to the refusal of the G. T. P. to ac-
cept the route as originally planned, was
a statement made before thée Lumsden
committee of the Commons tonight by
A. E. Doucet, the divisional engineer in
charge. He stated that the work of
grading had been practically .completed
when the G. T. P. engineers came along
and insisted that the line must be
changed because it did not give ‘the re-
quired grade of four-tenths of one per
cent. per mile. .

According to a statement filed by Mr.
Daucet, the original estimate for the
150-mile section was $5,297,857. The ac-
tual cost to.date as per engineers’ re-
port has been $11,219,828, an excess of
$5,921,972.

The statement shows that the sectioh

To deem
them nature lovers with a passion of worship
has become as much a part of ‘orthodoxy as to
s, indeed, they for ‘the most
part are—the kindest and mast humane of

‘Yet the heretics are bold enough, and a rude
iconoclasm has not hesitated to bring its crow-
bar smashin upon this idol, which common

‘consent has fashioned of the Sporisman nature-

lover.  Iconoclasm has said, pretty roundly,
that all this'is 'so much shoddy, a ‘monstrous
sham in the great world of shams, Indeed,
scarcely was the conception of the sportsman
as a man with an energetic soul fairly estab-
lished than its propriety was questioned and
its position assailed. VYour angler—so icono-
clasm roars—has no soul above the gaff or
landing net. His eyes are glued to the river.

His heart is in his ‘waders. Your “gun” cares 3

for nothing but scientific slaughter. He only
demands difficult birds, and many of them.
He is a superior butcher, with the butcher's
vision. Your golfer has all his essence centred
on a small white ball.: He hits the ball as far
or as accurately as he can. Hé then walks
after it, and his mind is so concentrated on the
possibilities of disaster, which—with the hole
—he 'has “opened up,” his ambitions are so
wholly occupied with an economy of strokes,
that he would never notice a. new Heaven and
a new earth yawning before him, unless he
mistook them for a new and particularly-fiend-
ish pot bunker. Your motorist is little other
than ‘a2 ‘maniac with all the windows of the
soul he has Opening to the ground, upon the

speed gauge. Such are the blows of cold clear
logic with which iconoclasm ‘besets this pleas-
" ‘ant image of the sportsman as one \{l;o finds

These:are the men who have
the fullest opportunity for mingling with their
ruder energies the fine flower of artistic ap-
preciation. Out of them all the fisherman ;s
the chief. He it is' who is, by repute, most ad-
dicted to a sentimental nature-worship. "He it
is who claims for -his sport these more gentle
influences. He who ‘most often stars the it
erary essays in which he recounts the destruc-
tion he Hhas wrought ‘with passages devoted
rather to water-ousels than to trout; rather to
the habits of the otter than to the hatc of ily,
more  particularly to the varied life' which teems
around him, to the fragrance of the moor and
the lushness of the: water-meadows than to
the serious purposes of the inexact science of
angling. No wet fly man ever returned from z
day on a moorland burn without remember-
ing to drag in the ‘curlew’s lonel cry.. -No
man ever waitéd for the southern tgree-p"ound-
er to come up again without, in theor , being
very observant of the meadow-pipit whij 1
piped at his side. The fisherman really be-

‘lieves, or has been induced to believe, that he

has a soul above the mere capture of fish. It
is not only the dry fly purist, the educated
angler who is more concerned to rise the edu-
cated trout than to see-him on the table—in
part, perhaps, because the educated trout: is
not ifivariably the best of eating—who boasts
this superior soul. "His ruder colleague of the
north and the west makes a similar claim. He,
it is true, fishes frankly for the pot.. But, if we
may ‘believe him, he fishes also because the
world is se very beautiful.

