Now, there
are in the house of commons representatives
of this provioce who are sword champious
of Ontario’s rights, Will they help the few
representatives of British Columbia to ob-
tain the boon which the people of that
province so ardently desire, or will they
say that the interests of the dominion
farled? We wait to see.

BEHIND THE CLOOK.

The Montreal Witness is behind the time
as shown by » good clock.

There is
probably not sufficient lard in the mixture
for it to be called lard, unless the combina-
tion of common hog gresse and cotton-seed
oil gives it a right to that title, 1 should
judge from the ftitle of one of the brands
that Rosedale cemeut is used to stiffen it
up, when five per cent of water or cotton-
aseed oil is used. The mixture sells from
one to two cents s pound chesper than re.
fined 1ard, and is in great demand in Cuba,
because snything is thought good enovgh
{or the-negroes, The same kind of article
is sold in Vesey and Fulton streets.” Is it
sold in Canada too, we wonder ?
