The Plethora of Money.
From Thé Monelary Times. -

The singular turn in monetary affairs
which has come about so unexpectedly ‘shows
how closely the whole banking and financial
interests of the world are bound up together.
Who could have imagined last fall that an
operation of the English Chancellor of the
Exchequer would have the effect of putting an
end to the pressing searcity of money in Oan-
ada? This, however, bas been the case. The
reduction of the rate of interest 6n consols has
had the effect of making the olass of steady
inveators look out for something that would
pay a betler rate of interest, afid willing to
incur the risk of other forms of investment
than those they had been accustomed to.
Hence it became easy_for governments and
railways to borrow in’ London at good rates,
the result being the bringing into Canada of
large sums of money in an abnormal and un-
looked for way. So it has come gbout that
the supply of canable funds is Altogetlier in
excess of what had been calculated “upon.
The wmercantile community is getting the
benefit of this generally in a reductioni of rate
on g accounts, though theré does not as
yet seem to be the natural and correspond-
Ing reduction in the rate paid to depositors.
There appears a disposition to await action by
the Government in the way of reducing the
rate it itasavings banks; but we really think
cll:e banks are too squeamish altogether about

We do not hear that the Government has
given notice of an actual reduction of it
devosit rate. There appears to be some hesi-
tation to do this, which “ean scarcely be ac-

counted for, eonmdermg the large sums of
money now at the disposal of the Government
in consequence of the recent loan in London.
