Conductor Stewart’s Story,

Conductor- Stewsrt gave this version of
the affair to a World reporter:

Then he sat
back upon the rsiling. 1 asked him
to go inside, " but he took no notice.
Again I told him there was plenty of room
inside the car and in a short way he de-
clined to go. When we came to Wilson-
avenue I warned him to look out for the
tarn. - It is the custom at the turn for the
motorman to shut off the current and the
car toslow up. Iputon the brakes and
the car slackened up with a jolt. I saw
the man reel and made a grab to catch him,
but it was of no use. He seemed to fall
clear of the wheels, but it looked as though
his clothes caught and dragged him under-
neath.”

At the office of the company it was stated
that the conductor was a very careful and
painstaking man. His record with the com-
pany is an excellent one,

TODDLED TO HIS DEATH,

Three-Year-Old Willie Hatton Killed by &
Motor Car,

Willie Hatton, the three-year-old son of
John Hatton, 139 Munro-street, met with
an accident last evening which ultimately
caused his death,

Willie, along with his five-year-old
sister, Louisa Hatton, and
other children, Mary Ann Matthews,
aged 9, and Willie Matthews, aged 5, wan-
dered down Queen-street east for a walk
about 5 o’clock yesterday afternoon. When
near the corner of Morse-street the four
children were attracted by something on
the south side of the street and started to
run across. The three elder childrem got
across safely, but Willie was not able to
run as fast as his companions,. and was
struck by an east-bound trolley ‘car. The
car strnck him on the back of the head and:
knocked him under the wheels. The left
leg was savered from the body at the hip,
and the right one just above the knee,

The lad was carried into Dr. Burgess’
drug store, and from there was removed to
the General Hospital.

After the wonnds had been dressed the
lad regained consciousness and asked for a
drink of water, after which he dropped
into a stupor, &nd- although the doctors
thought his condition was somewhat im-
proved he died about 9.15 last night.

Coroner Aikins was notified, and will
hold an inquest at the Hospital at 8 o’elock
to-night.

The lad was the youngest of six children,
and the father, who is a bricklayers’
laborer, had just started to work after being
out of employment all winter.

|CHANGES IN LICENSE LAV.

GOVERNMENT AAMKED T0 MAKE
SEVERAL AMENDPMENTS,

Power to Limit License o be Vested in
the C inel Guests to be Al
lowed to Seeure Liquor at Any Time—
Tavern Keepers to be Eligible to
Hold Municipal Offices,

A large deputation of the License Holders'
Protective Association interviewed the mem-
bers of the Ontario Capinet yesterday after-
noon, the ministers preseat being Messrs.
Harcourt, Dryden, Ross and Gibson,

T'he deputation requested many changes in
the present mode of enforcing the Ontario
Liquor License Act, and practically asked
that the powers now vested in municipalities
be removed and left solely in the hands of the
commissioners. "

Under the present law the councils of
muoicipalities may by bylaw passed before
March 1 limit the number of licenses to be
issued for the ensuing year. The botelmen
ask that this clause be expunged
in order to put a stop to the
present annoyances the trade is subjscted to
by councils at each recurring popular wave,
cutting down or increasing the number of
liconses. They contend that the number of
licenses should be fixed by the commission ers
and for a stated period, say four years.

They also think thay the clause rendering
it necessary to secure a petition of the resi-
dents of the locality in case of removal of
license premises is proposed should be also
expunged, and the cotmmissioners be sole
judges in the matter,

Another grievance they complain of is that
hotel-keepers are not permitted to_sell liquor
after hours on week days and on Sundays to
bona-fide guests at hotels.

Briefly the changes submitted to the oon-
sideration of the Government were:

1 Uniformity as to hours of closing to be
settied by legislation.

2 Number of taverns mnotto be reduced
yearly and arbitrarily, but at regular
periods, say three or four years apart,

3 Tavern keepers to be eligible for muni-
cipal offices.

4 Power of municipalities to increase
license duties to be withdrawn,

5 Sale of cigars to be regulated and licensed
by the commissionors,

6 Clauses requiring majority
of qualified electors to petition before new
license granted to be amended and less re-
striction as to transfers,

7 A question,jWill the Goveroment grant
compensation in the event of a prohibitory
iaw being enacted?

Mr. Haverson stated that the delegation
preferrad the present system of granting
licenses through commissiovers to the sys-
tem which preceded it, T'hat the present
systetn was alike better, baving regard to
the public interest as well as to the interests
of the legitimate trade,

In reply to further questions on this point
the delegation unanimously expressed the
opinion that it would be very barmful both
to the public and to the legitimate trade to
ravlart: to the old system of municipal con-
trol,

Twenty-Second Annual Report,

In submitting the Twenty-second Anpual
Report of the Association it affords your
Directors much pleasure to draw the atten-
tion of the policyholders and shareholders
to the evidences of continued popularity and
success afforded by the statements now sub-
mitted. As heretofore, the business bas
| beon obtained from purely Canadian sources,
and considering the severe depression in
business generally the volume of the new
{nsurance secured is very satisfactory.

