It is impossible to detect the poisonous 
bacteria without bacteriological examina­
tion, owing to the fact that they do not 
cause putrefaction. In the greater ma­
jority of cases cooking renders this meat 
harmless, but there are cases on record 
where the bacteria have survived, causing 
illness and death. x

The Recount in East Lambton
Nothing Definite Until Toronto Courts 

. Ari<ue The Matter
Sarnia, July 14. — According to his 

honor, Judge Me Watt, before whom the 
recount in East Lambton riding has been 
conducted. 122 voters in the Town of 
Thedford à re disqualified because the re­
turning officer of that polling subdivi­
sion, John Patching, and the poll clerk, 
Joseph Stonehouse, neglected to tear the 
counterfoils from the cast. Not one of 
these ballots can be counted, according 
to Judge Me Watt.

His decision brings about a most in­
teresting situation.

, When the ballots were first counted Dr. 
J. B. Martyn, the Conservative candidate 
was accorded a majority of nine over the 
Liberal candidate, R. J. McCormick. The 
recount to-day reduced Dr. Martyn’s ma­
jority to three. Then.it was discovered 
that the counterfoils had not been re­
moved from 122 ballots cast at Thedford. 
Seventy-six of these votes were for Dr. 
Martyn, the Conservative candidate, and 
46 for his opponent, and when the bal­
lots were thrown out, Dr. Martyn lost 30 
of a majority. As his majority in the 
whole riding was only three, this left a 
majority of 27 for the Liberal candidate.

No certificate will be issued, declaring 
either candidate elected, until an appeal 
to the Toronto courts has been disposed 
of, which will not be for two or three 
weeks.

It is quite probable that another elec­
tion will be necessary to decide the re­
sult in the riding.

The Liberals were represented at the 
recount by John Cowan, K. C., and the 
Conservatives by F. W. Wilson, of Pe­
trolea.

Toronto, July 15.—Hon. W. J. Hannq 
stated to-day that in his opinion the 
election in East Lambton will be de­
clared void if Judge MacWatt’s decision 
throwing out the entire poll at Thedford 
is upheld by the Court of Appeals.

Seme of Those Made of Kashmir Wool 
Strongly Resemble Silk.

Generally speaking, the carpets of 
India can never excel those of Persia, 
as the materials used in the former 
are not of the same superior quality as 
those employed in the latter country. 
The wool of which many of the best 
carpets are manufactured is obtained 
from Kashmir. Sometimes carpets 
which are mistaken for sük are really 
of an extremely fine quality of wool 
known as “pashm.” This is obtained 
from the goats of Kashmir and grows 
close to the skin, being protected by 
the long and coarser wool. It is as 
smooth and lustrons as silk and is used 
for the beautiful soft shawls for which 
Kashmir is famous.

Peculiar methods are employed by 
the Indian weaver in converting his 
original design into a textile. Instead 
of working from a colored drawing or 
diagram, the weaver has the pattern 
translated on paper into rows of sym­
bols, each of which expresses the num­
ber of stitches and the color. With 
this written “key’’ in bis hand the 
head weaver sits behind his subordi­
nates and dictates the pattern to them, 
one row at a time, all through the 
breadth of the carpet

These weavers—generally small boys 
—sit in front of the warp strings and 
tie in the requisite number of stitches 
of each color as called out to them by 
the reader from his ciphered scrip. 
These boys, who perform the actual 
process of weaving the pile, follow day 
by day the dictations of the head man, 
knowing nothing of the pattern they 
are preparing, bnt gradually building 
up in a mechanical way the carpet on 
the strings before them.—J^rgonauL

Don't expect your breeding 
mure to do a bard week’s work 
oue week and not do anything 
tbe next week and do well.

Don’t expert a first cluss colt 
from a second or third cluss stal­
lion and a poor mare.

Don't expect n mare to be 
suckling B foal and carrying an­
other one and do as milch work 
as a good horse without a little 
extra care.

