At first these were meve abstruct
symbols: the Labarum, the Alpba aud
Omega, the fish, used ns the sign for the
uame of Chmst. Then more pictonal
emblems were painted : the dove, repre-
senting the Christain seul freed frow the
body ; the peavack or phemix, type of
immortality ; the sheep, siguifying the
'soul in the earthly life. This tast emblcm
stands in immediate connection with™ the
earliest representations of Christ as the
Good Bhepherd. This is the fuvories suls-
ject of the Catacomb paintings. He ts
depicted as & beuntiful youth in shep-

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Russian Barbarism.

Worthy Master's Addrese at the Annaé-
polis Division Grange.
Jan. 8th, 1881.
Worthy Overseers, Officers and Patrons :

Tt affords me much pleasurc to meet
you uunder such favorable circumstances ;
at the beginning of the third year of our
existance as 8 Division Grange, at
the beginning of a year when the outlook
seems brighter than it has for years past
This is menifested by the quick demand at
remunerative prices for lumber, the ready
forcign demand for the products of our
fisheries—and last, but not least, is the
ready market in Great Britain for our
surplus farm products.

The want of a foreign market has long

been felt by the farmers of this county, a
want that has acted as a clog to the wheels
of agricultural efiorts, so much so, that not
over one éighth of the real agricultural
resources of our county has been brought
into action. Now as this clog ie removed,
we will see the areas of producing soil
brosdened by the reclaiming of lands that
are at present all most useless. In the
improvement of our stock, in short we
have a sufficient stimulant to awaken us to
a lively interest in every department of
agriculture.
In the year that has past, our order bas
made rapid advances, and its influences
for good is becoming  wide-spread and
generally understood by all classes of peo-
ple, and is more appreciated by the fram-
ers to-day, than at any ether period- in its
history. I am ncw speaking in general
terms of that influence that is working
like leaven in the minds of the general
public, evidenced by the increased interest
manifested by farmers in the working of
their farms in all the varied branches, and
by the general awakening in regard to
foreign markets for our surplus products.
There is one very noticeable feature in
Grange work, that I feel it my duty to
votice here, and it is this: Whenever a
live Grange exists you can ree its effects
in the increased interest taken in agri-
culture, not only in tho matter of raising
good crops, but in good fences and sub-
stantial comfortable outbuildings for the
shelter of farming tools, and comfort of
cattle, horses, &c. I must meotion ano-
ther good feature, (amoengst the many that
might be mentioned,) and it is this; the
holding of exhibitions of fruit, roots, bar.
rels, dairy and wooll en products. An
exhibition of this kind, can be accommo-
dated in a Grange room of ordinary size,
& small entrance fee charged to each exhi-
bition, that added to a draft on the Grange
funds, furnishes the means to award prizes
to the successful exhibitors, each exbi-
bitor to prepare a written statement of
the cost of producing the article, the mode
of cultivation, nature of the soil, time of
planting, &¢. These papers are carefully
filed, and can be referred to at any time
for information in the matters of which
they treat. I am very anxious that this
system showld-be adopted by every Grange
under the jurisdiction of this Abnapolis
Division,

Onr time is very limited, we have much
i 0t t that requires
all t& time at our disposal, so I mustdeny
myself the pleasure of addressiug you to
any great length. But as my time of
office bas cxpired T.can nat take my seat
until I thavk you one and all for donfi.
dence you placed in me by making me
officer of this highly reépectabls body for
two years in succession, and also for the
king forbearance you havealways minifest-
ed in overlooking my many blunders and
short comings.

Professor Cleveland Abhe, of ghe
United States signal service, was asked ;
llas the weather bureau paid any
ofticial atténtion to Vennor's prognos-

wadications ?

4.—To test the accuraey of his work,
we have occasionally eompared his
predictions as published in the news.
papers, which accgunts, of course,
contain telegraphic and typographical
errors for which Vegnor is not respon-
pible, with the veal facte. We find that
one-quarter of his predictiong are
verified, if they are intended for the
St.  Lawrence valley. If they are

reant for this locality, as those who
would give him credit for predicting
ghe recent storm here must believe,
then pot ten per centum of his prophe-
ces come true. In view of hiscon.
tinued failures, one or two brilliant]
successes would not justify us in adopt-
ing his system of foretelling the
wenther.

Q.—Upon what are his methods of
aunouncing the weather based? 4.—
fle keeps his system a secret to him-
self. There are, however, a few ways
in which & comparatively truthful
guess can be made at the weather
months ahead. The first is by observ-
ing the average weather ‘during each
month for a long period. If we find
that, for several months, the average
has beep wet or cold, it may bhe pre-
during the immediate
succeeding months, the weather will
be the reverse, that is dry or warm.
Then. we can get at the matter in
another way. When January, February
and March have certain characterjstjes
the latter part of the year, (etober,
November and December, will have
corresponding characteristics. ~ Thus
the weather may be foretold, ip a gene-
ral sense, some months ahead. But po
oan in the world has ever deyised a
plan which wiil 'fdrete]l spgcial gtorms,
on certain days, or which will offer
a genuine prediction for a Jong period
in advance, Wge are sometimes asked
to give the weather several days in
advance in the case of festival occa
Under favorable conditions we
this, witha good chance of

prediction. For jnstance :
The chances are that the last few days
of August will be clear, because the
records show that this is the cage five
times to one. This of course, relates to
& particular locality, and canpot be
the whole country. |
suppose all Mr. Vennor's predictions
are made by these methods.

