An Act in Relation to the 
Public Health.CHEAPH. H. BANKS, — .roe

(Pcruied the 10th day of Ajrril, A. D., 'S8.)
We publish the following section» of the 

new health act for general information : —
3. In every municipality 

under the provisions of chapter 56, Revised 
Statutes, and amendments thereof, one 
board of health for each polling district in 
said municipality, to he appointed by the 
council of the municipality at. the annual 
meeting. The counuUUir for each polling 
district shall lie chairman of the lmard for 
his district, Provided, however, that if it 
«hall appear to the satisfaction of the coun­
cil that the purposes of this Act may be 
effectually carried out by combining two or 
more {Killing districts under one board, such 
combination may be made, and in such case 
the councillors for such districts shall be 
mendie rs of the board, and the council 
shall designate one of them to aot as chair­
man.

columns of tbe Halifax Chronicle, advo­
cating tbe use of hemp instead of hemp 
end iron in tbe covering of ocean cables. 
The judge baa evidently given tbe sub­
ject a good deal of thought, and hie ar­
ticle is considered to contain such an 
excellent suggestion as to call lor edi­
torial attention in the columns of no 
loss an authority than Ibe Scientific 
American. This paper quotes as fol­
lows i—
“A timely and Instructive letter is that 

of Judge R. L. Weatherbe. He A-fere to 
the rapid impairment of ocean cables, and 
asserts that the cause of this is to be found 
undoubtedly lu the use ot iron, winch rote 
away where hemp would stand. That la 
to aay the golta-pr-rrha which enwraps 
the copper core, should, to his way of 
thinking, have a serving of hemp alone 
instead of hemp sod iron, at oow. He 
aay. that down in those depths of ocean 
where the cables lie, there it not enough 
motion to part a gossamer thread ; it ia 
chemical action, not motion, that is to be 
feared—an action which hemp will read­
ily withstand, but softening iron so that 
one may pare It as he wonld a piece of 
cheese. Any one who baa ever tried a 
jackknife on a propeller or other iron that 
has been iu salt water several years with­
out repainting, will well understand this. 
He says that for eight vests Halifax has 
been connected with the town of Dart­
mouth by a submarine core covered with 
hemp only, and it is as good as new, so 
far as is known, and tbe hempen rigging 
taken not long ago from the wreck of the 
Royal George, sunk In 1783, * la as perfect 
as when submerged.’

How important this subject Is may be 
understood from the feel that thirteen 
cables have been laid across the Atlantic 
at a cost of $75,000,000 which, so far, have 
coat $25,000,000 for repairs; 7,000 miles 
of this is, at this moment, lying abandoned 
because of uneubetaoUallly ; the average 
life of a cable of Ibe present construction 
having been estimated at twelve years.”

But a home mar­
ket can never be provided for the Increas­
ing supply of apple*, which our country is 
continually raising, and which must, In 
tbe future, a* in the past, lorm the prin­
ciple article pf export Irom Annapolis and 
Kings.

The ocean privileges wi re -o< h 
that all 1 bey bad lo do was 10 whip their 
products a lew mile* by rail 10 reach navi­
gation , while our eeeietu brothers bave to 
transport their products hundreds, and in 
some cases, thnimande of mile*, and natur­
ally we have the advantage ; but what 
are tbe produced result* 7 We find, upon 
examination, that, notwithstanding this 
great net oral advantage,!* wai stated, 1 
think, by C. H. Starr, our cost of trans­
port is as great, and In some instances 
greater, than the it’s. And why is this? In 
addition to lbe exorbitant railway tariff, 
which, It is In tbe power of the Dominion 
Government to remedy, and which the as* 
socialion, by resolution, has asked them to 
remedy. We bave a line of steamers sub­
sidised to the tune of some $25,000, giving 
them, virtually, a monopoly of the ooeno 
transport, Tbe enterprise and pluck of 
Mr. Whitman has, it is true, in the past 
done much to keep tbe subsidized line In 
check ; hot, bis ventures, have only proved, 
what a little reflection, on our part, would 
lead us to conclude, that steamers unac­
quainted with our coast and unenbsidlxed, 
cannot compete with a regular subsidised 
line. Tbe extra risk ol lbe Annapolis line 
must make our farmers distrustful, while 
tbe Dominion subsidy to the regular Fur­
ness line gives It every advanlage in com­
petition, so that it must eventually gain 
its point, which is evidently the monopoly 
of tbe steam transportation of Nova Scotia 
to London.

How to remedy this should be the ques­
tion of every practical Frnlt Grower. We 
cannot afford to raise apples tor the pur­
pose of enriching a line of steamers, and 
this year at least that has been the practi­
cal result, the height being $1.10 per bbl., 
while the producer has got on an wveiage 
about fifty cents, sometimes having money 
to pay out.

Tbe bill relating to bills ol exchange, 
cheques and promissory notes, fotrodneed 
at Ottawa, Tuesday, by the Minister of 
Justice, Is a bulky affair and covers a mass 
of details. Tbe objects generally are :— 
To assimilate, as far as possible, the laws 
of all the Provinces on tbe subject ; to 
make onr laws conform, as nearly aa may 
be, to that of Britain, and to formulate in 
a statute the customs of baokere and bus­
iness men and the principles of the com­
mon law on the euject. Tbe measure is 
to come Into force on tbe first of Septem­
ber next. Tbe only respect in which un­
iformity in tbe Provinces la not secured 
la In the matter of holidays, in which re­
gard Quebec is made aa exception from 
the rest. The principle difference as com­
pared with the English statute, of which 
It la in the main a verbatim copy, is that 
when the lest day ol grace fella on Sun­
day the Canadian custom, instead of the 
English law, is followed in mskiog pay­
ment due on tbe succeeding day and not 
tbe day before. Among 4be provisions 
are tbe following A bill ie payablu to 
bearer on which the last endorsement is 
in blank. A bill is payable to order which 
Is made payable to a particular person, un. 
less prohibition of transfer is expressed 
or to be inferred. A «title cheque is held 
to be overdue when it has been in circula 
lion an unreasonable length of time, the 
question of reasonable lime to be left as a 
matter of I act. Where tbe bolder of a 
draft could not with reasonable dlliger.ee 
present it tor acceptance before It falls due 
the delay Is excused and the matter is 
•till bound. Persona who consent to tbe 
material alteration of a bill and subse­
quent endorsers are liable on the bill.—
