—TuE events now taking place in the
United States senate are opening the eyes
of the people of that nation to a serious de-
fect in their legislative machinery. It is
now two months since the president called
congress together in extra session. A finan-
cial crisis existed at the time, caused, the
president declared in his proclamation sum-
moning congress, by the operation of unwise
laws, which it was necessary should be re-
pealed at the earliest possible moment. The
president and a majority of both houses
favored the repeal of these laws, and at once
steps were taken to carry out the wish of
the majority by the introduction of bills to
repeal the silver parchase clauses of the so-
called Sherman act. Two months have
passed since then, yet these unwise laws are
not yet repealed. With the exception of a
resolution providing for the payment of
travelling expenses of the members of both
houses, these two months have been entirely
barren of any results whatever. Day after
day and week after week have passed, yet
the friends of silver in the senate have thus

_ far been able to block all legislation and
prevent what the presidéent and a majority
of both houses, backed by an overwhelming
majority of the people, so earnestly desire.
No vote can be taken so long as any member
has the floor, and the silver men announce
their ability to occupy the floor till Christ-
mas or longer if necessary. Everything like
serious debate has long since ceased, and the
time is now mainly taken up with roll-calls,
reading of newspaper extracts, and other
documents. At first, the people were rather
amused ‘with the novel performance; but of
late this feeling has given way to one of
surprise, mingled with indignation. People
are beginning to see that they are now
brought face to face with a serious constitu-
tional problem, a case where the majority
do not rule.

This meeting of congress in August last
was everywhere hailed as the dawn of a new
era. Fer the first time since the war the
affairs of the nation were in the hands of a
president and both houses of congress of the
democratic faith, and great things were ex-
pected in the way of reforms of the tariff
and silver legislation. How bitterly have
all such expectations been disappointed thus
far.

At present an attempt is being made to
hold continuous sessions, day and night,
and in this way tire the silver men out.
This expedient, however, is not likely to
prove saccessful, and it now looks as if the
anti-silver men will be compelled to yield
and consent to some compromise measure,
which is all the silver men hope for.

In the British and Canadian parliaments
such & dead-lock as this is impossible, as
under the rules of these houses a vote can be
forced at any time the leaders wish. The
American senate, on the contrary, has al-
ways prided itself on being the most digni-
fied and august legislative body on earth,
where neither closure rules nor gag laws
were necessary or allowed. -Its present ex-
perience is likely to show the folly of these
lofty pretensions, and to lead to the adop-
tion of some wholesome rules whereby that
frezdom of speech, of which our neighbors
are so accustomed to boast, will be properly
guarded and restricted. In all popular as-
sembles the majority must rule. When the
will and wish of the majority cannot prevail,
anarchy and confusion follow, and parlia-
mentary - government becomes a failure.
For this reason, the present dead-lock in the
senate affords the students of constitutional

history much room for speculation.
s

Teachers’ Association.

The Fourteenth Annual Meeting of the
Teachers’ Association of Inspectoral District
No. 4, convened in the Temperance Hall, at
Bear River, on Thursday, Oct. 12th, and
was duly called to order at 10 a.m. by the
president, L. 8. Morse, M. A.

In the absence of the secretary, L. B. Den-
ton, O. P. Goucher was appointed secretary

pro tem.

The minutes of last meeting, held at Dig-
by, were read and adopted.

The following officers were appointed for
ensuing year: Vice-president, W. M. Me-
Vicar; Sec'y-Treas., O. P. Goucher; Eaxecu-
tive Commuttee, 1. M. LonEgley, Helen A.
Vidito, 8. C. Shaffoer and Emma J. Bacon.

The annual dues were then collected.

The first paper on the programme, ‘‘Econ-
omy of Forces,” was presented by B. J.
Messenger, of Freeport. In this paper, the
objects of true teaching were first considered,
and hints given from the personal experience
of the writer, as to the methods to be used
in gaining those objects. Theaims of teach-
ing were considered under three heads: (1)
The pupil should be taught to concentrate
atteution; (2) the pupil should be taught to
think independently; (3) that proper expres-
sion be developed.

