For more titan thirty years tho AblÔé
('oliatàtti ad )4.011u cialéô etthe littde
villago which idept Lucre in the plain,
oaa th(% haiaka eofaasîcider atroain called
L-à Liz'itte.

'l'ho AIaIa'iConstantin w~as walking
lay the wali whicii aarrounded the park
ot the caetle of L:)ngu-val ; aut last ho
reached the otranco gae wlîicb rL'ted
high aan aivaîon twe ancieut, pillars
of atarit-, c'uabrowaated and gnawed by
tinte. Tite Curé 8toppcec ud imourn-
fuliy regarded twao immîîense litue poe-
tera ictd on the piliera.

The pester8annnouuicpd tbat on
Wednesdoy, iMay 18. 1881, ut oe
a'clock t'3r. wuld cako place, before

the Civil Tribaunal of Souvigny, the
eaie of the demain of L-)ngueval, divid.
ed into four lots.

1. The castle of Lingueval, its de.
pendenIciea, fine pieces o f water, exten-
sive offices, park of one hundred and
fifty hectares in extent. compieteiy
surrounded by a wall, and traveraed
hy the littie river Lizotte. Vaiced at
six hundreci thotieand francs.

2. The farm of La Rtozer:iie, two
hundred and fift 7 hecanres, vaiupd at
four hundred tbousand francs.

3. Tao farm of Blanche Couronne,
thrqo hundred hectares, valued at five
huudred thousarad francs.

4. The woodes ad forpets of La
Mienne, containing four hundred and
fifty hectares, valued at five hundred
and fifty thorusaand francs.

And these four amnountla added to-
gethor et the font of the bill gave the
respectable aura of two millions and
fit ty thonsnnd francs.

Then tba'ywere really going ta dis-
mernberthis in agni fi cent dom ain, which,
escaping nl mutilation, had for more
than two centuries always transmitted
intact froia faths-r to son in the fauiily
ef Longueval. The placards alze an-
nennced that niter tho tenîporary di-
vision into four lots it would ha' posai.
hie te unite themn again and ofl'er for
sale the eatira demain ; but it wasaa
very large morse], and te ail appearanco
no purchaser wouid presont himaecf.

The Marqiuise cde LDngue.val had died
six alenthe hefora'. In 1873 ahe had
loat her only tien, Rol ert de Loinguval ;
the tbrea hin werp the' grand children
of thn Marquise, Pip.rr(., 1H-lene nnd
Camnille. It had ben foeund neceas iry
to ofle-r the demain fer aile, as Helena
and Càmilio vere minora. Pierre, n
young mait threc.and tweîîty, had
lived rather fa;t, waa alrcady hait.
raiued, and could not bepc' to redem
Linguevni.
