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THE GRECIAN GRIEVANCE.

The return of Gladstone to power has, for the time being, given a
quigtus to the Grecian movement on Albania.  When the Balkan difticulties
were settled by the Borlin ‘Treaty, it was stipulated that Iastern Roumelia
should remain an integral portion of the ‘Turkish Fmpire, while the district
surrounding Janina, in the Southern portion of Albania, was to be placed
utder the control of the Greek Government. The latter portion of the
contract has never been carried out by the Porte; and Greece has been
restrained from taking forcible possession of the territory, only by the
unwillingness of the Great Powers to cieate fresh disturbanc:s.  Her right
to the rich pasture lands in which )anina or Epirus is located -is frankly
ackuowledged by both Bismarck and Gladstone, but these statesmen lear
that an armed assertion of this right wonld result in a general European
war, the outcome of which might be disastrous to the interests of Germany,
Austria, and Britain, and favorable to those of Russia. While Greece has
thus for years been pracefully biding the time when she should annex
Jauina, Prince Alexander of Bulgaria quietly annexes Lastern IRoumclia
which, according to the treaty, was to remain directly under the control of
the Porte. This exasperated the Greeks beyond measure, and had it not

|

been that Servia first took the ficld against the Bulgarians, the Greeks would .

undoubtedly have endeavored to prevent the unicn of Roumeclia with
Bulgaria. Now that the Porte has acquiesced in the territorial extension of
Buigaria, Greece rises up as one man to claim the recoguition of her
sovereignty in Southcrn Albania; but the powers hold her in clieck, fearing
the consequences of a Turko-Grecian conflict. Iastern Roumelia to remain
a Dortion of the Turkish Empire ; Southern Albania to be placed under the
contro! of Greece so reads the treaty. After the lapse of a few years
Eastern Roumelia is annexed by Buigaria, while Southern Albania remains
an integral portion of the Turkish Empire. Nations may unite in framing
treaties ; but, after all, their enforcement largely depends upon the force of
circumstances.
———

THE GREAT IRISH{ QUESTION.

The great question which the Gladstone Ministry is called upon to solve
is that of Irish Land Reform. Compared with this, Irish Home Rule sinks
into comparative insignificance. It may now be taken as a foregone conclusion
that Gladstone will grant to Ireland such a measure of Home Rule as wilt
fully meet her requirements and will at the same time not in any way
endanger the integrity of the Empire. But the great question, as we
before said, with which Gladstone has to deal, 1s that which underlies Home
Rule—the question of reform in the Land Laws. That this is the case is
shown from tho fact that the Salisbury Ministry was defeated upon Jesse
Colling's amendment to the address, in which regret was expressed thiat the
government had not declared its intention of introducing a2 measure dealing
with the sccurity of tenure and the cquitable allotment of Jand. Ireland's
curse has been absentee landlordism ; this has kept the country in a state
of poverty and reduced her people to a condition little short of serfdom.
Under the existing laws the lrish peasantry have no opportunity to earn
niore than a bare subsistance. Industry on their part might add to the
wealth of the landlord, but would not in any way increase the comfort of
the peasants.  Their utter inability to acquire land, and the knowledge that
the products of their labor were unduly taxed, have fostered a feeling of
discontent which has gradually increased 1o such a pitch of indignation as
to make it impossible for the landiords to secure even a fair return in the
form of rentals. The question thus assumes a double phase. Landlords
cry out for assistance in enabling them to collect rents, and the peasantry
demand the abolition of a system which has kept them in such a state of
abject poverty. The union of Great Britain and Ireland must be preserved
at all hazards. An Irish Republic can only exist in the mind of an

" enthusiast, but the surest and most efiective way in which to avoid a civil
war and prevent the possibility of disruption is 1o grant 1o the Irish people
the proprietorship of the soil which they cultivate, thus enabling them to
enjoy to the full the products of their honest labor.

Much divensity of opinion is, of course, to be expected from men whog
political leanings are diverse ; but on this vexed question of the value of
the Chinee as an immigrant, even conscientious and disiuterested men diff |
widely. This difference must arise from the toa prevalent habit of judgin,
all by a few. Applying so misleading a test, one could mnko out the people
of any nation to be the best or the worst in the world.  ‘T'he only rat-cate
we ever saw was an Inglishman ; the filthiest family we ever saw wer
from the Channel Islands. Were we to generalize from such data, we
might find ourselves in the position of the gentlemau who, having once seey
a I'rench baby christened on board a ship, retained for life the impression
that all French babies have long noses. Not many’ will confess to such
reasoning ; yet we sce undoubted evidence of it at every turn.  As a matter
of fact, men, even in a semi-civilized state, are so diverse that it is only
after the most extended experience and the most careful comparisons tha
any given quality can be safely predicated of a nation in general. It , |
therefore impossible to judge the many by the few, and it is manifesty
uusafe to accept as incontrovertible the statements of those who follow oy
the maxim with which this article is headed,  from one learn all.”

ciate the political institutions under which sge is governed, should b
prepared to give the Premier the support to which they deem he is entitled,
‘Those who belicve that a change of administraticn would be advantageous
to the country, and feel confident that under the leadership of the Hon. §
Edward Blake a ncw era of prosperity would dawr upon the land, should
not neglect to qualify themselves to give practical expression to their views
through the ballot. The country is safe so long as its government remains
in the hands of its people, and it is therefore incumbent upon ecach man
who desires to uphold good govermment that he should at least cvince his |§
interest by assuring himself that his name has been properly placed wpon
the authorized list of voters. Remember that unless a man entitled to 2
vote is properly registercd, his right to the Franchise counts for nothing.

