Two-thirds of the Protestant population
i have no belief in the divinity of Christ ;
lin fact they profess Arianism publicly.

Do they stop even at this? Not at all.
Hundreds of themn deny the existence of
God himself. Some have gone so far in
, blasphemy that they have called their cat-
i tle after the holy name of the Saviour,
and when checked for their impiety, they
{def.nd themselves by queting scripture
to prove him an impostor. Yet, what
better could we expect from a principle
so tending to absurdities as that on which
Protestautism is founded? They take
up the Bible, and making a sort of fiddle
ot it, strike it to any tune they please.
As for ourselves we never, before visiting
this place, saw so fully the fatal conse-
quences to which private internretation
leads. We have scen men here, or heard
of them rather, who proceeded step by
step from the Established Church, until
at length they landed on the wild bleak
vapoury shore of infidelity. The Frotes-
1ant minister of this place has scarcely a
score of followers. Oue of his churches
tho' in the midst of the town has been
locked up and now rats and mice roay
revel there undisturbed. Infidelity is the
prevailing feature of tie plan, which dia-
bolical creed we believe all qwing to the
contizmity of St. Stephea’s and Miltown
to the American States These haughty
sons of Jonatoan have such an absurd idea
of Lberty, that they carry it to extremes

lin every thing. They mistake liberty for

licentionsness.  When persons imbued
with these notions are ignorant and con-
ceited, as the greater part of these fellows
are, they mmgie that the wildest and
wost bokl ideas can be equally entertained
of things sacred and protane,  Preach to
them the doctrines of Christ—humility—
selt denjal—ansterity, you will have the
wrong people to deal with,  Such words
are not in their vocalucary,  Give them
a Saviour, such as the Jews expeeted—
mighty . pompous, toweting—then and not
till then will they come to your banner.
Talk of anvexation—we  for our part,
would be sorely sorry if any such thing
ever should happen.

QUEBEC.

On the 10th of November a very bean-
tiful and affecting Pastoral Letter was
addressed by His Grace the Archbishop
of Quebec, to all the Clergy and Faithful

th
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of his Diocess. Dr. Signay annouunces
m this document thet he has resigued
the ontire Diocesan administration 10io
the aands of his ¢ worthy Coadjutor,’ the
Most Rev. DPeter Flavian ‘Purgeon,
Bishop of Sidym. His advancet years
increasing vifiemities, and the heavy car
of so vast an administration are amongst
the reasons alleged by the veuerable
Archbishop for transfecring to his Coad-
jutor the arduous responsibilities of his
exalted digmty.  DBr. Signay was born
at Quebec on the 8th of Navember,
1778, so that he is now in the 72d year
of hisage. On the 15tly December, 1826,
he was appointed by Pope Leo XIL,
Coadjutor of @uebee with the tiile of
Bishop of Fussala in partibus, uuder
which he was consecrated on the 20:h of
May, 1837. He became Bishop of Que-
bee on the 19th February, 1833, and was
clevated to the dignity of Archbishop by
Gregory XVL on the'12th July, 1844,
and was invested with the Pallium from
Rome ou the 24th Navember of the same
year. Accordng to the Almanach Me-
tropolitain of @uebec for 1849, there are
no less then six Suffragan Bishops to
the Archbishop of Quebee, viz ; the
Bishops of Montreal, Kingston, ‘foronto,
Newloundiand, North west, and Bytown,
The graceful and edifying spectacle of
an aungust Prmce of the Church, thus
voluntanly sarrendering  those ample
powers which he exercised for the great
advantage of religion daring his long
and holy career, 1s one worthy of the
brightest ages of Faith, and which the
Cathohiec Chureh alone, in addition to her
other glories, so fiequently exhibuts.
