This suggestion, it is hoped, %vill enable cases of this kind to be arranged easily
and without the delay otherwise necessary.

(b) Candidates applying for the Grade D examination. or for the sanie grade Written
for unsuccessfully at a previons examination, or for the next grade above the one already
successiully passed by them, shall be adnuiitted fune.

Neat writing aîd clear, concise answers are
much more liicely to secure high values from, examiners ilian extent of space covered or a
niultiplicity of words.

8. Auy attempt to give or receive informiation, even should it be unsuiccessftil, the
presence of books or notes on the person of a candidate, or wvithin his reach during
exaininaijon, wilI constitutc a violation of the exainination rudes, and wilt justify the
deputy examiner in rejecting the caildidate's papers, aud dibmissing Iiimi froin further
attendance. No dishonest person i.9 entitled to a provincial certiticate or teacher's license.
And wvhere dishonesty at exainination is proven, provincial certificates aireaidy obtained
aiid licenses based on thenl will be cancelled.

9. It is not necessary for caniýsidates to eopy papers on account of erasures or correc-
tions made upon them. Neat corrections or cancelling of errors will allow a paper to standj
as .highl in the estimation of the examnir as if hall the time Mt ere lost in copying it. Answers
or results without the written work necessary to lind theni wvil1 be assumned Wo bc only
guesses, and will be valued accordingly.

10. Candidates are forbidden to ask questions of the deputy examniner wvith respect te
typograpliical or-other errors which may soinetinies occur in exaînination questions. The
e-xamiiner-of the paper alone wvill be the judge of the candidate's ahility as indicated by his
treatmnent of the errer. No candidate will. suifer for a blunder not his own.

11. Candidates desiriug to speak witli the deputy examiner will hold up the baud.
Communication between candidtmq. at examination, even 'to the extent of passing a ruler or
making sigus, is a violation of the rules. Any such neceqEary communication can ho held
throughi thei deputy examiner only.

12. Candidates should rettember that the deputy examiner cannot overlook a suspected
violation of th-e rules of examinatien without v'iolation of bis oath of office. No con-
sideration of persolial friendship, or pity cau therefore be expected to shield the guilty or
negligent.

RECL. 3. In order that the due inspection of schools, aq required by the law, May he
facilitateci, each inspcctor shial have power, notwitlistanding anything iii the foregoing
regulations, ta give notice of the day on whicb he proposes ta visit any school in his

isetorate for the purpose of inspection, and ta require that on the day sgo named such
scolshall be kept in session.

RFG. 4. When for any cause the trustees of a school shaîl deem it desirable that any
teaching day sbould be given as a holiday, the sebool or sehiools niay be kept in session on
the Satuirday of the week in which sucui holiday bias been given, and such Saturday shal
be hield ta be in ail respects a legal teaching day.

REG. 5. When on account of illness, or any other urgent cause, a teacher Jases aay
number of regular teaching days, with the consent of bis trustees, hoe may make up such
loss by teaching on Saturdays, providing the following regulation is not violated.

REG. 6. No public school shaîl be kept in session) under any rcgulation on two con-
secuitive Saturdays, nor for more than five Saturdays in any quarter, nor for more than
five days per week on the average (vacations not being couinted) between the opening and
closing of the teacher's service iii the scbool.

REG. 7. When any school is closed by order of the trustees. for a portioQ or tbe whole
of the Provincial Exaînination week beginnin)g on the first \Ionday of July, on account
of any advantage desired in connection wvsth the said exanuination, the tèeher will be
entitled ta the Frovinceial Grant for such days, and the trustees to the County Grant on the
average rate of attendauce, provided the fact is distinctly endorsed and certifitd on the
returus transmitted ta the inspector hy the teacher and trustees.

REG. S. Sections lbaving a County Academy, or schools of four or more departments,
may ho allowed an additional weekc of vacation (and Halifakc city two weeks) without
prejudice ta their participation in the public funds, provided ýheir application for t.he same
be endorsed by the inspector and approved by the Education Departanent, and distinctly
endorsed and certified on the rè-turnis as required in the foregoing regulation. Under the
samne conditions the necessary days employed by the teachers of Academnic or Eligh School
departnients in the examination and grading of the sahools of the section, May be counted
as regular teacbing days in choir respective departincnts.

Rî.9. Days allowcd by regulation for the attandance of teachers at Educational
Associations or Institutes, and days lost by the closing of a sabool on account of the pre-
valence of contagions iliseases under the certificate of a duly registered physician (Sucll
tiîne not ta exceod twenty tcaching days), shaîl also, be allowed, if endorsod and certified
on the returns as indicated in the twvo preceding regulations. The plxysician's certiricate
nmust also bo attachced ta the. returni in the latter case.

REG. 10 The hours of tcaching shall not exceed six eachî day, exclusive of the hour
allowed at iioon for recreation. Tlrustees, howcver, may detormnine upon a less n-xmber of
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mer vacation of six weeks in all the public

in one achool year and theïr opening in the next
,iday in July. '
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lio urs. A short rcuss should be allowecd about tho ,îîiddle of botlî morning alld afternoonl
sessions. In olomoentary departnieots, ospecially, trustees should exercibe special care that
the children arc tiot confined in the 6chool rooni too long.

