THE BANK OF COMMERCE.
The animal meeting of the shareholders

of the Bank-of Commerce was held on the
8th inst., the Hon. Senator McMaster in
the chair, w hen the statement, which
will be found elsewhere; was submitted.
In view of recent attempts to " bear " the
stock of the Bank of Commerce, the
shareholders must have been agreeably
surprised at the statement wyhich the
Directors were able to submit to thein.
It will be observed that reference was
specially made to the large liability of a
company in liquidation, and that $75,000
has been specially transferred to a contin-
gent fund to meet it. We have no doubt
that the Bank of Commerce, like all ths
other large banks, will perceive the
absolute necessity of holding a. larger
amount of gold and of reducing their
Dominion note reserve. The leading
London financial papers are discussing
the improvident action of the Finance
Department of the Dominion, in reducing
their gold reserve, which they wre only
able to do by the confidence placed by
the banks in the Dominion notes which in
a time of emergency they found unreli-
able. It vill be observed that the Batik o
Commerce holds nearly a million dollars
in püblic securities, vhich>would ahvay
be jviijabje » one of j»eed d

likewise, nearly a million and a half due

by its foreign agencies, which could

be promptly converted into current

funds. These securities, with the cash

on hand, aggregate nearly five millions Of

available assets. The report notices the

restriction in the Bank's business oving
to the deficiency in -the crops last year,
and the lasses consequent on over-pro-
duction of manufactures, but adds that

the profits have been fairly well main-
tained]. The report must be considered
sat.isfactory by the shareholders and the

public.

CHANGES IN TRtDE METHODS.

'l'le changes constantly occuring in the
metiods of transacting business appear
to be gradually tending towards bringing
the producer into closer intercourse with
the consuning or retail interest, which
by degrees is gradually sapping the
foundations of the middle class of tra-
diers, or commission men. The latter,
therefore, recognizing the inevitable
drift of events, are preparing for the
change by depending less upon consign-
melts than formerly, and trusting more
to profits arising from buying and selling
on their own account. The exclusively
commission business therefore, may now
lie considered almost a thing of the past.
'The latest illustration of this modern
mode of dealing, is furnislied by the local
butter trade, the retail dealers of the city
vith few expections being supplied ivith

butter direct f rom the farm. It is true,
in dull seasons, the same thing has
happened before, but never upon such an
extended scale as at present. Of course
the farmer cannot be blamed for fnding
the best market forhis product, any more
than the grocer for buying it, the latter
being only too willing to avail himself of
connections vhich may be a source of
profit and convenience to hini in the
future. On the other hand t.here can lie
ne4 doubt that, the commission business is
seriously affected thereby, as it frequently.
transpires that farmers supplying cit.y
dealers witlh their summer goods enter
into contracta in the fall, for the winter's
supply. Dulness of trade however is one*
of the primary causes of this altered
state cf afidrs, there being scarcely tny
export demand andi as country buyers
will not speculate,.except at ridiculously
lOw figures, farmers are induced te seek
a market among city retailers, whici
appears ,to give them hetter satisfaction
lian selling at their oivn doors, and

unless some outlet is found for surplus
accumulations shortly, commission houses
will have still .reater reasons to complain
of producers supplying the retail trade
With goods direct.

THE GLOBE COR RECTED.

The Toronto Globe denien very empli-
tically our statement in a late issue, that
the negociations which led te the Treaty
of Washington, were oving te the press-
ing demand of Canada that the disputed
fishery rights should be left to arbitration
or othervise settled. The Globe gives no
reason for bis opinion, but admits that
the fishery question " was the pretext em-
ployed te amuse the public at the time."
We should like te learn precisely what
the Globe means. Does lie dehy that ata
time, when the Alabama question was, as
we may say, sleeping, after the rejection
of the Reverdy-Johnson treaty by the Se-
nate, an urgent request was made by Can-
ada for the settlement of the fishery ques-
tion, and that Sir John Rose was sent un-
officially te ascertain, if possible, whetxer
there ivas anyprobability of an agreement
to leave the. dispute te arbitration, and
that he ascertained that the United States
government would only consent, provided
all questions in controversy were settled
at the same time. Such, substantially is
the truth, and we defy the Globe t6 dis-
pute the statement, It is very unfair in the
Globe te assert that " the Imperial Gov-
ernment are not disposed te raise trouble-
some questions with the United States,"
when be means by the statement that it
will submit to injustice being done te
Canada. Great Britain has always acted
firmly in regard te the fishery rights of
the nation in, wbich Canada is deeply in-
terested.

