Iii 1875 these deposits amounted to $7,171,000; in 1880
tley reachod S11,053,000; in 1885, $32,079,000, and in 1888, $41,-
371,000. Praiseworthy as this may be deemed, and hopefully
as it may augur for the future prosperity and happiness of

niumbers among our industrial classes, it cannot fail to occur to
an ordinary student of our finances ta inquire whether it is quite
in accordance with the principles of economy to pay 4 per cent
interest to our own people besides cost of management, for up-
wards of40 millions of dollars, when we can borrow the money
as shown by the recent remarkably successful loan, at 8 per cent.
in England. But it will as readily occur to him that " time l
money " alsa, and that the Government la little likely ever ta be
called upon ta pay up, or experience a run upon its deposits.
Every depositor knows lie can have his money, and, therefore,
will not mako a demaud as long as he can do without it. The
one opinion of bankers on the subject of this competition on the
part of the Government by means of the Thrift Banks is quite
natural. It is satisfactory ta note that a still further reduction
bas taken place in the rate of interest paid on the gross debt
($284,500,000) which is now 3.45, against 354 per cent. li 1887.

The Assets of the Dominion show a greater fluctuation than
does the Debt. In 1W75 ihese were $35.655,000; in 1880, $42,-
182,000; in 1885, $08,205,000 and li 1888, nearly 50 millions.
They consist of the Siuking Fund, Other Investients, Pro-
vince-Accaunts, Miscellaneous Accounts and Banking Ac-
counts. These last, consisting chiefly of Cash ($5,211,9(5) and
Specie Reserve (83,807,636), are doubtless necessary provisions
and invested, as regards the former, to the best advantage, but
the returne are necessarily very small compared with the cost to
the country. It muet be remembered, however, that the con-
dition of the money market in England and the temper of in-
vestors need ta be taken into accoutai in negotiating a loan.
The Baniking Accounts for the last fiscal year amount in al[ to
nearly 0 millions.

The Revenue arising fron Customs Duties for the past fiscal
vear foots up nearly 221 millions, which was collected at the
economical rate of about 3.85 per cent. In this respect the fol-
lowing table will not be devoid of interest:-

It le evident that centralization promoteseconomy in the col-
lection of Customs duties, and that proximity ta international
boundaries or to the field of operations of foreigu sea-craft has
the opposite effect.

The Excise yielded a revenue of over six millions, and the
expenses of collection amounted to S373,000, or rather over 6 per
cent.

We can but glance at a few of the principal features in a vol-
une like that before us, so replete yith information and so
systematically compiled. The items of the Governmcent Station-
ery Office account possess someinterest for the paper maker and
the printer. The total of thmse supplies for the year is $22S,456.
Among those principally favored are Pirie & Sous, 11. S., King &
Co., Cowan & Co, Judd Paper Co., Anderson & Krum, Tower
Manufacturing Ca., all foreign bouses. In the order of their
favor come the domestic houses of J. B. Rolland & Fils,
Canada Paper Co., Barber & Ellis Co., A. Bnntin & Son, Toronto
Paper Co, E. Senecal & Son, Dominion Paper Co., John J. Foote,

'llenry J. Morgan and others; and we cannot but believe that
the Government exercised due impartiality li distributing its
patronage in tbis way rather by districts firet, ta the disregard
of political considerations. IL might be a still stronger evidence
of impartiality were other deserving concerns to cone in for a
share on alternate years. It would, wu venture ta say, ralher
strengthen the links that already bind the favored houses to the
worthy dispensers at the seat of Government, and at the sane
tine tend to promote the avowed object of all good Governments,
the greatest good to the greatest number.

OUR CHEESE INDUSTRY.
A retrospect of this great industry of Canada for the year

'RA8 cannot fail of interest to the community, especially so, when
we c:* sider that within one generation in Canada it lias from an
ahnost unpractised art increased by such strides year after year
and grown ta sucb proportions, that at the present time it bands
the lit of our exports from Montreal, and records second place
in those of the Dominion.

