it woul take far more space than even the
whole forty-eight columns of the TRUE WIT-
sEss could afford ta do full juitice ta Mon-
treal'e great exhibition, and hence we are
under the disagreeable necessity of conden-
sing and confining ourselves to mare men-
tion of the leading features. Up ta Monday
very little live stock had arrived, and the
down pour of rain on that day prevented a
good many necessary arrangements, and
checked the exhibition somewhat, which was
expected ta have been la full swing, avery-
thing having been satisfactorily sattied on
Saturday. The firat thing that strikes the
eye of a stranger entering the city l the si-
gala appearance it presents, flags fiying lu
every direction, numbers of people on the
streets as if Montreal was en fête, cabs fiying
this way and that, and the city passenger
railroad cars running ta and from the grounde
crowded ta their utmost capacity, although a
double number had beau put on. Outside the
graunds themselves on Mount Royal Avenue,
from Wiseman's Hotel ta the gate a canva
town has sprung up where refreshments are
dispensed, and a little gambling doue here
and there and the usual aide showe, mona-
1 rosities in the shape of calves with two hean,
and chickens with none, all, are, attract the
iusual crowds. After taking a sharp glance at
those distractions, you pay your quarter
and enter the precincts where you are con-
fronted with long rows of agricultural impie-
mente, and where you are almost dazzled by
the contrivances ta attract attention. As re-
marked before, the live stock had not arrived
on Monday when our reporter made his flying
visit, and sa ha passed into the Exhibition
Building, the old Crystal Palace metamor-
phosed into something beautiful ta look upon.
Once inside thare was any amount of objects
upon which ta gaze, but ta the visiter who
has not time ta inspect each departmnent
separately, the best plan ta puraue is ta mount
ta the top galleries and look down and around.
Then itl l that the full glory of the Exhibi-
tion burts upon his vieW tud makes him feel
that in the Arabian Nights, there la but a
truthful but feeble description of the stuffa
and marchandise of the East, that Is ta say if
it was lu A1. Baachid's time anythiug at ail
equal ta the West of to-day. Such great
piles of the richest fors, the floasieat silks, the
finest cloth, bsndsome, durable furniture,
jewellery, lu heaps, latést mechanical inven-
tions, works in art and literature, the product
of the college and convent, everything In fact
that the civilization of the nineteenth century
has brought ta such a state of perfection. All
the cities of Canada were represented and
conasquently ail the Provinces, Toronto with
its usual energy taking the lead, though after
Montreal of course. A notable feature In the
centre of the building is, we notice with very
great pleasure, that sareral couvents bave been
represanted at the exhibition, the good
Shepherd being among the principal and that
a good many pr'zes have beauawarded them.
Nor were the Christian Brothers absent from
the industrial contest, as the many prises
their pupils obtained for elegant and superior
penmanship eau testify. The drawing, sewing
and embroidery of the couvent pupils drew
a good many premiuma ail of which will ap-
pear in our next weeks Issue of the Taln
\VITNEss. It would be difficult if not Impos-
sible ta find a branch of Industry not or. hand
at the great Montreal, or rather Dominion,
Exhibition. The carriage making department
Was especlallya sight ta ses and Montreal in
this branch showed proud pre-eminence.

SBturday vas a gala day lu thé aity; thé
hal! holiday affarded business employais au
opportunity' of;viait.ing thé fait, sud in addi-
tion ta thé large number af citizens who
fiocked 'ta thé ground, gréaI crdwda of
Strangers were also présent, and consequentiy
the buildings ai thé industrial department
vere thronged. Owing ta'thé àteut o! thé
.grounds,ône does not realize thé large number
ofpersans présent ; it le only' on entering thé
buildings that any' Idea can hé formed cf tha
attandanca. Théecrowd vas gréateat ln the
Main Building, Machinery' snd Maultoba
Halls, sud lu the-last nauied visitais inspected
vlth intense int'reat thé splendid exhibita of

thé Prairie Province. lu thé graunds thé
opérations ai Professor Grimniey -iit titi
balloon created any' amnount at curiosy, sund
admining circles constantly surrouded thé
spot wbere the sériai voyager was confined ta
motherlearth. Trial ascents veto made during
thé afternoan, snd, finally it vas released

from its irksonse bondage, the balloon rose1
majeatically and soared away in air, free sud
unconstralned, amid the applause of ail who
watched its graceful progress.