Now, these are iattdable convictions, Are
they also honest?’ Not, I think, wholly so. It
must indeed be a dead heart which is not
stirred by the breath of spring upon the up-
lands, or by the opening of the flow ofjsummer
in the water meadows of the vale. ' The angler
whose: business takes him to the uplands in
spring and to the water meadows in later May
and June is aware of ‘the feast that is spread
before him.. He does; care for the sights and
sounds and scents by ‘which he is’ surrounded,
But his appreciation is always subordinate to
his determined purpose. It'is accidental.
is’there because he is angler, not because he is
nature-lover, and his love of nature is the con-
seqtience of his love of sport. Tt'is very diffi-
cult to separate judiéjglly the limits of his emo-

tions. * But we may. s3y that nearly all day:his .

eyes and mind are far-too much occupied with
the ‘minutiae of his i8port or ‘art to be con-
sciously concerned  with the elements of -na-
ture. It.is good, he deels, ta.be alive in sucha
world as he gives a hitch to the strap of a
heavy basket and sets-his face alongthe moun-
tain track to trudge home, or turns his back
upon the'darkened river and takes the path
across the meadows.” But the satisfaction is
not to be dissociated from his sport. It is like-
ly that he would feel only bored if the rod were
not in his hand. His knowledge of wild things
and wild ways, of trees and flowers; may be
very crude and limited. Because the irresist-
ible impulse, the “amabilis insunia,” urges him
to patient study of fish life—and: death—it by
1o means follows that he is driven in the same
Way’'to any real study. of the ways of nature.
And if this be true, as I think it is, of the
angler; it is more true of his colleagues. There
is, for instance, little opportunity for a oy;
indulgence in aesthetic satisfactions,

to shoot well, if he is to shoot safely, and with

the swift decisions necessary to success; that
no room is lift for errant fancies. No man can
walk up partridges as one of a line of guns
and beaters, and yet treat the ‘excursion as a
botanical survey. "Even during the leisure that
comes ‘either ‘whilst waiting for the cries of
“mark” that: are the preface of shooting, or
between the taking up of .a stand in covert
shooting and the first rabbit that steals out

‘well in advance of the beaters’ approach, there

is no place for relaxation of the mind and in-
terest. It is, of course, true of the shooter that
his pleasure is insensibly enhanced by . his
surroundings. But with him, even more than
with the angler, these things are subordinate
to the immediate purpose’of his being. As for
the golfer, the torments of his soul if he be off
his game, and the ‘anxieties that still shadow
him if ‘e be on if, shut out from his vision
what does not actually obtrude itself between
himself and the ball. “He may be conscious of
the may in bloom on an inland course, or of the
heather that grows on a seaside-green. He may
notice the early appearance of some flower of
the field even as he walks up to his ball/. But
he notices these things out of the tail of a
fixed and largely unseeing eye. - Nature and
the full air add enormously to his pleasure. But
he enjoys them because he wishes to play golf.
He does not play golf becausé he wishes to en-
joy them. If that were so he would become
a week-end tramper.

Then we may say that there is a great deal
of ‘exaggeration in the claims ‘to nature wor-
ship made on the sportsman’s behalf. Yet it
wauld be just as gross an exaggeration to deny
altogether his simple delight in simple beau-
ties.  Sir Edward Grey has written in his book
on “Fly Fishing” : “Though some of our feel-

ing about the conscious enjoyment of birds-and

other forms of life may be mere fancy, it is al--

together true that

Sweeping Labor Reforms
JOHANNESBURG, April" 23.—As
soon as the Union Government gets
to work in South Atrics} it :m inaug-
urate sweeping reforms in the manage._]
ment of native labor on the Rand
mines. These reforms will take the
form not only of improving the con-
ditions of the native labor employed,
but also of an improvement in the

methods of recruiting.

The result of these reforms will be
an enlargement of the area available
for recruiting, and consequently an in-
creased supply of colored labor for the
mines. As soon as the reforms come
into operation, it is estimated that 60,-
000 natives will be available for work.

The Union Goovernment w{ill also |
keep in mind the necessity of increas- |
ing the immigration of white labor by
offering it increased facilities for work-
i he mines.