We had before us2535 applications for
a total insurance of $4,131,000. Of these,
185 for $243,500, not being desirsble risks,
were declined; 11 for $19,000 were deferred
for a time, and the balance were accepted
and policies issued. Adding the revived
policies of previous years and the bonus
additions, the totsl new business for the
year was 2408 policies for $3,917,543 of in-
surance,

The total insurance im force at the close
of the year was $24,430,731, under 15872
policies on 13,961 lives,

The mew busipess for 1893 isthe largest
ever obtained by the Association in any
year,

The death claims for the year aggregate
the sum of $209,108, under 123 policies on
109lives, By reassurances on two lives the
claims‘were reduced by the sum of $3375,
making the met loss $208,733. This sum,
while larger than in- apy previous year, is
still very favorable, considering the number
of lives and the amouns at risk. The value
of life insurance is strikingly illustrated by
the payment of the large sum of $209,108 by
this association last year, on an average of
less than six hours after the receipt of com-
pleted proofs.

The financial statements submitted with
this report exhibit the true position of the
association at the close of the year.

The atdit, which is made monthly, has
‘been thorough and prompt.

* MUNICIPAL AMENDMENTS,

The Time for Snow Cleaning Changed—
Payment of Aldermen,

At the Municipal Committee yesterday
morning Joseph Tait's act to amend the
Municipal Act was up for consideration.
The Cousolidated Municipal Act 1802, rela-
tive to the cleaning of snow on sidewalks,
was amended by fixing the time for the
cleaning of snow from sidewalks by pro-
perty-owners at 12~ hours, seven of which
must be in daylight. A provision was
adopted to the effect that no manicipal cor-
poration shall be liable for accidents arising
from persons falling on icy sidewalks unless
gross negligence on the part of the corpora-
tion shall-be established, also that no claim
of the kind shall be enforceable unless notice
bas been given to the bead of the corpora-
tion or clerk of the muoicipality within 20
days after. the accident.

Clansgs giving civies the power to pay
aldermen to the extent of $300 per year, and
repealing the provision of last year’s act
giving manicipalities the power to contract
with private companies for & water , supply,
were adopted.

The directors have pleasure in presenting
to the shareholders and polieyholders the
record of the transactions of the compauny
for the Euc year. The accompanying state-
mentsshow that not only is its flnancial posi-
tion eminently satisfactory, but that gains
of a very substantial and gratifying charac-
ter have been made in every department of
the business,

Daring the year 5472 applications were re
ceived for life assurances to the amount of
$9,539,155,83. Of these 5218 for $8,791,902.80
were accepted and policies were issued there-
for. The policies written were thus over
§300,000 in advance of those for 1892, and
much beyond those secured by auy other
Canadian company in any one year,

‘The number of policies in force at the clos-
ing of the books was 17,132, assuring $27,-
799,756.51, being ‘& net gain for the year of
2414 in pumber and $85,808,709.87 in amount.

During the past 12 months the compaoy
bas materially extended the avea of its
operations by opening branch offices in
London, Engiand, and elsewhere, and from
these new fialds it is expected that s steady
and profitable; business will hereafter be
secured.

The i from premi inter
and rents amounted, after deducting re-
assurances, to $1,240,433.12, an increase for
the twelve months of $105,615.51. An addi-
tion of §598,076.02 has also been made to the
assets, bringing them up to $4,001,776.90,
The compauy has thus been able to add to
its accumulations more than fifty~five per
cent, of the life premiums received during
the year, a fact which spsaks for itself, The
surplus also shows a substantial increase,und
now amounts to $288,595.65 over all liabili-
ties and capisal stock.

The return derived from these investments
is as satisfactory as their security, the rate
being 5.85 per cent. on the average realized
assets.

tract, as-this class was not covered by the
re-assurance arrangements.

The directors would add, in conelusion,
that while the past progress and present
position of the company are most gratifying
to them, it is also true that there never was
a time in its bistory when the outlook for
the future was so encouraging. \

THE AQUEDUCY BILL
Passes the Private Bills Committee With
Numerous Amendments,

The Aqueduct bill was adopted by the
Private Bills Committee. yesterday with a
great many amendments which hardly left
it in recognizable shape, Many of the clauses
giving it all imagioable kinds of powers and
privileges altogether unconnected with the
construction or operation of a cansl were re-
morselessly struck out by Cbairman Gibsoa,
who said that the powers sought for in the
measure were extraordinary, especially in
regard to the expropriations of land, and
many parties might object to the giving of &
f{ranchise which would place the muncipali«
ties at the mercy of the Aqueduct Compauy.

Me. E. F. Clarke contended that a plan of
the proposed work should be filed before
any expropriation pawers were granted,

A provision to this effect was adopted.

A lengthy discussion arose respecting the
need of procuring the cousent of the muni-
cipalities interested, Mr, Peter Ryan strong-
ly objecting to golug to the muoicipal
councils. e thought if the consent of the
county councils were secured that should be
sufficient.

"The matter was settled by the adoption of
a clause providing that none of the powers
conferred by the bill shall be exercised
within the city of Toronto and the counties
of York and Simcoe, without the express
consent of the city and couuty councils.

Clauses giving the company telegraphic

wers were struck out, the chairman re-
marking that when they had secured the
land-if they could mnot put telegraph wires
overhead they could go underground. The
clause limiting the time for the commence-
ment and completion of the enterprise gave
rise to a long discussion. 1t was ﬂnnllg xod
that the amount of $300,000 musi be ex-
pended in two years in securing the right of
way and in actual construction, The time
when the canal must be finished was fixed at
15 vears.

'he provision iu the bill exempting the
land owned by the company from taxation
was struck out and a clause substituted giv~
ing power to the municipalities interested to
exempt the land with vhe assent of the rate-
payers.

A WIFE-SLAYER'S LAWXER.

Rich-
ardson and the two Warren girls removing
the furniture, Richardson jumped on his
wife and beat her till she fell, then kicked
her to death, This crime was considered one
of the most brutal in the annals of this
country.