The heavy coated horses should 
be clipped Just as the half be­
gins to start It Is a benefit to 
the horses, as tbe skin can be 
well cleaned and stimulated.

If the bowels of the young foal 
are not cleared naturally a gen­
tle dose of castor oil should be 
given. It Is wise sometimes to 
start the bowels with Injections 
of warm water.

The horseless age will be coin­
cident with the manless age. 
The automobile Is all right In its 
place, but It will never displace 
the horse.

PREVENT HARNESS GALLS.

Daily Applications of Cold Water Tends 
to Harden Shoulder.,

Much valuable time is saved during 
the busy season by keeping the horses’ 
shoulders In good condition, and the 
farmer Is well paid for his time when 
looking after them. In the morning 
before harnessing the horse see that 
the shoulders and neck are clean and 
look to see that the collar is well clean­
ed off.

Where a leather bound collar Is used 
wash it at night when It is removed 
from the horse’s neck. Then during 
the day see that tbe mane Is not al­
lowed to work or clog under the collar.

This remedy for preventing sore 
shoulders Is very simple and good if 
practiced every evening after the 
horse has been worked. After remov­
ing the harness, even before feeding, 
get a bucketful of clear, cold water

While engaged In ordinary farm 
work at such tasks as cultivating 
corn, mowing, planting corn, drill­
ing wheat, harrowing, etc., four 
mules at the Missouri experiment 
station maintained their weights 
slightly-better when fed corn and 
mixed hay than did a similar num­
ber of mules when fed oats and 
mixed hay. Mature mules required" 
3 per cent more grain and 14 per 
cent more hay to approximately 
maintain live weight when fed oats 
and mixed hay than when fed corn 
and mixed hay. The fine mule 
shown is sixteen hands high and 
weighed 1,500 pounds when two 
years old.

and take it to the stable and use a 
sponge or the hand and thoroughly 
wash the shoulder and neck, removing 
all sweat and loose hair which have 
accumulated. This is a good, simple 
preventive and a sure one if daily 
practiced.

The main cause of sores on the back 
underneath the harness pad consists 
in the latter being girthed up too tight­
ly, so that it exerts an undue degree 
of pressure. This particular trouble 
is thus, as a rule, entirely avoidable 
with proper care. There is no need to 
tighten up the girth band in an exces­
sive manner, and a moderately firm 
adjustment of the pad is all that is 
required.

RELIEF FOR HEAVES.

HEREDITY IN A PIG.

Difference Between Pure Brade and 
Scrubs Is Greater Profite.

What Is the difference between a 
well bred pig and a common scrub 
one? Without entering Into the scien­
tific principles ot the thing, we would 
say a well bred pig Is one that re­
sponds quickly to feeding, writes a cor­
respondent of the National Stockman. 
He Is so built, so shaped and so block­
ed ont that he grows broad and deep 
and long In the proportions to make 
weight; that what he eats and digests 
is assimilated Into muscle and fat and 
a contented grunt, and not Into gris­
tle and flabby skin and a shrill squeal, 
having the common name of razor- 
back.

In five months time what Is the 
difference In your two pigs? I’ll tell 
yon. I once had a bunch of pigs which 
were well bred, and to fill out my pens 
I purchased a bunch of the same age 
to a day, five weeks old. At this age 
there was not such a striking differ­
ence between the two as to size, but 
at five months things were different 
Both had the same care and all they 
ought to eat My well bred ones aver­
aged 166 pounds each, while the others 
averaged eighty-seven pounds.

I don’t care what the breed la. If 
yon fancy one of the old standard 
breeds tie to it once for all, although 
some other may be as good. It you

Treatment For Alleviating This In­
curable Disease.