Q.—Jflave you watched the weather
predictions of the New York Herald.
which are cabled to Europe. A.—Yes,
sir. During the first ‘months of that
service 1 very thoroughly and carefully
compared their predictions with the
weather in Europe, and am satisfied
shat there is pot wmore than 17 per
centum of verifications in the predic
tions made by the Herald buresu.

Tre Doyeuyuz.—The doughgyt has

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To Destpoy Cabbage Worms,

Proma many experiments made, we
are induced to discard the various
applieations which soil or ¢ontaminate
the leaves. When the plants are
young, and when the worms first make
their appearance in comparatively few
numbers, they are to be removed by
hand, The plants may be clearéd as
rapidly as by the wvarious applications
used, gcounting in the time in prepar-
ing or  prosuring these applications.
As soon as the hesds form, use hot
water, [fany injury results from the
heat, it will be only to the edges of the
outer leaves. The bady of the head
eannot become heated, If the insects
have become numerous, this will be
found a rapid mode for their extermi-
nation, We gare often asked for the
degree in temperature to which the
water should be heated. We cannot
give the precise degree. The watering-
pot in whioh it is carried will not
retain a high heat long, and the fine
streams of water, from the rose are
partly cooled in their passage through
the air. It is supposed that a tempe-
rature of 120 © will kill the warms, but
a greater heat is better, pravided the
cabbage leaves are not scorched. Some
practice -is required to do the work
right, and the operator may experi-

begin with warm water and gradually
increase the temperature, In a little
time he will learn to apply the water
as it should be. Immediately after
filling the watering-pot, when the
water is bot, he will give a quick or
instantaneous dash, and this will be
sufficient to destroy all the worms;
after the water has partly cooled, the
washing will be continued longer. The
great advantage of this treatment is
that the cabbages are left perfectly
clean.—Country Gentleman.

— The faster and more gentle a cow
is milked the greater will be the
amount - given.—Slow milkers always
gradually .dry up a cow, and for the
reason that if the milk be not drawn
about as fast as it is given down, it will
subsequently be withheld, and that

1 withheld is as a matter of course, what

is known as the strip)ings, in fact, the
upper surface of the milk in the udder.
Many milkers draw the milk with a
strong downward pull, in fact, with a
jerk. This should never be allowed ;
it irritates the cow and often injures
the bag. Fill the teat, and with a firm
pressure of the last three fingers empty
it, drawing slightly on the teat and
udder at the same time; so proceed
alternately with each band until the
milk supply is exhausted.

Poultry.

Barn-door fowls were the first with
which ['had any experience; for, when
I first settled upon the farm, there was
no other breed in the neighborkood.
1 bought my stock from several far-
mers, and am willing to acknowledge
that the birds were excellent layers and
affectionate mothers. [ wanted no
better for several years. They began
to fail, however, and I resolved to try
another variety.

White Leghorns: were my next
choice. These | found excellent layers
of large white eggs. Indeed, they were

o|all I desired as layers, but they had

other traits that did not altogether
I found it almost
impossible to keep them in any enclo-
sure, be it ever so high, and, owing to
their naturally wild nature, they were
unsuited to my fancy. As’brooders,
too, they were very poor—miany a set-
ting of eggs was @poiled by  the hens
leaving their nests 'atter sitting for a
week or two. Then again the chicks
that were hatched, and reared were
about two thirds ocockerels, so that it
was difficult to rear enough pullets to
supply all the eggs | wanted, and for
table the birds are of very poor quality
and of small body. Moreover, they
are not extra hardy, so that, on the
whole, they are not an A, No. 1 breed.
and I have altogether discontinued
raising and keeping them.

Black Spanish wes my next venture.
1 found them to. excel the White Leg-
horns in laying qualities, their eggs
being equal in size and color, but more
numerous. The hens, however, were
almost non-sitters, and of the same
wild, restless disposition as the White
Leghborns, all whose other objection
able traits: they also bad.

The Plymouth Rock and Light
Brahmas are the breeds to which I now
confine myself. .exclusively, having dis-
carded the Houdans for various objee
tions, I find either of these varieties
best suited to ‘my fancy. Both kinds
are of large size, docile, good layers,
good mothers, and of ‘excellent quality
for table use. They can be kept in an
enclosure of ordinary height. 1 was
dilatory in getting the Brahmas, on
account of rumors  of their being inve
terate sitters, but such a report is not
well founded. T have had no trouble
1n breaking their disposition to broad
by two, or three days’ continement.
For winter layers they cannot be excel-
led, and the chickens are very hardy.

The Plymouth Rock excels all other
breeds for general use. Fowls of this
variety have all the good qualities of
the Brahmas, are most excellent layers,
very pretty, and among the best fowls
for table use—pullets weighing, when
full grown, from seven to eight pounds,
and cockerels from nine to ten pounds.