The qualities necessary in reaching them,
approximately, were considered w th the
least expenditure of forces at the teacher’s
command. The qualities spoken of were:
thoroughness, accuracy and terseness, both
on the part of teacher and pupil. The pa-

r was valuable and helpful, and provoked
considerable discussion from Dr. Hall, G. B.
MecGill and Principal Longley.

Dr. Hall’s strong points were,—focalize
efforts; do not duplicate the work. Mr.
McGill said: While the author formulated
one educational maxim, every sentence of
the paper wight be considered as such. A
man’s ediication is measured by his ability
to do. Teaching children to do is leading
them on the right road. The training of
immortal minds should so impress the teach-
er that all efforts should tend to right devel-
opment. Principal Longley was g ad to get
back to our association. The paper, he said,
was a live one. It was not the reproduction
of text-book material, but the outgrowth of
the teacher’'sownsoul: not onlfy the outgrowth
of life, but the outgrowth of method. We
are after' self-improvement. The teacher
who does not aim in this line, is not the suc-
cessful one.

By the passing of the ¢ Question Box”
several questions of interest were gathered,
and one, of Grammar, discussed by S. C.
Shaffner, Dr. Hall, G. B. McGill an AD
Brown, after which meeting adjourned.

AFTERNOON SESSION.

Meeting was called to order at 1.30 by
the president. The discussion of questions
begun in the morning was resumed and
continued for a balf hour. The roll-call
followed, which showed about one hundred
teachers in attendance.

The second paper on the programme,
<« Fiow the Teacher should spend his time
out of School,” was read by Miss Mabel
Fash. She said much depends on the way
the teacher spends his time out of school,
and considered her paper under the follow-
ing heads: (1) Due regard should be paid to
health; (2) the teacher should make prepara-
tion for the coming day; (3) the claim which
society has upon the teacher. She closed
her excellent paper by exhorting to teach
by example as well as by precept. In dis-
cussing the paper Mr. Longley said he was
impressed with one thought—that teachers
are placed in responsible positions. They
are not only engaged in developing the
mind, but are dealing with immortal natures.
They belong to the highest and noblest call-
inito which anyone can be called. Have a
noble ideal, because nothing can be truly
accomplished without it. ~G. B. Me&ill
and Dr. Hall spoke in high praise of the
paper. .

Then follow difficul-
ties of instruction. These may bewvercome
by a careful study in the art of aptly illus-
trating any difficult subject. Above all
mentioned means in overcoming difficulties
is the spirit of the true teacher. Rewards
come to him in self-development and watch-
ing the development of others. They do
not come from pecuniary gain, but as the
salaries are on the increase, let us hope that
it is the gleam of the dawn which betokens
the perfect day. In closing, Mr. Shields
said, ** While we wait let us work, for as the
salaries increase so must the qualifications of
teachers.”

The New Schoolhouse at Paradise.

Scarcely any feature of a community is
more commendablé than the possession of
respectable public buildings. In this re-
spect few, if any places of its size, will sur-

ass our neighboring village of Paradise.
ts place of worship is commodious and con-
venient, and is an ornament to the locality.
Considerable interest is just now manifested
in the movement to secure a suitable public
hall. We hope that the interest therein
will assume such tangible shape as will
effect, in the near future, the realization of
a desire in this respect, and ensure the pcs-
session of so desirable a building as will
meet the needs and please the ambition of
the acknowledged intellectual taste of the
majority of the people. But the new school-
building is at present attracting most atten-
tion. 1t is truly a building to be admired,
and will bear and repay the closest inspec-
tion. It is nearly square, with a mansard
roof of pleasing design and containing two
storeys, the upper storey being occupied by
the Principal, and the lower by the prepara-
tory department. In the general plans,
especial care has been exercised in reference
to the essential conditions of light and ven-
tilation. Each of the rooms is 30x32 ft.
by 14 in height of ceiling, and contain three
large windows at the side and .two at the
end. There are suitable entries, cloak-
rooms, ete. The inside finish is of the best
seasoned spruce, while the painting and
trimmings produce a most pleasing effect.
The comfortable seats and desks are from
the Bridgetown Foundry. The painting of
the exterior has also been done in an artistic
manner; the upper part of thé roof in a cherry
red; the lower part slate; and the main walls,
cream color with appropriate trimmings.
Both around the walls and roof are four
courses of artistically arranged shingles,
which greatly adds to the attractiveness of
the building. The Balcom Bros. had the
general contract. The plastering was done
by the Gibson Bros., of this town; and the
painting was also performed by some of our
Jocal artists. It is the general expression
that all the work has been done well and
very satisfactorily. DParadise is to be con-
gratulated upon its excellent school-house,
which will compare very favorably with that
of any other village in the province.