A NEEDED REFORM.

I'rom an article in a recent number of the Indiana Sclkool Journdl, it
appears that one long school-term, wherever tried in the United States, has B
been demonstrated as superior to two short ones. Public opinion in Nova §
Scotia is, we verily believe, quite strong enough in favor of one long term
to warrant the abolition of the present system of dividing the school year.
When we asked for an expression of opinion as to the advisability of adopt.
ing one long school-term in this Province, the articles that followed, writtea
by cducationists in various parts of the Proviuce, were almost without
exception in favor of the suggested change. And it seems to us that the
preponderance of argument in favor of it was quite 2s remarkable as the
paucity of the objections against it. ‘The proper authorities will, we hope, |
remember these facts and act in accordance with the desire and requirements i
of the Province.

Several persons have written in THE Critic, and several in other §
Halifax papers, i’ advocacy of one long school-term. One, and no more
than one, as far as we know, attempted a defence of the terms as now
cxisting.  While the latter won our respect by rcason of his gallant
chan:pioning of a dying cause, he failed to show conclusively that the
change we advocated should not be made. Some of his reas.aing, how
ever, suggested the possible necessity of naking special termal ar,2ngements
for one class of school sections if one long term should be adopted. §
Several of our Inspectors of schools have repeatedly pronounced tho habit
of too frequently changing teachers to be ke retarder of educational
progress in many sectiens.  One long school-term would certainly diminish
this custom and its concomitant evils,

RAMBLING NOTES ON BURMALL
(CONTINUED).

It is a noblo furm of 10ligion, is the Buddbists, Christian like in its
moral teachitgs, and in its coromonial, clusely resombling Catholicism It
has madoe of the Buruian, and his alter ego tho Japanese, the most hospitable,
pleasant manneied people in tho Eastern world.  So much does it approach
to Christianity that it is hard to convert the Burmese. * Owt religion samo
like yours, what for ehangeo,” they tell me, said the Roman Catholic Bishop
of Mandiay. He was a Frenchman, but had spent years awmongst them,
and prosided overs a small congregation in that city, mostly descendants of
Christian Hindoos, who, years ngo. had been bronght us captives into Bui-
mah, ¢ We cin make no headway nmongst thom, aud just for that reason.”
Nor do I beligve that other missionaries have beon more successful. And
now a word as to missionaries in the East, :

Suppose we are travelling in the Mofussil, up country, in India. We
roach a station where a few Kuropeans are located, lost amidst the secthing
native population ; a judge, siy; an assistant collector; an inspector of
police ; a rovenue survey ofticer, a few members of tho I). P. W.. and &
doctor. “ Whoso house s that? we sk, that fino one rising from tho treos,”
a8 wo enter the station. ** Missionary Salub," is invariably the answer.
Partaking of all the comfurts an Lastern lifs affurds, mixing frecly in the
gociety of the plice, in the company of a wife, consigned tu him, perhaps,
from Europe, like a bale of goods, by his soulsaving socioty, drawing good
pay, and using the liberdd funds at Lis disposal to attract with four-anna
bait the starving Catechumen, dieguizing the bitter pill of Christianity in
the gilded coating of gratuitous education—rather a shoppy simile—the Mis-
sionary leads a not unpleasant life, varied by an occasional visit to Europe,
whero tho much suffering (1) man is petted and feasted, and becomes the
chiof hero of many a tea-fight.

‘That there are brands saved frow the burning, as he would probably term
it, I have no doubt ; neither do I doubt that there are many zealous, good
men amongst them  But, after all, is not a whole Hindoo better than a half
Christian? If in India, yoursolves, you would not toleiate a Christian ser-
vant n your Luuse , and for this reason, that Ramaswamy or Hinduo Khan
will nut touch liquor fur one thing, his religion furbids it , but our regoner-
ated domestics will, and like it  Besides your Hindoo or Mussulman
servant has a caste or a p. ..ion to forfeit , your Christian, by the mero fact
of his conversion, boculues ati vuteast and « parial, if he were any better
beforo it.

Amongst casto mon, it is rare to find a Christian, and no wendcr. Thrast
forth from the family circle, put under a Lao, deserted by wifo and children
often, deprived of all sucial standing, the converted Hinduo gots in exchange
for the gaudy ceremonial of Siva or Vishnu the cold, ill-comprehended dog-
mas of the foreigner's doctrine, Is it strango that he clings to or returns to
tho faith of his fathers which is buund up with every phase of his public
and dumestic existenco?  This, certuinly, applies more to India than to
Burmah, whero caste, luckily, is unknown. And hore, let me add, that the
attractive worship of the Catholic (“hurch, appealing, as it doee, to the
senses of tho Oriental, draws more converts than other furms of Christianity,
and this is aided considerably by the different manner in which her missions
are conducted.