JbEco. Il. AIuBoi DAY.-To encourage tho proper adorninient of school grounds, alla
thcreby the cultivation of a taste for the beautiful iii nature oit the part of the pupils, tho
Couticil of Public Instruction hias ordered the publication of the following reguilation -

"On such dlay of May as according to season, weather, or other circumstances inay ho
deemed inost suitable, trustees arc authnrizod to have subscituted for the regullar school
exercises of pupils, the planting by the latter of trocs, slirubs and flowors, on the grontas
surroiniding the sehool bouise. The dat- dovoted to this purpose shai be known alla
entered in the register as «'Arbor Day.' and wihfn duly obýerved fulil credit %vill be given
for it in the apportioninont of public funds, on the hasis of the -actual attendance of puipils,
as ascortained by roll call at the beginuing, <f the exorcises, or other conveiident tiînc
during their progress. Addîtional value and intcrest ehould, bu imparted by miingling with
the practicalI duties of the occasion short aiddresses froni the teacher and other comprtent
persons on the oesthetic and tconoînie importance of arboriculture During thocir suminer
visitation, inspectors shall take note of all schools in connectioii with which 'Arbor Day'
lias beon ob-served."e

There will ho found subjoined somne practical suggestions wvhich wvill be serviceable ta
those who wishi to mnake the occasion a really proêitab!e aine.

(1.) In selecting troes, it is woll to avoid those that boar flowers or edible fruiti, as
such in the flowcering and fruiting season are apt to meet with injury frotn ignorant or
inischiovous passors by, and to offor teînptation to the pupils. Butternuts and horse
cliestuts are flot to ho comînendcd as shade trocs. The bd.lsamt fir is objectionable froin
the liability of its balsani to stain tho hands and ciothiinge. Deciduons or broad-leaved
trocs are easily grown, their fibrous roots rendcring transplanting a comparatively simple
operation. If care is taken, the young saplings of tho clis, miplo, and si, as found in
tic undergrowth of the forest, can ho transplaiii.d wvithont tlifficulty.

(1) No school grouinds should ho without a, suitable number and variety of the,
standard deciduotis trocs. Howvever, during the winter season these are barc and
unattractive, and afford littie or no sholter. On the other band, cvergreens, sncb as
sprucos, pills, hienlocks, ani cedars. retaiiî thoir foliage: and provide a shelter as useful in
wintcr as it is urateful in sommier. Trocs should always be planted ttcordiing to a definite
plant, bciiogarrangcd eithcr iii curvos or straighit linos, according to circnm.sta11ces, and
with ant obvions, relation to the building aud fonces. They sliould Lot ho placed so notir
the school houso as to intrrerc wvith the froee. play of lighst and air.

(3.) Our native troes gîrow so frcely in the woods that we are apt to suppose that t.hey
are inercl.v to ho taken tip hy the roots andi transîîlantodl, to start at once ixito as Vigo nis
growth as before. This is a mistako. Great citre slîould ho taken iii diggimig up the trocs
to presor-ve the fibrutis roots ; long runners should bceuot across with a Sharp knife, and
not tori. AIl trocs tlirivû best iii woll.draiîied soit, varying fromn zandy loani to clay. A
dlay loam suits ail descriptions. The bobes for the trocs should always ho mnade boforo
hIe troes are bronglit to the grounds. They should ho too large rai her tian too smail.
In filling iîî,*tlîo botter sout front near the surface should be retiirned first. so as to ho
teo.rer the roots, but wvhere t'te soul is tLt ail storile, and gonlerally, t bore should ho put
belowv and aronnd tic îroots, saine wellrotted compost, niixed witlî sand and sandy loam, in
order to proniote the growth of tîxe rootiets. In setting the troc it sbould bo placed a
littbi deeper tlîan it stood before, and the roots should ho so sprcad ont tliat inne are
doublod. Whien finally plautcd the troc should ho tigd to a stouit stick in snicb a wvay as to,
prevent clîafin.g oi tbe bark. Soine mulch or stable litter sbould thîon 'e zlhrown around
the stem to prevent the roots front drouglît. Stirring the grouiid is preferred by somne
cultivators ta xnnlching In transplanting evergrens, the roots shonld not ho exposod ta,
air or lîglit.-especially to tlîe itent of tlîe sun-more tlîan can lic holpcdl.

Several varietiesý of sbuas plantedl together in clumips produce a. very pleasing effect,
wliile tic care of judicionsly arrangcd flower beds --vill bu to the cliildreu an important
nicans of eclucation.

(4.) rleachers -who have been able to observe ibis day in a useful
miannrer are recoiriniénded to inake a special report on t.he same within a
'week to the inspector, specifyingr the work done on the occasion, and its
prospective influience on tie section. Froin these statements inspeetors
can have ail the details necessary for thuir annual reports to the Suîper-
intendent of Education.