The Globe alleges " that there is
nothing te show that the United States
"would be villing te submit te arbitra-
"tion, a question on which the Govern-
"ment of this country profess te enter-
"tain no doubt." A few weeks aga the
liontreal Gazette expressed an opinion
that Great Britain could not consent te
arbitration, because its claim was not

open te 'doubt. The whole question rests
on the construction of a treaty and even
the United States authorities differ wide-
]y in opinion. It ivas said recently by one
well qualified te judge, that the claim was
only te fish in the Bays of Fundy and
Chaleurs. The fact that bath govern-
ments are clear as te their respective
rights is'a powerful argument. in favor of
arbitrationand we own that we think that
the Globe evinces little patriotism in assu-
ming witioust the least ground tbat, Great
Britain will decline te s*eek an amicable
adjustrnent of the difficulty, and also that
the United States would refuse te agree
to it. Perbaps the Globe means that our
claim should lie abandoned, as we can
discover no other mode of dealing with
the matter.

INSURANCE BROKERS.

Apart from the compilation of statis-
teis, the Insurance Commissioners of the
various United States perform a work
valuable to the people by digesting the
informations imparted to them, and mak-
ing suggestions such as should lead ta
useful results. The Commissioner for
Massachusetts in bis preliminary report
makes several such suggestions, some of
which we purpose te impress upon the
notice ofour readers. In reference te the
large ratio of expenses to gress veceipts
he says:

A large part of the preniums go for com-
missions and brokerage te a species of middle-
mon in the traffic. The public of the country
iE taxed millions annuall),-perhaps twenty or
more millions of dollars, I attempt no nice
estimate, but certainly a vast sum, equal -pro-
bably te the cost of tie military establishment
of the United States,-for the maintenance of a
numerous body of agents and brokers whose
services should be superfiluous. Of course I do
net include the agents employed in agencies
reasonably demanded for the popular accom-
modation. The question I propose is, whether
these (except as noted) are nlot a dEspensable as
ivell as expensive part of the machine, and
whether the system is net capable of such re.
vision as shall save the people the cost of their
employment and charges. It ia the people who
pay. What is saved by avoidance of needless
expense la saved to the public. There are up.
wards of eight hundred brokers licensed in
Massachusetts besides the authorized agents of
the companies, and their compensation ls got
from commissions upon insurance business they
solicit and sell to the companies. Why should
net the people deal directly vith the represen-
tatives of the companies, and avoid the charges
of these intervenors which are in addition to
the proper expense of fnspection of the riskand
execution of the policy contract? Persons with
intelligence and prudence te acquire insurable
property liable te injury from the familiar
perils that menace it, lave sufficient fore-
thought to know the need and to provide the
protection whiclh insurance affords. Why
should they net go to the office of the under-
writer and negotiate the insurance they want,
as they go to the store of the trader to buy his
merchandise ? On such a -basis the broker
would cease to be the burden lie now is, and the
expenses of the business mnight be confined te
its legitimate needs. To say that the.companies
are obliged te resort te such methods of con-
petition to get business, is te affirm that the
business is overdone, whiclis l not the fact, or,
if-it were, the fact would indicate the natural
remedy that companies- which are unable to
obtain patronage upon their merits should re-
tire, and se the supply adjust ilself to the
demand. The riglt of a company te exist
depends upon the -commercial need of its exis-
tence. The provision made by-aw through
official supervision, to verify and conserve the
financial character of insurance associations,
and the oidinary methods by wbich their merit
are urged upon public attention shotild sufice
te win the corifidence and patronage they de-

~8i
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serve. In tiiese reflections I do not assume the
part of instriclor or censor. The facts and
considerations are sibnitted as çvorthy the
deliberation of the intelligent public and of the
practical msen of afflairs who condiict our insti-
tutions of insurance. Sooner or later tho
matter is sure to be the subject of poluilar
agitation, and it isnt ba frankly net and
dealt with. Its solution asks the concurrence
of the bodly of fair-minded underwriters ith a
just public opinion.