Twenty years ago the product of the dairy was alnost con-
fined to butter. So little cheese was nado prior to that tine
that we were importers of the article fron the States and Eng-
land to meet in part the wants of hone consmnption.

The factory system of cheese making was first introduced
into tha country about the year1864, but not until the year 1870
did it assume proportions of decided progress. So completely
has cheese making superseded that of butter muaking that the
year just closed finds our exporte of the latter article dwindled
down ta the insignificant amount of 1,201,815 pounds, in value
$273,686, while our export of cheese for the saume period amount
to 72,242,701 pounds, valued at $7,137,109. This revolution in
the dairy product of the country le attributable to two causes:
Firstly-The introduction of butterine and butterine mixtures
into England and the remarkable change li the exacting palate
of the English consumer ta these imitations, or forfresh, unsalted
or slightly salted continental butter, from the genuine but strong
and coarse salted article we sent theni. 'Tfhis lost ne Our market
for butter, as our geographical position and climatic dilliculties
plecluded the possibilty of successfully competing with the
8candinavians, French and Dutcli. Secondly-Our wonderful
development in the art of cheese production and adoption to the
taste of the Enghsh consumers, which has changed Our position
from that of second to that of first with our American cousins in
the matter of quality of production in the estimation of English
importers.

The average quality of our output far excels that of the
Americans, whici is ta soine extent accounted for in the matter
of. climate, together with the fact that we make little, if any,
akin chpese, By many, and we think correctly, it is thouglt
our average production fully equals that of England, so far as
Cheddar.cheese le concerned. So succesaful have been the efforts
of sonte of Our cheese makers in Ontario in produ::ing the
Clheddar cheese, that it would take a clever expert ta decide on
the merita of the cheese as produced in the sample on the tryer,
and not seeing the cheese itself, whether it was English or
Canadian; while there are thousands of epicures who enjoy our
Canadian cheese with a gusto under the delusion that they are
munching the roal article fron dear old Someretshire.

The cheese making season of tlhe'year just closed bas been a
trying one to makers, and taxed to the utnost limit their skill
in production.. They hd to contend with the excessive dryness
of the early summer and an exceptionally wet fail, coupled with
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an abnormnally low range of temperatnre. They have neverthe-
less produced on the whiole a fairly average quality.

The greatest improvement in the make lias to bo accorded te
Ontario, although marked improvement lias 'also to be noted in
what ia called the French section; but there is still rem for
great improvement there. The "penny wise and pound foolisl"
policy appears te he the sole cause for the inferior cheese made.
The emipleyment uf poor makers, inferior implementa and
wretched curing roins aré among the principal causes of the
poor output. Hlowever, there are in this section many enter-
prising factorymen wlio keep up with the times, who secure all
the latest apphiances in the art, and turn out as fine cheese as any
section in Canada.

The section most behind of any in its production is the East-
ern Townships. This section once enjoyed a high reputation
and might be designated the birth-place of the industry.
Instead of leeping pace with the times and new developmants
ii the art, they are, we regret tosay, positively rbtrogressive and
do not produce as good cheese as they did ten 3ears ago. Any.
cheesae malker, whose ambition is te strive to see how little cream
and the gratest anont of water he can manufacture into
cheese, should coninue his production te that of lis personal
capacity for consumption, and devote the balance of lis time in
manking nuîtmegs out of epruce, wood knots, wyhich are cheaper
than water in some parts of the Eastern Townships. ,

'lie average price of the year 1888 realized by factorymen la
estimated te b ia the vicinity of aine cents per pound, which is
niearly two cents a pouind under the average of the previons
yeur; but it must b horne li mind that the year of 1887 was
most disastrouîs to English importers, with the result of thieir
imports demonmstrating the fact that the season's make was
net worti more than nine cents on a basis of supply and
demand.

The season te Our Montreal receivers and exportera lias bean
fairly satisfaictory, and sonie are reported te have a substantial
balance on Lie credit side of their cheese accoumnt, with every
indication of their adding thereto in a realization of the balance
of their holdings. 'lhe present conditions of the market, both
lcre and in England, are considered strong onil a basis of 12c
here and 58S te 60s in Eigland, with light stocks, and consisting
almnost entirely of the finest grades.