It was on Saturday that the grand lacrossej
match between the two rival teama, Sham-
rocks and Montrealers1 tock place on the
grounda of the latter, in presence of a vast
number ofa spectators, and that the Shamrocks
regained the laurels they had lost by beating
their opponenta in three straight ganes. It
was on Saturday the balloon ascension took
place under the management of the famous
aeronaut, Professor Grimley, and a very suc-
cesaul one it was, and gave plasure ta the
whole city over whicli it floated so buoyantly
and.so gracefully, and again it was on Saturday
the races in connection with the exhibition
were held at Lepine Park, as well as the rifle
match at the Butta, which vas won by the
Royal Sabts Fusiliers. So that it ia no barn
to say Saturday was a gala day. On
Monday a grand concert was given by
the sailors in port at the Victoria Skating
Rink. This attracted quite a crowd,
which was delighted at the novel sea songs,
and particularly with their song in character
by the sailora when working the vassal.

Among the first live stock to arrive were
those on Saturday fron the Model farm of
Mr. George Whitfield, Bougemant, Iberville,
P. Q. Thesa animals are ail of marked ex-
cellence. Particularly we noticed a 4-year
old Durham cow with, a number of good
points, broad back, round ribs and splendid
neck and head, In tact, all the requisites for
breeding fat stock or milking- In Kerrys, a
breed novel to this country, there are two
bulls, an aged and 2-year old. The former is
a strong, somewhat fierce-looking beast, long
and thick, with short legs. The 2-year old
bas all the stamp of the old fellow. Two
Jersey bulla, au aged, of splendid color, and a
.year old, fully equal, wili be much admired.
In Devons, Mr. Whitfield shows two fine ani-
mals, an aged bull of good stamp, and a 2-year
old a real beauty, the lattef bred on the
owner's own farm. The aged Short-horn bull
la a grand-looking creatureof 2,100 lbs., holds
his head well, ad is of fine long build; hé
will certainly take a good place. The 2-year
old Durham buli of imported dam,la of a pure
white color with deep side; broad level back,
good flank and breast, and promises to be a
magnificent animal. Tw: Devon cows are, as
we heard it expressed by a well known judge
" real beauties."> lu sheep, Mr. Whitfield
shows some fine specimensof the West High-
land horned breed, tan eves and 2 rama. They
are remarkably fine animals. The exhibit la
a splendid one in every respect, and we hope
to sea it take the place it deserves in the prize
liat. All the animals are imported stock.
Out of a whole herd of 200, there sre; weare
informed 87 cows milking at the present time,
all the product of which in shipped to the
Bai-badoeas W. I. lr. Whitfield bas 57 head
of West Highland, polled Angus and Gallo-
way in quarautine at Qnebec, which could
not hé got out ln time for this Exhibition.

Up ta this everything bas gone weli with
the exhibition, and the programme bas been
carried ont with remarkable fidelity. The
rain on Monday somawhat marred the pro-
ceedings, and Tuesiday, the day of days, wien
Montreal tooka holiday, was anxiouslo looked
for. It came with bright sunshine, the
Governor-General, a cool breeze, good roads,
and thousandm upon thousands of people from
ali quarters. Every conveyance was brought
into requisition and cery road which lead to
Exhibition Grounds at noon were actnally
covered with ladies and gentlemen lingala at-
tire. Most of the live stock had by this time
arrived, and fresh accession of numbers was
received from Jacques Cartier wharf, where a
number had collected ta see a torpedo blow up
a big ship. And a large number it was, no
less in fact than 25,000 liing the wharves
from the Water Poice Station to Jacques
Cartier Wharf and .beyond. The victim of
the torpedo was an ld barge, no longer of
use, which at tan minutes past eleven was
blown into amithereens, muchto the delight
of the vast concoursea of spectators af!resaid.
After that the mighty crowd moved north to
the grounds, and were lu tire to see ithe
opening by the Governor-General.

ENGLISH OPINION.

A Strong Pronouuncement frem au Eng-
1ab Journal.