I have been asked many times to 
give a cure for heaves and am sorry to 
say that heaves are Incurable, says Dr. 
A. S. Alexander In the Farm and Fire­
side. The distress may be relieved by 
the following treatment; In summer 
pasture the horse and feed oats and 
bran In addition. In winter feed wet 
oat straw In preference to hay. Do 
not feed any bulky feed at noon. Keep 
the bowels active. Wet all feed. Give 
hnlf an ounce ot Fowler’s solution of 
arsenic night and morning until a quart 
has been used; then gradually discon­
tinue the medicine, taking a week or 
more to the work. It may be started 
again any time the symptoms become 
aggravated.

There are many commercial cures 
for heaves, bnt they only give relief. 
The disease starts again as soon as the 
horse Is fed much bulky feed and made 
to work on a fall stomach.

Reforms are seldom accomplished nil 

at Once, and when they are they rarely 
hold good. The citizens of J Imtown 
found their efforts to dispense with tb< 
vigilance committee and establish a 
regular court of law attended with 
difficulty. As one of them expresses 
It: “We was between Are and water. 
We was horned up If we kept still, and 
If we jumped we’d be drowned.”

Jim town—now Jamestown—has de 
veloped into a beautiful city, with 
schools and churches Innumerable, but 
to the days when gun law had be­
come unbearable the principal build 
togs to the town were devoted to gam 
bltog bouses, to which an apology tor 
liquor was sold at 25 cents a drink. 
In these places every man was ai med, 
and whenever a dispute arose the only 
question was which disputant was the 
quicker on the trigger. This state ot 
affairs attracted desperate characters, 
and the town was rapidly going from 
bad to worse. A secret meeting war 
held imiong the best citizens, at which 
twelvimen were selected as a vigi­
lance committee to clear the town ol 
roughs. By a vigorous course of lynch 
tog and shooting It got rid of all the 
bad characters except one, but four of 
the twelve had been eliminated.

The bad character left, Fete Hollis­
ter, was not to be Intimidated. The 
only way to get rid of him was to kill 
him, and the vigilance committee had 
found that method decimating its own 
ranks. Four of the remaining vigilantes 
had been killed, leaving four men wbu 
had become tired of the work.

Meanwhile a court had been organ 
lzed and brought to a state of tolerable 
efficiency. It was easy enough to con 
vtct a person guilty of breaking the 
law on sufficient evidence, but it was 
not easy to get ihe party Into court if 
he would not come willingly. It per 
tainly was not easy to get Pete Hollis­
ter there, because be would not go 
willingly, and any one trying to take 
him by force was sure to get killed 
The four men remaining on the vlgi 
lance committee held a meeting to con 
alder means of eliminating the des 
perado. It was agreed that If Pett 
could be got out of the way there was 
only Bill Cundiff remaining, and Bill 
was not considered a very hard case. 
It was even thought that be might be 
converted to a supporter of good order.

In some way Cundiff got wind of the 
movement to get rid of Hollister, and 
one day he asked one of the commit 
tee bow much would be given for the 
desperado's scalp. -Tbe other members 
were consulted, and each man sub 
scribed $50 for the purpose. Cundiff 
said that to do the Job was worth more 
than that, but if they would take the 
responsibility Jointly with himself he 
would consider the proposition. He 
said he didn’t wish to be tried for mur­
der to the newfangled court that had 
been organized and must hare some 
guaranty. The best guaranty he could 
have would be an order to do the job 
signed and sealed by the committee.

After a good deal of deliberation the 
four men remaining on the committo. 
signed a round robin instructing him 
to “make away with” Peter Holllstei 
and agreeing to pay him the sum of 
$200 for the job. At the time the ar­
rangement was made the Intended vic­
tim had gone to an army post near by 
to look, as he expressed It, “for scabs 
among some o’ them sojers.” Before 
Cundiff started on bis errand of mercy 
—such It was considered by the citizens 
cf Jim town—the committee offered to 
pay him In advance the money thai 
had been subscribed for the job. But 
Cundiff said be wasn’t sure he could 
“get him” and his conscience wouldn't 
permit him to take pay for a job be 
hadn’t done.