Fruit Growing in Annapolis Valley.

In the October number of the Canadian
magazine, Attorney General Longley of Nova
Scotia has a finely illustrated article on
¢ Fruit Growing in Annapolis Valley.”

After describing the location and bound-
aries of the valley, Mr. Longley says: It
was not until 1863 that any genuine interest
was taken in fruit growing. * * * The
probable acreage in fruit culture in the
whole valley in 1860 was about 2500 acres.
# #» * THe total acreage at present is
estimated at 12,800 acres with, at least 8000
acres covered with young trees which have
not yet begun to bear. The products in
barrels in 1860 as nearly as can be estimated
would not exceed 30,000; the product for
the year 1893 will be at least 300,000 bar-
rels, and is necessarily increasing at a rap id
rate each year.” Mr. Longley attributes
the success of this enterprise in a large
measure to the efforts of the Fruit Growers’
Association, a society formed in 1863.

After referring to the difficulties encount-
ered in meeting the demands of the English
market, the writer says: *‘ I may state that
the estimated export to Great Britain in
1873 was less than 10,000 barrels; the export
last year was over 130,000 barrels.” And
¢ the product during the last 20 years has
not been less than two and one-balf million
barrels,”

¢The Annapolis Valley,” writes Mr. Long-
ley, *“ has other resources beside that of agri-
culture; splendid deposits of iron have been
discovered in two or three places, and one of
the mines at Torbrook, Annapolis county, is
being extensively worked by Mr. R. G.
Leckie, and is supplying ore for the London-
derry Iron and Steel Works.

Mr. Longley concludes the article by ex-

ressing the belief that, with *‘its natural
uties and numerous advantsges as a place
of residence, and with a soil and climate so
formed by nature, there can scarcely be a
doubt that in course of time, with proper
energy and enterprise on the part of its peo-
ﬁle, the Annapolis Valley will be the happy
ome of very many thousands of prosperous
and progressive people.”

Agricuituval,

Culture of Bulbs.

The culture of bulbs, both for winter
blooming in the house and for early spring
display in the garden, is greatly increased
in this country, showing that this most ele-
gant class of flowers is rapidly gaining popu-
larity. It is an established fact that those
who once try them will never be again with-
out them, and will increase their collection
as rapidly as possible. No class of flowers
are so sure to succeed and please beyond
expectations as hardy bulbs. Cultivated in
pots, they bloom profusely in any window,
and brighten the most dreary mid-winter
days. Planted in the garden, they are the
first flowers to greet us in the early spring,
and with their masses of bright colors they
make gay and fragrant our garden and
yards, which would otherwise be dreary
enough.

Any garden soil will grow bulbs well, but
it must be drained so that water will not lie
on the surface for any length of time, or the
bulbs will be likely to rot

After planting, and before winter sets in,
cover the beds with a good dressing of
leaves, say five or six inches in depth, over
these throw a little brush to prevent blowing
off. Tf the leaves cannot be obtained read-
ily, coarse manure will answer. In the
spring, rake off the covering, taking off
about half at first and then wait a week
before removing the remainder. Nothing
more is required except to destroy the weeds.

Destroying Weeds.