Tho Roman Catholic Church. on Ler Foreign Missions, has not at her
disposal the vast sutus contributed by Exeter Hall and tho various Protestant
Societies, towards Christianizing the Lastern nations.  And a pity it is to mo
80 tnuch money should go abread, for have we not tho heathen and savage in
our midst, who neced the missionary as much as the mild Hindoo or our
friand the vivacious Burman.

At the Artillery station, where 1 passed four pleasant years, near Madras,
thero lived a venualle Trish priest, named Furde, who had spent forty
years of his life in Indiy, without once visiting his nalive country. As
chaplain to the troups, he drow a salary of sumo 300 rupecs a month, about
tho equivalent of a subaltern’s pay, and just sufficient fur a Europeas iw live
decently upon with cconomy. Out of his 300 rupees, Father Forde was
allowed 70 by his Thstiop, the balance guing to support other missionaries in
the diveese.  Mi siunaries living, some of them out in the jungle, clothed,
fed, and hcused like the natives, sharing with them all the privations and
migeries of their vxistonee. Is it to be wondered at that such men mako
converls ?

Anather instance. At the Jesuit School of Vanguard, in Paris, lately
closed by order of Gambettr and his su-called liberal crew. wo had as teacher,

soldier. A fine, handsomo, nnd lnrgu-homod follow hio wes, whoso brains
would havo commanded n high position in the world, whose eloquonce would
havoe adorned tho pulpits of Notro Dame or St. Ronqte, fit compéro of Poros
Folix and Ravignan, a prodigy in fact, in our boyish eyes. Wu all looked
forward to a brilliant carcor for him in the church. A few ycaw ago, paesing
thiough Shanghai, on my way homo frem India, I visited thoe Jesuit Collego
and Observatory in theco parts.  Tho Josuits have been muny years estdb-
liehed in China ns astronomers, ‘To my surprise and delight, I found that
my old friend and teacher, P——d, wns in tho neighborhood. You will
oxpect to hear, porhaps, that he was a professor in tho collegs, a ¢ shining
light! in tho obsorvatory, at luast a teacher in the native sshool. Not at all.
With shayen-head and plaited pig-tail, clad in the thick cotton hose and silk
jacke tho Chinaman, ho was laboring some hundred wiles away, in the
,d!ving as o nativo amongst the natives, far from all intercourse with

Jeutbheage; his lifo in his hand, and not knowing the momeont ho would
hava'to gay forfoit with it, for his zeal aud his audacity in the cause of his
muster.  Now, that is whoat I call o wissionaty. Not that the Catholic
Church has a monopoly of such heroes.  On the roturn voyage from Burmah to
Ludia, wo picked up at Masulipatam, a Protestant Missionary, with a wifo’
aud children, Ho was in tho last stage of diseaso, hoctic and hollow-
checked, used up by fover and dysentery, and hard work in tho Burines
swampe, for you can call them nothing better. I becamo acquainted with
him, and tried to serve him professionally, though he too. knew something
of medicine, most of these men do, and it contributes to their success, such
a8 it i3, with tho natives. I found ho had como from Nova Scotia, sent out
by the Society, Ie told mo of all tho hard work and privations he had
gone through, the outcomo of which would soon be an obscure grave in
India. But ho was patient nad uncomplaining ; and the only thing I heard
him lony for, was the tasto of a good Annapolis applo. He thought it
would do him good. Poor follow, I beliovo he died shortly after. T

T NORTH-WEST INDIANS.
L

I'he ludian poblem in the North-West appeais to ho now presonting
itsolf in an aspect somewhat different from that of the past. The influx of
population,and thespanning of the great streteh of wild domain,from the Lakes
to the Rockies, by the C.P.1., and its projected feadors has thrown us into the
very midst ¢f a race who have always considored thomselves (and rightfully
too) the owners of tho soil, and freo to roam hundreds and thousands of
miles without olestation, with no rostraining hand to check their going and
coming, but the over-powering forces of nature.

Tho Hudson Bay Co. were hailed by the Indians at first with suspicion,
but afterwards with feclings of delight, when thoy saw what great advan-
tages of trading theso pionoers hold out to thom, more especially when the
new comers conformed somewhat to their mode of living and intormarried with
them. It iz only sinco tho land has been taken out of the Company's hands,
and civilization has mado its stride westwardly, that wo hear of any trouble
of importance springing up; and it is rathor curious to think what would
have been the futuro of these peoplo if the Company held possession through
all time, ay in the days of old. Extinction of somo kind would bave beon
the outcome, cither a gradual dying out through discase and a diminution in
tho birth-rate, or absorption, probably a combination of both. It is aston-
ishing tv noto the progress that this absorption proccss has already mada in
the land ; and we note as wmany varieties of misxed blood here as in the West
Indics. Evon somo of the best families throughout the country havo a tinge
of savage blood cuwising through their veins, much to their credit, ov rather
aain, for when removed to the side of the white, it seoms to give a yuicken-
ing and eoxccutive forco to tho intellectual facultics. \When not so far
removed, the wost marked traits of each seom to come prominently forward.

Tho Metis or half-breed always stood between the two races in timo of
necessity, and always will; aud it is through their influenco alone in the
future, that wo will have to dopend on our continued friendliness with tho
Indians. [t is diflicult fo stato how many moro cases of bloodshed we would
have chrouicled, if they had stood silently by in thq last rebellion. Messrs.
Towanlock aud Delaney, with others, no doubt, owe their lives to this sym-
pathy of blood.