The objeot of the P5rovincial Nioriial School is the professional training of teachers for
service in the public schools of Nova Scotia WVhile attendauce is uot conplsu;ry yet
thlP importance and value c.f pirofessionial training are sucli as to justify the Counicil of
Publie Instruction in ranking ail licenses tc> be here.tfter awvardcd ocgaeblwta
indicatcd by the scaio'arship certiticate in the case of candidates not possessing stnch
training.0

The Institution is centrally Iocated in the Towvn of Truro, and, in order t'> make it
equally accessible from ail points of thse Province, students duly qualificd for admission,
whose homes are not less than tcn mriles from Truro, are aIlowved travelling expeuses at the
rate of five cents per mile going and returning.

The Provincial Schiool of Agriculture, about a mile distant, is affiliatcd ivith the Normal
School for th'e purpose of securing to Normal School students practical instructiun in
înicroscopy, ceicitstry, and biology.

EDUCATION.
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NORMAL SOHOOL'REGULATIONS, 1897-98.

I. The next session of the Normal Sobool will begia on the tlîird Wednesday of
October, and close on the last Thursday in J une.

II. There shall bc four classes iii th.e scbool, nainely: Cîass "lA," class IlB," class
"C," and class «"D." Applicants shall bo admitted te the several classes witbout
examination on the pi-esentation of the Provinceial, High School Certificate, or its equivalent,
corrcsponding to the class wvhich they desire to enter.

III. Candidatest for admission sbould give at least one monthi's notiçe to the Principal
before the date of admission' accornpanied wvith a certificate of age avd character such as
is prescribed for application for License (excepting that the age may be ono year less than
that required for the corresponding License), and with a statement, of the scholarship
qualifications iiidicated in the preceding regnlation.

IV. The reatular ininiinnuin terni for classes "A " and "' B " (except as hereinafter
provided) shall be front the openiing of the session in October to the elositig ini June The
minimum termi i class 1' A *' of graduates in Arts or Science of any recognized university,

providing thcy hold grade "'A " Provincial ertificates, shaîl close on the last Thursdlay

V. The regular terin in class "A " for candidates whoalready holdaftret rank diploma
from the Normal Sehool shall begia on the Wedinesdaz-y following the last 1I hursday of
February ; but in the discretion of the Faculty au acadeinie diploma niay be awarded such
candidates without frh attendance on satisfactory evidence, of proiiciency and Quccess-
fnl teacbing for a year as a.lîr.it class teacher, certified to by an inspector, (successful work
at a teachers' institote, suminer sehool, school of agriculture, college, ctc., after first rank
graduation, enhiancing the standing ôf the candidate), tlue evideiice to be presented at
lcast two weeks before the close of the annual session for consideration by the Faculty.

The minimum terni in class "«B " for candidates whio already hold a second rank diploma
shail also begin on the WVednesday follovin,- the last Thursday in February and continue
to the close in June.

VI. The mi 1 'imum, termn for class " C" shall be fromn the first %Vedneday of the second
haîf of the sehool year to thec close of the session in June.

VIL. The minimum terni of class Il D" shal lie from, the opi'ning of the session in
October to the last "Dtbrsday of the first hall of tlue school vear.

VTIrI. Diplomas of academiec, first, sevond and third ranks shail be awardedl to the
students of the dilffrent classes respectively on the completion of the prescribed course to
the satisfaction of the Faculty.

IX. In case the proficiency .or skill of a candidate -%vho bas attended tbe minimum
terni is uot satisfactory in evcry respect tlàe Faculty may at their discretion award nuo
diploma, or a diploma of a lower rank ; or an interim diploma of lower rank than that
applied for may bc awarded, and thue holdcr of such interimi diploma may, after one ycar s
successful teaching, duly aud fully certificd by the instetor to the eatisfaction of the
Faculty, ho awnrdled a diploma of the high er rank, applicaticu for which, accompanied
wvit'h the neceksry evidence, being inade moS lnter than two wceks L-efore the close of the
zannual session of the sebool iûà June.

X When, under exceptioual circun'.stances, the Faculty of the Normal Sool report
in favor of the ranking of a candidate whose attendance lias heen suflicient for bis satis-
factory examination, with the concurrence of the SuperintendeuL of Education, the
prescribled period of attendance need not bc deeuued essential.

COURLSES 0F STUDY.

Tho wvork of tic Normal Schonol is chiefly of a professional chn.racter. Applicatits for
admission arc a.xpectcd te possess the Provincial Higlu School Certificate as giuarantee of
scholarship 'rcquircd for the class cf License corresponding te the rank of Diploma for
*whichi thcy art; conîpeting.

The courses modified ini adapttion te the differcut classes, includu the followin-

1. Psychîology, C4eneral Principles; of Pedagogy.

*2 History cf Ediuc-stion, Applicattion cf the principles o'f mnethîod to the varion
subjccts cf the Schiool Course.