It is toa often the case taint if a man
becomes worthless and unreliable for any
other purpose, lie becomes an insurance
broker; of course there are many honor-
able exceptions, but this is so often the
case as to forrn the ulIe of qualification
to this office. A part from their non-neces-
sity as pointed out by the commissioner for
Massachusetts and thseir necessities as we
indicate, there is the question of their
mode of payment. A conpany may have
carried the risks of a proprieter for fift.y
years, and during that time have paid
bin in ret urn, losses far exceeding the
gross premiums, yet, some fine morning
there comles along au individual, seedy,
needy and half drnuk, who demsands Mr.
Jones Brown Smith's reuneal receipts
and tenders the anount of premiuni less
from ten to twenty per cent, according ta
custom of the offices ; the cashier refers
the matter to the manager ivho storms for
a while and perhaps refuses to pay the
brokerage. "If you don't pay me," says
the newly fledged broker, "I will place
the risks in another company ;" sa after
more unpleasant discussion tie risks are
retaineid and the brokerage paid. By
sncb means a set of barnacles are at-
taclhed ta the business wlso increase its
cost and make necessary an increase in
the rate of premium i this, however, is
not the worst, as, whien they become
numerous theydemnnd changes in policies
to suit their own ideas and to get thiem
botched sa as ta cause general dlissatisfac.
tion wlenever a loss occu rs.

The increased cost of the business
aitfects e'ery insrer, as rates of premium
are advanced to ail whether they deal
directly wvith the olices or through
brokers ; the only remedy is to insist
that those who employ brokers shahl pay
thlem. Ais itidirect.attempt ta meet this
evil lias been ineffectually tried in To-
ronto and failed ; it wvas by establishing a
scale of rates, subject to ten per cent
payable ta the persan slo placed the
risk, but the brokers overpovered the
agensts and successfully deuanded ais
additional ten per cent, and, in' some
cases got a third ten per cent. on special
rissks. The higher rates of premium to
the assured and the reproach of extrava-
gent management to the company ouglt
ta lead to a combination against this
unnecessary evil of insurance brokers.

THE CORNER IN PORK.

For some tine past-it lias been appar-
ent that the important article of mess
pork iss Chicago was sunder the control of
speculative influences, and that Armour
had become almsost sole dictator of the
deal, wholly regardless of the relative
position of supply ta demand. The fea-
tures connected with tihe recen t "corner ",
however have been of such a pecusliar
character that we canosîst allow thei ta
pass unnoticed. For instance, during
the past fortnight the price of pork in Chic-
ago was $4 per bbl Iigier than in this
City, although it costs nearly $3 per bbl
to import it, and throughaut the n'hole
manipulative movement, prices iere have
renained udisturbed by the frequent
fluctuations, which have unsettled the
Western market. In fact, our prices
have beei cheaper than w'e could have
expected themî even in the event of there
being no " corner ", so tiat Canadian con-
sumers have certainly iad no cause for
conplaint on the speculative score this
timse but this is not due ta any large
ieartencless on the part of Armour, for
in order to run his deal in Chsicago ie ias
been compelled ta ship considerable
quantities !of surplus pork to Canada,
whici could Onliy be sold at comparatively
lo figures, and therefore, the reason our
mesarket ias not been affected by the ad-
vance in the West, is simply because
Armour could not ielp it. He knew' well
that in order to have a good show in
squaring up1s vith those "l shorts " ie had
cornered, the spot supply of eregular"