This healthy condition of things arises froin tle fact that in
.England, Canadian and Anierican chese iere not forced up
above a healthy consiumptive demand during the great con-
sumitive season, whichl is in the suimamer and fall months, ien
outdoor labor is in full elmiplaoymient. It must also be borne in
mind that the laboring classes in all branches have bean well
eunployed the pastyeanr, ohaL cheese was thecheapest ef ail animal
diet, and consequeni tly the consumptIon was great. The summner
inake of cheese was well consumed and outof the way when the
all product came ou the market, and its proving to be from

twenty te tlilrty por cent. short of the proviens year'a make, both
liere and in the States, prices advanced liere and in England to
tlie close of the yoar.

Tlher is a gond lesson te b learnt by our factorymen and
cheese merchants fromi the course of the English marketsduîring
the smmennr and fall menths, and it is this:-Such enormuous pro-
Portions lias cheese production assumed in this country and the
States, and boing made in such a way that early development
enses, il is clearly te the interest of all that the great flush of
the mako slhoiuld be marketed early and while it la at or near its
highmet satie of perfection, anld whilo the groat consuming masses
are in a position te consume iL The quantities of cheese the
English w'orking classes eau consume of a mild, clean in flavor
and moat.y character at moderate prices, more espFcially so wyhen
they are filly employed, is simnply enormnious. It la equally as-
tonishing how little they ise if it is over-developed (sharp and
strong) especially if prices are high. Tierefore, wo say, ad-
visedly, it is clearly te ail interests that the make of the hot
weathor months should bo marketed early, lot the price be what
it imay. This onBures a clearance of the most undesirable and
deteriorating Portion of the season's make (for holding) as well as
clean boards for the Septembher and October makes; and if
August or any Part of it proves cool and favorable, that montlis
make, as well ais the September anld October, can b hield on a
specullative hbais.

The short selling of cheese, which was started in England, and
miy b said toe h pirely English, se far as the cheese trade is
concerned, lias been practised to a considerable extent, and lias
had more or loas influence at different stages of the season; but

we are happy to say it la little indulged in by our Montreal
bouses, the most prosperous and conservative of whom greatly
deprecate its introduction, recognizing its pernicious influence on
legitimate trading. Happily, it bas tliis last season resulted in
benefit te our Canadian operators, who, being on the spot and
seeing the short production of the fall make, began buying up
the product at 8c up to 10e for August, September and October
goods. Tliat section of the country east of Toronto may be said
to have been cleaned up within the range of these figures.
The section west of Toronto, and wbat is called the Ingersol
district, held for higher prices, which they realized in December.
The representatives of the short sellera being the principal
buyers at 11ic to 12c, net only have the short sellera had to face
smart ]oases in filling contracta, but are the holders of the
highest cost goods of the season's produet!

The total exports from Montreat from the opening of navi-
gation to iti close in 1888 were 1,134,349 boxes, and the stocks left
in Canada estimated from 210,000 to 235,000 boxes; while the
figures of 1887 were 1,104,065 and 250,000 to 280,000 respectively.
lt must be ,borne in mind that these figures include the
American cheese that passed through Montreal in bond. in
1888 there wer of these 6,495,813 lbs., or say 108,255 boxes,
while for the year 1887 thera were 5,862,224 Ibs., or say
97,704 boxes.

THE SACKVILLE AFFAIR.
A blie book just issued by the Imperial Governiment deals

with the Sackville matter with that calm dignity and forbear-
ance which usually distinguisli its utterances upon foreign rela-
tions. This is well seen in the despatch of Lord Salisbury to Mr.
Phelps, the American Minister at London, in which lie observes
that in the judgment of the government Lord Sackville's con-
dact had ceased te b of importance, President Cleveland having
already sent him bis passport; and he controverts the idea that
the acceptance or retention of a minister is a question to be de-
cided solely, with or without the reason assigned, by the Govern-
ment to which ha is accredited,-that the general principles are
of more importance tian the particular case under discussion.
He quotes the principles laid down by Lord Palmeraton on the
occasion of the dismissal of Minister Bulwer fron the Court of
Spain in 1848. According to this, international law entitles the
nation te whieh a demand for the withdrawal of ils minister has
been addressed, to decline to comply with the demand, even
though grave and weighty ieasons have been assigned.