If Ireland were peopled like Guernsey its

population would be more than forty millions.
It rose to eighr millians and a quarte, and
then famine and fever killed a million. Dur-
lng thirty-three years the Irish laudlord have
dniven out more than a tiird of thértest,m n
that, 'notvithsbauding "cthé Irish manufactura
of babieB," the population fa now five mil-
lions. If the Danes could renewthair devas-
tations, and go through the land destroyilng
one-third of the people with fire and sword,
and leaving the rest In destitution, lt would
hé a horrible massacre-.because they vere
Danes.. But when thais edone b>' landlords
withi evictions, extorliona, sud an atmy eh!
procesa-servérs sud drilled constabuiary, vit

oui> au exrer 0 f th erigits cf prperîr and
thosaevito ,complain o! such treatment are
ouily Irish -grievance-umongers. lu Englaud
vu vendered for pesa at thé balès of agrarian
outrage, sud thought theré was something pe-
culiar ln thé nature ai thé triash pasant
which prompted him ta " tumbling his land-
lord"; bot we mat wîit Irishmen o! all
classes, sud found thenm at qulte savages,
not quite Idolsars, sud ver>' mucht like aur-
salves ; snd by' degrees talas o! oppression
sud vosn raau us, sud- .atlup.-ea. e
aIl the Influence of English landownera help-
lng their Irlih bretbren, Gladstone sud Bright
pssed thé Irisht Lsnd Act cf 1870, ta giveé
Irish tenants same o! thé tenant rights pas-

sessed by Englis farmers. It left untouched
the custom of Irish landlords znaking na im-
provements , and leaving all, aven ta farm
buildings, to b made by their tenants; but
it provided that, under strict limitations,
"i jectment for non-payment of rent shall not
b deémed disturbance of the tenant by the
landlord." Few would think that while
the English landlords are helping their
tenants through stress of had seasons,
Irish landlords are making Irish dis-
tress and famine a means of aviction And
evasion of the act. Yet sucha is the fact. The
Irish tenant, baving no resources but the land,
paya a rent which English farmers refuse to
te pay. We estimate Irish rents at nearly
double English renta for the same quality of
land, so that alter providing for this first,
greatest, and must sacred caim of the lan -
lord the tenant is habitually near starvation.
In a good season hé saves a trile, but no one
ever heard of an Irish farmer saving enough
ta retire on. In a bad season he starves, and
in a very bad season ha dies of famine. 'This
is the normal condition of Irish tenants, and
during two years famine bas been pinching
thousands, and even the sacred claim or rent
cannot b met. But lu Ireland, contrary ta
England, the tenants' calamity ia the land-
lordé' opportunity, and under the clause we
hava quoted eviction for ion-payment of rant
may tàke ylace withont compensation, and o
évictions have showered upon the land.
Landlords, agents, process-servers, and the
army of oppressors have had a fine time. They
have laughed at the Irish Land Act which
bas been repealed by the Irish famine, prevent-
ing Irish tenants from paying exorbitant
rente, and while they are too poor te pay renta
th'ey are to be robbed o! compensation. Every
one Who exclaimed against this parfectly
legal exercise of the dights of propertyv as
dubbed "agitator," and that name a always
an answer to the arguments of the oppressed.
If notenough, the oppr.ssors add to it acharge
of I setting clasa against class," and no slave
or serf ought ta hear this solemn phrase with-
out hating ever> hope of freedom. But,Jeaving
justice and humanity out of the question as
matters for which-law bas small concern, we
English taxpayers have paid enough and risk
enough on behalf of Irish landlords, and wne
begin ta tire, so Gladstone was enabled
to pass through the Commons a bill wich
amended the Land Act by suspending evic-
tions during the present famine. The Irish
members thought It a poor, wesit, unatia-
factory measure for their constituents, but
they accepted it. With great difficulty $
passed the Commons and went ta the Lords
and then arose the question, "lWhat will they
do withit 7" Tuesday nigtt was thei second
uights debate on iL. They took great pains
ta assure thernselvea that, being lords mainly
by virtue of thair being landlords, they vte
peculiarly ftted to give Impartial judgment
batween landlords and tenants. They were
horrified lest Irish remedies might ha ap-
plied ta England and Scotland. They mini-
mized the evictions and maximized agitation
and landlords' difficulties. Lord Cairs said
Goverument was wrong ln stating the process-
servers in Galway at 4,290, but admitted 567,
and that there had beau 753 (fancy six hun-
dred procesa-servers as the lite proportion for
Nottingham !); and the rights of property,
the right of the landlorda against the tenants,
of the idie against the industrious, ef the op-
pressors against the oppressed, having been
harped on in the usual way. by those Who
forget the rights of life, ofperson, and of free-
dom, the Lords rejected the bill by 282 to 51.
Do thèse very respectable gentlemen think
they have done with it? Do they think they
have argued or frightened Ireland, Scotland,
and England loto silence? No. In every
Liberal heart will arise the question,"« Why
should these men rule over us ?"