Tbe committee was much pleased at 
this, feeling encouraged to hope that 
after Hollister had been put out ot the 
way Cundiff would make an excellent 
citizen. An election for mayor had 
been called, and some were to favor ot 
running Cundiff for the office. The 
rumor that be might be a candidate 
reached his ears, and be stated defi­
nitely that he proposed to reform and 
didn’t consider any man reformed who 
had anything to do with politics- This 
added to the growing confidence that 
wns being built up In tbe man who 
was to do for JImtown what Charlotte 
Corday did for France.

When Cundiff. covered all over with 
knives, pistols and Winchester rifles, 
rode out of JImtown on his errand to 
behalf of law and order he was given 
an ovation. There were by this time 
many respectable women to the place, 
nnd they, their husbands and their 
Children turned out to wish, the re-

formed man success. " Handkerchiefs 
were waved to him by tbe women, 
While the men fired salutes from tbeit 
revolvers. Cundiff was seen to draw 
his shirt sleeve across his eyes, which 
was considered evidence of those In­
tense emotions that are usually a part 
of the reformation of a wicked person.

They were destined to meet with a 
surprise. Not two hours after Cun- 
dilTs departure he returned, and riding 
beside Üm, still in tbe flesh, was Petf 
Hollister. A chill passed over the citi­
zens of JImtown, most of whom saw 
the entry from their windows and did 
not go out to welcome back the mar 
they had sent off with such entbusl 
asm. Hollister reined up before a 
small group on the street and said:

“i have business with four promi­
nent citizens of this y ere town—Martin 
Shaw, Nathan Parker, Thomas War­
ren and George Urner. I would like 
to confer with ’em and would be 
obleeged to any citizen to tell ’em that 
I’ll wait for 'em at O’Neill’s tavern. 
Say that It’s not a question of shootto', 
but of law.”

After saying this the speaker and his 
attendant rode on to the tavern, where 
they dismounted. The gentlemen men­
tioned—the four members of the vigi­
lance committee who had signed the 
round robin—Were Informed of the In­
vitation and after consultation con­
cluded to accent It, having been as­
sured that they were wanted not on a 
matter of gun practice, but of law.

“Gents,” said Hollister, drawing a 
paper from under bis shirt, “I bave 
ÿerëfévidence of à conspiracy on your 
part, with Bill Cundiff, to murder 
me. Bill, havin’ shown signs of refor­
mation lately, Instead of commutin' 
the deed, comes to me repentant and 
with tears to his eyes hands me this 
yere agreement to pay him $200 for 
my scalp. He finds me likewise re­
pentant for my many sins and dispos­
ed to abandon gun law and leave these 
yere questions to the courts. There­
fore it is my painful duty to sw'ar out 
a warrant agin you four gents, to be 
dealt with by the courts In the reg'lar 
way.”

There was a grim silence on the part 
of the men who to trying to be saviors 
of JImtown bad walked into a trap 
and, according to law, would be pun­
ished by death or imprisonment by the 
courts they had taken so much pains 
to establish.

“Owin’ to the tenderness of my 
heart,” the desperado continued, "and 
the reformation goto’ on In my bosom, 
I don’t want to be hard on you. My 
duty as a reformed citizen Is plainly to 
let the law take its course. But you 
gents bein’ disposed to help us who are 
tryin’ to turn from our wicked ways— 
Bill Cundiff kin testify to that—and 
some of you havin’ families, I wouldn't 
mind a pecuniary consideration instead 
of seeto’ you suffer. In the fust place, 
Bill, who was too conscientious to take 
the price of my blood, should be re­
warded for right doin’. Five hundred 
dollars would be a small sum for so 
much resistance to temptation. In the 
second place, if your scheme had work­
ed I would now be sleepln’ in the val­
ley, with tbe long grass wavin’ over 
me and coyotes scratchto’ for my 
bones.

The signers of the round robin ask­
ed how long they would have to accept 
or decline this generous proposition 
and to raise the money if they accept­
ed it and were given three days, at the 
end of which time the warrant would 
be sworn out Then they retired for 
consultation.