Every season the question is agitated
concerning the destruction of noxious weeds.
Poison ivy, dock, Canada thistle and dande-
lions are the subject of varied inquiries.
Intelligent gardeners know that no plant can
live long without leaves, and Meehan tells
the readers of his Monthly if a plant is cut
off to the ground soon after making leaves in
spring it is generally destroyed at once.
but sometimes another or second growth
will appear of & more or less weak character,
and if this is again cut the plant will surely
die. Nothing is easier than to destroy these
weeds when this principle is kept in mind.
The writer of this paragraph has known a
whole half acre of Canada thistle entirely
eradicated by having a boy cut them beneath
the ground with a knife early in spring.
Very few shot up leaves the second time,
but these were again cut as soon as perceived
and the result was to eventually destroy
every plant. It did not cost $10 to do it.

Why Cows Give Down Milk.

To make a cow milk easily she should be
kept as contented as possible. If worried,
there is sure to be some tension of the mue-
cles which retain the milk, and this holds it
up. Usually a feed that a cow likes will re-
move the worry, and the holding-up muscles
will be relaxed. It has often had this effect
on cows that were worrying about the re-
moval of their calves. A cow's materndl
affection is active, but her memory is not' so
strong as to make her think of her calf while
she is eating. If the milker is careful, it
is quite possible that the cow may for the
time think her calf is sucking, and so give
her milk more readily than she otherwise
would. We haveseen cows that after milk-
ing was over would look around and show
their disappointment plainly in not seeing
their calves, as they evidently expected.

Children’s Teeth.

The close connection between the malig-
nantfform of sore throat, so common among
little children, and decayedteeth has already
attracted the attention of wise physiciana.
It is a too common thing for mothers to
allow their children to grow up without any
care of their teeth, under the impression
that the first teeth are only temporary, and
it is natural that they should decay. It is
now known, however, that these teeth, if
allowed to decay, become the habitation of
the foulest bacteria, and it is already con-
jectured that this is & frequent cause of
diphtheria and kindred diseases, which at-
tack little children more virulently than they
do adults,

It is the greatest mistake to allow a child
to be careless about its teeth. From the
moment a child-is born its mouth should be
washed out daily or semidaily with cold
water, and as soon as "teeth appear a soft
baby brush should be used. When the
child is able to use & brush for himself he
should be taught to brush his teeth at the
back as well as the front, for the foulest
secretions of tartar, which causes the decay
of the teeth, usaally find a resting-place at
the back of the teeth.

Any spot of decay in a child’s teeth should
be promptly attended to, cleaned out and
filled with some soft cemént to arrest its
growth. There is probably no morefruitful
cause of disease of the throat and stomach
than foul teeth in childhowod. Clear cold
water and a brush are all that a child needs
*for his teeth regularly. Once a week the
teeth should be scrubbed thoroughly with
white Castle soap and water, using a
brush. The soap tends, it is said, to des-
troy any animalculae, bat it should not be
used oftener, as it causes the enamel to turn
yeliow.

has been used to some extent to. hide early
| rancidity and other faults in butter, and the
| better the butter is made the less salt it re-
| quires for that purpcse. While formerly an
| ounce to the pound is often used, only one-
| half to three-quarters of an ounce is now
used for & pound of butter by the best
makers. — Daily Messenger.

For the Sickroom.

Do not keep a sick person too long in one
room without taking him out and fumigat-
ing it. Put sulphaur in an iron or earthen-
ware pan that will stand the heat, and set it
| on bricks placed in another and larger pan
| containing water up to the top of the bricks.
| Set the sulphur on fire; close all the win-
dows and crevices so that it may not escape.
Loosen and hang upon chairs all the clothing
to be freshened; keep the door closed six or
eight hours; then open all the windows and
freely ventilate the room for a day. Noth-
ing rests a sick person so much as to think
of the pure clean room he is lying in.

—Housekeepers are well acquainted with
the fact that apples stored in cellars are in-
varibly coated with a slight covering of
mould or mildew, and the painstaking woman
polishes the fruit with a clean cloth in order
that the ruddy skin of the apples may show
to advantage. There is however, a deeper
reason than the wsthetic one for the removal
of the coating, for the tiny fringe of which
it is composed has been known to bredd diph-
theria among apple-eating children. The
mould is a poisonous substance, and is ex-
ceedingly harmful to the human system.