The Hudson Bay Compauy's officials are seldom molostad or injured in
any way when trouble occurs, for the simple roason that the Indisns have
received so many favors from the Company, aro trustad with goods on credit,
ta bo returned in tho shapo of furs, etc.; and from a long intercourse,
thoroughly understood cach other, and thoir freedom is not interfered with,
In fact, to agreat extent, they have buon troated as children, which has
gpoiled them for tho more rigid and exacting treatiment thoy are now receiv-
ing. Though most of theso officinls are Scotch, and naturally stern, it would
be diflicult lv find sny amongst thetn who are in anyway harsh or oxacting.

The buffulo and the rod man seom curiously related in thoir past and
present history. Both have had their ordained period of existenca, and tho
curtain is now falling sadly over this dissolving scono of the immutable law
of tho survival of tho fittest. Oue of tho prominent actors has alroady
almost disappeared. Last yoar, a small herd of buffalo were roansing in the
valley of Missouri. LThey have beon exterminated ; and the ouly remnant
left, ace a fow individuals in tho vicinity of the Penitentiary, ut Stonoy
Mountain, about 28 miles from Winnipeg, closolv watched and protected ;
whilst within the walls of the samo building, a common prisoner, is one of
the finest specimens of the type of a North Amorican Indian, Chief Pound:

maker. Doth dependent upon tho freo will of & new comer for iheir

when I was a studont, a young priest, named P~——d, who had been a |oxistenco. Curious fated change of circumstanco, indoed.
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Let us picture 1o oursolves the Indian, as ho was in tho past, end the
gradual change from thenco to the presont, 7The buffslo, deer, moose, olk,
or othor large gsmo, they covered tho land, and wero always near at hand.
His Jife wsa n continued hunt fiom yoar to year, the chase heing his only
work, as well as amusement. 1n this wild stato, ho was singularly freo from
diseaso ; and tho fact of his having to cugage in violent oxorcise, gavo the
roquired action to all the bodily functions so ncccssary to one in a lite
depondent on animal food. .

Fura were plontiful, and his topeo, or wigwam, was covered with buffalo
skins, whilst his only clothing was the skina of smallor animals, sown toge-
ther with sinew ; rudoly constructed moccasins covered his feet ; whilst his
thickly matted hair, hanging in long plaited treescs over his shouldors, well
protected his hoad, i oo

Always away on the hunt, on his bare-backed pony, ho left the inforior
work of housckeeping to his squaw, who, besides, had the care of the
papooss, closely strapped iuto tho moss-lined basket, with its legs closo togo-
ther, and the toes turned inwards, requiring littla attention, howover, save
an occasional glanco, for it is hanging up under the shade of a tree near by,
droaming its littlo dreams iu the arms of Morpheus, or leaning against tho
trunk of a treo, its litile bluck, wild, expressionless ayes, watching the
. mother preparing a rupast for hor absent lord and master.  On his roturn, ho
greedily devours the food propared, carivg littlo whore the next meal comes
from. If lie has boon unsuccossful in his hunt, hie can spoedily replenish
his Iarder from Nature's storchousoe. After gorging himself, he lays upon
his back and eleaps, or #mokes his atone pipe filled with Indian tobaceo;
and as the smoke curls up in rings, skywards, he picturoes to himself imagin-
ary conflicts with different animals of the chase, the pipe fulls from his
mouth, and ho sleeps and droams. Ilis couch, mother earth, with, per-
haps, a few ekins spread out ; his habitation. his tepee, all the year round,
over when the temiporaturo in winter averages 30 dogrees for a month at &
time, or falls to below 60 degrees. To bed at suuset, and up with the first
spread of dawn. No artificial light is he the happy possessor of, save what
bo obtains by his flints for cooking or other less peaceful purposes.

In war time, ho prepares his woapons, thu. stone hatchet or tomahawk,
war club, and bow and arrow, removes his clothing of skins, aud paints
himeelf from head to foot with ull posaiblo shades of colours, obtained ftom
the earth and plants. This is dons in the most hideous manner imaginable,
half-moons and citcles around the oyes, with bars radiating over the fore-
head aud face ; one side of the faco, perhups, yollow, the other red, aud even
carried up through the parting of the hair; tho 1est of the body covered
with devices of every concoivable shape and form,—aud all this to strike
torror into the hearts of his encmy.

This body-painting was also resurted to on the occasion of their religious
and other cercmonies.