Trave.lling expenses, at the rate af à cents per mile, ta and fron the Institution, will be
paidl at the end of the session ta students who obtain a diplomna, provided the distance is
not less than texi miles.

This sehool 13 situated about a mile fram the Provincial Normal Scolat Truro. The
'building is provided with a well cquipùe lihretry eind lahoratories, for qualitative amxd
,quantitative chemistry for dissectimn. and for iicroscopic work. Near by is a dairy with
miodern appliances for butter and cheese mnaking. blodel barns, etc., arc also on the farm,
Opportunities for the practical study ai Agriculture, Horticulture, and Arboriculture. and
the natural sciences germane ta tien, aire given not only ta those in the several courses for
farmers, but ta those preparing for the teaching profession.

The sebool andi laboratories wvill be open during the public school vacation for the
convenience af teachers employed in the public scîxools.

No fees are chargcd for any af the courses.
Fur particulars as ta the variens courses auid the tumes of admission, application Mnay

lbe made ta the Principal for the Calendar of the School.

PUBLIC SOHOOL COURSE 0F STUDY.

1. The publie sebool course ai study may. be considered under its sub-divisions ai th e
coinmton aud bighi sehool courses. They furnish a basis for the classification of pupils by
the teachers, and for the exaininatian af schools by the inspectors, wvhilc they also sectire a
definite ca-ordination of all the vr-ork attempted iii the public sebools of ail grades, th us
fastering the harinoniaus interaction af all the educational forces af tic Provin e.

2. Tliese courses are ta be foliairec in ail schools, particularly with reference ta (1) the
ci-der af succession ai tho subjects, and (2) the siniultancity af thecir study. The fuinesa
or detail with which they eau lie carried out in el chbool umust depend upon local con-
ditions, such as the size of the sohiool, thc nuniber ai grades assigîîed ta the teacher, &c.
As suggestive to teachers '-vith littie experience, contr.-te( foris ai the detailed comnnnI
aclioof course, for inicellaneous aud partially gradeti schools, are appcnded,

3. The pulic sebiool course of study is the resuit of the observation a-id experience of
representative leading teaciiers of the province, iinder the suggestion of the experi:nents of
otixer conutries, aud the criticisnî of aur own teachers iu provincial conventions zfsscmbled
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jfor nsany years in succession. A systemr dev'eloped in such a mann"-r must necessarily in
some points be a compromise, and presumably tiserefore at ieast a littie hehiind what we

'night expeet from tise few moat advanced teachers. But it is also very likely to be a,
better guide than tise piractice of the majority without ssny nîntual consultation for
improvemnset. Tfli successive progression of studies is intendcd to be adapted te tise order
of developmcat of the powvers of the child s mind, whiie their sisnultaneous progression in
desigued to prevent mnouotony and one sidedness, and to produce a harmoniouB and lseal.thy
developmneut of the physicai, mental and moral powers of the pupil. Tise apparent
inultipiicity of tise subjects is due to their sub-division for tise purpose of emphasizing
leadling features of tise iaii subjects which miiglit otherwise be overiooked by inexpcrienceai
teachers. Tise courses have been demnonstratted to be adapted to the average pupil under a
teacher of av'erage skili. The teaciser is, isowever, cautioaed to take special care that
pupils prenhatssrely promoted or in fef-bie healt-i should not rua assy s'isk of «Iover-pressure"
in attemnpting to foilow tise average clasi-wvork.

Changes in tîsese courses of study must aiways be expected froni year to ycar, but to a
very small ext.ent it is hoped, excepting in the prescription of certain te\ts in the high
school course. Tisese xviIi be published from time to time in tise organ of tise Departinent,
tise JOUrRNAL 0F E DUCATi<I'Ç, pubiished in April and October of .mich year.

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70. Spelling and Dictcion.-It should bc strictly insisted upori that, frorn the very
commencement in the first grade, the pupil should speli every word read iii lessons, and
conmmon words of similar difllculty used in his conversation. %Vritinig wvords in the loNver
gradeis. Transcription and dictation iii thc higher grades sliouid ho utilized more and mtore
as facility in writiu:g increases.

71. Reading and Elocuion.-I. ['upits inust be cnabied to ciehrly understand the
.portion tu be rca(l, then to read it ivith proper expression. 2. Foaults of enuciatioli, pro-
nuniciation, etc., of toue, of posture and mnauxer, etc., must be carefuily noted and
corrected. 3. Choice passages should bu inenorizod occasionaliy for recitation ivitix the
proper expression. Ten lines per year at least for Grade 1I tiventy lnes at ieast for Grade
Il., and a similar increase for each succeeding grade is prescribed. In the Hfigh -sclooi
Grades the minorizing ami effective recitation of choice extracts in eibery langulage studied,
is also imp oratiVe on eachi pupil. iteading should be tauglit at first, 1)artly st least. by
w.rd buifdiag ft'orn the phonie elenients, occasional drills of this kiud being conltinued iii
ail the grades to obtitin clear enuinciation.