pork would have ta be reduced, and Can-
ada was one of the princi pal outlets for
his shipmusents. Sa far iowverr as the
gambling part of the matter is concerned,
there is quite as much blamie attacied ta
the parties hiio engaged to deliver large
lines at a certain figure, (and whio being
short of it now' find themselves compelled
ta buy of Mr. Armour) as there is ta thse
latter in taking their optiens The sim-
ple fact of tise matter is, that the imprut
dent action of the > Ishorts " in selling
heavily, lias rendered Armuour's specula-
tive business more profitable for the time
being than bis legitimiate transactions,
and ience we have witnessed during the
past two weeks the singular freak of Wes-
tern mess pork selling in this marketat
.3.50 to $4 per bbl lowver than it could be
boughsttfor'at the point from wience it is
imported. Tio heavy Cincinnati operators
htve itis rumored suffered severely so far,
and the old tactics of appeaing ta the
courts and the Board of Trade before sub-
mitting the "equeeze " are freely talked
of. Inl this city Ire uhderstand that one
party has of late partly recuperated bis

former-heavy losses, thirough being on the
same aide with Armour. Regarding the
statistical position o the market the
stock of mess pork in Chicago on the first
of the present month wvas favorable ta the
long interest being 121,840 bbls against
157,019 bbls, a month previous and 193,.
S9S bbls a year ago. It is stated thiat there
are outstanding short contracts for July
delivery at $17.50and $17.77& and at the
commencement of the week July option
advanced ta $23. In this city, we under-
stand that a gentleman in the fruit trade
ias 500 bbls short in Chicago at $18.25o
which shows a loss of $2,300.

THE STANDARD BANK.

The report of the directors of the
Standard B.muk, which will be found else-
where in our columnss, exhibits a satisfac-
tory year's operations especially in view
of tie depression which bas prevailed for
somtie tine back. The year's profits were
nearly 13 per cent on the paid up capi-
tal, and the rest lias been increased until
it amounts ta 23 per cent. while half

yearly dividends of 3ù per cent. have been
paid ta the shareholders. It is satisfac-

tory ta notice that the Standard Bank
lias adopted the conservative policy of
investing the bulk of the rest in Domi-
nion Government and otier first class
debentures, It ivill be noticed that the
directors of the Standard Bank are
erecting a substantial building for their
iead office in Toronto.

THE HARBOR BOARD.

The ussual ionthly meeting of the
Harbor Commissioners was held on the
l0th inst., wien the chairman MSr. Andrew,
Robertson dreu attention to the report
of the Harbor Master shewing the stesam
tonnage ta date ta have been 178,563
tons being an increase over last year of
14,119 tons while the sailing vessels wiera
19,657 or an increase of 1,430 tons the
total increase having been 7.33 per cent.
There is some decrease in revenue caussed
however, by the reduction of grain tolls.
The deepening of the channel is 'being
prosecuted with energy and success. The
chairman drew attention ta the discredit-
able state of the revetment walls, and to
a letter addressed ta the City Club by
the Secretary of the Harbor Commission-
ers in which the co-operation of the CitY
Council was claimed in very urgent terse.
There can be no second opinion as to th
importance of repairing the revetment
walls and the flag stone walls without
delay, and the only cloubt that can be
entertained is whether the whole work.
should be undertaken by the corporation
or whether it shall nerely grant a liberal
contribution in aid.
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THIE CANADIAN PACIFLC RAILWAY.

The persistent enemies of our great
Interoceanic road have started a fresh
ground of complaint which is the abandon-
ment of daily trains on the Western sec-
tion of the road. ft was at first alleged
that the trains were not ta be run further
west than Brandon but ve have seen this
positively contradicted, and we believe
that the terminus of the daily trains is at
present at Moose Jav. It has been for saine
tine nanifest froi the reports of trafilc
and receipts that the cost of running
trainsover the Western. portions of the
completed road, has been greater than
the earnings, and this has naturally led ta
the late changes which are loudly com-
plained of by the opponents of the road.
It is allegeti by a Manitoba journal that if
Brandon w'ere the end of the track Can-
adia would be better off by nmany millions.
The writer, however, forgets altogether
that if the terminus of the rond hiad been
fixed at Brandon, its entire abject would
have been defeated. The Canada Pacifie
is being constructed in accordance witl
an express agreement vith British
Colhwinbia, made as a condition by that
Province on its entering the Confeder-
ation, and most assured ly if it hal been
possible ta save millions by abandoning
the road through the Rocky Moun tains ta
the Pacifie, those millions would not have
been spent in covering Manitoba with
U a net vork of rails " which the people
of the North \West seein ta think is their
just right.