It ramains to be sean what effect the decision of the Imperial
Government muay have on the temper of the Americans, now
that the political contest la over. It la to be feared that .the
strained relations arising out of the fishery question are net
likely te be improved thereby, and the occasional howls of de-
tiance from Washington are not calculated to allow the general
feeling of animosity towards Great Britain to die out se
peaceably as on former occasions when thore was.little or nothing
to scold about-before the United States surplus made the people
as unreasonable as an individual similarly circumstanced, who
bas more money than ha knows what to do with,-before the
series of articles in the Fortni ghtly Retneu and other periodicals
published te the world how unfitted for war-for attack or de-
fence-England had hocon,-articles intended only to arouse
the minds of the people and the Government te greater efforts
in view of the gigantic preparations on the continent,--and
before the patience which thostrong usually exercise under provo-
cation, began to be looked upon and interpreted as an evidence
of fear. The utter disregard of the ordinary courtesies te a net
unfriendly power is owing, doubtless, in a degree, te the kinship
of the two peoples, a family dispute being generally more bitter
than as between people of different kin. Lord Salisbury la un-
doubtedly sound in his contention that Lord Sackville had the
right te express his private opinion on the political affaira ef the
country te which ha was accredited. To say that his latter was
an interference in American politics is utterly absurd. Its pub-
lication was entirely against lis wish, and .the whole affair,
whatever we may think of the unsuspecting character of the
writer at such a Lime, was a scurvy trick which every true
American -in his moments of reflection must fe6l heartily
ashamed of. It is probable that the outcome will b the
suspension of diplomatio intercourse with the United States for
seme time. This would net necessarily lead te war, and it
would b a sufficient reproof and a lesson.in humility that la
very much required.

COMMERCIAL INFLUENCES.

The growing influence of commerce is nowhere botter exen-
plified thtan of late years in Enland, where trade, et which the
British matron and lier eldest son were wont to turn up their
noses, bas been making sad inroads upon the inactivity of aris-
tocratic life. The inheritor of a large area of ancestral lands i
more than ever faced with the conviction that lie owes te
society something more than merely seeking te entertain it, or
amusing himself at Paris or San Monaco:' There are, of course,
mauy noble exceptions to what lias been understood as the rale,
and among our most advanced scientiste and economists are te
ha found men who have never felt the spur.of necessity, and
who are at the saine time ornaments to the society in which
tieir lot bas been cast. This evolution js even to ho found upon
the stage. One of the plays recenmly introduced et a popular
theatre in London supplies an imaginative sketch of thie state of
things likely to arise if practicalness becomes much further
developed. In this play the athor decrees that not to be con-
nected with tradeïs to be quite out of the fashion. -The heroine
of the play, a duchess, la the soul of business, and ber family
take after lier, His Grace being a model of ail that a son and a
Duke should ho. He la indefatigable, he travels through the
county with commercial samples, and with the m'et praise-
worthy, not te say exasperating energy on ail occasions. When
lie first appears on the stage lie le in his shirt aleeves, measur-
ing the gronds aroqnd the hotel at which ho ls staying, with
the object Of ascertaining whether the building can be shifted
te what he thinks e.better site. From this lofty project he
readily descends te recommend a parasol with a patent frame to
a young lady also Staying in tie botel, te whom lie la intro-
duced; and when ber father appears in bis bath chair, the aris-
tocratie commercial traveller induces him to.give an order for a
suit of sanitary clothing, almost before he bas finished bis cere-
monial bows. An aspirant to the hand of the young lady referred