MR. GLADSONE IN DUBLIN.
On Sunday morning the ocean atamer

Grantully Castle, on which Mr. Gladstone
bas for some days past been taking a pleasure
trip around a portion of the coast of the
British laies, lowered anchor ontside Kings-
town Harbour. One of the steamer s boats
flying a sai, and rowed by some balf-a-dozen
sailors, was observed bastening towards the
end of the wharf neareat Carlisl Pier, and
many of the spectators rightly assuming it
carried the Prime Minister ran as quickly as
they could towards the landing stage there
situated, but before more than two or three
Lad reached the head of the flight of steps
leiading to the water's edge Mr. Gladstone and
Mrs. Gladstone, and Miss Gladstone, and Mr.

As a miatter ai course,
al nations muet go to the wall at some
period of their history, at least they bave in
turn up to this, but England's downfail might
be delayed if she and Ireland were friends.
They are not, however, and England, blind
bizzard that she is, does not seem inclined to
make an effort to try that they should be,
whicis lavery foolish on aher part, leavlng jus-

tice outside the question altogether. The

Englih, even the most enlightened of threa,
lookl upon the Irish as their natural enemies.

FRANCE AM) DBEEANY.

The German Emperor, Chancellor and

people are now engaged celebrating the
aniversaries of the great battles won frous the
French ten years ago; Gravellotte, Woerth'
Sedan,all the tragievents which brought Ger-
iany se much glory and territory, have been
commemorated and toasted in bumpers of
Rhine wine and lager beer, and Kaiser William
ias repeatedly thanked God, after the manner
of Oliver Cromwell, for his crovning mercies,
as would Napoleon III., no doubt, were he still
alive and had becs the victor instead of the
vanquished in the kingly art of throat-slitting,
for it seemaas to e the rule that whoever eue-
ceeds in sending the greates& number of
victime unprepared before His jadgment seat
must think it meet and just and necessary to
thank the ail merciful God vhose only son

came into this wicked world to save it from
perdition. If therewere not so many pious t

and learned mon l Germany, who elieve the t

Kaiser and Ton Bismarck perfectly correct t
n doing these things, we should style it
simple blasphemy, but seeing that they are
here and celebrate the holocaust from altars,
we muet perforce call it an act of thanks-î
giving. At the same time, it must be ad-
mitted that Europe should congratulate it-

self that thrones and dynasties can find
leisure to celebrate decadial events, for the

time has beeu (so common and so numerous
were battles and sieges in that civilized con-
tinent) when, if sncb gory things had to te
commemorated, people would bave to suspend
heir proper business. It may re that such
celebrations do not carry with them a greater

amount of significance than the war speech of
Gambetta at Cherbourg, but itis clear that the

diplomats of Europe attach a certain impor-
tance to them, the more especially when
both Bismack and Gambetta have large É
armies at their backs, ready once more to try t

the fortunes of war and fight for military
prestige, and for something more tangible in
Alsace-Lorraine. When the French empire
collapsed seo frightfully and so suddenly, s
political prophets there were rwhoforetold
that France would in future be oulya second-
rate power, or at the very best, would not beh t

n position to go to war for a century to come. 1

But as France recovered herslf with as great c
rapidity as she went down, the nations were

astounded and the wiseacres hedged and t
modffied their prophecies. They then de- c

clared that a country capable of such finan-
cial successes was capable of military sud-
cesees, for what l money but the sinews of t

war? As the years rolled on and France e
îtood erect and faced her opponent, Bismarck ç
elt sorry that he had not imposed harder r
conditions, but toc late. lie put his band t
upon his sword and blustered in thehope
hat the rash Celt would rush blindly into the t'