Advancing civilization brings many 
problems. Here was a problem with a 
paradox. A villain was about to use a 
court of justice as an instrument for 
the condemnation ot men who were 
working to eradicate crime. What was 
to be done? After consultation the 
round robinerst sent a message to ask 
the two reformed men if, on the pay­
ment of the sum demanded, they would 
leave the town, never to return. The 
reply was that, having reformed, they 
would prefer to remain and Cundiff 
had decided to run for mayor.

While the deliberations were going on 
It happened that a young man who 
bad served an enlistment as an elec-

tridan passed through ttie'tuwu oh bis 
way to a large mining center that had 
acquired civilization, where he was to 
be employed putting to electric lights 
and different devices made practicable 
by electricity. Hearing of the dilemna 
that confronted the citizens of Jim- 
town and especially the round robto- 
ers, he volunteered to show them a 
method by which they might get rid 
of the two villains without danger to 
themselves.

Tbe fonr citizens most Interested wére 
to the cabin, at the other end of the 
wires, where they could see plainly 
tbe place to which the rascals had 
been invited. Citizens were warned to 
keep away from tbe cabin and re­
garded the warning. Hollister and 
Cundiff went Into the cabin prepared 
for them and found a bottle and two 
glasses on a table. They poured out 
a tumbler of liquor each, raised their 
glasses and were drinking when the 
floor rose up, they were tossed a bun-, 
dred feet in the air, and when they 
came down they had ceased to be ter­
rors to JImtown. The cabin bad been 
undermined and a charge of dynamite 
ignited by electricity.

That ended the reign of terror with 
which JImtown bad been afflicted since 
its settlement Tbe courts became ef­
fective. schools were opened, and civ­
ilization grew rapidly. But few of the 
citizens who witnessed the explosion 
by which tbe last of the gun men were 
eliminated remain, and they don't care 
to give the story. __ .

FATE OF THE RESOLUTE.
British Economy and tbs End of 

Franklin's Exploring Ship.
The story of how the brave Utile ex­

ploring ship the Resolute was found by 
an American vessel In Davis strait aft­
er a thousand mile cruise from Mel­
ville Island without a soul on board la 
easily the most captivating in the his­
tory of arctic exploration. The Reso­
lute; locked In the Ice, was abandoned 
on May 16, 1854, sorely against tbe will 
of her captain by advice of the leader 
of the Belcher-Franklin expedition. 
The reappearance of the vessel on 
Sept 17 caused a great sensation, and 
the United States brought the vessel 
with great ceremony to Cowes In order 
to present It to the queen of England.

The queen, the prince consort and 
others of the royal family then at Os­
borne House Inspected tbe vessel, 
which had been carefully repaired and 
all the original furniture retained In 
position down to the smallest trinkets. 
The American skipper traced before 
her majesty the thousand mile course 
of the vessel and expressed his belief 
that Sir John Franklin was still alive; 
living among the Eskimos.

After many banquets the actual 
transfer of the vessel took place on 
Dec 80, 1856, when the American flag 
was replaced by tbe British. And now 
comes the tragedy. The admiralty had 
no sooner come Into the possession of 
the vessel than It proceeded to break 
It up on the good old principle of pub- 
He economy 1—London Chronicle;

A TRAP FOR MARINERS.
Salmadlna Bank, Off Colombia's Coast, 

Is a Perilous ShoaL
One of the most dangerous places f<* 

navigation Is the Salmadlna bank; 
which lies just outside the harbor of 
Cartagena, Colombia. Many vessels 
have come to grief on the treacherous 
sands of Salmadlna In the past; and 
because of the Impossibility of keeping 
buoys on It the shoal Is a constant 
menace to ships plying those waters.