OUR WINNIPEG LETTER.
Winnirea, ManitoBa, Jan. 23rd, 1886,

Deur Critic,—1 promised in 1y last to comment on the Indian questivn
m tho North-West. Without enteritg into details, which would more than
fill tho space allotted to other news, it may be profitablo to Jook at the sub
Ject from a broad point of view, and consider the Indian as he is at presont
in contrast with the past. To this end, I would refer your readers to the
skotch elsewhere, honded *The North-Wost Indians.” 1t is not nacossary
for one to bo judged an alarmist who looks upon the presont condition of
the Indian as anything but acceptable, and even fraught with tho greatest
dangers to our scattored population in the Territories Coutrary rumors
reach us daily, whilst the pspers, Government aud Opposition, ate full of
wnformation relative to somo futuro move on the part of the red wan against
the white. To what an extent, or in what direction, they are nll unable
positively to siate, and it is next to impossiblo to oxtract anything of import-
ance from the naturally cautious or secretive Indian or Half-breed, other
than that ho is discontented. Many of the rumors are, no doubt, tainted
with the porsonality of the men who report them, and somo for a purpose.
Thore are plenty of people between hore and the Rockios, aud also in Win-
uipeg, who would like to sce the country invelved in another rebollion, or
failing that, a vast camp of armed wen ever ready for a fray, ond all to fill
their ownt mercouary pockets. I have Lefore mo two letters from membors
of the N. W Mounted Polico, who do not predict any premeditated out-
break, but nevertheless, attirin that the greatest caution and foresight will bo
Docessary on their part and that of the seltlers ; and one of them states that
thero alicays will be more or Jess trouble with tho Indians, os long as they
live in their present rostloss condition, and show an unwillinguess to settlo
down Yo agriculture, or kindred pursuits. I may also say I received a lotter
from one of these samo policoruen, nearly a yoar bofore the late robellion,
foretelling there would be trouble in the Saskatchowan Valloy boforo a year
closed, growing out of the discontent amongst the Metis, and tho probability
of the Indiaus joining them,—we know with what results. Tho goneral
impression in the city is much the same as tho roports, just as people like to
take them. But I think, if men wore less partizan, and considored thoir
ceuntry as pre-criunent to party principle, we could look with more certainty
on what we hear, as thore is no doubt s tingo of porsoual spleen in many of
the reports.

The shortnesa of the scason throughout Manitoba and the North-West,
beforo tho ocarly frosts visit us, has brought the question of adopting san
earlior kind of wheat, than that at presont grown, prominently forward
amongst tho whoat-growers and millers.

According to many, the seasons appear to lhavo becomo much shorter

gince the sottiomont of thu country, We gonerlly hear the sawe statewment
proity much sit over the world. Nuture scoms to hacomo inspired, a3 soon
a3 the whilo man puts his foot upon virgin soil, to deal hatshly with him,
and truo to Scripture, makes it necessary for him, through lor immutable
nnd now oxncting laws, to till the ground, not only with thesweat of his
brow, but with a cunning hand, pointing us out in contmst with the red
man a8 the trua childron of Adam,

The varioty at present widely grown is what is known as Rod Fyfe, with
a very hard silicious coating, but it is claimod by scme that a softer kind
would nature eatlier. Whothor it does, or not, it has not been decided to
dopart from the presont ono, moroover as the millers of Eugland and elso-
where arae calling for it.

What is wanted, is selected seed of #is varioty, properly grown with a viow
to obtain in the future a hardy and earlier maturing growth ; and to do this,
it would havoe to bo cultivated in a scicntific mannor, probably requiring the
catablishment of Governmont farms for the purpose. It recoived its name
in a pleasing manner. A farmor named, Fyfe, living at Otonahes, Ontario,
asked a friend from Scotland, who was visiting him, to sod kim out a
* bonuet-ful *' (Tam O'Shanter) of some new kind of wheat for zced. On
hiv roturn to Scotland, this friend, seoing a ship starting from Glasgow with
grain for tho east, tock a bonnot-ful " and sent it to Fyfo in Canada., From
that * bounet-ful ” has sprung the famone Fyfe wheat of Canada. It is sup-
posed that the ship-load mentioned came from the Baltic. The Red Fyfo is
the wheat for the country, and is in fact the ouly variety that can bo grown
to advantago on the Northurn praivies. It brings a better prico, and 90lbs.
of flour made from it ara equal to 1:201bs. of any other.

Prof. Turnor, of the Institute of Agriculture, S. Kensington, scems to
have taken tho subject up, and interests himself generally in this country,
issuing pamphlets from time to time ou its resources, etc.

Tho farmers in future will take moro to mixed farming, rather than run
tho risk of losing all in n wheat crop; and already, 33 per cent moro
land is prepared than last year for spring crops.

In general, the mora northern the wheat 1s grown, the mc o gluten it

contains, consequently, the moro valuable; whilst tho more southern, the
more starchy it becomes, ‘Lhe sample that obtained the prizo at Philadol-
phia Contral Exhibition was grown on the Church of Eungland Mission, 900
miles north of Calgary. ‘T'he Furmors’ Union, hiere, instead of being a
bonefit to the couutry, has been doing great harm with ite dabbling in
politics and anti-ammigration echemes. It in made up of lawyors, doctors,
miusters, editors, and politicians (farmera?) Whon the Seccrerary (who has
sinco resigned) could not obtain a reduced rate of 5 cents per bushel less
than other shippers from tho C. P. R, he. with others, resorted to throats,
and telegraphed to England that farmers could not make a livirg in the
country, being unable to dispose of their frozen wheat. The roal farmers
have been duped, whilst unprincipled individusls have been filling their
pockets at their expense, ‘Ihe scheme aas exposed, shows that the faurmers
have been gotting less for thelr wheat, through tho union, than they could
havo got clsowhere. It is quite ensy to surmise where the differcuce has
goue to.
" Tho rebellion has left a aroat quantity of monoy in the country. Mauy
farmers, through its aid, have been able to pay off mortgages, and Lnsiness in
general appears to bo opouing up for a spring trade. Many places along the
lino of tho C. P, R. have profited in counsequence. In Calgary ulone,
$3V0,000 was the gain.