Every slip ini mental or written arithmetical wvork
is not only unneoessary, but is a positive education in a habit whioh wvill tend to render
factory progress in unatheimatics Accuraoy is of supreine impor:,ance from the firs*t.

Rapidity may then bc neglected to look after itself. Appropr-ate exorcises in .Mental
Arithinetie shol ho given in every grade, and proficicucy in it shonld be required in al
promotions.

75 and 76. - eo.qralphy and IIistoy.-The verbal memorizing of these lessons at home
by the pupil is for the most part, injurious to thecoharacter of the nienory and useiess as
prauticai knowledge. For in spite of ail cautions and instructions to the cont.rary, inost
pupils wvheu left to themselves ineutally as3ociate the faots memnorized wvith the wording, the
paragraph and fi.> page of a book, iiustead of wiith.thie, proper 1'.cus in the xuap, or with,
the proper systeru of related faots. These lessons siiould therefore ho prepared under the
careful and philosophie direction of the teacher in the sohool rooir., at lcast until the
pupils are traincdl ho- to study aright. The home wôrk, would then be only the review
and p.rfecting of the lessons by the pupils in the proper uxanner by reference to the several
items in the text. Local or current events, historiai, economie or scientifio, should be
skillf .dly used to interpret the remiote in time and place.

A skilful teacher eau thus give profitable objeet lessons ta several grades of sehiolars at once;
at eute time giviug a. Grade V. tesson, at nother time a Grade VI. or Grade VII. or Grade
VIII. lesson wichi wili aiso contain enougli for the observation and intorest of Grade I.,
Grade IL., Grade Mi. and Grade IV. pupils. An abject lesson given ta the highiest clnss
cati thus ta a certain extent bo madte a good abject lesson- for ail the lower classes. The
aider pupils wiii see more and think more. . It must ho romensbered that thle mcmnorizing
of notes or facts morely stated ta pupils is strietly forbidden iidier t his bond. Such
memorizing is pure cram, inijurions instead of being usoful. The teacher may not have
time ta take vp inî c1a.s every abject indieated in the Nature Lessons of the Course. In
sncb cases the pupils shouid ho given, say. two or thrce abjects nearly reiatod ta the
typicai spocimen examined in schion) with direction ta search foi thoni and exanmine thein

a>breas illstrateil in spocimen class tesson. Without rrnnch exponditure of time
the teac.er cati note that this svork lias been honestly attumpted ta ho doue by each
pupil. ie lessons inust ha direct from. nature itsolf, but under tihe guidance of the
teacher wbo can cave time in brixsging tho pupils ta the point desired fromn lus own more
mature ox-porieusce. They are intended ta train the observing and inductive faculties,
ta show tise truc svay of discavering sometbing of the nature of tie wvorid. wvich inmne-
diatoly sîsrrounds us, and which is and svili continue ta ho reacting upaîs us iii one manner
or another. This knowvlcdgo is ca inuch power over nature fromn shiclî we have ta win
our material existence. It ie aiea tise basis of any useftsl piiioapisy.

M are stres% bas beesi laid o-q tihe, natural lsistary of eaeh section tîsan oa elemnentary
physics an~d chexistry. Not because phsysicai. phcenia are less important, but hecause
the elemns af these sciensces are the same.ail the world aver, ansd tisere is no end tri the
chcap ansd well illustrated guides ta pi-actical svark in tbom, wsicl wvill suit a section in
Nova Scotia as weit as anc in England or in the United States. But there ara no sucl
simple guides ta tie biology of oac> section, anîd maxsy of its aViser ecientifio charactors.
Thse toacher miuet become a student and iaster themn; for tisey are of tise xnaet special

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NOTE S AND SUJGGESTIONiýS ON TIME TABLE B. FOR MISCELLANEOUS
SOflOOL.

In grouping grades it may be found better to group ditferently; oz, II. and III., IV. and
and V., &o. In that case 1. would hc taken alone ; also VIII. Or VII. and VIII. may
%vork wvell together, while VI. would be tajen atone.

It would never bo practicable to combine Grades I. and IL. in reading, ln such a %vay as
-to have both classes rendl the sanie lessori. A period, may be set apart, as in the table, for
the two classes. Then Grade I. is takenfirst, Grade Hl. meanwbliie is set to study the
lesson, or to copy lt. At the close of lesson for Grade I., this grade is sent to copy lesson
just read, white Grade IL reads. The proportion of time given to each gradie (I. and Il.)
vili vary on different days aceording to circumstances, sucb as slirn attendance of ;jne
grade and full attendance of the other.

Deal siînilarly with, other combincxtions as III. anÎ IV. If they cannot read tbe sanie
lesson profitably, take the lowver grade first. thon the other. In soine, cases the bail
readers of the advanced grade should get; additional practice by reading -%vith the .lower
grade as wvelI as wvith their own. Also clever pupils in the lo,%ez. grade inay bo allowed to,
rend both lessons and in this way becomne prepared for transfer to the bigher grade in
advance of tbeir class.