It lias been argued that the abandon-
ment of daily trains is evidence that the
prairiesection lias beentoa rapidly con-
structed. To us it seems ta establish the
ituportance of rapid construction. It is
Of course impossible at present ta form
any satisfactory opinion of the extent of
the tralfic over the line wYhen it as been
fuilly completed. It is quite possible that
the sanguine expectations which have
been foried that a large share of through
trafic woulld be obtained by the shorter
line may not be realized, but even on that
assumption it is now too late ta abandon
the policy vhich bas dictated the con-
struction of the railway, and the sooner it
is conpletedl the better. On the other
hiand the organs Of the opposition with a
full knowledge Of the circuistances
unler'wlichî this stupenduous work was
undertaken, are actually arguing that the
railroal should not have been constructed
West OftBranclon. Of course if the assump.
tilî, on which the opposition ta the rail-
roadl Policy is based, begranted, viz,that
it was of no importance that the Province
Of British Columbia should ba included in

the Confederation, it is very doubtful
whether any railroad would have been
undertaken in the North West. It would
be unprofitable ta discuss the probable
consequence of so great a divergence
from the policy vhich was adopted with
the abject of securing the consolidation
of the Dominion and which would have
been completely defeated had the miser-
able policy which has been of late ad-
vocated by the opposition press been
substituted. To doMr. Mackenziejustice,
he recognizaed the necessity, under the
circumstances, ihich existed when he be-
came Premier, of completing as rapidly
as in his power, the railroad, ta the
Pacifie, and we feel assured, that he would
not have listened for a moment Io a pro-
posal, to make the railroad terminus at
Brandon, and to construct a net work of
branch lines in the new territories at the
cost of the people of the Eastern Pro-
vinces.

CANADIAN PRINTS.

The Magog Textile Print Company at
Magog have at last turned out their
pioncer samples of printed calicoes, being
the rlist Of Canadian production shown
on this market, which are considered
highly creditable ta the manufacturers
bath as regards style of pattern and
finish, and we vish the new enterprise
every success as an addition ta our home
industries. But doubtless the promoters
thereof are lot ñtiaware'of the keen com-
petition they vill have ta contend with
in the shape ef English prints, which for
almost endless variety, of patterns, excel-
lent finish and cost will we fear be serious
obstacles for Canadian manufacturers ta
overcome for saie length of time. These
are same of our reasons for not being as
sanguine as some of our contemporaries,
in expecting it will be an easy matter
for home-made prints ta supersede im-
ported goods. If ta be forewarned is
forearmed, allow us ta apprise the agent
of the Magog Print Co. of the fact that
a large line of prints has just been ordered
by cable costing 72 cents laid down here
duty paid, of exactly the samé class as
that for which·he asked 8 cents. Here
then is a case in point, in sbich the home
company had the first chance af filling a
good sized order, but the importer find-
ing that he could bring in the goods from
England and pay duty thereon at a price
which enables him ta sel them at 71
cents per yard or ; cent belov what the
Canadian article would cost him, flings
patriotism ta the winds as usuel in
matters of business, by 'purchasing in the
cheapest market. We by no means, how-

ever, pretend ta say that even this is an
insuperable drawback, but trust that
means will be adopted whereby it can be
surmounted,, althoughl we cannot dis-
semble our belief that it will take a
longer time ta accomplish than many
even in the trade have any idea of. iThe
enterprising promoters of the Magog
Print Works have, it appears, already
discovered that the operation of printing
the cloth doesrnot complete.it for the
trade, and in this respect also the want of
skilled labor will doubtless be felb.