to is objectionable to ber dyspeptic father because hoinherits a
fortune made by the sale of tinned lobster. The play affords a
most diverting study of a model counter-clerk or shop-salesman;
tempered by some cousideration of the ways and habits of the
fashionable young men of the day. The travelling Duke is de-
forential and brisk; he listens with a placid smile while bis eye
ranges round in search of some article of bis interlocutor's attire
or belongings for (vhich he can suggest an improved substituts.
The Duchess is suave and dignified, but business-like before ail
.else. The subdued pride with which She describes the curions
occupations of her sons and daughters, winding up with the two
girls who are well placed behind -the counter iu railway'refresh-
ment bars, is quite e-dfying and tonching. As the stage is sup-
.posed to hold the inrror up to nature," the play affords one of
the signe of the times, about which there can ho little mistake.

In the United States and to an almost equal extent in Canada
the man who ie not engaged in some useful occupation is looked
upon with suspicion and even dislike, and while the Americans
are showing themselves inclined of recent years to adopt Eng-
lisli habits and fashions, it is net surprising that the practical
American should impress something of bis char acter upon bis
transatlantic cousin la return.

Two or three occasionally join, and the profit arising
from the best possible investment of the combined capital would net
suftice te pay the rent of the store. But credit la easy, and with i
noney fetching only throe te four per cent. on deposit, friendsai e net
wanting te lend at a gond round rate of interest. The Messrs.
Thibaudeau bave ovidently no confidence in the ultimate succeas of
A. Courtemanche, on that street, who owes thei nearly $5,000, out of
total debts of $12,000, and ho bas consequently assigned. Mr. J.
Grenier had $3,290 worth of confidence in the sane party. The
creditors meet on the 23rd. Beauchamp & Betournay, dry goods
retailers, also of that street, have succumbed te the inevitable with
liabilities of about $17,000. Hon. J. G. Laviolette id a creditor for
about $7,000, and the rernainder ls distributed anong three or four of
our large wholesale firms, with a thousaud or two te banks. In the
fall of 1885, the concern compromised liabilities of $25,000, at 60 per
cent., payable in installients within 15 menths. They were obliged
te carry a large stock, and ail their industry was unable te surmiount
the leavy expenses arising fron too little capital. The mild winter
weather se far bas net tended te improve matters with city dry-goods
bouses.

SoME jewellers prefer te be advertised before the holidays; some of
those who struggle through them are thus obliged te face a competi.

Jones & Co., wtth debts of about $2,500. Wm. T. Wilson removed
bis small stock and repairing business from St. Catharines to Merritton
(Ont.) about threo years ago, but bis living expeuses, though amall
aise, outran bis receipts and ho has cousequently heen obliged te
assign. Watson & Nickerson, jewellers, of Moncton, assigned recently
te J. H. Dunlap, showing.liabilities of about $4,500. As there is but
a nominal deliciency of about $500, they will probably arrange te
continue.

The iusurance compainies, of course, dispute their
liability, and will holdif a meeting at aun carly date to consider what
course shail bu taken. In the meantime they have given notice of
their Intention ta appeal from the rulîng of the Chief Justice.

The machinery and stock was dam
aged to the extent of several thousand dollars
and the mill had to be shut down. Telegraph

Angus and Jamues O'Brienl ; but if the
custôm wlich bas generally been observed
of late years should still prevail, the choice
is not likely to b infiaenced by such a
consideration. In the ' street" some signi-
ficance is attached to the purchase of a quali-
fying nuinber of shares by Mr. Andrew
Robertson. The transactions in this, as lu
other bank stocks, have beu so light of late
that every trifle bears its comment, and there
are net wanting those who risk the opinion
that one or two more smali sales may ba
reckoned upon as soon as the choice la de-
finitely settied.

Tlîe ice.palice or castle, leru hiad
attained soiewalit above the irst storey with
ice cut fromn the canal, but lue rain of Wedies-
day nighit and the wari sun of yestorday
brouglht down the west wall, so that IL now
offers the pectator a ruin littl bohind in luin-
tercest -imytlhiug Io le seeii i Norniondy.