oanßitct tefore he was prepared, but he was

It may b
that the struggle will arise from the presen
pitiful embroglio in the East, one excuse i
as good as another te those who want t
fight. That France le preparing for war, an
has been since 1874, le beyond all manner o
doubt. The immense progress made Inl he
military organization is a matter for seriou
anxiety across the Rhine, where those wh
are competent to judge know that, unles
they can prevent the concentration of thi
troops at the very outset of the campaign, it
results wilL be doubtful. Abandoning en
tirely the column formations and movement
In mass, the French have taken up, but im.
proved upon, the German tactics, at the sami
time simplying all themanoeuvres, and, whil
preserving the unIty of command, allowin
full scope for individual initiative. Tht
number of companies in each battalion le re
duced from 8 to 4; but the number of files in
each company is increased to 100, so that a
battalion, on its war footing, consists of 800
muskets, and the regiment 2,400, which make
each brigade cf ithe normal strength of abou
5,000,including officers. In everymovement
whether on the advance or in retreat, in action
or on the marcb, the same principle la uni
formly observed; the same distance le pre-
scribed between the fractions, be the force
a company, a battalion, a brigade, or an army
corps. A line of skirmishers deployed 500
metres in advance of their supp>rts, whicb
are in column of sections in rear of the
right, left and centre; 500 metres lu rear of
these, the reserve; 500 metres further to the
rear, the main body of troops, who-alone are
kept in column until circumstances decide
the direction to be givento their deployment,
Le 1,500 metres-nearly one mile-existing
between thei and the line of kirmishers
being considered sufficient to guarantee thein
against the enemy's fire while they are not
directly engaged. Each company works
separately, although all remain under the
general direction of its CChef de Bataillon, se
hat a much wider field l opened to the in-
elligence of each cficer, which it was in-
ended to bave developed by the system of
general manoeuvres as practised first in Ger-
many, and now adopted universally on the
continent and in England, The war that la
surely coming may break out this all or it
may be delayed till spring, but that it le
coming is as sure as anything that has not
yet taken place.

The instructions strictly
forbid the landing of mon.

the collective fleet of the Powers, this resolu-
tion would load to ber being suspected of in-
tentions she doos not harbor." This coupled
witb the insinuations of au evening journal,
would perhaps lead one to suppose that the
French Government had determined to parti-
cipate in the demonstration through fear of
giving offence to Germany,

Losnos, September 15.-It is improbable
the Liberals will- much longer tolerate the
obstruction of the House of Lords. Reform
in the Upper is likely to precede reform in
the Lower Chamber. The sovereign's veto
la now virtually passed away, but it is still,
in fact, exercised by the Leader of the Con-
serva.tive House. Liberal orators, duting the
recess, wili agitate reform of the Upper House.
Two things are deemed necessary, viz, that
the vote of a clear majority of all the mem-
bers inthe House of Commons may override
the decision of te Hnouse cif Lords, and thst
the number of Peers is the Cabinet shall be
reduced.

When a
short distance frein land they perceived that
the boat leaked, but before tbey had tire ta
tur and reach land it filled, and they were
all in the water. Moreau managed ta tipset
the boat and get them all on top of it. He
then tried ta swim ta the shore, but finding
himself unable te do s, being toc heavily
dressed, ho returned to the boat. Their
screams attracted the peoplc from the village,
who went ta their rescue, but were only able
ta save the two men and the girl. They
picked up the woman and baby, but both were
dead. The bodies of the two little girls have
not yet been found.

A very good start ws
effected at exactly six oclock, McDonald geu-
ting first water, and gaining a slight 1'd,
pulling thirty-five. He steered directly over
into Qinn's water, andhgradually increased
the lead. Whon they Lad gene about twa
hundred yards Quinn ceased rowing for a mo-
ment te avoid a faul, and McDonald crossed
him and hugged close te the shore, where the
current is elackest. Quinn then continued
rowing, and put on a good sport, pulling
about 37, bukMcDonald increased hie lead te
two lengths, which ho held until crossing ta
hie own stake boat, which gave Quinn a
chance te catch up. McDonald reached bis
stak boat in five minutes, and turned about a
length ahcad. Quinn turned very short,
coming up to within nearly half a length, but
after they had straightened away for home
McDonald increased bis lead again to one
length, which ho held to tEo finish, winning
as he pleased ; time, 13 minutes 45 seconds.
The race was an exceedingly pretty one tremi
start te finish, but the Prescott mn la no
match for the Ottawa boy.

ANOT HER SCARE.

ALLIONSD PLOT To sBiZE BALLINcOLLIG PowDR
MILLI.