This dangerous tank Is about four 
miles long and two miles wide, There 
Is scarcely more than twelve feet of 
water over It at any time. The sea 
Is usually smooth In that part of the 
Caribbean, and unless there Is ground 
swell enough to cause waves to break 
on the reef there Is nothing to warn 
the navigator that he Is approaching 
this shallow spot He may have his 
lead going and get plenty of water 
one minute and be bang up on the 
shoal the next

The Hghthonse people will probably 
never be able to put buoys on Salma­
dlna that will stay there. They are In­
variably carried away In the terrific 
hurricanes that periodically sweep 
these waters. So It seems as If Salma­
dlna was a bad spot put there for the 
permanent worriment of shipmasters. 
—New York Sun.

Penalties For Sabbath Breaking.
Sabbath breaking In Dundee was an 

expensive business In former times, to 
Judge by the table of fines, etc., drawn 
up by the local Guild of Bonnetmakers 
in 1665. For traveling or drinking in 
a tavern on Sunday the fine was fixed 
at 40 shillings for each offense. For 
“hanging out bonnets, clothing or fish 
to- dry—penalty for bonnets, 6s. 8d.; 
for clothes, 4 shillings; for fish, 3 shil­
lings. Carrying water from the well 
or washing meat thereat In time of 
sermon, penalty, 8 shillings; gathering 
kali In time of sermon, penalty, 5 shil­
lings; going to neighbors' houses In 
time qf sermon without lawful excuse, 
such as sickness, penalty for first 
fault, 12 shillings, and for second

j twice as much, with rebuke before tho 
craft, and for the third, summons be­
fore the kirk session.*'—London Chron­
icle.

Valor Vanished With the Chelee ef 

Weapons end Conditions.
Representative Borland of Missouri 

gives an account of the challenge to • 
duel which occurred In Louisiana, sup­
posedly among the last challenges of 
that environment in the state, The 
affair was between a gentleman who 
belonged to one of the oldest families 
there and a sturdy blacksmith of Geor­
gia, who had become a man of political 
Influence,

The gentleman took offense at some 
remarks of the Georgian and sent him 
a challenge, The powerful blacksmith 
was nonplused.

“ 1 know nothing about this dueling 
business,’ said be, "and I positively will 
not fight'

“Yon must’ urged his friend. "No 
gentleman can refuse.’

1 T am not a gentleman,’ replied the 
honest citizen of Georgia. Tm only a 
blacksmith.'

•But you will be rained If you do 
not fight’ continued his friends. *Yon 
will have the choice of weapons, and 
you can choose so as to give yourself 
an equal chance with your adversary.'

“The giant requested time In which 
to consider the matter and ended by 
accepting. He sent the following reply 
to the Louisiana gentleman;

“ T accept and. In the exercise of my 
privilege, I stipulate that the duel 
shall take place In Lake Pontchartraln 
In six feet of water, sledgehammers 
to be used as weapon*.’

“As his adversary was about five 
feet eight Inches In height and the 
blacksmith was seven feet the con­
ceit of the latter so pleased the Louisi­
ana gentleman that he declared him­
self satisfied, as he was one who 
coaid appreciate a Joke as well ai 
perpetrate one, and he declared the 
duel off.”—Exchange,

HIS DREAM MATERIALIZED.
Curious Incident In the Career of 

Novelist 8. R. Crockett.
One morning the postman, brought to 

S. R. Crockett the novelist a letter 
from the editor of the St James' 
Gazette containing a small check as 
payment for a contribution. Mr. 
Crockett knew that nothing was due 
to him, that he bad been paid for all 
articles, and—remarkable man—be did 
the check up In an explanatory note 
and returned It to tbe editor.

The next day back came the check 
from tbe editor—remarkable man— 
with a note saying It was due. The 
St James Gazette had published an 
article from the pen of Mr. Crockett 
which had not been paid for, hence 
the check. Again Mr. Crockett—re­
markable man—returned the check, 
and still the remarkable editor refor­
warded It, this time with the article 
cat ont of the columns of the St 
James’ Gazette.

China's Millions.

East Africa's Big Game.
Big game of British East Africa, out­