‘Thoro has been quito a tirade at this latter place over a libel caso in
which Fitz. Cochran, of Halifax, prominently figures as one of tho defen-
dnnt's counsel. Tho Stipendiary Magistrate there has scutenced Cayloy,
editor of the Herald, for * contempt,” to pay a heavy fine. Cayley refuses
to pay, and has been committed to jail, to stay there for 7ife, unless cortain
paities (accomplices) pay the fine. The affair has not been settled yot. The
action of the Magistrate has been upheld by the majority of the citizens,
whilst others are requesting his removal,

T'he intense cold still continues. It is now about 45 degrees below zero
in the worning, to 35 degrees at noon. It dees not do to dawdls about the
strects in such a tempornture as this ; 5 miles por hour is then the regular
pace  Mnany old people, for this reason, remain in doors, from December to
March. They could venture out on milder days, but are afraid. Othors
complain about the cold air * taking their breath away.” Thero would be
no trouble in this rospect, if thoy only kopt their mouths shut, and broathe
patmially through their nose. A good wrinkle worth knowing, (especially to
tho ladics), 13, tiat breathing through the nostrilz during sleep will groatly
delay the appearance of tho nofed crow's foot marks at tho corners of tho
cyes.

Do we not ofton oo two human beings, it may bo
husband and wife, or mother and daughtor, loving each othor devoledly, and
yet spiritually as far asunder as the poles !

I'hold that it takes a full and puro sympatiiy to complote that true

than by saying, it is feeling with a fino sonsilivenesa, anothor's feoling.

And thore is a ¢ soul symphony ' whose holy
chant is Sympathy.

A heart hatmony is the striking forth of the heart's cords from one heart
unto another hostt whose harmony 18 Love. A Leautifal strain it always is ;
and often breaking forth intv a strain of wondrous swoot unselfishness.
Such as tho lovo of n aaughtor for some worthlesss fathor, and that futher
may givo of tho best of his love to that daughter. DBut how can anything
like Reverenco or Sympathy over onter in and draw togother with a sacred
uearness, the lofty and pure, with the Jow and impure.  Yea hard,aud often
bitter. is that tio which indissolubly nuites body with body, though soul is
far from soul. That tio may boe the marrisge tie, of which God has said :
¢What therefore Ged hath joined togother, et not man put asundor.’ It
may be God's tie of blood rolationship, DBoth sicred. — Both inviolablo,
But how ofton nevortheless borne with o bitterness of wluch God alone
knows. And that very lovo which 1s given on both sides only serves to
intensify that Litterness. )

Yes, thore is such a thing as Love—true Love without any communion
of spirits, .

A ¢ mind melody ' is the flowing forth of the mind's holiest fuculty,
whoro melody is Reverence. Is roveronce not essontially one of tho mind’s
highest attributes—if not tho highest? The heart givos love often impul-
sively, without questioning the wisdom of that Jove. But the mind never
gives reverencoe in that way. So that heart and mind often are iu conliet.
The mind with calm deliberation gives its fecling of reverence ; it may be
for the holy which it sees in another. Or it may bo a purely iutellectunl
roverence ; such a3 wo cannot help possessing for somo groat ganius. There
is o flow of thought and fancy which, meetiug with responsive echocs in
another mind, produces a spiritual melody which few understand.

But I beliove that there may oxist, and does exist, that mind melody
between two higher intellects, without uno strain o acart harmony, And I
go further and aay, 1 do believe that thore may exist betweon two characters,

It takes somothing fiuer. more sensitive vven than love and reverencs to

To supplement provious romarks, tho Militis Bluo Book furthor shows
the honesty of the D. A. G.’s and other supervising officors, who nover
shrink from Inying bare the weak points of tho sorvico. In connection with
the subject of nativo or simple Militia officors being debarred from the higher
commands, I may further mention Lt.-Col. R. B. Denison, who is I). A.
G. of No. 2 District : Lt.-Col, Jackson, of No. 1 District ; Lt.-Col. Lamon.
tayne, of No. 4; ILt..-Col. de Lotbinioro Harwood, of No. 6 ; and Lt.-Col.
Holmes, of No, 11;—ut least no provious ariny rauk appears against uny of
thoso names in tho Militia List. 'Thoro are alsoa number of Brigade Majors,
whom I will not occupy space by enumoratiog. Now, the Doputy Adjutant-
Generalship of a Diatrict is a very important command, and in my opizion
D. A. G's should hold the rank of Brigadier-General, of which wore
hereafter,

With regard to General Middleton, I believe his experienca of ¢ bush

Book, he will, I think, find that tho statement that it is ¢ misleading from
cover to cover,” is an uncousidered statement, und a gross exaggeration. I
write with entire freedom from bias, looking for no Government favor, and,
except that I believe the Conservative ideas to be broader than the Grit—
tho >onsorvatives to be Stateamon, the Grits mere Politicians—caring not
much mare for one thav for the other.,

It is suppoeed, and probably, in the main, correctly, that “in tae field,
volunteers aro apt to be of an uunstable character.” Canadian achievements,
howaver, go rather against the tradition.