All clmsses are tah-en tcgether lu Arithimetic. Thiat isthe time is not divided up among
the «lasses, as shown in the time table. The teacher takes the different classes in sucli
order and for such length of time as circuumstances suggest.

Sornewhat siniar is the plan in English. White one class is reciting or receiving
instruction, others have some kind of work as desk-work. The teacher may sornetime stop
the desk-work of out cr more classes tenîporarily and incite tbe attention of these classes
to sortie point under discussion.

Spelling is to bie ccûmbincd wvith ev--ry lesson to cornie cxtet, especially with the
reading lessons and the language lessons. Also at desk-work pupils are set to copy from
books, froin the blaclxboard, to Nvrite names of objects, plurals of nouns, %vords exemnp:ify-
ing rules of spellicig, &c.

50 per cznt at a previous exaniination ; and so long as the Council of Public Instruction
deemis the, character of the exainication on -the subjects not înaterially ehanged, ail th.e
valuation mnarks 50 par cent. or above mnade on each subject at the said and foliowing exami-
nations may be incorporated into a single Certificate, provided at least 50 per cent. be
made ru each of the (twenty) subjeets reciuired for the Grades A (ci) or A (sc), or on ecd
of the (thirty) ýubjccts in the fuil -course fot A (el) and (se>.

UNIVERSITY MYATRICULATION.

The leading universities and colleges of the Province have «igreed to accept the Grade B
or Jurior leàving, High School certificate in lien of their iNatricnlajicn exainination, whben
the certificate iniates a pass on each subject required by tho particular inatriculation
standard concerned. For example, a university inay Bix 50 or 60 per cent, more or lem in
Latin, Greek or any ether subject, as i-e standard. Aga;n, a candidate mnay fail to take a
"lpas" Rligh Schooi Certitlcate througi a iow mark in a %ubject not required for matricu-
lation, yet miake sufficientiy higli marks, as.shown by bis "4examinatian record," on the
subjects required to, admit him te the univ'crsity. This constitute-s a practicai affiliation
of the Public High Sohools -%vith the Universities, whici wvill save division of energy in
many high schools, whuie it %viIl place eachi of the univernities in the 'same relation te the
public schools.
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TEXT BOOKS.

C'omrent.-In performing the duty of selecting and prescribiing text-books for the
Publie Sehools, the Council of Public Instruction lias availed. itself as fully as possible
of the knowledge and experience of those wvho are engagcd' in the practical wvork of
education. The sole aiim of recent modifications lias been to secure, at reasonable cost, a
series of toxts adaýp1ed for -use iù schools. Change in authorized books is in it.çclf a very
undesirable thing.

The prescribing of new books is one of sucli importance to the cotintry that the axost
extraordinaiy care bas to be taken to make sure that the ultiînate adveintagcs of a change
%vill more than compensate the people for the temporary loss or annoyance alvays involvedl
in making a change. But change there inust be. It is the essential condition of aIl
gr5wth ; and wve oughit under sucli circumstances to be always preparcd for it.

Inspectors and teaehers are reminded :
1. That the course of stiudy for comirron sehools encourages an econoinical expendai-

turc for text-books by providing a systeni of oral instruction for junior classes. Too
tmany teachers try to satisfy theniselve-s in respect to thieir more youthful pupils by placing
in their hands text-books flot needed in any c -se, and worse than useless wvhen unaccotn-
panied by proper oral exposition. . A te\t.book should flot be required for a child until lie
is prepared to use it, intelligently.

2. Ihat the reguiation ivhichi inakes it illegal and irnproper for a teacher to introduce
unauthorized texts, by no ineans hinders hlm f romn giviiug hie pupils the benefit of other
treatises to wvhose explanations lie mo.y attulh iîutportance. The progressive teacher -vill
alwvays have such aids within reacli, and wiill so use them as te inipart varicty and interesb
to bis instructions.

material fromi whichi to select. Tho special character of Church's Minerai Map %viil tend
to popularize it iu niany parts of the Province, w~hile it fally answers the pur-poses of aj general map. The minimum of map outfit iii every schoolshould comprise the Ilemispheres,
Europe, N~orth America, the Dominion of Canada, and ýNova Seotia (or the Atlantic Pro-
vinces). No High School is cquipped for classical work withour, at leat the Orbis Romanits
and the Orbie notis TTteribus.

prescribed," seeretaries of trustees are, hereby directed to place the
register of the previous year in the ke6pfing of the teacher, to be kept
ivithin the saine cover as the register of the current year, so that
inspectors mnay have an opportunity of detecting cases of this kind
shouid they occur. In the case referred to, the teacher engaged as a
teacher next -vear in another county where the inspector was not aware
of bis previons conduct. Inspectors are, heùcef orward, directed to report
any such case to the Superintendent of Eduéation, wvho will publish in the
JOURNAL 0F EDUCATION the suspension or canèellation of the License
of such teacher wiith the Ieast delay possible.