GOVERNMENT NOTES.
While we acknowledge the courteous

notice by the Hamilton Spectaoor of our
criticism on his recent article on Govern-
ment notes, and thanlc him for.it, we
must venture again ta point out vhat we
believe ta be the errors of our contem-
porary. The Spcctator does not denylour
assertion that the Chartered Banks have
made large Ioans ta the extent of aC
least twenty millions of dollars on the
basis of their aggregate circulatior, but b.e
cites the United States issues as a proof
that no serious difliculty .vould ha felt
by the change. We must remind him
that the change was effected in the
United States during the period of tlie sus-
pension of specie payments, and that the
withdrawal of theright ta issue small notes
in Canada involved a very slight reduction
in the circulation. There is no loubt whatb
ever that the banks could not retire all
their issues of notes without reducing ta
the saie extent their aggregate discounts,
which as we stated in a former issue
vould be attended with calamitous re-

sults ta the commercial community.
We awn that we have read with sur-

prise the Spectalor's argument in favor
of making the proposed Government
notes redeemable *in 3.65 bonds. Thera
is a simple way of meeting it. We have
quite recently had ta notice the demanda
for payment of Dominion notes in gold,
théeobject having been ta place funds in
Neiv York. Will the Spectator venture
ta assert that 3.65 bonds could have
been converted into New York funds or
into exchange'at par? The fàct that the
bonds were redeemable in gold in twenty
years would ha of little importance to
the present halders. The -notes of the
National banks are said ta owe their
value ta their being secured by bonds of
the United States, but in addition ta this
they are convertible into gold on demand
or rather into convertible legal tender
notes. Surely the Spectalor' must know
that at the time when the banks had
hardly a dollar of gold, tht is during -the
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suspensioi of spec'ie paymentfs, the notes
of the National Bnilks as vel as those of r
the Government thougli of equal value,
were not at per with gold. We are alvays
sorry vien we find journals which are
favorable ta a Dominion note issue,
yielding ta the demand for an irredeem-
able currency.

RIECTPIIOCI l'.

o it% the report, nor is there any sugges-
ion as ta the mode of establishing a
ommon tariff. The resolution expresses
n opinion thtat " if the Executive see
it ta consider propositions for freer com-
merce w'ith the Dominion of Canada, such
egotiations would be viewed with favor."'

We sincerely hope that no such propos-
tions will be made, while such views as
hose expressed in the report are enter-
ained.

DIPORTS AT MONTREAL.

The total value of free and dutiible nier-
handise entered for consunption at this port
for hie mionth of June was -2,049,654 as con-
pired with $3,270,760 for the corresponding
nthlli last year, exhibiting lie large deciease
o'fJ21,10T. lie imiiports of coin snd bullion
however', show a leavy increase ofl1,625,083
miounîting. to '1,666,631 agniist $41,548 for

June 1883. In lthe detailed changes in value of
lie past mxotith as comupared with the same
period last year, flour shows the large increase
of' S2,222; cont lis decreased s20,306 on
anthracite, and $1,932 on bitiminous; cotton
and ils miiniifactires again make a considerable
shrinlkage anotisting te S135,071, and fancy
goods have decreasled .3,500. Green and
dried fruits are less by $3,500 and fers and
skins by q4.504, while glass and glassware
show lit tle change. A very important decrease
is noted in'iron and steel and their manu-
factiires, which have fallen off $127,261, flie
total imuports thereof lest month amtotiniig to
$202,603 against $419,864 for Jne, 1883.
Among hic otlier decrenses, which by (lie way
appear te be general, are : Coal oil, lKerosene
etc., 85,925, paints & colors $7,937, paper and
its inanutfactires $12,115, bacon, hîams, shoul-
ders, sides, beef, pork and mtiton:Sl0,982,
Lard $10,698, silk and its mamifactures $10,911.
spirits, wines and cordials $5,218, woollen
miiniffactures $52,877, teits iiIported fron the
Uiited States $5.592. The importations of
sugariave bee largely in excess of June 1883,
the ibereense anoiiiting to $105,851 i tobacco,
cigars and. cigarettes have ciao increased $11,-
809. The following were the leading articles
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entered for cnsumption at this port for last
month, as compared with the month of June,