The Cork Constitution of Saturday morning
péblisbes the following :--' The publo wili
be astonished te learn that within the last
ew days the Fenian Brotherhood lu these

parts had conceived a gigantic project of et-
taoking the cavalry garrison at Ballincollig,
and aise the robbery of the, powder tmille at
the same place. The attack was admirably
planned, and would, in all probability, have
been put into execution before now but for the
fact that all the eworn band-of desperadoes
wre not faithfsl to one another, or true to
the cause they bad espoused, as le invariably
the case in organizations of the kind, com-
posed, as they are, of the most worthless
menbers of society. There was a Judas in
the company, who was very glad to part with
the. information so obtained for a considera-
tion. This was actually done, and the Gov-
ement wuvas apprised of the intended raid.
Instructions .were at once forwarded to the
local military and police authorities, and
precautions were taken and plans adopt-
ed for givilg the attacking party a
warm reception. The object of the
attack on the barracks was the rob-
bery of arma, and the ammunition was, of
course, to be taken from the powder mille in
auficient quantities to afford the 'rebels' an
ample supply for the approaching winter
ampaign.

STORIY SUENES IN PARLlA-
MENT,

Excited Proceedings,.

From the moment when the Bouse went
into Committee of Supply on the Irish Fsti-
mates, it became manifest that the Home
Riule mensmbers meant to protract the siting
to an inordinate length. The proceedings ou
the vote for the Irish Constabulary com-
menced with a long and an cloquent speech
by Mr. T. P. O'Connor, in which teastrongest
point was an appeal to MUr. Forster to give
Ireland even such a smali modicum of liberty
as the Czar allowed Russia. Thn therec-
curred a long dreary palaver, in the course of
which Mr. Forster made a violent attempt to
be concilfatory, and Mr. Bright a passionate
appeal to the Irish members to be forbearing
-- an appeal ha backed up with vague pro-
mises to the affect that if the government
were ouly let alone and allowed to get the
monay they asked the House to vote they
would "reorganise the Irish land system " so
as to please the Irish tenant. Mr. O'Connor
Power, in that tone of statesmanlike delibera-
tien rasich csaractelzes bis most receht
utîcrancas, sausibi>' pointi out lsat lise
government were, by the conditions of thelr
existence, obliged to enforce a law which
those for whom he hld a brief considered to
be utterly bai and oppressive, and hence it
was no use trying to quench the fire of Irish
discontent with fair-seeming promises. Ulti-
mately Mr. Biggar, who.is most adroit among
the obstructives at s drawing" a minister,
contrived to tempt Lord Hartingtonto make1
a statement, the toue of which was at once
declared to be offensive, and Mr. Gray ii-
mediately rose to denounce the leader of the
House.

Then 'the fun of the fair" beganinearnest.
At tan minutes past two The O'Donoghue
moved that the Chairman do leave the chair,
A division was taken, with the result that 107
votedt or the government and 25 against
tham. MUr. Sexton then moved to report pro-
gress, and ha based his speech upon the theory
that Lord Hartington, saying that police-
men were necessary lu ireland.

In déprecatory
tones ha called the attention of Dr. Playfair
to the fact that Mr. Sullivan was taking a
inean advantage of the committee, for he "as
providedhimselfwith a palpable supper" in
the shape of three Bath huns, a few puff.,
and a tartletor two. "Was it in orderto
tur tle Heouse into a restaurant for the use
of obatructive members?"

The poultry yard may be made one of thé
mest profitable parts f the farma. On a well
conducted farn, where the farmer'a wife and
daughters are not oc much occupied in ouse-
bold cares, or leas profitable pursuits, the care
of the poultry should be their business, and the
profit should be theirs too. A neighbor's wifei
whose two daughters have joined their mother
in a poultry business of this character, recent-
ly gave me a statement of the Income from 70
bans since November last, and during eight
months. The fiock conested of white leg-
horne, with a num ber of half-bred light à
brahmas to do the hatching, s the leghorn1
scorns such domestic occupations, and love
gadding abroad and avoid the cares of a youngi
family. In a little more than eght monthsa
5,660 eggs have been sold for $111.20, orj
n6early 2 cents each, which lasa low price,.buti
It bas beau pad In csh ; and $32.35 bas been
recelved for young chickens, leaving 40 of the
beat young pullets on hand, to increase the
Bock. The management of this fock has.
been on a plan hat I suggested two year
ago to these ladies, and the care with whichj
they have kept the fowls la shown in the factJ
that notone in a Bock of nearly 0 in aIl heas
bea lost by accident or disese. But "what
has it cost you tofeed thèse fowlas?" I sked
them. "Oh, nothing at ail; they get lots of

ceraps from the house, and we get all the
corn and wheat and aata and buckwheat from
the granary, and It dont cost us a cent. Isu'te
it nice 7" I should sayi it was. But aven
counting the cost of the'grain no doubt more
profit was made from this flock of fowls than
ro, any eîlr jit. o the farm or sc ek.