Opposed to regular masses of choice troops, it would be dangerous to pro.
dict tho result.  But in such warfaro as wo have scen, no blot, so far as I am
aware, has stained the Canadian ossutcheon. Even at Ridgway, the “Queen's
Own'" skirmished with exomplary behaviour, 'till their ammunition gave out,
and inflicted considersble loas on the enemy. Other operations on the
eastern frontier, in 1866, might be styled brilliant, and two Colonels,
McEachren and Chamberlain, got the C. M. G. for them. Neither can we
forget tho American Revolutionary War, in which raw volunteers inflicted
discomfiture and heavy loss on the Evglish Regulars. The panic of Bull
Run, to which C. P. M. alludes, was, I am inclined to think, phenomenal,
Whether or no, it was more disgraceful then the flight of Cleopatra’s Galleys
at Actium. “That a like exhibition” might * be witnessed in Csnada is
of course ‘ possible,” but I have a saving faith that, under good officers, it
wo&xll()l be in:probable The prospect of good officers I will touch upon by
and by.

I have little to eay in contravention of the romainder of article III, regard-
ing the commission of 1862, and the abortive Bill framed on its report. It
is a correct summary, but the events took place nearly a quarter of a
contury ago, and their results may be thus epitomized. The excitomeut
which influenced the period from the ¢ Trent affair” to tho Fall of 1866,
stimulated the patriotism of the country into a military organization in
excess of its normal condition and temper, and in excess of the legilimate
and natural proportion to be expected of its then population. The reaction
was very apparent in 1867 and 1868, and tho excitement at no time carried
the country off its head, as the very rejection of the measure of 1863, in the
widst of it, demoustrated. And although, with increasing population, the
organization sel on foot in those years has been maintainoed, it ie still so
wuch too heavy for the national conditions and temperament that General
Middluton, with the strong senso that characterizes him, recommends. in his
lnst year's roport, o reduction of the Force, on the solid ground that the
existing corps can only at present be allowed alternate year's drill.

That tho votes aro insufficient to accomplish more, is partly due to thoss
very measures which are in course of mceting the apparent desires of C. I\
M., viz. : the gradual ecstablishment of a modecrato Regular Force in the
shape of the loyal Canadian Artillery, the Schools of Inspection for the
Cavalry and Infantyy, and the Royal Militaxry College, alt which institutions
also servo tho invaluable purpose of furnishing the National ¥orces with a
supply of citicors and N. C. O.'s of superior military culture. Weo of the
old Military Schools of 1864 and subsequent yoars arc now, a good many of
us at least, passing out of date, and with some exceptions of zeal and ability,
a fow years will seo the Militia permeated by a superior set of men.

In fact the growth of the Military Power of Cunada must be gradual,
spontaneous, and subject to the growth of the country. When I ook back
twenty-eight years to the date of my first commission in Canada, when
the whole forco of the.country consisted of a fow independent troops and
companies, tho progress of to-day affords no unsatisfactory spectacle. The

chief fault is that the organization is even mow somewhat excessive. I shail
presontly endeavor to suggest a scheme by which it may, I venture to thiok,
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be onrtailed to a footing on which thero might bo no differonco between
« gatablishment ** and effoctive atrenFlh. )

Fo No. 4, of December 1, which is an oxposition written in a style
with which I cannot pretend to cotnpete, I Lave but two or thyeo vxcoptions
to make. I can scarcoly subscribe to the idea that the defeat of Montgonery
was a mote fluke.  Pathaps Wolfu's escalade of tho I'liius of Abraham was
a fluke. ‘I'he surrender of Burgoyne, the defeat of MacKay at Killiecraukie,
Agincourt, Floddon, the defeat of Hasdrubal at the Metanrus, nay, Marathon
itself, all oxhibit characteristics which might by poasibility bo so designated.
T am not quito so sure about the ¢ immutable laws of oature 'as C. P. M
and Mr. Goldwin Smith, tho' 1 do not deny & probability, and [ do not
think ¢ tho Confederation is doomed to s partinl dissolution lofuro the
apnexation movement is completo.” In this cse tho wish scems to bo father
,0 the thought ; but how is it that tho Muaritime Proviuces, in which we hoar
go much of this diseatisfaction, continue to return Cousarvative mombers to
the Dominion Darliament? I thiuk Anuexatiouists should boldly pro-
claim themselves to be Anunexationists, Thero ia, doubtless, ground fur the
opinion that *“a peaccful aliding into the Amoricau Union " might be au
woventful and promising lot” for Canada, but there are featurss in the
American polity which are in the highest degree repugnant to many who
bave atill some idess apart from commorcial greed. Again I am forcibly
imuressed that C. P. M. is far lcas concerned with tho atate of the Militia of
Canada than with the desirability of annexation.

In No. 5, of December 18, C, P, M. ventutes on vury detluite praphecy,
« Nous verruns” But I have occupied, I suppose, enough spaco -for the

COMMERCIAL.