Inspectors are directed to pay no public funds that miaght otherwise
be payable to sections neglecting to send hiiii the minutes of annual
mieeting, negiecting to take 'Éegal action on the coinpulsory clause of the
law, negrlectin g to provide school house and outhouse accommodations as'-
specified in IRegulations and Comments F., (pages x. to xvi., Manual of
1895), or neglecting any ocher clear provision of the law, until the case
is duly c'bnsidered by the Council of Iublic Instruction,

The same rale applies to the grauts otherwise payable to teachers
who negleet to conf,)im to the law, whether as regards the course of
study, the giving notice of the opening of school, accuracy, neatuess and
promptness in inaking and transiinitting "returns," etc.

PROVINCIAL NORMAL SOHOOL.

From the new regnulations publishied on pagte 40, it wvill be seen that
the prograni of the Normal School lias been more fully a]tered foi, next
yeal; than it lias been for any ye~ar since the fundaniental change
in 1893.

The last, Thursday of February is selected as the tirne for the articu-
lation of the time of graduation of college graduates with the entrance
of those iritendingr to coniplete their /irst or .Academic rank course.

The end of the haif school year is likewise selected with a view to
thçe articulation of the time of grraduation of tltirdl rank teachers, with
the entrance of those preparing fdr second rank.

As inspectors are authorized to consider engagements of teachiers for
a period shorter than a year as Justifiabl1e, when it is for the express
purpose of advancitig their professional qualifications by attendance at
the Provincial Normal Sehool, the said articulations of the -Normal
.School courses Nvill greetly facilitatý both teachers anc1 trustees in
obtaining trained sulistitutes for the rezuainder of the school year, if
application be made to the -Principal of the «Normal Scbool a feiw weeks
before the dates specified.

IJnder the new arrangements the School wvill be in a position to do
miore satisfactory work than it was possible to do before, especially for
the Acade?nic students.

SOHOOL 0F AGRICULTURE.

From the regtulation quoted in a previous paragtraphi, Regrulation V.
of the Normal School on page 40, as well as from the intimation on
page 41 of the extension of the facilities for aivi n rcia
instruction in th is Sghool,% it will be seen that a considerable change has
been made~ here also to increase the usefulness of the institution, not
only to teachers who are engraged during the whole year except in
vacation time, but to the teachers in attendance at the INormal School,
and to farmers.

Teachers in everýy section throughout the Province wh,,o take an
interest in the industrial development of the country, as every teacher
emphaticall'y and continuously should, are expected to brin g a knowledge
of this institution and what it does to èévery fariner and farmer's son.in
the section. For faller information on the various facilities for instruc-
tion, and the subjects and timies of the opening of the diffearent courses
or classes, the teacher or any interested fariner can obtain from the
Principal the Calendar of the Sehool. The 1)epartinent of Edtication
wvill take great pleasure in the activity of teachers who are sueessful.
in creatirig and stimulating the industrial sentiment within--the spheres
of their influence.

intelligence, tactful and winningr ways, with grood nanners and cultured
expression, are of even gireatier importance; and to some extent the
examiner wvill endeavor to estimate these qualities from the character of
the candidate's answers. The Norinal Sebool is, of course, the only place
where the exam-iners have a proper opportunity to estimate ail such
qualities defhnitely.

TEACHERS AND TRUSTEES.

Before the A.nnual Meeting and the maing out of the Annual
Returns, teachers, and the trustees, or their secretary, should sean the

î Editorial Notes and Comments in t4~ JOURNALS of A.pril and October,
1896, as welI as of the present one, in order to recal to niind every
point which should be attended to. The time thus spent will not be
lost in any case, and may be very useful in rnany cases.

Teachers should feel it a part of theii' duty to aid the trustees in
attending to every point in the proper time; for it is a part of the
teacher's. profession- to be aceurately posted in the school law. in faet,VI when trustees neglect to attend to al] the necessary duties of an Annual
Meeting, etc., it is also a reflection on the intelligence or influence of the
teacher engaged in their service.

Some incidents oceuring during the past year ýuggrest the following
comments in additinn to a few others already made:

Principals.-When more than one teacher is engaged in any sehool
- I section, the principal should be at least a fIrst-clctss teacher, unless thereJis an acceptable second-dlaes teacher who is recommended by the

inspector as likely to be as successful as any higher elass teacher
available. Inspeetors are directed to report any cases of departure froni
this procèdure.

Privileges of Trustees.-Whule the individual trustees are specially
privileged to advise and otherwise direct aîîd aid the teacher, no indi-
vidual triustee has the power or privilege to order the teacher. Orders
must corne from. the board of trustees at a regular meeting, agreedl to by
a rnajority of theni and iÉecorded in the minutes of the meeting. But
no board of trustees cati give any orders to a teacher which are at
variance with the school law's, '«'ithout rendering themselves liable for

any resulting damages in a court of law.
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If trustees refuse to, pet-forai their duties under the Iaw, and thus
cause the failure of the teacher in mainto.iningr discipline, they ru.y alsc,
be held liable for the consequerices. as the contract bc'tween teacher and
trustees assumes expressly the observance of the school laws on the part
of each.