Frai.—Since our last issue we know of no lish arrivals at this market
excopt frozen herring and frozen codfish. Thero have been quite a number
of the latter which we learn aro being packed away frozen for sale later on.
All kinds of pickled fish are still exceedingly dull, ‘There is little or no
enquity for poor or No.3 Large, and No. 3 mackerel, or herring of any
description, except Round shore. Somo of thess would find buyera while all
other varietios are hardly enquired for. Wo still think that later on thers
will be some demand at an advance for good large fat mackerol. If theso
are not to be had it is hard to say whethor plain 2's will take the place of a
jarger and fatter fish or not. The iarkets in the West Indies show but
little improvement, if any. We do not think that dry hard shore fish are
held in eny quantity in this market, thare being vory little hald now outside
of sszular West India shippers,

There sceme to be a littlo morv demnd the past fow days iu the Boston
fish markets, but we do not know of any real advauce in prices, We
noticed quite a parcel of mackerel going forward to the Boston markets by
the steamers British, Queen and Linn O Dee, holders being very anxious to
take hold of any opportunity there may be of sclling, as there seems to
be little prospects of making sales in this market.

Advices from Boston fish market up to February 5, arc as follows :—
There has been a fair trado during the past week, but rocoipts have beon
light. Mackorel romain about tho same, a few sales of 3's at $5.50. No
change can bo noted in codfish ; pickled bank are meving freely at $2.50,
very fine dry fish are being sold. Frozen herring are in very liberal receipt
and have been sellivg during the week at 75 ceunts per huundred.

Advices frora Gloucester fish market to Fobruary 5, are as follows :—
“ During the past week the weather has been unfavorable for fishing, yet the
few arrivals bring in good fares, the total receipts being quite up to the
averago.  The market for salt fish improves very slowly, prices are
unchanged. A prohibitory law against the early catching of mackerel is
generally looked on with favor. 1If passed,all old stock will no doubt be
well cleared out this spring. Mackerel are quot.d as follows: 3's, $5.50 ;
s, 87.00 to $7.50; extra 2's,$000 to 810.00; 1's, $20.00; extra 1%,
$25.00 ; codfish, bauk, $2.50 to $2.75 ; medium, $2.50 ; Georges', 83.25 to
$3.75 ; medium, 82.75 ; shore, £3.50 ; hake and hadduck, 8200 ; pollock,
$1.75 to $2.00; shore harring $2.50 ; fresh halibut, 5 to 8 cents : fresh cod,
$3.00 por 100 ; frozon herring 85 cents per 100. The schooner Carric D.
Allen sailed from Provincetown for Lisbon, having becu sold fo partios
there, She cleared with 2000 qtls. bonded codfish frowm the Provitces, and
950 qtls. of the Provincetown catch. Stock of codfish at Provincotown is
much reduced. There arrived at Gloucester the past week 17 fares with
207,000 pounds codfish, 116,000 pounds halibut, 1,620,000 pounds frezen
hermring.  The total arrivals at the port of Gloucestor for tho month of
Jsnuary wero as follows : G4 fares with 510,000 pounds codfish; 517,800
pounds halibut ; 15,000 pounds haddock ; 4,361,000 frozen herring; 220
Ubls. pickled herring. ‘I'he receipts for January, 1835, wero only 293,000
pounds codfish, 171,200 pounds Hulibut, 1,560,000 pounds frozen herring.

To Tiue Paess—Trar Tesr HoLe.—Wo have, so far, beon nlone in
urging upon tho Government the idea of sinking a test shaft in one uf our
recognized gold-bearing leads, in order to prove whether or not the gold
minos of Nova Scotia contain a socond pay-streak. This strenk is usually
found at the depth of 800 to 1200 feet from the surface. Wo have pointed
out the immenso advantages that the couutry would derive from the discov-
ory that deep mining would pay in Nova Scotin, and have hinted that the
Government had a material interest in ascortaining this fact. The question
is surely one of suflicionst importauce to warrant the public press, in both
the city nnd country, devoting some attontion to it ; and we should like to
hear from overy journal in Nova Scotia a candid expression of opinion, as
to whether or not they think tho Government should take this matter up,
or whother it i3 to be left for the rulers of the people two generations hence
to settle.

A Mixeny' Cawr MeeriNe.—Since our last issue, soveral exparienced
miners have expressed their approval of the suggestion made in Tur Critic
that our mine-vwners should hold a convention m Hahfax. One correspon-
dent urges that it should take place during the Sessivn of the Leislaturo,
say on or before the 15th of March, Another suggests that the term con-
ventioh is too pretentious, and might have the effect of inducing many to
slay at home ; and recommends, as being moro appropriate, A Minors'

The wain shaft has been sunk to the depth of
35 feet, and the quartz now being taken out, carries 2 oz. to the ton. The
vein is said to run parallel to the now colebrated McGuire load at White-

burn, Queens Co. '

CaLEvoNIA.—Armugemonts are being mado to put up a mill, with
machinery, on the McGuire claim ; and it is understood that the owners of |
adjoining areas have made arrangements to assist in the purchase of a
heavior stamp mill than was at first proposed. Co-operation in this respect |
enables owners of small claims to have their crushing done at muderate
rates.

Nicratx.—The gold fever las seized the people of Nictaux, gold-unn-
ing being the principal topic of discussion ameng all classes. Tho lendl
discovered near Nictaux, some months since, has Jed to tho discovery of
soveral others, all of which show good sights of gold in the quartz. " An'!
Annapolis gentleman has had the ore tested, and is so well satisfied “vith
the result, that he proposes stocking a company for working in the spring.