No tru.3tee or trustees, sny more than any other individuals, have a
right to enter' the school-room and, in the presence of the pupils, speak

s or act se as to weaken the authority or influence of the teacher. If the
circumstances require the advising, of the teacher> it should be done
only in the absence of any pupil.

By the observatice of. a courteous procedure, the greatest power is
obtained, and there is the least danger of putting one's self in the
wrong.

Gooci Marne-.-Tn every public sehool, good nian ners, not only in
outward form, but in spirit and disposition> should be unceasingly
cultivated. A dein'itation of the range included under tliis terni is not
110w to be given. The teachers mnust do that as best possible. It
includes deportmenb flot only bo superiors, but to inferiors f..nd equals. In
a truly democratie country this is of more importance than anywhere
else, althoughi sorne peoplte. se mistakenly rcpverse the inferencé-. One
good practice observed in the best di2ciplined sehoold, is the réception of
the trustees or other sehool oficers by the wvhole school's rising and
standing until the visitor is seated. It will not injure the trustees,
rather help to rmake them feel the responsibility of their position
and induce to, greatem' effort; wvhile the effect on the sehool of the
U1jeet lesson of payingr respect to the office of those of our class who

are elected for the time being to govern us, will be most salutary as a
tann in civics and deniocratie grovei'nment.
1at henaticat Dravin.ýq.-A " five cent " card rule bas been published

by T. C. Allen & Co., of Halifax, 12 inches ir- length, containing inch
and haif inch diagonal scales on one side, centimeter alid two centimeter
scales on the other side, with proLractor and chord scales.

bohon the Inch and Metrie systems, and its cheapness.

LOCAL ccNATURE" OBSERVATIONS.

THIS sheet is provided for the purpose of aiding teachers to interest their pupils
in observing the tin-es of the regular procession of natural phenoniena each season.
First, it wv iii thus help the teacher in doirig some of the "Nature " lesson work in
the Course of Study ; secondly, it xnay aid in procuring valuable information for the
localitv and Province. Two copies are intended to be provided for each teacher who

to be preservedi as the property of the section for refcrence from year to year ; the

J ollher to be sent in with the Return to the Inspecter, who wvill transmit it to the
Superintendent for examnination, and compilation if desirable.

Whtis desired is to have recorded in these iurms, the dates of theftrsi leafing,
flovering and fruiting of plants and trees ; the f/îrst appearance in the locality of
birds nligrating north in spring or south in autumn, etc. WMlle the obiects specified
here are given so as to enable comparisons to be made betwveen the different sections
of thz Provincc, it is ver>' desirable that ail other local phenomnena of a similar kind
be recorded. Bacli localit' lbas aft7ra, fairna, climate, etc., more or less distinct>' itsi own ; and the more comrnon trees, slirubs, plants, crops, etc., are those which will
be most valuable frorn a local point of viewv in comparing the charactets of a series

* of seasons
Teachers will find it one of the most conveniený nicans for the stimulation of

pupils hin observing ail natural phenomena when going to and from, the school, some
of the pupils radiating as far as two miles fron tlie school room. The "nature

* study" under such circunîstances wvould be nmainly undertaken at the most convenient
tiiîie, thus not encroaching on schoo] time, wb'ile on the other hand it wouid tend tof break up the mono tony of school travel and fill an idle and wearisome hour with

* interest, and one of thi e m-ost valuable fornis of educational discipline. The eyes of
a whole school daily passing over a iviiole school district would let ver>' little escape

* notice, especially if the first observer of each annual recurring phenomenon ivould
have his or ber narne recorded in the "Nature Record " book of the school as the
first observer of the phenomenon for that year. The observations would be accurate,
as the facts wvould have to bc demonstrated b>' the most undouhted evicience, sucb as
the bringing of the specimiens to flic school ivhen possible or necessary.

To aIl observers the following imost important, most essential principles of
recording are eniphasized. l3ctter ;120 date, NO RECORD, than a WRONG one or a
DOUBTFUJ. one. Sports out of season, due to ver>' local conditions mot common to
at least a imaIl field, should flot be'recorded except parenthetically. The date to be
recorded for the puirposes of compilations with thoçe of other localities should. be the

Jirs-.i of the meany, of its kind floweriîîg immediately after, etc. For instance, a
butterfi>' emerging from its clîrysalis in a slieltered cranny by a southemn iindow i
Jinuary %vould not be an indication of the general chiante, but of tlie peculiarly
heated nook in wliich the chr>'salis was slîeltered ; nor w'ould a flower n a semi-
artificial, ivari siielter, give tlie date required. When these sports out of season
occur, they niglit also be recorded, but withiri a parenthesis to indicate the peculiarity
of somne of the conditions affecting tlîeir early appearance.

Afezu accurate observations at first, if followed by larger Iists each succeeding
vear, ivill be cor.sidered creditable to teachers and schools.
